The fans began to like him, though, for he
showed every Indication of being a clean hit-
ter. In the fifth inning, he set the crowd
wild. Minneapolis up that time had failed
to score. With two men on bases. Partridge
sent the ball clear to the left field fence, not
very far from the center field, and when the
ball came in he was on third, and two runs
had come in.

Espy, chairman of the commit-
tee or. amusements, reported that his
plans are almost completed for the lake
excursion to be tendered the delegates
from the posits and from the two auxil-
iary organizations, Woman's Relief
corp and Ladies of the G. A. R. These
excursions will go to Minnetonka and
White Bear on alternate days, so that
all the delegates will have an oppor-
tunity to see the lakes.

Chairman Castle, of the press com-
mittee, was authorized to proceed at
once to make arrangements to enter-
tain and make comfortable the visiting
newspaper men. Their working quar-
ters will be given special attention, in
order that every pencil pusher may find
things as har.dy as he could ask.

Badges for the ladies and gentlemen
of the citizens' committee have arrived,
and are in possession of Col. Zimmer-
man, chairman of the badge commit-
tee. Distribution will begin within a
few days. These badges are said to bevery handsome, made of Minnesota
metal and gold plated.

Work is r.ow accumulating so rapidly
solved to meet twice a week on Tues-
that the executive committee has re-day and Friday evenings, until Aug.
15. After that date they willmeet every
day until the close of the encampment.

Next Friday evening the work and
plans of W. G. Strickland ar.d his com-
mittee on decorations will be flnallly
passed on. Ifapproved, as itno doubt
will be, the committee can proceed at
once to carry out the many schemes for
beautifying the city which they have
ln mind.

At 3 p. m. today a conference will be
held at headquarters with a committee
from Minneapolis, representing the
Knights of Pythias.

Secretary Pinney is now preparing a

HIS HOUSE WAS GONE.

N. R. Frost Charges the Larceny of
a Cottage.

Larceny was the charge against four
men in the police court yesterday, who
are accused by N. R. Frost of stealing
a house valued at $500, and vandaliz-
ing a second cottage to the extent of
$200. The men are Pat Kernan. of 7
Heylin Place; Pat O'Brien, of 9 Heylin
Place; Tom Burke, of 8 Heylin Place,
and F. Joys, of 161 Glencoe street.

Mr. Frost /xmducts a renting agency
at No. 30 East Fourth street, and has
In his charge a number of cottages ln
Heylin Place, and the prisoners, with
the exception of Joys, are his, tennants.
Business affairs of importance have
occupied Mr. Frost's time to a great
extent lately and he has not visited his
property for nearly two months. Yes-
terday, however, he concluded to go
out and take a look at the comfortable
structures which he has been advertis-
ing for rent

At No. 5 Heylin Place there ought to
have been a neat little cottage with
newly papered Interior and carefully
framed windows, as Mr. Frost had had
the place completely renovated a short
time ago. Instead, however, the agent
found the house minus doors, windows,
a portion of the roof and part of one
side. This condition of affairs caused
Mr. Frost to investigate the neighbor-
ing property ln his charge, and he
found the houses occupied by O'Brien,
Burke and Kernan in first class condi-
tion, but when he came to take an In-
voice of No. 6 Heylin Place he re-
ceived an unexpected set back. There
was no house on the lot. A hole ln
the ground, formerly a cellar, and a
pile of plaster was all that remained
of the cottage which occupied the site
on his last visit.

Mr. Frost had about concluded that
a cyclone had swept the vicinity and
licked up the missing house in its
pendant funnel, when he claims to
have recognized parts of the razed cot-
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tage on tho premiss* of O'Brien, Ker-nan and Burke. He went at onoo to
the offlce of the cl»rk of the municipal
court and swore out the warrants
which lodged the msn and their neigh-
bor Joys In jail.

Whon arraigned before Judge Orr
each of the prisoners denied having
participated In the destruction of thecottages and retained Attorneys How-
ard and McGhee to look after their de-
fense. Owing to the absence of As-
sistant City Attorney Oppenheim thecases could not be heard yesterday andwere continued until Friday.

Mr. Frost Stated to aGIo bc report-
er that he was positive that the men
arrested were the guilty ones, and that
he Intended making an example ofthem in order to put a stop to the des-
truction of property which has been

•going on ln their neighborhood. "Itisan outrage," said he, "that such acts
of vandalism should be permitted to go
unpunished. Ifound part* of the dis-
mantled houses on the premises of themen arrested, and lit appear, that theentire neighborhood has been engaged
in this work. One of the men hadbuilt a new porch to his house, anotherhad made a chicken coop, and a thirdbuilt a fence around a pasture for hisoow. Itseems almost Impossible tha*
such demolition could go on withoutdetection."

Mr. Frost appears not to be the only
one who has suffered, as It is stated
that three other houses on Glencoe
street have disappeared as completely
as though swallowed up ln the earth.
