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FROST poR BRYAN
DEMONSTRATION INHIS HONOR AT

CENTRALLA ALMOST A FAIL-

URE.

ANOTHER KEYNOTE SOUNDED.

ISSUES OF THE CAMPAIGN DIS-

CUSSED AGAIX BY THE CHI-
CAGO CANDIDATE.

BUT OXE QUESTION IS INVOLVED.

Silver Problem Must he Settled Be-

fore Any Other Matter* Can

he Given Attention.

CENTRALIA, 111., July.—For some
reason the ovation that was to have
been given to Mr. Bryan tonight was
almost a failure. Scarcely 300 people,
all told, were at the station when the
train bearing Mr. Bryan and his wife
filed in. A club of Democratic voters

arrived from Nashville with a band,

and a few minutes later one came in

from Fairfield, but they added scarcely

200 people to the crowds. To make
matters worse the place selected for
Mr. Bryan to meet the citizens was the
City park, which had already been en- j

gaged by William E. Mason, Republl- j
can candidate for the United States j
senate from this state. On this account I
Mr. Bryan and his friends had to va-
cate before 8 o'clock. The big major-
Ity of the crowd that came to the park

appeared to be Republicans who had
expected to listen to Mr. Mason's talk. !
There were frequent cheers for McKin- !

ley and then the friends of Democracy

would shout for Bryan, Altgeld and
free silver. Gov. Altgeld was not there,

and does not seem to have been in-
vited, though itwas anonunced that he
was coming.

It was originally intended by Mr.
Bryan and his wife to quietly visit this !
place where Mr.Bryan has many rela- !
tlves. There was to have been a sort I
of reunion of the Bryan family of j
Marion county. Itwas, hovere, decided
by Mr. Bryan to give the visit and re-
union up. The people here had heard
that he was coming, and he was urged
not to disappoint them.

The train which brought Mr. Bryan J
here arrived at 5:45 o'clock. Mr. and
Mrs. Bryan were hurried through the
crowd to a carriage in waltng. Capt.

S. L. Dwyght met them and took them
to his home. Mrs. Dwyghtis a cousin of
Mrs. Bryan. At the home of Capt.
Dwyght there was an informal recep-
tion to the ladies of Centralia, who
were presented to the nominee and his
wife. There were several hundred
women there and the affair was de-
cidedly pleasant.

The visiting party was then taken to
the City park. Preceding the carriage
In which Mr. and Mrs. Bryan rode was
a brass band and following were citl-

Bens on foot. The procession Increased \
in size as it neared the park. The ;

stand had been draped with flags and j
bunting for the Mason meeting. Itwas !
announced by Capt. Dwyght that Mr. j
Bryan would not attempt to talk, as
he had so little time. This did not j
please the crowd, but when it became i
known that Mr. Bryan was going to

stand at the foot of the pavilion to

there was quiet, and every one began

to crowd forward to shake hands with
the distinguished visitor. As time went
by, the Bryan clubs from Nashville
and Fairfield arrived and then the
clamor for a speech was renewed. It

became so loud that Mr. Bryan at
length gave way to his first Intentions
and spoke. He said:
"Idid not come to make a speech.

The campaign is hardly opened yet.
But, coming back to Marion county

to attend to some businesss which had

to be attended to before Ireturned
to my Nebraska home, Iwas glad to
accept an invitation to spend two or
three hours with my relatives in this
city and while here to meet again the
citizens and friends Iknew before. We
are entering upon a memorable cam-
paign and the issues are being drawn
for the contest. The two parties de-
scribed as the two great parties, or
the two leading parties, have already
adopted their platforms and have al-
ready nominated their candidates for
president and vice-president of the
United States, and in a short time the
campaign will be open fully and you
will be making up your minds as to
which ticket you will support.
"I trust that the issues Involved in

this campaign will be clearly under-
stood and carefully studied. Parties
are not made to be worshiped. They
aie merely the instruments by which
we serve our country. The people are
made, not for parties, but parties are
made for the people, and parties can
only claim th^teupport of the people
when they a_re efficient instruments
In the hands of the people, of accom-
plishing good. And those who are
called upon to vote have a right to
consider the platform utterances or
policies advocated by the various par-
ties, as well as the character of the
condidates who are nominated.

