MILWAUKEE, Wis., July 16.—Of the
young Chicago couples who have come

| to Milwaukee since the city became

famous as a Gretna Green, none ever
reached here and had the marriage
knot tied under more interesting and
Pathetic circumstances than did young
Martha Hohnsen, at the county jail
this morning. The groom .was Jere-
miah Malone, convicted of the Ia.rceny‘
of $10, from the drug store of E. Vogel
No. 1039 Third street, Sunday, and
sentenced to six months in the House
of Correction. Justice of the Peace
Clark was called in, and at 11 o’clock
this forenoon in the jailor’s room he
pronounced the words that made Ma-
lone and Miss Hohnsen man and wife,
while two newspaper reporters signed
the marriage certificate. As the last
words were spoken the driver of the
“Black Maria” entered with the com-
mittment papers for Jeremiah Malone
and his partner, William Cutler, The
groom of only a minute bade his wife
good-by and Kkissed her. He was then
led out and cuffed to I%is companion in
crime, while Martha waited in the jail
until the certificate of marriage was
filled out, and handed to her, when she
gave the justice $2.

MILLERS PULLING OUT.
Milwaukee Asscciation Likely to be
Short Lived.
MILWAUKEE, Wis., July 16.—The
Milwaukee ‘Millers ‘associdtion, organ-
ized three or four months ago for the
purpose of" controlling prices on Nos.
1 and 2 Northern ‘wheat, regulating the
amount purchased daily, and in other
ways placing wheat dealers and ship-
pers of hard Northern wheat practical-
ly at the mercy of the millers in this
market, is threatened with collapse,
Faist, Krause & Co., of the Duluth
Roller Mills, withdrew from the as-
sociation today. The news was circu-
lated on ‘Change and caused a good
deal of commotion and feeling among
the millers in the association. It is
believed an attempt will be made by
the other mills to maintain the as-

sociation, and buy wheat against the
Duluth mills,

CHICAGO, July 16.—In spite of tumbling

prices in Wall street and weakness in local’

securities wheat held its own today, and even
improved a shade over yesterday's close. The
export inquiry continues good, and Paris ca-
bles reported an advance there equivalent to
23ge. Corn was heavy on fine crop prospects.
Oats showed firmness on bad crop reports.
Provisions were weak on selling by tired
holders. The wheat market started a shade
higher than it closed yesterday, the principal
reason for the slight additional strength be-

ing the fact that prices here were practically |

at an export rate. Liverpool opened a shade
under yesterday’s closing prices. In the aft-
ernoon some of the bids from Liverpool were
advanced, permitting the working of 105'000
bushels in all, including a 40,000 bushel deal
in the afternoon. September wheat opened
e to ¥c higher, and after fluctuating be-
tween 056%c and 56%c, gradually settled to
557%@56c, and during the greater part of the
session the range was between 56c and 56%c.
The lowest for the day was 56%ec, but not
much was parted with at that figure. Aside
from discouraging Wall street conditions rou-
tine news was generally favorable to holders.
Northwest receipts were 282 cars compared
with 403 a week ago, but in comparison with
only 193 cars last year. English bids for
flour were advanced, and a good business was
done. The corn country was favored with
cooler temperature and rain.
