Government officials and others in this
section have cause to regret a visit
made by a smooth individual giving
the name of W. L. Turney, who claimed
to be a representative of the Demo-
cratic national and congressional com-
mittees. He visited towna and Indian
agencies in this vicinity, collecting as-
sessments from officials and others for
national campaign runds. It is learned
he collected several hundred dollars
here. He stated that he had been
collecting campaign funds in various
parts of the West and Northwest since
last February. His illegalgains must
therefore aggregate many thousands of
dollars. He has disappeared and is
now ascertained to be heading West-
ward over the Northern Paciflc for
Portland, Oregon. Although he ex-
hibited letters and credentials purport-
ing to be from ex-Chairman Harrity,
and Senator Faulkner, suspicions were
aroused and a telegram of Inquiry was
sent to Hon. W. F. Harrity at Philadel-
phia. The following reply has been
received from him: "Telegram re-
ceived. Absolutely no authority what-
ever for the use of my name for col-
lection for any campaign funds for
any purpose or on any account what-
ever. Will you kindlyhave public no-
tice of the fact given through the news-
papers. Parties representing to the
contrary of the above are imposters."

CROPS NEED RAI.V.

Barley Harvest Began
—

Haying; Pro.
grreas ln South Dakota.

HURON, S. D._ July 16.—1n his week-
ly report of weather and crops con-
ditions, Chief Moore, of the South
Dakota Bureau, says: .

The flrst half of the week the days were
warm and the nights comparatively cool. The
last three days were very warm with max-
imum temperature ranging from 90 to 106 de-
grees in the shade, but without high winds.
There was more than the average amount of
sunshine and during the last three days the
direct rays of the sun were severe.

The rains that occurred were mostly light
and widely scattered, although a few localities
received good showers. A number of corre-
spondents report no rain of consequence for
two weeks.

The drying condition of the soil and the in-
tense heat were very unfavorable to the head-
ing and fillingof late wheat and oats in many
localities where there was a lack of surplus
moisture in the soil, and they have been more
or less damaged in a number of localities.
Early wheat is quite generally good but there
Is considerable complaint of its turning and
ripening most too fast.

Barley is ripening quite rapidly. Much has
been harvested and promises very good yield.

Except in a few localities where it stands
in immediate need of rain, corn has made
marked growth during the week and the early
planted is tasselllng generally. The
late planted did well and is very nearly up to
the season's condition of advancement. Much
of the early ptawrted is far ahead of other sea-
sons in advancement.

Flax is reported as doing well except in
limited localities.' but generally it would be
much benefitted -by rain.

Early planted potatoes have nearly made
their growth in many counties and are yield-
ing abundantly. The late planted are doing
well, but would be benefitted generally by rain
and in some localities stand ln need of it.

Reports indicate that some oats have been
harvested in the sou*hern counties and promise
good yield.

Hay is still in progress and the yield very
heavy in most counties east of the Missouri
river.

There appears to be more or less general
apprehension that unless timely rains occur
the wheat and oats crop will not be as good
as was anticipated two weeks ago, more par-
ticularly the late. There is much of the early
wheat and oats that are already well fllled
with plumpberry and promise very good yield
but it is feared will be adversely affected by
the recent very high temperature.

The week closes with the need of general
rains apparent for all crops not already ma-
tured.

The
Schimmel-Nelson company has never had to
exceed $34,000 of capital, far less than piano
companies elsewhere of the same rank. The
company Is solvent, and. all claims will be
settled in full.

ADDITIONAL.MfRUKHS.

Situation at Crete Doea Not Seem

to Improve.

NEW YORK, July 16.— A dispatch
to the Herald from Athens, says: Tues-
day evening, after a consular council,
one of the consuls declared the situa-
tion to be very grave. The military
authorities are assuming an aggressive
attitude. The general sentiment Is
that Abdullah Pasha is striving, in
conjunction with the" Mussulmans, to
prevent an entente from being brought
about. The Turks were repulsed yes-
terday by the Christians. The affair
was a serious one, a large force of
troops being engaged. The military au-
thorities are acting contrary to the
wishes of the vali, and the instructions
received from Constantinople. The
Mussulman population is working ac-
tively with the Turkish army, with the
usual vexatious results.

Seven men and two women who
were engaged as harvesters have been
massacred at Kostanl. Reports come
in giving an account of fighting and
pillaging in five other villages. These
have rendered the consuls and the na-
tive Christians pessimistic regarding
the possibility of making peace. Un-
der the pretext of removing the bodies
of the sailors who were killed yester-
day by insurgents, when pursuing a
rescue boat containing fugitive Chris-
tians, Turkish troops are advancing to
Apokoranal.
