CHICAGO, July 21.—A better financial out-
look was the principal cause for a recovery
of Xc in the price of .heat today. Corn
closed practically unchanged, and oats %c
higher. Provisions were again very much de-
pressed, lard and ribs making new low re-
cords. In wheat, the trade was rather narrow
most of the day, but there was some pretty-
active covering by local shorts and a fair
amount of buying for the long account. The
opening was firm, and at slightly advanced
prices. Active short selling caused a tempor-
ary decline, but prices soon recovered, strong
late cables and liberal seaboard clearances,
amounting to 400,000 bushels, imparting fresh
strength. The market held very strong on
covering by shorts, the strong outside mar-
kets and the substantial decrease In the
world's available supply, about 1,830,000 bush-
els, and though there was some decline from
the high mark, the close was steady at a sub-
stantial advance. September opened %@%c
higher at 56%@%c. declined to 56%c, advanced
to Tm^c, and closed at 56%<g%c. The strength
In wheat held corn prices steady. Septem-
ber opened a shade lower at 26%e, fluctuated
between 26%*. _B%c, and closed at the opening
price.

Bonds Displayed Stren firth Through-
out, Though Irregularity Was

'Noted in Speculation.

NEW YORK, July 21.—Stock speculation to-
day was characterized by a remarkably fe-

verish movement and wide fluctuations In
either direction. The volume of business was
large, though a trifle below yesterday's rec-
ord, and as usual, Sugar and St. Paul were
well in the lead in the point of activity.
There was no news to account for the rapid
transitions in the speculative temper, aside
from higher London prices for American se-
curities, the favorable interpretation put
upon the decision of the banks to protect
the gold reserve of the treasury, an easier
tendency in the foreign exchange market,
and Improvement In the railway and gov-
ernment bond markets. The opening was
strong and active. The Initial advances
ranged between %@% per cent. Before the
end of the flr6t half hour, prices reacted
sharply on realizations and determined at-
tacks by leading bear operators. The deal-
ings were heavy on the down grade. About
midday, at the low level, buying, chiefly to
cover shorts, rallied prices to the best figures
of the day, with the grangers and Vander-
bilts particularly strong. Minnesota Iron,
a usually inactive stock, jumped 5 to 35.
After 2:15, another onslaught was made by
the bear contingent, causing recessions from
the top level, extending to 2% per cent on
Chicago Gas. The closing was weak, with
the net changes irregular and fractional.
The bond market displayed agressive strength
throughout, although some Irregularity was
noted at times in the speculative issues.
The sales were $1,155,000. Governments were
less active, but ruled substantially higher.
Silver certificates broke % per cent to 69 on
realizing sales, aggregating $75,000.

BANKS MAKINGREADY

To Turn Gold Over to the National
Treasury.

NEW YORK, July 21.—1n pursuance of the
informal agreement of the national banks of
this city, to protect the treasury gold, they
met again today to consider the situation. In
an Informal way, bank officials generally con-
firm the reports that the banks are prepared
to turn Into the subtreasury an amount of gold
extending to at least half of their holdings.
Itis understood that President Tappan, of the
Gallatin National bank, and several other of-
ficials favor holding all their gold at the dis-
posal of the treasury department. The direc-
tors of the National City bank met this morn-
ing and agreed to contribute $2,000,000 in gold
as the bank's share towards replenishing the
treasury reserve. Well informed financiers
say that but for present excitement there
would be no need of any protective measures.
At the same time, the exchange market is
very strong, and exports of gold are expected
to be made on Thursday and Saturday to a
fairly large extent.
