CEDAR RAPIDS, Iowa, July 23.—
The investigation of the affairs of C.
I.. Lund of Algona reveal a most
startling case of continuous fraud and

forgery. Lund was a Swede and a
recognized leader of his nationality.
He has been a member of the legis-
lature and filled appointive positions

of honor and trust. The press reports

indicated that his death last week was
due to apoplexy, but it is now general-
1y believed that he killed himself. On
tvhe’ morning of his death he bought

16 cents’ worth of prussic acid, and all
the symptoms- shown, while he was
dying, were those of poisoning. When

Mr. Lund left his office to walk back
into the d where he died, he was
apparently as well as the officer who
had him in charge. Five minutes
after he was a dying man, and in
fifteen minutes @ead.

Thus far the investigations show

forgeries to the amount of $200,000. Of

this forged paper L. D. Russ, of
Chicago, holds 123,000. Lund has
been the agent of Mr. Russ for a num-
ber of years, and it is now known that
as long as ten years ago Lund issued
forged papers, notes, mortgages and
abstracts. In his forged chattel

mortgages, steers were his favorite se-
curity, and it is stated that Mr. Russ
now holds forged chattle mortgages
on steers that count more than the
entire number in Emmet, Dickinson
and Kossuth counties. Another pe-
culiar thing is that in none of these
mortgages are the steers located. Any-
one of a very little legal knowledge
refuses a mortgage unless the prop-
erty is not only described but located.
But it seems that whenever Mr. Lund

wanted money, he just made out a
chattel mortgage, putting in a num-
ber of steers, sent the mortgage to
Mr. Russ, and got the money.

The way he worked real estate
forged paper is out of the ordinary
course. First he made a bona-fide
sale of some of Mr. Russ’ land. Say

he sold a farm for $3,000, $1,000 cash
down and a mortgage for $2,000. The
cash was sent Mr. Russ, and after the

mortgage was recorded he sent that
also. But before doing so he care-
fully copied the mortgage and note,

signatures and all, including the coun-

ty officials’ signatures; then, being a
notary public, he could place his no-
tarial seal on any papers. In some
cases he made two copies of the orig-
inal note and mortgage. One of these
notes he could sell in Boston and an-

other in New York. As the county
records would agree exactly with the
forged notes and mortgage he offered
for sale, they were readily bought.

They think his system of fraud
ate him up. He paid the interest on
all the bogus mortgages regularly.
Every new instrument made the load

that much heavier, and the interest
must be paid or an investigatiom
would come at once. The big expense
of the firm, his bad luck, and the aw-
ful burden of interest account for a
very large sum of money. Mr. Lund’s
friends believe that he began his

fraud to. tide over a little pinch, with
the full intention of paying off. He
lost at every venture. The loans had
to go on, the interest on some of them
made others neccssary, one step down
followed another—until he was over-
whelmed.

DULUTH, Minn., July 23.—Mitchell &
1cClure’s saw mill, the largest in Du-
luth, and which usually cuts about
40,000,000 or more each year will to-
night close down for two months, which
practically means for the balance of
the season. This will throw about 250 or
300 men out of employment. This com-
pany's docks are now piled so full of
Ivmber that they cannot hold any

more,

In the Eastern markets and there is no |

sign of relief ahead. Mill men say that
for a time this year there seemed to be
some hope for the lumber trade, but

since the Chicago convention it has
been impossible to sell any. The pre-
diction is made that within two weeks

every saw mill in Duluth will be shut
down, with possibly one exception.
This would throw 1,000 men out of work
and would be severely felt by business
men.

DULUTH MARBOR WORK.

Asnanl Report Filed by the Engi-
neer in Charge,

DULUTH, Juiy 23.—Major Sears, in
charged of improvement of the harbor
at Duluth, filed. his annual report in
Washington today. Tha original plans
have heen practieally carried out. Un-
der the act of June 2, 189, thess plans
were enlarged, so as to widen ana deep-
en the main basin and the maost im-
portant channels. It {s also rroposed
to widen the channcl of tha St. Louis
river to New Duluth. The amount ex-

pended in the improvement of Duluth
harbor up to June 30, 1895, was $791,332.
The value of lake commerce at Duluth
during the past season is estimated at
$47,695,860. On the approval of the secre-
tary of war it is proposed to expend the
first 25 per cent of the appropriation
made available by this congress, this
share amounting to $770,000, in deepen-
ing the channel about the harbor basin
half width, the channel from the harbor
basin to the Gate one-half width and
to widen Duluth canal to 350 feet and
renew its revetment piers. The act of
June 3, 1896, unifies all waters which
constitute harbors of Duluth and Super-
jor and makes one harbor of them.
Four new lines of transportation, all
deep draught vessels, have been estab-
lished at Duluth during the past sea-
son.

