Rut Portage Takea tbe Senior
Double and Osborn tbe Single

Sen 11.

Winnipeg carried off the honors ln
the second day's races of the Minne-
sota-Winnipeg Rowing association at
Lake Minnetonka, yesterday, winning
the senior four and the junior single,
two of the three scheduled events. The
third race, the senior double, was won
by Rat Portage. Duluth rowed in two
of the races, but, as in the contests of
the previous day, failed to send its
crews over the line as winner.

The Minnesota club also had two-
entries yesterday, but ln the only race
which its crew felt sure of winning
an unfortunate accident, consisting of
a broken stretcher, disabled their boat
before flftyyards of the course had been
passed and prevented them from fin-
ishing the race. This was in the se-
nior double and caused untold regret
among the adherents of the Minneso-
tas, as it was generally conceded even
by members of the opposing crews
that the race would have been won by
the cherry and white.

Ata meeting of the association before
the races were called the following
officers were elected for the ensuing
year: President, W. N. Armstrong,
Minnesota; vice president, J. F. Calder-
wood, Lurline; secretary and treas-
urer. Henry Blakely, Minnesota; com-
frnodore, George F. Ga.lt, Winnipeg;
vice commodore, George Drewry, Rat
Portage; ensign, A. A. Andrews, Win-
nipeg.

The executive committee chosen is
composed of T. L. Warm, W. N. Arm-
strong, Minnesota; W. A. Kerr, E. W,
Murphy, Lurline; George Drewry, J.
M. Savage, Rat Portage; A. A. An-
drews. W. F. Alloway, Winnipeg; F.
H. White, George E. Gibson, Duluth.

A resolution was also adopted giving
the Winnipeg club an option on the
next regatta of the association until
the meeting of the executive committee
in March. IfWinnipeg should decide
that it could take v..tre of the regatta
it will be held on the Red river at
Selkirk, Ont., otherwise the races will
tajce plac? at Minnetonka as in former
years.

The addition of another event to the
annual programme, in the nature of a
race for light weight fours, was con-
sidered by the meeting, but no defi-
nite action willbe taken in the matter
tintilnext year.

The matter of the expulsion of Dcs
Brisay and Brown, of the Lurline club,
the day before was not referred to in
the meeting and it was the statement
of several Lurline officials on the out-
side, as well as by members of all the
other crews, that the best of feeling
now prevailed in the association and
that the action of the executive'com-
mittee was wholly commendable.

As the time drew near for the races
to begin, spectators gathered in notice-
ably increased numbers over the prev-
ious day. At 5:45 the flrst race was
called and 10 minutes later the seniorfours of the Winnipeg and Duluth clubsleft the boat house for the head of thecourse. The crews were:

Minnesota was entered in this race,
but the inability to procure a proper
shell prevented the cherry and white
fn m starting. The crew this year is
the heaviest senior four the club has
ever rowed and it was found impossible
to work them in the only four-oared
boat the club possesses.

When the shells had reached LakePark, the upper part of the course was
choppy and rough and the stcong
quarter wind blowingacross the course
augured against fast time. Starter
Armstrong assigned the boats their po-
sitions and with a little maneuvering,
got them evenly on the line. At the
shot of the pistol, the Winnipeg crew
caught the water flrst with several
bait strokes and then shot away under
o swinging 41 stroke. Duluth was a
little slow in starting, but a heavy
40 stroke got their boat under way
with less than half a length's disad-
vantage.

In the fl.rst eighth of a mile half of
this distance was regained and to the
Narrows the race was a pretty strug-
gle. Both crews had settled down for
a hard pull and worked their slide with
the precision of clock work. Passing
the Narrows it was an even thing,
neither boat being able to gain an inch.
Upon entering the open water again
"Winnipeg dropped to a 39 stroke and
Duluth came down to 38. Still the shells
ret lined their relative positions, though
the men in the Duluth boat appeared
to he working a trifle harder than their
rivals. In the Winnipeg boat the spec-
tators on the launches following were
being given an exhibition of the most
perfect form of the regatta. Four long
sweeps were raised simultaneously, to
be followed by the forward movement
of the slides as though one man werg
operating the entire apparatus of tbQ.

