STOOCK BARNS BURNED.,

Buildings on the Merriam i-‘nrm De-
stroyed by Fire.

Two large stock barns and two sheds, loca-
ted on the farm owned by W. R. Merriam,
about seven miles from the city, on the Still-
water road, were destroyed by fire yesterday
afternoon. The farm is rented by John Hoff-
man, who for the past four years has occu-
pled the place. The fire was first discov-
ered In one of the barns, and as there was no
means of getting water to eéxtinguish the
flames, building after building was licked up
by the fire. Fortunately there was little wind
and the dwelling house and another small
building, used as a chicken house, escaped
destruction. The buildings and house were
insured by the owner, W. R. Merrfiam, for
$,000, which, it is estimated, will cover the
loss in this direction. Hoffman, however, had
only $250 worth of insurance on farm ma-
chinery and about the same amount on the
contents in the barns. His loss is estimated
at $3,000. One hundred and fifty tons of hay
were burned, and ten hogs, together with a
number of farming implements, buggies and
wagons, went up in smoke.

SAY THE INDIAN EDUCATORS, IN
THE ADMINISTRATION OF IN-
i DIAN AFFAIRS, t

FEDERAL POLICY ATTACKED.

REV. J. A. GILFILLAN, THE LAST
TO CRITICISE THE GOV-

ERNMENT,

LAST DAY OF THE CONVENTION.

Needs of the Service Set Forth in
a Series of Resolutions
Adopted.

The consensus of all the papers read
and opinions expressed at the institute
of the teachers in the Indian service,
which closed last night, was that the
government is lamentably lame in its
administration of Indian affairs; that
if in the future the Indian does not
rise to a higher plane than he occupies
now, it will be Uncle Sam’s fault. The
convention opened and closed with crit-
icisms of the federal policy, and com-
ing from such close and intimate stu-
dents of Indian nature as the instruc-
tors of Indian children, the complaints,
it was claimed, were entitled to some
weight.

Rev. J. A. Gilfillan, Episcopal mis-
sionary at the White Earth agency,
was the last of the speakers to criti-
cize the government, and he did it
roundly, in an addres which occupied
a half hour. Rev. Mr. GHfillan has
been a missionary among the Indians
for twenty-two years, most of the time
being spent among the Ojtbways of
Minnesota. He stated that of the 3,000
Ojibway children in this state, not
more than one in five was in ‘the In-
dian schools. Although these benight-
ed children were within a few hours’
ride of the great cities, they were con-
demned to lives of ignorance and deg-
radation, simply because the national
government was meager in its appro-
priation for Indian schools and lax in
its administration of Indian affairs.
The speaker named a dozen agencies
and places In the state where there are
from 100 to 1,000 Indian children, where
a proportion of but one in five was in
the Indian schools. Mr. Gilfillan said
that he had used all his influence for
the past twenty-two years to arouse
the government to a sense of its re-
sponsibilities, but in wvain. Although
the government had taken four of his
private schools off his hands from year
to year, not one new school had been
established in the stateé during the past
twenty-two years. Many of the Indian
schools maintained by the federal gov-
ernment were mismanaged, and no ef-
fort was made by its agents to compel
children to attend. He advised a more
liberal policy in financial matters, and
a more stringent management of the
schools. Rev. Mr. Gilfillan advised the
prohibition of the use of any Indian
language in the Indian schools, the
stopping of all native ceremonies, and
advised that the children be separated
from their native customs entirely, in
order that they might learn more of
the ways of the white man. “I want
to see the government do away with
the issuance of rations, the granting of
annuities, the establishment of reser-
vations and agencies, and the enact-
ment of special laws for the Indian.
As long as we baby the Indian he will
presume upon his prerogatives and
continue in a savage and uncivilized
state. We must put them up on the
plane of the white man, and force all
the responsibilities of our race upon
him.” The speaker paid a tribute t6
the corps of teachers who isolate them-
selves from the world and its comforts
to labor with the red skins year after
year.

O. H. Parker, superintendent of the
Winnebago school, Neb., followed: in
the last paper of the institute, and
after some general discussion, the con-
vention adjourned. The date and place
for the next meeting will be selected
during the next few months by the offi-
cers of the association.

