SEVEN DROWNED AT CECIL

HOUSE WITH ALL ITS OCCUPANTS
SWEPT AAVAY BY SUDDEN

FLOOD.

TWO OF BRAVE RESCUERS KILLED

One Had an Opportunity to Save
Himself, Bnt Refused to Aban-

don Ills Companions.

PITTSBURG, Pa., July 28.—Eight
persons were drowned in the flood last
night in addition to the two killed in
Pittsburg. Seven of these met death
at Cecil, a mining and oil hamlet in
Washington county, the eighth victim
going down at Carnegie. The dead are:

MRS. SAMUEL M'KINNEY,fifty years old.
MARGARET M'KINNEY, thirty years old;

daughter.
JAMES M'KINNEY, eight years old; son.
CLYDE BEATTY, twenty-one years old;

oil well pumper of Sistersville, W. Va.
G. C. HIGGINS, forty-five years old; oil

well pumper, of Bradford, Pa.
VINCENT WILKINSON, twenty-five years

old; oil well employe of Vowinkle, Forest
county, Pa.

JENNIE HOLMES, eighteen years old;
daughter of a Cecil coal miner.

JOHN WRIGHT (colored), seventeen; em-
ploye of a liveryman at Carnegie.

Samuel McKinney kept a boarding
house at Cecil for the accommodation
of oil men and miners. The house was
situated on the banks of Miller's Run,
a tributary of Chartier's creek. Ordi-
narily the run which flows through
a valley, banked by high and steep
hills, would scarcely float a chip; but
last night a cloud burst filled it in its
closely confined quarters, to such an
extent that everything along its banks
was endangered.

There were thirteen people In the
McKinney house when the water com-
menced to rise at 10:30 last night, but
no serious danger was apprehended.! I
The men busied themselves carrying
household goods to the second floor,
and the female portion of the house-
hold continued their dressing for the
dance which was being held In a
neighboring hall. Suddenly the house,
a two story frame, was washed from
its foundation into the seething waters
and rapidly carried down stream. It
was then too late for any one in the
house to escape.

Below the site of the house, about
200 yards, stands an old-fashioned
country bridge, which spans ths
stream. The house crashed against

this structure. The roof was torn offI
and the rest of the buildingwas crushed
like an egg shell in being forced under
the bridge. Higgins and W. B. Hittener
were caught between the .first and sec-
ond floors. Higgins died there, but |
Hittener made a most miraculous es-
cape. Those on the second floor were
badly squeezed. Just below the bridge
the wreckage of the house struck on a
sand bar, with those of the party who
were still alive, clinging to the tim-
bers without any hope of being res-
cued.

Thomas Hayes, Vincent Wilkinson
and others formed a rescuing party.
Hittener was rescued, while fast In the
wreckage, by Wilkinson, who also
dragged the dead body of Higgins
from its lodgment. Samuel McKinney
was also saved by Wilkinson. After
assisting in other rescues, wflkinson
heard a cry for help from the opposite
side of the stream, and notwithstand-
ing the extreme hazard attached to
the attempt, the brave fellow made
the effort to swim across with a rope.
When about half way over a log struck j
him on the head and broke his neck.
His body was found several hundred
yards below, lodged in a tree.

Clyde Beatty was another hero of
the disaster who lost his life. He
made strenuous efforts to save Marga-
ret McKinney and Jennie Holmes and
had them lodged in a tree when a
wave came alons and

SWEPT ALL TO DEATH.
Beatty had several opportunities to

save himself, but refused, to leave his
weaker companions. Those of the un-
fortunate party who were rescued
were taken from the branches of trees
and portions of the wrecked house.
Those who lost their lives were either
crushed in the wreckage or knocked
insensible by rapidly floating logs,
making them an easy prey for the rag-
ing torrent. The bodies have all been
recovered.

