Itwas then
that the wordy fight comra^ieed. £cine
of the Democrats wanted to name the
man from their ranks for c mfc-ess,
while others Wanted their man for gov-
ernor.

Finally a motion was made that a vote
of the convention be taken on the Ques-
tion of which one of the offices would
be fought for.

DEMAND THE GOVERNORSHIP.
The convention positively refused to

fuse if the three electors would not be
given to the Populists. They claim that
they are entitled to these in that they

. supported Bryan for president at St.
Louis. The Democratic conference com-
mittee is composed of the leading
Democrats of the state. Great care is
being taken by the Populists to get on
the ticket men who are true and
staunch free silver men. Great care
was taken to investigate the beliefs of
the Democrats on the conference com-
mittee. There were any number of
candidates in the Populist ranks and
especially were the long whiskered
populace preparing a soft seat for Dr.
A. A. Bentley, of Bismarck. They
wanted him for congress, Burke Cor-
bett, of Grand Forks, has been a favor-
ite for the gubernatorial honor and
his name was a pet one among the
delegates. The platform adopted by
the convention indorses the platform
adopted by the People's party national
convention, resolves that the money
question is paramount to every
other issue, and that the
convention sacrifices every party
prejudice and personal ambition
to the settlement of the question and
invites all parties agreeing with them
upon the vital question, pledges hearty
support to the enforcement of the pres-
ent prohibition law and demands that
no government licenses be issued; favors
giving women the same political, so-
cial and economic rights as men; con-
demns the action of the present state
board of equalization for reducing the
tax valuation of railroad property in
the state.

SOUTH DAKOTA HAS RAIN.

Great Benefit to Crops Reported
—

Some Damage From Hall.
HURON, S. D., July 29.—Condition of

crops inSouth Dakota and the progress
for the week is given as follows by
Director Glenn, of the South Dakota
crop and weather bureau:

Fair to heavy showers occurred over
most sections of the state. Over the
southeast portion good showers were
quite general. There are some local-
ities, however, where the rains were
light and crops still need moisture.
There was considerable cloudiness dur-
ing the week, especially at night.

The cool weather, with cloudiness
and the rain was very favorable to
wheat and oats

—
especially the latter

—
flax, millet, late potatoes, grasses and
corn, generally, and especially in the
localities where last week the crops
were being adversely affected by dry
and warm weather. The rapid ripen-
ing of the more advanced wheat and
oats was more or less checked and the
filling of the latter assisted. Early
oats harvest, however, was consider-
ably advanced during the week in the
central and southern counties, and
some southern localities report this
crop abcut all harvested. Consider-
able early wheat was harvested, also.
The wheat and oats that have been har-
vested are reported a good crop gen-

i erally and in a number of localities
very good. The condition in this par-
ticular, however, appears uneven.
There are large areas in some counties
where all grain is excellent while oth-
ers report conditions as to quality and
yield uneven.

Barley harvest is still in progress in
the more northern counties and re-
ports of barley and rye are quite uni-
form as to their being very good, to ex-
cellent. These crops had the benefit,
before maturity, of almost continuous
favorable weather conditions, and
were practically made before the sea-
son showed signs of partial lack of
moisture, except in a few localities.

Notwithstanding, cool weather at Its
present stage is not considered best
for corn, the crop is reported as hav-
ing done well during the week quite
generally, and especially in localities
where it was adversely affected by dry,
warm weather preceding. Ears are
forming generally. In the more south-
ern counties silking is reported and In
a few localities the ears are "lopping."

Late potatoes were benefited quite
generally by the weather conditions
during the week. In the central and
southern counties early potatoes are
mostly matured, with very good yield
and excellent quality, except in limited j
localities.

Flax and millet were much benefited j
and continue quite generally to promise
well. A little of the earliest flax is re-
ported harvested in Clay county and
is very good. Generally, however, flax
Is In blossom or the blossom dropping.
Millet is In head and generally thrifty.

Brookings county reports some grain
considerably lodged.

