The convention met at 9 o'clock this
morning and the report submitted last
night by the fusion committee to divide
up offices between Pops and Democrats
\u25a0was adopted. This gives the Pops the
offices named above. The Democrats
were allotted congressman, lieutenant
governor, treasurer, attorney general,
commissioner of insurance, superinten-

dent of public instruction and one rail-
-1Jf" road commissioner.

Last night there had been some talk
of a Populist indorsement of Chief Jus-
tice %Vallin for renomination, although
he was on the Republican ticket, on the j
ground that the judiciary should be I
taken out of politics. This morning, j
however, a change had come over the
spirit of their dreams and they traded
that position to the Democrats for that
of superintendent of schGols. The Dem-
ocrats wil undoubtedly nominate Judge

1 Templeton, of Grand Forks. The Demo-
crats offered to trade congresman for
auditor, which had fallen to the Pop-
ulists. This was referred to a commit-
tee, and on their report later, refused.

The platform indorses the nominees
of the national Populist party, declares
for silver at 16 to 1, favors prohibition,
union labor and women suffrage. The
main plank is one relating to railroad
assessments. They roast the present
Republican board of equalization for
reducing the assessment to $2,500 per
mile, where the railroads had agreed
to accept an assesment of 52,800 per
mile. Aside from the question of free
eilver the railroad assessment question
willbe the leading one in the campaign.

Chairman M. H. Kiff, of the state
prohibition party, made a speech in
•which he promised the indorsement of
the Populist party by the cold water
people.
