RUSSIAN COUNCILLOR OF COM-
MERCE PASSES THROUGH
ST. PAUL

EN 'ROUTE TO VLADIVOSTOCK.

NORTH PACIFIO NAVAL STATION
WILL BE HIS ARENA OF
OPERATIQNS..

SURPRISED AN AUSTRALIAN.

New York, Niagara, Chicago and St.
Paul Were Revelations to J,
Chapman of Brisbane,

Oscar W. Lindholm, councillor of
commerce for his imperial majesty,
the czar of Russia, accompanied by his
wife and three daughters, and his pri-
vate secretary, George Luhrs, were in
the city yesterday en route to Vladi-
vestock, Eastern Siberia, which point
will be the councillor’s station. Vladi-
vostock is a very important commercial
as well as strategic point for the Rus-
sian government. Here the great gov-
ernment cables to Japan and China
center, and the Russian government
has its chief North Pacific naval sta-
tion.

Councillor Lindholm received his ap-
pointment to the very important and
honorable post, at the coronation cere-
monies of the czar. He was in Mos-
cow at the time of the terrible disaster
at sun rise, by which 2,000 people were
trampled to death, and 4,000 injured.

The party left yesterday afternocon
for the coast over the Northern Pacific.
A stop will be made, however, at Yel-
lowstone National park, as the council-
lor is very anxious to see this world-
famed spot.

In appearance, he is a distinguished
and polished looking man, and his in-
dividuallty is in keeping with his looks.
He is a gentleman of the old school,
and acquired his very military bearing
while in the service of his imperial
majesty in the navy. He speaks Eng-
lish fluently, and is affable and gallant.
‘While granting the Globe an inter-
view, the councillor insisted on tramp-
ing back and forth upon the depot plat-
form, as if it were the quarter deck of
his own ship. As each round was
finished, the councillor wheeled with
the precision of clock -work, and went
off on the other tack.

“While in the naval service 15 years
ago,” he said, “I frequently touched
at the American seaboard, and cnce
crossed the continent, passing through
8t. Paul. I see many changes since
that time. Away back In 1868 I crossed
the Pacific slope as far as the rail-
roads would carry me, and then I
traveled 800 miles by stage. Ah, things
are different now, sir, very different.
You have a wonderful country, very
wonderful,” exclaimed the Russian
enthusiastically. ‘I have enjoyed this
trip very much. I landed at New York,
last Sunday, and spent a day or two
there. It is a wonderful city. From
there we went to Chicago, and arrived
here this noon.
pressed with St. Paul.” The councillpr
inguired after the other twin, and had
some little difficulty in pronouncing the
name of Minneapolis.

“You are in the midst of a wonderful
political revelution, you people of the
United States,” continued the council-
lor, coming to more important matters
than landscape word-painting. “I am
deeply interested in the—what you call
it—outcome. I would like to know how
it all results. As a Subject of an older
and a very mighty nation, and a coun-
try that looks upon gold as the one
money metal, I look forward with great
apprehension for the safety of the
American republic if you adopt silver.
I say it will mean the ruination of your
country’s national credit, and the blast-
ing of your international commerce. I
consider myself a good authority on
commercial matters of international
scope, else why would his imperial
majesty the czar have appointed me
to represent him,” commented the
councillor with some inflation of his
big chest. “Why in Russia, we pro-
bibit the importation of silver. We do
not want it. It is merely an article
of merchandise, and its value is up one
day and down the next, and you talk
of it for money, the only money, bah.
You had better take iron or brass.
Paper money is much better, so much
better, for it represents something of
value, it represents the honor of the
nation, and any man who has an
American bank note knows that the
government has the gold to redeem it.
But silver money is absurb. I smile,
sir, at the thought. In some ways the
American public is like a child; it is
very bright, very energetic, and at-
tempts things which other countries
would not, but in many ways the child
lacks experience.”

