GRAND RAPIDS, Mich., Aug. 2.—St.

Paul grabbed off two more games this
afternoon, and by doing so placed a
long lead between themselves and the
Indian team, which has been consid-
ered a sure pennant winner. The
"Saints played two snappy games, full
of life and ginger, batted the ball
hard, ran bases well, and were not
hindered in their victorious course by
any dumbheaded playing whatever. In
both games the Saints showed Grand
Rapids a pretty pair of heels, and won
the first game with hands down and
the second in a drive. Parker pitched
the best of his games so far since he
has been a member of the local team.
Young Phyle, who officiated for the
visitors, was just sufficiently good to
hold the score down, though he pitched

himself into several holes, where a
little hitting might have changed the
whole course of events. The hits were
not forthcoming, however, and the
Saints left the city tonight with a
record of five wins in three days. But
for a base on balls by Denzer in the
first game, the local team would have
been shut out. The young giant held
them down to six hits scattered
throughout as many innings, while the
hard hitters from the "West landed on
McFarland hard and often, driving out
three home runs. The support given
him was, on the whole, excellent, but
the victors landed on him for seven
hits, with a total of nine bases, in the
fifth inning, for three hits and seven
bases in the seventh, for two hits and
five bases in the eighth, to say nothing
of sundry hits in the opening chapters.

VANDALS "WITH DYNAMITE.

Stambnlofl Tomb Again the Object

of Their Attack.
SOFIA, Bulgaria, Aug. 2.—The tomb

of M. Stambuloff, the ex-premier of
Bulgaria, who was assassinated in the
streets of Sofia 4n July last year, has
been seriously injured witha dynamite
bomb. Once before, in August last
year, M. Stambuloff's grave was made
the object of outrages by vandals, the
cross on the grave being broken, the
wreaths destroyed and attempts were
being made to exhume the body, when
the police interfered. A riot was caus-
ed at the grave of the dead statesman
at the time the funeral ceremony was
going on, on July 20, of last year, by
his enemies and by the friends of Maj.
Panitza, who had been executed by an
order of M. Stambuloff while he was
premier. For some time after his bur-
ial, his grave had to be kept guarded
by military, so persistent were his
enemies in their attempts to wreak
insults upon the grave, and his widow
was equally the victim of the malice of
her husband's enemies in acts of per-
secution by Bulgarian officials against
members of her household.

MERCURY OVER lOT.

Terrific Heat in Texas and Indian
Territory.

DALLAS, Tex., Aag. 2.—The awful
heat of yesterday and for many days
past continued today. Indeed, it was
worse, and at several points in the city
the thermometer showed 107%, or one-
half above yesterday's register. Old
men who have been here forty years
say they never knew anything like it
before. While the whole earth seems
hot enough to take fire, not a case of
prostration was reported yesterday or
today. Cotton which had gotten a lit-
tle start to grow by the rains of sev-
eral weeks ago, is again brought to a
standstill. Dispatches in the Indian
territory report the thermometer
scoring 112 yesterday and today at
Guthrie.

She telephoned for her
lawyer, and when he reached her the recon-
ciliation was complete, and an hour later the
ease was withdrawn from the docket.

Arizona Tribe Guve Up Polygamy
Because of a Superstition.

"At the time and for centuries after
the advent of the Pima Indians into
this country they practiced polygamy,
and this will show how a little super-
stitious belief will change a custom of
centuries. As the story goes, a short
time after the restoration of the
Sahuaro (Hass-en), the whole tribe wa_
stricken with a strange disease. Itwas malignant in form and many
deaths resulted. The great medicine
men and magicians from all parts of
th. country were called together for
counsel to see by what means they
could propitiate Mo-kik-a-num, the
death god. The magicians labored long
and earnestly, but still the death god
'refused to stay his hand.

It seems that fasting has had much
to do in the ritual of the aboriginal. I
have always noted that when com-
municating their superstitious beliefs,
when they wanted to solicit or petition
any one of their gods, they always
considered it necessary to fast for a

,s"iven period. When they found they
could not subdue the evil god by magic
the magicians hastened to an open
plain and there fasted for three days.

They were, however, privileged to
eat roots and drink water carried from
the river in the tanned stomach of an
antelope, and all the time singing their
songs to the sun sod (Tas-o-Tham).
Finally, on the afternoon of the third
day, an immense herd of antelope ap-
peared on a low hill not far distant.
On their appearance the chief magician
"fifose and said to the others: "What-
ever these animals do our people must
do likewise; they are spiritual and have
been sent by the great sun god." While
the medicine m;n were lo kng the ante-
lope paired off and passed on. As the
last pair disappeared the chief magi-
cian again spoke:

He said: "Return to your horas and
then let each man consult with his
-n.igbor and be content with one woman
(ova) for wife. That will appease and
gratify our sun god. Continue to pro-
hibit plural wives and the de_th spirit
willabide with us no longer." The peo-
ple were very reluctant to break up
their polyeramish homes, but, being

•driven by fear of death, they consented
Itis a known fact that the Indians gave
up polygamy long before the Jesuites
arrived in this country. But the aboli-
ton of the practice has wrongfullybeen
attributed to the influence of the Jesuit
fathers.

Strange as it may appear, witch-
craft was neither known nor practic-
ed among the Indians prior to the ad-
vent of the Jesuit fathers. The first
ritartyr to the witchcraft was an old
Tndian woman who lived alone with a
blind daughter about ten miles from
San Xavier. She was put to death for
stopping the water running down the
Santa Cruz. A short distance fjom the
woman's house the water sank. Where

*the water disappeared some of the In-
dians saw the old woman digging holes
in the sand with her hands. That was
sufficient evidence of witchcraft against
her. She was arraigned, condemned
and burned at the stake. Finally the
medicine man got too assiduous in the
hunt after witches. There were too
-many human bonfires being made, so
the people changed the proceedings and
burned several of the medicine men.
From that time to the present day,
instead of accusing human beings of

.j&jjtchcraft the present generation of
Indians accuse and find witches in ani-
mals

—
dogs, cows and horses

—
and in

many cases they find witches in inan-
imate things, such as stones, rags and
sticks.