"In this campaign Ibelieve that there
will be less of personalities and more
of principles than ln any campaign
which we have known in recent years.
The people are thinking about the
great public questions. You must not
expect that any platform will contain
all you desire. No thinking person
finds in any platform an expression
of everything in which he believes.
Nor must you expect that any plat-
form willbe free from some objections.
We select our party; we select our plat-
form, not in the hope of something
that is absolutely in accord with our
opinion, but for that which gives the
fullest expression of all of our hopes
and aspirations, and we take that plat-
form and join that party which, for
the time being, promises to serve us.the

BEST OF LEGISLATION
on the most important questions. Inthis campaign itis conceded on all sidesthat the greatest and most important
Issue is the money question. Itmat-
ters not whether you believe in the re-
storation of silver or in a gold stand-ard. You must admit that the settle-
ment of the money question is of the
first and greatest importance. Whenthat is done, other things can be con-
sidered.

"On the money question the two great
parties have taken positions directly
opposite to each other. Four years
age the position taken by the Repub-
lican and Democratic parties, on themoney question, was identical. TheRepublican party said the Americanpeople from tradition and interest arein favor of bimetallism,' and the Demo-cratic party said 'We hold to the use ofgold and silver as the standard moneyof the country, and to the coinage ofboth gold and silver without discrimi-
nation against either metal.'

"Thus you see that both parties <le-

Glared ln favor of gold and silver as the
money ofthe country. Four years have
p. ssed since those platforms were
written and those four years have been
years of momentous events, and as
this campaign approaches, the two
great parties line themselves upon this
great question. The Republican party
at St. Louis declared that the gold
standard should be maintained until
It could be changed by International
agreement. Note the language. That
platform does not say that the gold
standard Is a good thing, because that
platform pledges the party to get rid
of the gold standard and substitute for
lt something better as soon as Itcan be
done; this better substitute could not
*>c received until the world should
help. (Long and continued applause.)
The Democratic party met at Chicago
and lt adopted a platform which Is ln
direct opposition to the platform adopt-
ed at St. Louis. The St. Louis platform
declared that the gold standard should
be maintained until It could be changed
by International agreement; until some-
thing else could be done. The Demo-
cratic party declared itself unalterably
opposed to a single gold standard. (Ap-
plause.) And, more than that, the Re-
publican platform did not promise you
any complete monetary system.

"The Democratic party outlined what
lt declared to have done. It declared
ln favor of the immediate restoration
of the free and unlimited coinage of
both gold and silver at the present leg-
al ratio of 16 to 1 (Applause), without
waiting for the aid or consent of any
other nation. (Applause.) "Wfe also

declared that the silver dollar should
be a z

public and private, and that such legis-

lation should be enacted as is necessary

to prevent, for the future, the demone-
tization of any kind of legal tender
money. More than that, the platform

declared that the government should
exercise the right to redeem its coined
obligations in either gold or silver.

The issue is drawn and we have our
choice in this campaign between an
American financial system for the
people, and an English financial system

to be forced upon us. (Applause.)
Those who believe ln running this gov-
ernment on the European plan should
go and legislate with the Republican
party (applause and laughter.) If I
mistake not the patriotism of the peo-
ple, whose patriotism has never been
appealed to in vain, there can be but
one issue in this campaign and but one
result. (Applause.) If they ask us
'What about other questions,' we tell
them that so long as the right of self-
government is in danger there is no
other question. (Applause.) Why dis-
cuss things if we be not powerful
enough to act when we have the
power?

"I've not the time nor disposition to
talk to you at this time, but Iwant
to impress upon your minds two
things. Iwant you to ask two ques-
tions which ought to be asked over and
over again in this campaign, each time
with increased emphasis, and the two
questions are these: 'If the gold stan-
dard is a good thing why ought we to
try to get rid of it?' and, 'Ifit is a bad
thing, why should we keep it until
some other nation helps us to get rid
of it?' (Applause.)
"I thank you, for the interest which

you have manifested and for the com-
pliment which you have paid me by
your assemblage here today. Ican but
beg of you that you shall do your duty
as citizens. We who stand upon the
platform adopted at Chicago, do not
seem to you as suppliants begging for
your votes. Those votes are your own.
You are free men and no man should
stand in the attitude of petitioning for
a free man, to do anything but what is
according to his conscience, but we
come before you standing upon a plat-
form and pledging its enforcement if
elected, and we beg you to study the
questions, all the questions presented
by the issues involved and then let
your ballots register a .free man's will.
Ithank you. (Great applause and en-
thusiastic cheering.)