AN ATTORNEY ANGRY.

They have had to sell !hpm
at a much lower price than they paid owing
to the fall in the price of wheels since they
made their purchases. The liabilities foot
up to about $2,000, with assets at $2,100.

Settlement Refused,

WEST SUPERIOR, Wis., duly 23.—The mat-
ter of the settlement between the city and the
Keystone National bank, by which the ecity
agreed to deliver to W. E. McCord, of Chippe-
wa Falls, at 50 cents on the dollar all of its
claims, is again before the city council. The
city treasurer, acting upon the advice in an
opinion from the city attorney, has refused
to acept the proffers of settlement at the
figures named and has so reported to the
mayor and aldermen, at the same time asking
for instructions regarding his future course
in the matter.

Freight Wreck,
Special to the Globe.

LITCHFIELD, Minn., July 23.—Early this
morning a Great Northern freight train,
bound east, was wrecked in the yard near the
depot here. The train was loaded mainly with
empty cars. No one was killed or injured,
though, strange to relate, two tramps crawled
out of the wreck uninjured. Eight cars were
totally wrecked, two of which were filled with
wheat. Wrecking crews are now here clearing
the track, and by night trains will be able to
pass. It is thought the dropping of the sand
bars caused the wreck.

Farmer Mangled.

MITCHELL, S. D. July 23.—Thomas
Adams a farmer living five miles east of
this place, was probably fatally injured last

day's work. The team, which was still
hitched to the machine, took fright and ran
away. In attempting to stop he was thrown
under the binder and horribly mangled. A
guard was found to be wedged between the
bones of his leg below the knee, Regardless
of this he walked a mile after the accident.
His chances for recovery are doubtful.

GOV. FOSTER, OF LOUISIANA, AND
PARTY ENJOY NORTHERN
HOSPITALITY,

TALK WITH THE SOUTHERNER.

CONVINCED THERE IS NO LONGER
A MASON AND DIXON
LINE,

A TRIBUTE TO THE NORTHWEST,

His State, He Says, Needs Such Bloed
as Is Here—Politics Down
South,

His Excellency, Murray T. Foster,
governor of Louisiana, and party
were the guests of the city yesterday,
and during the few hours of their
stay were the recipients of every at-
tention which could be shown them.
Gov. Clough was out of the city, and
could not be found, but in his absence
Mayor Doran, County Auditor Sulli-
van, Comptroller McCardy, City Treas-
urer Horst, and other city officials,
Theo. Schurmeir, of the Jobbers’
union; Maj. Espey, of the Commercial
club, and others constituted them-
selves a committee on entertainment,
and showed the visitors the principal
points of interest in the city. Gov.
Foster was accompanied by his two
daughters, the Misses Rose and Bes-
sie Foster, two very charming South-
ern girls; Col. Charles E. Hester, wife
and son, of New Orleans; A, J. Ellet, a
prominent manufacturer - of Kansas
City, and J. F. Merry, assistant gen-
eral passenger agent of the Illinois
Central Railroad company. The party
is under the -direction of Mr. Merry,
and is traveling in one of the private
cars of that line.

The party left New Orleans a week
ago Tuesday, and the first stop was
at Memphis. From that city the party
went to St. Louis, Dubuque, Chicago,
Storm ILake, Madison, Marshaltown
and Sioux City, and arrived in St.
Paul over the Omaha road. The party
left at 3:30 o’clock in the afternoon
over the Great Northern for Lake
Minnetonka, where they will spend
several days at the Hotel Lafayette,

Gov. Foster is a distinguished look-
ing man, and a typical southerner,
polished, genial, chivalrous and an ex-
cellent conversationalist. He is with-
al decidedly diplomatic and discreet,
and "handles political questions with a
suavity which rgther prohibits a re-
petition of leading inquiries. Yet the
governor does not hesitate to say that
he will support the nominee of the
Chicago convention. He and Col.
Hester, however, are looked upon as
advocates of sound money. Yet Gov.
Foster believes silver will win in his
state. The cotton men are, as a rule,
silver men, and the sugar men are
advocates of gold, but the former are
stronger in numbers.

“We have an extremely cosmopoli-
tan population” said the governor to
a reporter for the Globe, “and it so
complicats the situation that forecasts
in our state are very unsatisfactory
affairs. The negro vote this year can
not be foretold. But I expect silver
will win. Personally I was opposed
to the 16 to 1 plank in the Chicago
platform, but I shall support the nom-
inees of the party. I look for a vie-
tory of the party next November."”