.Shell. Then four glistening blades!
caught the water together, and ihflboat skimmed over the surface like.. ,a,,
swallow. The recovery was also regu-
lar and easy, thus giving the shell .a
free rein under the crew's powerful
strokes. The Duluth crew was also
showing splendid form, but their stroke
was a little shorter than that of the
Winnipegers, necessitating more exer-
tion to hold their own. On down the
course the shells went almost like a
catamaran. Every one was predicting a
hot finish and fast time at the end of
the mile when No. 3 oar in the Duluth
boat went into the air. The pace had
been too hard and one of the port oars
was played. Winnipeg saw its ad-
vantage, and hitting their stroke up to
40, soon had the Duluth boat trailing
a length and a half of open water
extern. From this on itwas Winnipeg's

race and the wearers of the dark blue
jerseys settled down to a long swing-
ing 36 stroke. Duluth made several
game efforts to regain their lost ground,
but only succeeded in closing up half
a length when Winnipeg went over the
line, winning the race in 8:37. The time
is 4\_ seconds slower than the time of
the junior four the previous day, but
this is attributable to the choppy water
and stiff wind of yesterday.

By its victory, the Winnipeg crew wins
not only the Sir Donald A. Smith trophy, val-
ued at $1,500, the Great Northern trophy and
four gold medals, but will also represent the
Minnesota-Winnipeg association in the na-
tional races at Saratoga, N. V., Aug. 11 and
12. That the crew is unquestionably fast is
shown by its work at Saratoga last year,
when it won the Intermediate race In the
fastest rowing company of the United States,
and the members of the association are con-
fident of being well represented ln this year's
national events-. President W. N. Arm-
strong wired Capt. Qalt, of the Winnipeg
crew, last night, to take every care of his
men and to allow nothing to stand in the
way of their attending the national regatta.

The junior single was to have been the
second race of the day. but as Osborne was
entered, and had just finished ln the junior
four, the third race on the programme, the
senior double was started next.

There were but three entries, but among
them was the Lurline junior four of the day
before, which was competing to show how
thorough and amicable had been the settle-
ment of the trouble concerning Dcs Brlsay
and Brown. A little work by Starter Arm-
strong got the boats upon the line in the fol-
lowing order:

The Lurlines caught the water with the

pistol at a 34 stroke, with Minnesota second,
pulling32. Rat Portage got away last, row-
ing 34. Within a hundred yards Houghton, in
the Minnesota boat, stopped rowing, and held
up his hand, signifying an accident. This
should have made no difference to the other
two crews, but the officials on the judges'
boat became confused. Some called to Starter
Armstrong to stop the Lurlines and Rat Por-
tage and others yelled to the crews to keep
going. Commodore Warm. of the Minnesota
club, lost his head and rushed up to Arm-
strong, tellinghim to flre his pistol and call
the crews to a stop. In the excitement Arm-
strong did as he was told, and the Lurlines
and Rat Portage crews quit rowing. The
Lurlines were about a length ahead of Rat
Portage, but the latter did not stop imme-
diately, and when they did, the positions
were reversed.

Then Referee Heffelflnger realized that the
proceedings were Irregular, and called to the
boats to go on with the race. Rat Portage
started away, and the Lurlines, fearing they
would be left out altogether It they stopped
to argue the conditions,, bent to their oars.
The interference from the judges' boat waa
most unfortunate, and several Lurline mem-
bers aboard were justly inclined to be in-
dignant for a time, as it had materially less-
ened the winning chances ot their crew.

There was no question but that the whole
affair was an accident, and resulted from
a lack of knowledge of the rules by some of
the officials, but it was at least unfortunate
that it should have occurred. As the two
boats went down the course for a time in
the same relative position of the second start,
it began to look as IfItmight be a race after
all, but at the half-mile the Rat Portage
crew raised their thirty-two stroke a couple
of notches and began to draw away from the
Lurlines, who were rowing thirty-six. The
erratic conditions of the flrst part of the
race had discouraged the Lurline oarsmen
and their work began to get ragged. At the
mile tifty were still valiantly pounding away
at a thirty-six stroke against thirty-four by J
the Rat Portage crew, but could not lessen !
their opponents' lead. Rat Portage dropped J
to thirty-two again on the last half-mile, and |
the Lurlines, pretty well tired, dropped to j
thirty-four. Both crews stopped rowing be-
fore crossing the line, but Rat Portage drift-
ed ln a winner by a length. No time was
taken on the race. The deepest regret was
expressed on all sides for the accident which
had robbed the Lurlines of their adavntage'
'during the flrst part of the race, and Referee
Heffelflnger reserved his decision, pending an
effort by all parties concerned to have the
race rowed over. There were really no grounds
upon which to go over the course again un-
less the Rat Portage crew agreed to the
proposition of their own accord, but this they
failed to do on the ground that the race
should have been started after the bungle
on the judges' boat with the boats in the
same position as they were when stopped.
They had been ordered to go on again, how-
ever, and Rat Portage stated that lf the ref-
eree ordered the race rowed over they would
allow lt to go by default. In view of this
statement, and the fact that there ls noth-
ing in the association rules allowing any
other decision, the race was awarded to the
Rat Portage crew.