All the business of the convention
was wound up during the day, and the
staff of officers was elected as follows:

At the morning sesslon yesterday, the
commissioner of Indlan affairs was
criticised for his order reducing khe
allotment of clothing to be issued here-
after to the Indians and the children
attending the schools. The order was
deemed prejudicial to the good results
of the schools, and a communication
was prepared and signed by all the
superintendents present, requesting the
commissioner to rescind his order, and
place the system back upon its old
footing. The following resolutions were
adopted:

Resolved, That the sincere thanks of this
convention be tendered the citizens of St.
Paul, the Commercial club, of St. Paul, the
city press, the Conover Music company and
the city school authorities for the many cour-
tesies received at their hands.

Resolved, That there is a pressing need in
the Indian service of two special non-reser-
vation schools, where Indian youth of either
sex, showing immoral tendencies, may be
enrolled, without consent of the parents, upon
the recommendation of agents and superin-
tendents. Said school should be properly
equipped to conduct the moral training and
education of these pupils upon approved meth-
ods used at reform schools. -

One of the most important papers of
the session was that of Dr.‘Treon upon
the prevalence and causes of tuber-
culosis among the Indians of the
plains. The doctor said that the cause
was largely In the flithy condition of
the tepees and lodges, and the crowded
condition in which the Indians lived.
Tuberculosis is contagious, and the
children. of Indian parents are largely
afflicted with the disease. Common
precautions might prevent the spread
of the disease. Miss Sarah R. Spencer
read a paper upon the care and ar-
rangement of dormitories, and  sug-
gested many ways in which the living
apartments of the Indian children
might be made clean and comfortable,

Dr. Hallmann, superintendent of
Indian schools, whe has had charge of
the institute, is greatly pleased with
the success of the convention, and be-
lieves much good will result there-
from.

GIFTS IN HISTORY'’S CAUSE,

Historleal Soclety’s Museum En-
riched by Friends.

The state historical society has re-
cently received a number of donations.
Photographer S8hepherd has presented
the society with a neatly framed sou-
venir of the St. Paul Fire Department
Benefit association, which was organ-
ized in 1861 and disbanded in 1895.
There are thirtysseven portraits, in-
cluding the present chief, John Jack-
son, Commissioner Freeman, and other
veterang of the fire department. Ed-
ward J. Kimball,- of Minneapolis, pre-
sented it with two views giving a cir-
cular photograph of Nantucket in 18
neat samples of the art photographie
aside from their historical value-in fu-
ture years.

Rev. James (Gilfillan, of the White
Earth reservation, who has been in the
city in attendance on the Indian teach-
ers’ convention, has presnted the so-
ciety with a cradle of Indian make, a
quiver of arrows-and bow, tomahawk,
pipes and baskets of unique design.
The exhibit is interesting in that the
intricate carving on some of the work
could hardly have been done by the
primitive Indian without the modern
Jack knife, while the basket work, more
especially, betrays the progress being
‘made by the copper colored denizens.of
the pineries,

Great Northern May Move Its In-
spection Yard and Minneapo-

Elevator circles are exercised over
the action of the Superior board of
trade in Instructing its directors to
abolish the Minnesota system of grain
inspection and establishing the system
provided for under the laws of the
state of Wisconsin. The elevator men
of Superior are not all in accord over
the proposed change, and there is a
loop hole still remaining whereby the
change may not be made. In the call
for the meeting a mistake was made,
and the directors could only be request-
ed to make the change, instead of be-
ing officially directed so to do. It is
very doubtful if enough votes can be
secured to make the change, as devel-
opments have arisen which change the
situation materially. President Hill, of
the Great Northern, it was reported,
threatened to move his grain Inspec-
tion yards to Sandstone, and the Min-
neapolis elevator men say they will
close their elevators if the Minnesota
system of inspection is abolished. This
is expected to have its desired effect,
and if the matter comes up again its
chances for victory are smaller than
they were at first.

State Grain Inspector Clausen said to
a reporter for the Glob e yesterday,
that he knew nothing about the situa-
tion, except that he was requested, un-
der the interstate agreement. to re-
move his system from West Superior
on Aug. 81, and that he had given in-
structlons so to do; but that if the
request was changed, and he was asked
to re-establish the Minnesota system,
he would probaly do so.