A great deal of mining and oil prop-
erty was damaged in the district along j
the run. The water rose in some places I
to a depth of eighteen feet. The loss I
in the district willamount to thousands j
of dollars. Many narrow escapes are j
reported from the valley through which

'•

perished, although there is no further
rumored loss of life. Several. houses in
the valley were swept away, but the !
occupants so far as learned, all man- i
aged to seek places of safety before I
their homes were carried down the
stream. Some of the occupants were j
rescued in skiffs.

oil wells was swept awdy and the men !
working about them were compelled to
flee for their lives as the torrent bore
down the valley on its course of death
and destruction.

William Rose, a Swedish gardener, |
aged 50 years, was drowned near Bos- i
ton, Pa., at 5 o'clock this morning, j
while attempting to ford Long Run. j
His body was recovered in the Ohio I
river three hours later at Avalon, 28
miles from Boston.

CYCLONIC CONDITIONS.
The approach of the storm was

heralded by black clouds that turned
daylight into darkness. There was a
constant roll of terrifying thunder, and
incessant flashes of vivid lightning.
The wind rose to a gale as the rain be-
gan to fall, and then the hurricane
came on with a roar driving the rain
in solid sheets before it. In an instant,
the streets in many parts of the city
were filled with flying branches of
trees. Tin roofs were lifted from
houses and sent whirlingover chimney
tops, knocking them down like ten pins,
signs and fences and trees fell, crush-
ing out the lives of two men and in-
juring others.

Col. Frank Ridgeway, the local fore-
cast official, was at his desk when the
first storm cloud darkened the sky. He
said that he had never seen a more
perfect cyclone formation in the clouds,
and that the city was not visited by a
cyclone worse than that which caused
the St. Louis horror, is due to the in-
tervening hills. The circular move-
ment of the wind was broken In the
lower strata, or else there would have
been a path plowed through the two
cities several blocks wide.

Another storm swept over the city
during which torrents of rain fell and
the wind blew a gale, but no serious
damage resulted. The damage to
property was general and various. The
wind unroofed dozens of houses, while
others were damaged by the water
washing their foundations away. Still
others were struck by lightning. The
traction lines as usual were compelled
to suspend operation. Great heaps of
dirt and debris, from the previous
floods, piled near the tracks, were
washed down again and the only lines
which escaped serious delays were
those on the South side. In the Penn-
sylvania avenue mill district, 25 large
smoke and draught stacks were blown
down, buildings were unroofed, trees
were uprooted and scarcely a house in
the district passed through the storm
intact. Butlerest got a repetition of
the storm on July 15, and the persons j
who suffered property loss on that oc-
casion had the same experience yes-
terday. The East end got its hardest I
touch of the year. Telegraph poles j
went down under the wind, fences and
outbuildings were destroyed and large
buildings suffered the loss of roofs and
windows.

The telegraph and telephone systems
of the two cities were badly damaged.
All the police and fire alarm wires i
were wrecked to a greater or less ex-
tent, but by hard work during the
night, they have been put in fair shape
again. The C. C. & P. Telegraph Co., I
suffered greatly. Almost half the I
telephone lines in Allegheny county j
were out of order last night and j
strenuous efforts are being made to j
repair the damage. At nine o'lock a. m.
it was estimated that 700 lines were
still out of order. The Western Union
and the Postal Telegraph companies,
suffered much damage, but by hard
work enough lines were kept open to
handle pressing business. The electric ]
light and street railway wires were |
badly disorganized by the wind, and j
were crossed and re-crossed with other
lines, until linemen got them straight-
ened out.

Dispatches fro-n all points report
heavy damage from the storm and
many narrow escapes, but fortunately
no more fatalities. The greatest
damage was In Washington county,
which was the scene of this morning's
cloud burst. Hundreds of bridges have
been washed away and traffic has been
suspended on the Washington and I
Waynesburg railroad. In the oil fields
an enormous amount of oil was lost
through breaking of mains and scores
of rigs were demolished. At Clayville,|
houses were unroofed, trees uprooted I
and many buildings are total wrecks.
The United Presbyterian church and
the Claysville high school building
suffered the severest loss here, being
struck by lightning and wrecked. Re-
ports brought in from the surrounding
country state that the storm has
wrought great destruction for miles
around. In some places houses were
removed from their foundations, but
no further loss of life is yet reported.
Many houses and barns were struck by
the lightning. A late dispatch from
McDonald states that it was a steam
pipe and not the boiler at W. P. Rends
No. 4 mine that exploded this morn-
Ing.