A destructive hail storm visited a
portion of Brown county, doing consid-
erable damage locally.
It appears from reports that the best

grain Is that which was the best "put
in" or sewn.

Haying continues and more than the
usual amount is being put up; the crop

Is abundant and quality excellent In
most counties east of the Missouri
river.

FORGEiRY IS CLAIMED.

In Regrurd to Letters Introduced in
the Gray Estate Case.

|WI)ST QUIT POLITICS
THAT IS WHAT POSTAL CLERKS

MUST DO DURING THE CAM-
PAIGIV.

MR. WILSON HAS SO ORDERED.

THE POSTMASTER GENERAL RE-
ITERATES THE FAMOUS "PER-

NICIOUS ACTIVITY"ORDER.

CONVENTIONS ARE NOT FOR THEM.

Clerks Must Be Quiet 1*They Would
Hold Their Positions Under

Government.

WASHINGTON, July 29.—This order
which is in line with the famous "per-
nicious activity" order of President
Cleveland, in 1886, was issued today by
General Superintendent White, of the
railway mail service, by direction of
the postmaster general:

The attention ifall railway postal clerks, regardless of the character of the duty to whichthey may be assigned, is directed to section435, page 192, of the postal laws, and regula-
tions of 1593.

The department does not attempt, or de-sire, to control the political opinions of any
one connected with the postal service, butinsists that employes of the railway service
shall not take an active Interest in politics
In the way of attending conventions as dele-gates, making political speeches, or assisting
in the management of political campaigns.
These employes should recognize the fact
that their tenure of office depends upon
themselves: if they conform to these require-
ments and are efficient, honest, courteous to
the public, their officers and comrades andabstain from unseemly and indecent language
in discussing candidates or parties, they mayreasonably expect to remain in the service
All this will not interfere with their voting
according to the dictates of their own con-
science or of expressing their opinions in anintelligent and courteous way.

More than this, however, it is detrimentalto the best interests of the service and isin violation of the section of the postal laws
and regulations referred to above, and alsoof the order of the president issued July 141886,- which is still in force and was made apart of the postal laws and regulations sub-sequently and re-promulgated by the post-
master general May 25, 1894.

The formal order was brought out by com-plaints against some of the clerks. The post-master general will issue a general order ofthe same tenor to all classes of employes in
the entire postal service later on. It willnotbe done, however, until complaint is made.

3LEFT GORDON & FERGUSON'S

One Week Ago Wedneailay ami
Killed Gillian in MieliieaA the

Next Day.

Judge John W. Willis, of the district
court bench, is going to don his workv
ing clothes again shortly and apply his
knowledge and his eloquence in an.
effort to save a man from the gallows,or, better still, to secure his acquittal
of the charge of murder. The law ofMinnesota prevents a judge from prac-
ticing law in this state while he holdsa position on the bench, but it doesnot prohibit his going to another stateand taking his position among the at-
torneys there. That Is what Judge
Willis will do, and the young man inwhose behalf he is going to do this iaJames A^leyard.

A week ago last Thursday Cheboy*
gan, Mich., had a sensational shoot*ing. A dispatch in the Glo b con thtf
following day said that James Apple-
yard, through a fancied or real wrong?done to his wife by Joseph Gahan aCheyboygan druggist, had fatally shofGahan. The telegram added that Ap#
pleyard formerly lived In Minneapolis
or St. Paul.

An effort to locate Appleyard in thiscity at that time failed, but a reporter
for the Globe learned yesterday thatAppleyard is practically a St. Paul boy,
and went direct to Cheboygan fromi
this city. It was not supposed at first
that the quiet and seemingly harmlessboy who, a few years ago, sang in
Christ church choir, and later was em*ployed by Judge Willis as a stenog-.
rapher, could possibly be the one who
had shot down a man in cold blood.
Itwas never suspected that he could]
be the same man, and for that reason;
the Globe did not make his identity;
known at the time of the occurrence
of the tragedy. Yesterday, however, it
was learned that James Appleyard,
who, up to a few weeks ago, had been:
in the employ of Golden & Ferguson,
and had gone east on a telegraphid
call, was the man in jailin the Mich*igan town charged with murder. He
left St. Paul a week ago last Wednes-
day, and the following day killed his
man at Cheboygan.