“Silver is well encugh for China,
Japan and India. They do very well
with it, but American people must not
pattern after these countries, for the
conditions are radically different. They
do not need foreign imports, excepting
machinery. They expo™ and receive
gold in payment, and pay their cheap
labor in silver. For money, silver will
be the death of your commerce. You
must look to future generations, and
not only to the present.

“I can not say that I believe pro-
tective tariff will be of benefit to your
country. Why do vou want to put a
barrier around your nation. Look at
England. She is one of the mightiest
commercial nations in the whole world,
and she has free trade. -You may say,
that free trade will reduce your wages.
Yes it will in time, perhaps when your
country has doubled in population, and
there are more people to earn wages.
But your wages even today are inflated
and not commensurate with the cost
of living. Why today I enjdyed a din-
ner for 25 cents at the union depot that
was a marvel to me. A man does not
have to earn five dollars a day, or four
or three dollars a day to feed himself.
The trouble is that you American peo-
ple live too fast and want too much.-
I believe as your population increases,
your condition will become more like
those of European countries.

‘“The great danger which confronts
you people is the taking of control by
the laboring classes, and the ignorant
hordes of men who can not vote in-
telligently. I see grave signs of this
already, and it makes me tremble for
your free country, which in some re-
spects may be too free. Your ignorant
classes will grasp the reins of adminis-
tration unless the intelligent people
awaken to the danger which threatens
your great country and nation, as sure-
ly as fate.” 3

Councillor Lindholm was in Corea
and on the border during the Japan
war, and
scenes. Take it all in all, he has
probably seen more of the world, and
acquired more of a cosmopolitan educa-
tion than one man of ten thousand.

The best part of his
enthusiasm that it comes from his
heart, and is not the customary “jolly”
of the travellng sightseer. But then pro-
bably, Mr, Chapman does not know
what “jolly” ameans. He comes from &
corner of the earth where nothing but
the pure Queen’s English is spoken,
and where the conversation is not in-
terspersed with odd Americanisims,

Mr, Chapman was driven about the
city yesterday by Mr. Eastman, and
when the rain drove him to shelter,
he sat down on a settee at the Ryan
and let the full sway of his enthusiasm
turn itself lcse, To the G1ob e he sald:

“I came this way in order to escape
the summer monsoons of the Southern
ocean, which.I would have encounter-
ed had I sailed direct to Australia from
Liverpool. I am charmed now to think
my judgment was so good. I would
never have known what I would have
missed. This country is a marvel to me.
Of course I have been less than a week
In it, and will be out of it ere the end
of another week, but what I have seen
slmply astonishes me. It still more con-
vinces me that books can not adequate-
ly convey to the mind a proper sense
of distances, beauty and grandeur. If
you will follow me from the time I
entered New York harbor, I will try and
tell you of my impressions of this great
country, First jet me speak of the innate
hesplitality of the American people,
I hav®e been treated with the most un-
stinted -kindness and courtesy. There
Is an open handedness to your people
that impresses a stranger. I found New
York a wonderful city. It is a city of
palaces. But do you believe that Mel-
bourne has the finest system of cable
tram cars that I ever saw, New York
and Chicago included. We took a boat
at New York and went up the Hudson
to Albany. What a revelation it was to
one who has been accustomed to the
tameness of Australian scenery. Scene
after scene of marvelous beauty fol-
lowed each other, and I have come to
the conclusion that the Rhine, celebrat-
ed in song and verse, is not more beau-
tiful. It is only the associations of the
Rhine which makes it more noted than
the Hudson. We spent two days at Ni-
agara, and here T had another shock,
for not in my wildest dreams had I
ever immagined such a scene of awful
force and magnitude. Well, to make a
long story short, we ‘did’ the Falls in
all its many features, and came on
West. Chicaga was another revelation.
You do everything on such a magni-
ficent secale in#his country. Everything
is immense. Imarvel at the buildings,
at the boulevards, at the palaces, at
everything. You people were born and
brought up among all this and do not
appreciate it.