SALEM STIRRED UP

Over the IIIk Demonstration in

Honor of Bryan.
SALEM, 111., July 14.—The citizens of

Salem have been in a state of activity
all day today in preparation for the
grand Bryan demonstration to be given
tomorrow. Every tree on every street
and in every yard is being white-
washed ln response to a proclamation
issued by the mayor of the city which
was pasted on ail the dead walls of the
town and circulated among the resi-
dences. The proclamation bears the
likeness of Mr. Bryan at the head and
reads as follows:

Whereas, Hon William J. Bryan, a
former resident of this city, has been
nominated for the presidency of the
United States; and

Whereas, He is about to return here
for a short visit to his relatives and
friends; therefore, I, John Lakln,
mayor of the city of Salem, do most
respectfully request that all business
houses and residences be suitably deco-
rated in his honor during his stay ln
our midst

John H. Lakln,

Mayor.
When Mr. Bryan had finished his din-

ner today he took his three children
and went down to the house in which
he was born and had his photograph
taken. He then returned to the home
of his aunt where he remained until
train time. The taking of his photo-
graph caused considerable excitement
in Salem and men and women gathered
about to watch the proceedings. When
it was over they all shook hands with
Mr. Bryan and some of the old men
took occasion to tell him how they had
watched him from his youth up and
how they always did believe he was
bound to be great.

Every time Mr. Bryan comes to his
old home he attends services at the
Presbyterian church where the Rev.
Dr. Sprowts has been pastor for a
score of years. Last Sunday his old
pastor announced to the congregation
that he had taken it upon himself to
send a telegram, ln the name of the
congregation, congratulating their fel-
low brother in Christ upon the honor
he had received. Then he pronounced
a few words of praise and commenda-
tion upon the character of Mr. Bryan,
briefly reviewing his career from the
time he left Salem until he was nomi-
nated for president.

Mr. and Mrs. Bryan, like the inhabi-
tants of the town, were weary this
morning. They rested till after 9
o'clock. With them at breakfast were
J. W. Balrd and his wife, Mr. Bryan's
sister and Misses Nannie and Mamie
Bryan, two attractive looking young
women who have just finished their
college education. After breakfast
Mrs. Bryan remained at home while
Mr. Bryan went to the court house to
attend to some business of his moth-
er's estate. At dinner time, Mr. Bryan,
his wife and two unmarried sisters,
went to the home of their aunt, Mrs.
D. S. Marshall, and in the afternoon
he drove about town, and out to the
old farm upon which his father lived
duiing the last years of his life. Mr.
Bryan himself is a member of the

j Presbyterian church, but his father
was a Baptist, and, according to Col.
Thomas E. Merrltt, who in the early

j days stumped the country with him.j believed there was no salvation for
j a man unless he was baptized by 1m-
:mersion. But there was not enough
Baptists in the town to support a
preacher regularly, and so it was that
services were only held in the Baptist
church twice a month, and in that
way it came to pass that William J.
Bryan attended Presbyterian sen-ices
nnd finally became a member of that
church.
It was Mr. Bryan's wish to remainquiet today, but the people of Centralla

had made all the arrangements for a
display in his honor, and he finally
consented tc go. A big demonstration
willbe held here tomorrow and tomor-
row night Gov. Altgeld has been ad-
vertised as one of the principal
speakers.

WEATHER.

WHEAT HAS SUFFERED MOST.

FULL CROP NOT NOW EXPECTED
IN ANY PART OF THE

STATE.

REPORTS FROM OTHER STATES.

In None of Them Ia the Slioy. ln«
aa Favorable aa Might be

Wished.

The weekly Minnesota crop report, Is-
sued yesterday by Observer Beals,
says:

Except a few small, scattered show-
ers, no rain has fallen during** the week,
and droughty conditions have spread
until now the entire northern part of
the state Is affected. In the Red river
valley the ground is reported baked
and crusted. The temperature was
about the average. Wheat has suffered
most, and a full crop Is not expected
In any part of the state. ItIs ln best
shape ln south third, and going north
gets gradually worse until the north-
ernmost counties are reached where it
is thin, short and late. Ita condition, ln
reference to rust, is slightly better
than a week ago; some improvement
having been noted ln the south, while
In the north lt just holds ltß own.

Oats are In much better condition
than wheat. They are but little af-
fected by rust. Barley Is also ln fair
shape and considerable has been cut
during the week. Flax has Improved
somewhat since last report, but it is
still quite uneven. Corn continues to
make rapid growth and is being laid
by in the southern counties. Potatoes
would be benefited by more rain, but
as yet have suffered no great impair-
ment. Rye Is mostly cut and the crop
is thought to be about an average one.
A large amount of hay has been well
secured during the week; the weather
has been excellent for Its harvest.
Berries are drying up ln the North,
but are plentiful ln the South, and rip-
ening earlier than usual. Insect pests
are remarkably scarce.