“I think the state of Louisiana has
a great future before it. I have only
one ambition as governor of the state.
That is to Induce large numbers of
you ambitious, thrifty enterprising
Northwestern people to come to my
state and settlee. 'We need just such
blood as has made this Northwest
what it is. A few Minnesotans and
Iowans have found their way to
Louisiana, and have made wilderness
blossom as a garden. It is wonderful
what they accomplish. They take up
land that a native of Louisiana would
not take for a gift, and turn it into
profitable farms.

“I am surprised the welcome our
party has received everywhere, Be-
fore I left home I was fully convinced
that there was no longer a Mason and
Dixon line, and now I am still more
sure of it. As governor of the state
of Louisianna, I am proud to say that
in my state at least, there is no longer
any sectionalism, and I do not believe
there is any in the South. Those who
continue to stir up ante-bellum feel-
ing, do not represent the true senti-
ment of the great Scuth. We are a
united country, a great country, a
patriotic country,” and as the gover-
nor so expressed himself, his piercing
black eyes sparkled with the intensity
of his feeling. Then turning in his
seat In the private car, he saw the
Mississippi river gliding on its way
south.

“It seems odd to think that that is
the same mighty stream we have at
home, 2,000 miles south of here. It
is the link which binds the north and
south together in commercial and fra-
ternal bonds.”

Col. Hester, who is secretary of the
New Orleans Cotton exchange, the
greatest institution of-its kind in the
world, is a man nearly every cotton
merchamt and broker knows well. He
is called the cotton prophet, and his
predictions as to prices, crops and
trade are looked upon as almost in-
falible.

MISSISSIPPI IMPROVEMENT,

Repoil Made to the Chief of En-
gineers.

WASHINGTON, July 23.—Colonel
Jones, in charge of the improvement of
the upper Mississippi, has made his an-
nual report to the chief of engineers for
the last fiscal year. He says that dur-
ing the year work on the construction
of the reservoirs at the headwaters of
the river was prosecuted. The Sandy
lake dam was completed at a cost of
$113,976, forming a reservoir with a ca-
pacity_of 3,000,000,000 cubic feet. The
others are at Lake Winnabagoshish,
capacity 45,800,000,000 cubic feet; at
Leech lake, capacity 30,000,000,000 cubic
feet; at Pokegama TFalls, 4,700,000,000
cubic feet; and at Pine River, 7,500,000,-
000 cubic feet.

In the Red River of the North the
channel of the third division was re-
dredged during the year, resulting in
again opening the river from Grand
Forks to the boundary line. On that
portion of the river worked over and
maintained by dredges, the average
depth has been increased from 1% to
2 feet.

A statement of gaugings of the Mis-
sissippi for the year at St. Paul show
that the greatest depth was 101, feet
on May 22, 1896, and the lowest depth
.77 foot, Aug, 7, 1895. >

The report of Colonel Leydecker, en-
gineer in charge of Improvement of
the ship channels connecting the waters
of the great lakes between Chicago,
Duluth and Buffalo, was received by
the chief of engineers today. Since im-
provement was commenced under this
project, the available depth has been
increzsed from sixteen to iwenty feet

SOUTH DAKOTA CROPS,

Average Yield of Wheat and Oats
Expeected.

Special to the Globe.

HURON, 8. D., July 23.—The weekly crop
bulletin says:

The temperature during the week averaged
about the normal, but the days were gen-
erally warm, with much sunshine. A good
deal of the time in the warmest part of the
day there was but lttle wind and the direct
rays of the sun were severe where there was
a lack of moisture in the surface soil. The
showers that occurred were few and scattered.
They were mostly light, although, some lo-
callties recefved, good rains.
cate that the weather wa$ quite generally
unfavorable to late wheat and oats, and the
early sown was affected to some extent, al-
though there are localities. where all small
grain has done well and promises excellent
vieds. The high temperature of the pre-
ceding week—together with the effect of more
or less rust in a number of localities—taken
in connection with the warm days and dry
weather of the week just ended had the
effect of ripening early wheat and oats too
rapidly, and prevented complete filling of
the later. Some early oats have been har-
vested ughare reported a very good ecrop.
A little eat has been harvested and re-
ports findicate that this work will become
general from now on unless rains and cooler
weather supervene and check the rapid ripen-
ing. Most correspondents appear to be of
the opinion that wheat and oats, especially
the latter, will not be as good a crop
as was anticipated two weeks ago; but will
give a good average yleld. Rye is in shock
or stack quite generally and is a very good
crop. Some has been threshed, and is re-
ported as excellent. Barley harvest still
progresses, and it is reported a very good
crop. The warm weathér has been favorable
for crop growth, and 1f' has done well gen-
erally, although there are a few limited lo-
calities where it hax“Been injured or kept
back by lack of moisture. Generally it is
ahead of the seasopal average in advance-
ment and condition; but will need rain in
most localities soon: REarly sweet corn is
plentiful on the market and of excellent
quality, in the central and southern counties.