The following scullers were placed on the
line for the junior single, the last race of
the day:

Duluth—F. J. Carr. white.
Lurline—P. B. Walker, Jr., blue and white.
Bend caught the water flrst with Walker

second and Carr and Osborne off together, a
quarter of a length back. Bend and Walker
rowed a pretty race to the narrows, each pull-
ing 33 stroke. Carr and Osborne were three-
quarters of a length in the rear, rowing easy
at 32. In the open water Walker put his
stroke up to 36 and soon led Bend by a length.
Osborne ther. increased his stroke to 34, and
though rowing entirely within himself, be-
gan to overhaul Walker. leaving Carr
last. Walker kept up his rapid stroke,
and Bend seemed content to allow him
to draw away. Carr waa steering a bad
course and had run off to port four lengths be-
hind Bend.

At the mile, Osborne passed Walker, and
Bend showed his generalship by lettinghimself
out at the right time for second place. Walker
hadrowed his race at the last quarter and the
Minnesota sculler passed him easily. The Lur-
lines on the accompanying launches tried to
cheer Walker on, but he was rowed out and
could not respond. Osborne had things all his I
own way for flrst place and crossed the line an |
easy winner by two lengths, in 10:15. Bend j
was second three lengths ahead of Walker. I
while Carr finished near the boathouse for
fourth place. A gold medal was awarded Os-
borne for his victory.

during the regatta. The presentations were
made ln the reception room at the Lafayette
hotel and were witnessed by a large company,
which heartily applauded the winners of the
different races as they received the rewards
of their prowess.

Today the regatta will be concluded with
on eight-oar race between Minnesota and
Duluth, which is looked forward to as prom-
ising the closest and most exciting contest
of this year's races.

Western league, coupled with Indifferent ballplaying, lost the opening game of the series
with St. Paul yesterday afternoon. Thechampions put up the worst fielding game
seen on the trip, but the unserviceable con-

tt was impossible to see a fly hall unless the
men were trained to it. Six errors are
charged to the outfield, and three fly balls
were allowed to drop safe, which, on any
other grounds ln the league, would have been
easy outs. In fact, lf yesterday's game had
been played on other grounds in the league,
the score would have been 5 to 7 ln favor ofIndianapolis.

The next day he wrote:

dent Johnson's motive In sending Clark to
Minneapolis Sunday. O'Day had been umpir-
ing excellent ball and neither team had a
complaint to make. With Clark the cham-
pions could not win, and as Minneapolis wants

Yesterday's game was largely In
the nature of a gift to the Saints, and by
Hank O'Day, too. There were three decisions
In the game, any one of which, if given as
the plays really happened, would have given
Indianapolis the game, but, unfortunately,
O'Day saw them differently.

CYCLE PATH TO WILDWOOD.

Formal Opening- of the New Course
Tonight.

The formal openhig of the new cycle
path to Wildwood, takes place tonight,
and it la expected that, a large delega-
tion of St. Paul riders will try the new
route to the ppleasuree cresort on the
south shore of White Bear lake. The

new path ia supplemsatary to the White
Bear path, so-called, but ls a private
enterprise, having been built by the
management of Wildwdod, without re-
sort to popular subscription. The new
path leaves the path Jtt White Bear
village at the red school house south of

the lake, thence following the county
road, a well surfaced thoroughfare, a
mile and a half Co a point almost
directly south of Wildwood, whence the
cycle path proper follows a sinuous
path through the woods to Wildwood.
The route is quite scenic as well as ex-
cellently graded for cycling. Heavy
grades are avoided by skirting the
bases of green clad hills, and ever and
anon through the trees the rider gets
a glimpse of the lake, Its waters gleam-
ing in the sunlight or moonlight as the
case may be.

The path is a novel one, in that so
far as known this is the flrst instance
in which a cycle path has been con-
structed by a street railway company.
The St. Paul and White Bearllne, how-
ever, has a double object, no less im-
portant to itbeing the operation of its
cars than the successful amusement
of visitors tb'Wildwood, arid the'com-
pany seems to have figured that theobject is to get the people there, ifby
its car line, well and good, but to get
them there, by some device, at any
odds.

side New York.

WASHINGTON. July 24.—N0 gold
went out for export today, and the only
withdrawals were domestic, $307,100 for
hoarding and $540,000 in gold bars. On
the other hand, $1,480,000 in gold coin
wa* deposited in the sub-treasury by
New York bankers, making the gold
reserve at the close of business $103,-
--688,180. Other flnancial centers are
coming forward to reinforce the treas-
ury, and today gold was offered in ex-
change for legal tender notes to the
amount of $6,000,000. Of this Chicago
offered $2,500,000, Philadelphia $2,500,-
--000 and Boston $1,000,000.