DAMAGE REPORTS.

Coming In From AllParts of Penn-
sylvania.

PHILADELPHIA,Pa., July 28.—The
wire service from the interior of the
state which was crippled by last
night's storm, has been restored, and
reports received tell of great damage
to crops and buildings and In some I
cases loss of life from the fury of windi
and lightning.

HEROISM KNOCKED Ol'T OF THE

PRETORIA FIASCO BY THE

LEADERS ALL SENTENCED.

FIFTEEN MONTHS FOR JAMESON
ANL> SHORTER TERMS FOR

THE OTHERS.

NO LONGER AMATTER OF ROMANCE

Members of tin' Haider Party Hold-
Ins English Commissions to Be

Conrt-Martialed,

LONDON, July 28.—Before the lord
chief justice, Baron Russell of KII-
-owen, Baron Pollock and Justice Haw-
kins, in the queen's bench division of
the high court of justice, today, the
trial of Dr. Jameson, Maj. Sir John
Willoughby, Col. R. Grey, Col. H. F.
White, Maj. R. White and Capt.
Henry F. Coventry, charged with the
violation ot the neutrality laws in in-
vading territory of the South African
republic was resumed. The court was
packed with people in anticipation of
the conclusion of this celebrated case.

Arguments having been concluded
yesterday, the chief justice began his
summing up today. Lord Russell's re-
marks were distinctly hostile to the de-
fendants. He began by pointing out
that the essential facts in the case
against the prisoners had not been con-
tested and that there was no doubt in
regard to their having taken part in
or abetted the proceedings at Pitsani
and Mafeking, where the Invading
forces were mustered, preparatory to
entering the Transvaal. It was en-
tirely unimportant, in the opinion of
Lord Russell, whether the foreign en-
listment act had been proclaimed at
the places named, in 1895. There was
no doubt, he said, that the expedition
was of a military character, and
whether it was aimed to overthrow the
Transvaal government or to force a
change of the laws in the republic, in
the interests of others, it was equally
an expedition against a friendly state.

The attendance at the trial of Dr.
Jameson and his associates was never
so large as today, and the greatest in-
terest was manifested in the proceed-
ings. The opening part of Lord Rus-
sell's summing up, however, and his
two hours' recapitulation of the evi-
dence were tiresome, and even Dr. Jam-
eson and the other defendants dozed at
times. Sir Edward Clarke alone show-
ed any signs of nervousness. As for
the jury, composed with two exceptions
of elderly men, there was no doubting
that they were bored. The ladies, of
whom there were a great number in
the court room, fanned themselveswearily trying to catch glimpses of the
defendants. The latter, while the jury
was out, retired to the tea room, wherethey held a reception of their lady ac-
quaintances and relatives, all of whom
had high hopes of the acquittal of theprisoners.

The jury, after having retired at
about 4:30, returned about 5:24 and the
defendants were hastily summoned to
take their places. The judges came in
five minutes later and the jurymen
gave an affirmative answer to all thequestions which had been propounded
to them by the chief justice; but they
added a rider to the effect that the dis-
turbances at Johannesburg were pro-
vocative. Lord Russell then announc-
ed that their answers were equivalent
to a verdict of guilty. The foreman
said that they were not unanimousupon that point, but his lordship re-
peated his explanation and the jury
then consulted together for about three
minutes and rendered a

VERDICT OF GUILTY.
Dr. Jameson and his co-defendants

were apparently unmoved. Sir Edward
Clarke asked the court's disposition
to move for a new trial. When the
judges returned, Sir Edward Clarke
said that in view of the verdict render-
ed, the defendants refused to instruct
for a new trial and expressed a desire
to settle the case now.