Several years ago an English lad
came to St. Paul. He left his relatives
in tne old country and concluded tot
try what he could do for himself. Hewas a quiet lad willingto work. Some
of his friends discovered he had a good
voice and he was given a place in the;
vested choir of Christ church. He waaemployed in one of the down town bus,
mess offices and devoted his spare
time learning stenography. He after-
wards learned the use of the type-
writer and about five years ago waagiven a position in the office of Judge
Willis. That was before the judge had
been elected to the bench. When thejudge secured the promotion, he had
no further need for a stenographer*
and Appleyard was forced to secure"
another position. Just what he did Is
not known but eventually he got a,
place as stenographer at Willmar In
the office of Supt. D. L. Corbin, of the
Breckinridge division of the Great
Northern. After remaining there forsome time he returned to the Twin
Cities. In fact before he yent to Will-
mar he met Alice Brown, whose father
lives at 728 Eleventh avenue south,
Minneapolis. He and Miss Brown
thought well enough of each other totry married life. It has appeared from,
some of the newspaper reports, since
the tragedy, that Appleyard and Miss
Brown were never married, but that is
disputed, although just when and
where the ceremony took place is un-
certain. At all events Appleyard left
Willmar to be nearer Miss Brown, as
she was then. He came to St. Paul
and secured a position as stenographer
with Gordon &Ferguson. He, however,
lived in Minneapolis, and was quietly*
married to Miss Brown.

Some months ago Miss Brown went
to Cheboygan, Mich., with Mrs. JamesO'Connor, a sister living there. Whileon that visit she met Gahan. While
it is not known whether she went by
the name of Appleyard there or notor whether she was then married or
not, but it seems that Gahan was par-
ticularly attentive to the ycung wo-
man. Some time later Appleyard
heard some reports that made him
think the best thing he could do waa
to shoot Gahan If he ever met him.
Just when he came to this conclusion
isn't known either. But a week ago
last Wednesday, while at work atGordon & Ferguson's, he received atelegram from Cheboygan saying
"Alice is sick." He said he wouldhave to go East, and did so. And then
came the report of the killing with
the mcst meagre details.

For several days no trace
of either Appleyard, or Miss
Brown's family could" be found
until finally a Minneapolis news*
paper located her at the residence
mentioned. Mrs. Brown would only
admit that it was her daughter overwhom the trouble had occurred. Thedaughter was not in evidence. She,
however, appeared yesterday, having
Just returned from the scene of the
tragedy. When asked by a reporter
if she was the young woman in thecase, she replied:

Well, lam she. Yes. the papers have madea number of false statements about us and youmay state that Iam James Appleyard's wife.
Ijust came from seeing him, but he has noth-ing to say in regard to the shooting. He left
here July 15 and Idid not konw where he -was
going. He told me nothing about his Inten-
tions and Ihad no idea that he was going toSheboygan."

Sirs. Appleyard did not wish to talk any fur-thefr, either about her husband or their re-lations, nor would she say anything in regard
to Gahan. Appleyard's preliminary examin-
ation will take place tomorrow and itis under-
stood that he will waive examination.Mrs. Appleyard Is a young woman withlight complexion, pretty features and under
medium size. One rould see that she hadspent the past few weeks in tearful anxiety
and sorrow.

As soon as Appleyard had collected:
his senses after shooting Gahan, ha
communicated with his former em-
ployer, Judge Willis. Judge Willis ac-
cordingly became interested in the case
and yesterday cast the first ray of light
on Appleyard's identity in St. Paul.
"Ihave known the young man for a

number of years," said he. "He formerly
was employed in my office until Iwent
on the bench. He Is a quiet, harmless
man, at least you'd think so to see him.
There is nothing of the criminal about
him. At one time when he had no
money and no friends, Itook him up
to my house and kept him for several
weeks. If there had been any mdii
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