“One thing iwhich impresses me in
your beautiful city of St. Paul is the
openness of the homesteads. I was
driven along Summit and other avenues
today, and noticed that there were no
great iron fences and stone walls be-
tween and in front of the palaces of the
merchant princes. It would never do
in Europe. But here every one seems
to be trusted,  and the most elaborate
garden of flowers is as-safe as if it
was surrounded by a stone wall. T will
say truthfully ithat in no city in Europe
that I have ever visited, have I seen
such boulevards, parks and homes.

“Kuropean countries might learn a
great deal of you people, and one of
the things they should learn is your
system for cheeking baggage.

Mr. Winter’s Promotion to Be O0f-
ficially Announced Teday—Local
Railway News.

The Minneapolis papers have been
making a great deal of noise about an
alleged increase of population by rea-
son of a change in freight terminals of
the Northern Pacific and the Burling-
ton roads, from St. Paul to that city.
There appears:to be but little founda-
tion for the glory the Flour City papers
are getting out of it. The claim was
made that 500 people have been added
to the population of Minneapolis, the
number including the families of the
trainmen. The Northern Pacific and
the Burlington roads have made some
changes in thelr freight traffic, but the
change, when investigated, dwindles
down to but little. Speaking for the
Burlington, Gen. Supt. Hastings said
to the Globe yesterday afternoon:

“We feund it advisable to make a
change in the running of our crews.
Heretofore, trains have been run from
this city to St. Croix as one division
for train crews, from there to Savan-
nah as another, and from Savannah to
Chicago as a third section, necessitat-
ing eight crews. By the change, trains
now run from Minneapolis to Savannah
without change of crews, thus saving
one crew, making seven instead of
eight. Minneapolis has six more men
than she did before the change, so far
as the Burlington is concerned.”

The Northern Pacific’s change in ter-
minals is somewhat more extended, but
very small in proportion to the claims
of the Minneapolis papers. Not more
than fifty men are effected at the out-
side, and probably considerably less
than that number.

BICYCLE CAR.

The Milwaukee’s Arrangement for
Carrying Wheels Described,

The Milwaukee’s car which has been
fitted up with a new device for carry-
ing bicycle in transit on railway trains,
reached St. Paul vesterday for the
purpose of testing them and left last
evening for Chicago as part of the |
“limited.” There are two varieties of the |
support, one for an overhead support |
fastened to the roof of the cupola and
the other a bracket for the side of the
cars and also for the depot baggage-
rooms.

The holding plates, which are rubber
lined, are so made that they adjust
themselves automatically to the frame
of any style of wheel.- There is abso-

lutely no chance for the wheel to be
scratched or marred, and they are
handled as easily as any other baggage.
About twenty-five wheels can be car-
rled overhead without interfering in
any way with other baggage. The car
yesterday, besides a score of wheels,
had 185 pieces of other baggage, and
the traingpen had no kick coming.

The device is the invention of George
E. Blerbach, of Milwaukee, and is in-
dorsed by W. D. Carrick, the general
baggage agent of the road, who is
taking notes on the trial trip. He says
unhesitatingly that the problem of
carrying bikes without injury has been
solved, and is certain that all the bag-
gage cars on the Milwaukee road will
be equipped with the supports and
brackets as soon as it is possible to get
them. 2

HIS OLD PLACE AGAIN.

Believed Receiver McHenry Will Be
Made Chief Engineer.

Speculation is rife in railroad circles as to
what will become of Receiver McHenry, of
the Northern Pacific, when the court de-
clares his duties at an end, which will doubt-
less be within a short tme. Prior to his ap-
pointment as receiver, Mr. McHenry was
chlef engineer of the road, and it was his
great success In this and other positions
which was his best recommendatton for the
arduous duties of receiver.