RUST ALARMING.
Unfavorable Crop Report from North

Dakota.
Special to the Globe.

BISMARK, N. D., July 14.—The
weather conditions during the fore part
of the past week continued about the
same as those of the week previous,
the hot sun and no rain injuriously
affecting the wheat crop, and advan-
cing rust to an alarming extent To-
ward the middle of the week light
showers occurred ln portions of the
Red River valley, but were not heavy
enough to be of any material benefit.
The week closed with medium heavy
rain over nearly all sections of the
state Sunday night, which while be-
ing of benefit to most crops la too late
to make much improvement ln the
wheat, as the hot weather has caused
Itto rust so badly that some fields are
repotted as not being worth cutting, j
and that others are of thin growth and j
stunted heads so that a very poor crop '.
is expected with the most favorable j
weather. The late sown wheat has j
suffered the most, being of tender
growth when the dry weather set ln,
and the rust and drouth have stunted
lt so, that it is very thin and is head-
ing out poorly, while the early sown
was far enough advanced to better
withstand the dry weather, and with a
continuance of favorable weather from
now on, a fair crop willbe secured in
most sections. Other crops, including
oats, rye, barley, flax, corn and pota-
toes seem to be still holding their own
against the dry weather, and with the
recent rain, will be greatly benefited,
especially corn and potatoes, which
were greatly In need of moisture. Hay
cutting is in progress and the report
indicates that an abundant crop will
be harvested.

WORLD'S AVAILABLE

Decrease otf Two Million Bushels
Shown by Bradatreet's.

NEW YORK, July 14.—Special cable
and telegraphic dispatches to Brad-
street's covering principal points of ac-
cumulation, indicate the following
changes ln available supplies:

Wheat— United States, East of Rock-
ies and Canada, Increase 419,000; afloat
for and ln Europe decrease 2,432,000;
total decrease ln world's available
2,013,000. Corn—United States and
Canada, East of Rockies, increase 362,-
--00;. Oats— United States and Canada,
East Rockies, decrease 64,000.

The more important decreases ln
available stocks of wheat, not reported
ln the official supply statement, include
556,000 in Northwest interior elevators,
113,000 at Cleveland and 100,000 at
\arlous Manitoba points. Increases are
more numerous, the larger ones which
do not appear in the official visible
supply statement Including 681,000 bus
at Fort William, Ont; 279.000 in Chi-
cago private elevators, 120,000 at New
Orleans, 106,000 at Nashville, and 45,000
ln Milwaukee private elevators.

lowa Conditions.
DES MOINES. 10., July 14.— The lowa crop

bulletin says: All reports show extensive
damage to oats by rust and lodging, and In
the Southern and Central districts the pros-
pective yield will scarcely repay the harvest
of a large percentage of the crop planted.
Spring wheat has been materially injured by
rust, but the condition of that crop is much
better than that of oats. Corn has madesteady advancement in all districts, and its
condition is now well up to normal. No ma-
terial damage has yet resulted from the dry
weather of the past ten days.

Illinois Crops.
CHICAGO, July 14.— The Illinois crop re-

port says: The past week was clear and
dry, with cool weather. The conditions were
very favorable for work, which was pushed.
Oats harvest and haying are practically fin-
ished over most of the state. Wheat and
rye stacking and threshing continue, wheat
showing better results In west counties than
elsewhere. Corn is growing finely, early
fields are In tassel and silk, over the entire
state, and late fields are being cleaned up
and laid by rapidly.

FREIGHT MEN TO MEET.

Question of Western Rates to he
Discussed.

CHICAGO, July 14.—1t Is probable that a
meeting of the Western freight lines will soon
be called to take action regarding the rate
situation. . The recent reductions in rates from
the West to Chicago have not improved the
volume of business to any extent and it is re-ported that two of the roads are already shad-ing these rates. The story cannot be con-firmed, but it neverthelesss has had a disquiet-
ing effect on the other roads and it is likely
that the matter will soon be made the sub-
ject of an inquiry by the Western Freight as-
sociation. The great trouble seems to be that
the roads cannot get the grain to move. The
sale is so slow that there seems to be no call
for the farmer. Just at this time, to send his
produce to the market, and the roads are
sufTer'ng ln consequence.

The Western Passenger men have a griev-
ance similar to that of the freight agents and
it comes through the lack of the excursion
business that they have been looking for in
the summer months. There has not been asummer in many years when the excursionbusiness has been as light as it has this year
on many of the roads, and the passenger
agents are not fee.ing buoyant over the out-
look.