The director of the mint, ln answer
to an inquiry, has prepared a statement
showing that as the fullexisting mint
facilities of the country do not exceed
an annual coining of silver dollars of
$40,000,000, no less than fourteen years
would be consumed in replacing with
silver dollars the gold In circulation,
supposing the latter 1& drawn away to
Europe, as has been predicted, follow-
ing the free coinage of sliver, and on
the assumption that no additional mint-
ing facilities are provided.

PHILADELPHIA APPROVES

Of the Effort to Protect tbe Treaa-
nry Reserve.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 24.—At a spe-
cial meeting of the Clearing House associa-
tion of the banks of Philadelphia, held to-
day, the following resolution was unanimously
adopted :

Resolved, That this association hereby cord-
ially approves the patriotic and Intelligent
movement to replenish the gold reserve of
the United States, in the present emergency,
by the deposit of gold coin in the treasury
by national banks and others In exchange for
United States legal tender notes, thereby sus-
taining the credit of the government and
sound currency, and it urges its members to
make such deposits to the extent of their
ability.

Tenders were Immediately made by the
banks and trust companies represented at the
meeting to the amount of $2,500,000, and as a
number of banks were not represented the
amount will,no doubt, be largely Increased.

Boston's Offer.
BOSTON, Mass., July 24.— A total of $2,200,-

--000 In gold has been subscribed by Boston
banks and trust companies for the relief of
the United States treasury.

Over Sixteen Millions.
NEW YORK, July 24.— The total deposits

of gold at the subtreasury by the banks up
to 2:30 o'clock today were $1,200,000. making
a grand total since Wednesday of $16,955,000.

HITCH IN DAM WORK.

Oover ninent Was Not Satisfied Wltl*
the Property Acqnired.

Government engineers are at present
engaged in making borings for a pro-
posed new site for the so-called Meeker
Island dam. These new borings are
being made in the limits of Hennepin
county, on property deeded by the city
of Minneapolis to the United States
government. They may or may not
mean that the location of the lock and
dam is to be moved further up the
river. But at any rate it seems now
that work will not be begun this year.
There is something like $195,000 now
available for the construction of this
long-talked-of Improvement, which Is to
cost something over half a million of
dollars when finally completed.

The hitch In the proceedings which
delays commencement of the work is
caused by a difference between the
government officers and the men who
own abutting property in Ramsey
county, as to the price to be paid for
the land which the government desires
to use. E. A. Dushane, the engineer
in charge of upper river works for
Uncle Sam, when seen by a Globe
reporter yesterday, verified the facts
stated above. He said that enough
money is now available to make a very
good beginning on the work. "But the
government has declined the proposi-
tion made by the property owners,"
said Mr.Dushane, "and there the mat-
ter rests. In the meantime we are
making borings further up the river,
with a view to establishing a new loca-
tion, which would bring the Improve-
ment whollywithin Hennepin county."

Among the St. Paul men who own
the property which the government
wants in Ramsey county are Hon. P.
H. Kelly, S. E. Dawson and P. T.
Kavanagh. It is situated in Desnoyer
park, and extends about 500 feet along
the river bank, just above the location
of the Town and Country club. Mr.
Kelly was seen, and very willingly
stated the property owners' side. "Mr.
Dushane practically closed a bargain
with us," he said, "by which the gov-
iernment was to secure title to the land.
One of the owners stood out for $12,500,
and some good Judges have estiovated
Its value at even a higher figure. We
finally compromised or. $10,000, and at
the same time agreed to have the city
vacate a strip of street 100 feet wide
extending along the property. We se-
cured the vacation by the city, and
agreed t.o pay therefor $400. We sup-
posed that the deal was closed for both
sides when this had been done; but a
little later were surprised to learn that
the government refused to ratify the
agreement made with Mr. Dushane,
and there the matter stands at present.
As to what will be finally done, Iam
unable to say."

TIMEAND THE POLICE.

The members of the police department, or
rather those who are on the force as patrol-
men, reported at the central station yester-
day afternoon at 3 o'clock. The occasion
was the changing of tne shields worn by the
men. Philip Gibbons, who waa appointed
on the force in 1874, and now is detailed as
conductor of the patrol wagon at the central
station, was given shield No. 1. Thomas
McMahon, better known as "BigTom," who
is bailiff in the police court, was given shield
No. 2. The other members of the force were
given shields to correspond to the length of
time they have served ln the department,
Edward Chrlstopherson, who was appointed
on July 20, received Shield 150.