In passing sentence Lord Russell
said the verdict was given on evidence
which no reasonable man would be
able to disregard. All the defendants,
he added,, were men of intelligence,
holding positions under the queen, and
th^ir crime had the gravest conse-
quences, including death to some andinjury to others, while the future con-
sequences of their crime no one was
yet able to foresee. Continuing, the
lord chief justice said that although
they all took part in,the raid, the court
must distinguish between them in thepunishment awarded for their guilt.
His lordship then passed sentence upon
the prisoners. Dr. Jameson was sen-
tenced to fifteen months' imprisonment
without labor: Maj. Sir John Wil-
lcughby to ten months; Maj. R. White
to seven months, and Capt. Henry
F. Coventry (son of ;the Earl of Coven-
try), Col. Grey and Col. White to five
months' imprisonment.

Dr. Jameson, who had hitherto hung
his head, looked up proudly when the
sentence had been passed, and the other
defendants stared hard at the lord
chief justice. Very soon after the for-
malities had been completed, the war-
dens of Holloway prison appeared and
took positions on each side of the pris-
orers. This was the bitterest moment
of all for the raiders, ac up to that time
they had been treated with the great-
est courtesy and had in fact been made
heroes of, to a certain degree. But
when the elbows of the prison wardens
touched those of the aristrocratic free-
bcoters, they seemed to realize that the
strong arm of the law had knocked all
the romance out of the Transvaal
fiasco, and that, come what may in the
shape of easy treatment in prison, they
were convicts in the eyes of the law
and in the eyes of sedety, to say noth-
ing of the military authorities, who, it
is believed, must now take action look-
ing to depriving the prisoners of their
commissions in the< British army.

Then was enacted the last chapter in
the trial of "Dr. Jim" and his asso-
ciates. The court was ordered cleared,
the audience filed slowly out into the
streets and the prisoners were escorted
to Holloway prison. There was abso-
lutely no demonstration in the court
rcom when the prisoners were taken
away, or outside of it when they were
escorted to jail.

The sentences imposed upon Dr.
Jameson and his companions were very
generally discussed in the lobbies of
parliament tonight Contrary to the
feeling manifested ;by the fair specta-
tors and the sympathizing friends in
the court room the sentences
were lighter than were expected by men
In parliament. Iffe recognized, how-
ever, that the sentences are more se-
rious for the military prisoners than
the mere term flxe<J for their imprison-

SENTENCES APPLAUDED.

London Press Thinks Real Justice
"Was Done.

LONDON, July 29.—1n commenting
upon the sentence passed upon Dr.
Jameson and his associates, the Graphic
approves the verdict and expresses the
belief that after the parliamentary
committee has inquired into the raid
the crown will find it desirable to re-
duce the sentences.

An editorial In the Times says: "The
conclusion will commend Itself to the
general Judgment of the country. The
sentences indicate law without the ap-
pearance of vindictlveness." The
Times says further: "Mr. Hawksley
(solicitor for the British Chartered
South Africa company) writes us today
that Cecil Rhodes is prepared to sur-
render for trial whenever the govern-
ment requires it. This assurance will
not cause surprise since Mr. Rhodes has
practically no option in the matter.
But it is doubtful whether the enlist-
ment act, even as expounded by Baron
Russell (the lord chief justioe and pre-
siding judge) could be successfully in-
voked to compel Mr. Rhodes to share
his friends' punishment. Mr. Chamber-
lain moves tomorrow for a committee
to Inquire into the administration of
Rhodesia, and an important discussion
willensue. The committee willbe em-
powered to review every part of the
Chartered company's transactions."

The loby correspondent of the Chron-
icle says of the sentences: "Sir Rich-
ard Webster, the attorney general, be-
ing asked, dismissed the idea that theprisoners will be treated as first classmisdemeanants, and except for the ab-

Inan ed-
itorial the Chronicle says: "We are
glad to be able to announce that Mr.

The letter to the Times from Mr.

PEACE CONFERENCE.

An Address Delivered by Dr. Lyman

Abbott.
BERNE, July 28.—The Grlndelwald confer-

ence opened here today with a long address
by Dr. Lyman Abbott, of Brooklyn, upon the
subject of Anglo-American arbitration. Dr.
Abbott earnestly urged the formation of a
permanent supreme court of judicature to
deal with all disputes, and he said the lead-
ers of public opinion in America favored this
plan. It was for the Anglo-Saxons, he con-
tinued, to set the example or substituting
law for war, and reason for brute force,
and the time for this was ripe. Dr. Gibson,
president of the Free Church Congress,
warmly supported the position of Dr. Abbott.

Second— That meal tickets be provided to

! all families in the villages, and that upon
the application of any tramp or vagrant, the
person so applied to shall sign and present

; such tickets to the applicant, and that upon

iIts presentation to the proper village author-
; ity the applicant shall be set at work for two
I hours, and then provided with the means to
| secure one meal at the expense of the vil-
! lage.

Third—The town board of each township
; In Renville county is requested to take ac-
j tion for protection against the tramp nul-
! sance, as these men are getting dangerous
i to the safety of life and property, and to
! work In conjunction with the village au-
i thorities of the several villages.

It is also suggested that the authorl-
\ ties keep such record of tramps pre-
\u25a0 senting meal tickets that they shall be
known, and after too frequent visita-

: tions shall be dealt with as vagrants
Iunder the law and jailed,at hard labor
! for a considerable period. To this could
Ibe added a personal record that would
be of value in penology.

Each District,

John Lind will, from all indications,
be the sole opponent of David M.Clough for governor of Minnesota. It-
is agreed on all hands that the Peo-ple's party will nominate him in their
state convention, to be held Aug ?6.
As hertofore stated in the G1 o b c, the
most powerful advocates of free silverin the Democratic party of Minnesotaare openly working to secure his nom-ination in the state convention to be
held Next Tuesday at Minneapolia.
That they will succeed seems certain,
beyond any sort ofdoubt. Every county
convention yet held has instructed forLind, as the Hennepin Democrats did
yesterday, and as the Ramsey county
Democrats will probably do next Mon-
day.

At the primaries to be held in St.Paul, Saturday evening, the free silvermen will,apparently, have a clear field.With the possible exception of the Sev-
enth ward, the free silver sentiment is
so strong at present, that no gold man
cares, or dares, to contest for a seatin a county convention that will be
overwhelmingly free silver. No menknown to believe in the gold standard
willbe allowed to go to the state con-
vention—or, if he is, it will be under
the unit rule. Strange to say, thereare many men in St. Paul, who do notbelieve in free silver, who are willing
to go to the state convention instructed
for John Lind. A free silver Democrat
is not even mentioned as a possible
nominee.

So far as the congressional seats are
concerned the free silver Democrats
and Populists will unite in every dis-
trict. Aug. 14, at Austin, the silvermen of the First district will confer
and decide on the best man tp runagainst Tawney. The choice lies be-
tween L. J. Meighen, Populist, ofForestville; John Moonan and J. T.
M. Govern, Democrats, of Waseca andWabasha; respectively.

In the Second, Lieut. Gov. Frank'Day, Republican, of Fairmont, or John
A. Johnson, Democrat, of St. Peter
willbe the candidate.
In the Third. State Senator Jameg

McHale, Democrat, of Shakopee will
most likely be the man to give Joel
Heatwole a race. If not, a German
free silver man willbe selected.

Francis H.Clark willbe asked to give
Thos. D. O'Brien or some other freesilver Democrat, an open field in the
Fourth district. At any rate there willbe at least three candidates, from
present appearances, because Congress-
man Kiefer will run independent ifheisn't renominated.

Congressman Fletcher will have all
sorts of trouble beating Sidney M.Owen in Hennepin, because it has beendecided that Owen is to have the Demo-
cratic nomination also.

Charley Towne will be similarly
treated in the Sixth, and thrre seemslittle reason to doubt that State Sen-
ator Lommen will be the sole candi-
date against Congressman Eddy in theSeventh.

Thus the campaign of the silver men .
outlines itself at present. Division of
the state and electoral tickets is yet
to be decided on, but that decision will
be made before next Tuesday, when
the Democratic state convention meets
in Minneapolis.
