KEPT WAITING.

NO NOMINATION MADE AS YET.

NAMES OF THE CANDIDATES PRE-
SENTED AND THE CONVEN-

TION ADJOURNED.

SOUND MONEY PLATFORM ADOPTED

Principles and Nominees of the St.
Louis Convention Indorsed

Without Opposition.

MILWAUKEE, Aug. s.— The Repub-

lican state convention met today, ef-
fected an organization and adopted a
platform, but did not make a nomina-
tion for governor. Nominating speech-
es were reached in the order of busi-
ness and the six candidates were all
presented, but without a ballot, the
convention adjourned until tomorrow
morning. The platform is an indorse-
ment of McKinley and Hobart, and of
the principles set forth by the St. Louis
convention.

The convention was called to order
at noon by Chairman E. D. Coe, of
the Republican state central commit-

tee. Chairman Coe immediately intro-
duced C. A. Lamoreaux, of Ashland,

who had been chosen temporary chair-man of the convention. Mr. Lamoreaux
was greeted with cheers. He claimed
for the Republicans of the Badger
state the credit of having first advo-
cated the nomination of McKinley. He
said no truer or better Republicans are
to be found than those who make up
the party in Wisconsin, for they are
sound on the money question, sound
on the tariff and sound for William
McKinley. He charged the Democratic
party with having brought about the
present period of industrial distress
by its mistaken policy of free trade.
The free silverites have seized the op-
portunity to shout for free sliver, and
to lay the blame for all this stagna-
tion to a lack of free coinage of silver
and scarcity of money. The moment
that any uncertainty arises as to a
possible change ln the monetary sys-
tem of a country, the volume of busi-
ness diminished; credit is only extended
upon the best of security; confidence
is destroyed; money is hoarded, and
general depression follows. It is this
contraction of confidence, of credit,
which causes the tight money markets
and panics, not the lack of money.

"Nine-two per cent of the trade of
this country," he continued, "is trans-
acted upon credit, instruments of one
kind and another, and actual money is
used In only 8 per cent. This constant
agitation of the free silver question
has undoubtedly added to the general
alarm of the people, and It has re-
sulted in the contraction of credit. But
this condition of affairs has only been
made possible by reason of the tearing
down of the protective tariff and re-
ciprocity system established by the
Republican party. The present demand
for the free coinage of silver is but
another cheap money scheme of which
the world has seen many. The ex-
perience of ages has shown beyond
doubt that gold is the best of allmetals
for a money standard. It is less liable
to fluctuate in value. It is found In
quantities sufficient to satisfy the de-
mand. It will last forever. Nothing
is lost In the process of reducing and
dividing, and in short it is the one
metal which seems to exactly meet all
requirements. Nearly every metal has
at some time in the world's history been
used as money standard, but nearly
all have been found lacking ln some
Important requisite and have given
way to gold.

"Why, were free Bilver to happen,
gold would disappear from circulation
at once; would be stowed away in mus-
ty garrets, damp vaults and cellars and
buried underground, and we would have
nothing to transact business with ex^
cept a fluctuating, depreciated sliver
currency, of which a dollar would be
worth 50 cents today, and t'« Lord
only knows what itwould be worth to-
morrow. The history of this country
alone should be sufficient to satisfy
every honest, unbiased thinking man
that the gold standard is the only safe
and sure one. Since 1873," he said,
"we have lived and thrived under it,
and had It not been for the great mls-

j fortune which befell this country when
the Democratic party was placed in
power, our revenues would have re-
mained sufficient to meet fully every
demand. There would have been no
occasion for issuing bonds ln time of
peace, and the advocate of free coinage
of silver would have" had no material
upon which to feed, and would not have

!made enough noise in the land to
have attracted the attention of any one.
There would not have been enough of
him. Coming as Ido from an iron-
producing section of the country. I
have no doubt that our people would
favor the free and unlimited coinage of
iron at some arbitrary ratio, and there
would be a*iout as much sense in such
a demand as there is in the demand of
the free sllverlte for the free coinage
of Silver at a 1 to 16 ratio.

At the conclusion of Mr. Lamoreaux's
speech a call of congressional districts
was made for the names of those agreed
upon in the caucus of each district for
membership upon the committees on
permanent organization and resolu-
tions. The convention then adjourned
until 3 p. m.

•On the reassembling of the conven-
tion, Gen, Michael Griffin, of Eau

ICifi.itc, was made permanent chairman.

The following platform was presented
and adopted:

The Republicans of Wisconsin, ln convention
assembled, announce their cordial and hearty
indorsement of the platform of principles
adopted by the late national Republican con-
vention at St. Louis, and pledge a loyal,
united and vigorous support of the principles
and policies therein announced and defined.
We believe that in the restoration to power
in naUonal affairs of the party that stands for
a sound and stable currency, honest money
\u25a0with which to pay the wages of labor, buy
the products of the farm and factory, and
carry on the business of this great country,
and for a fair and equitable protective tariff,
that will protect all the people and every sec-
tion of the country, give employment to
American labor, preserve to American pro-
ducers the first chance in our home mar-
ket, and at the same time give us enough
revenue to pay the necessary expenses of
carrying on the government, lies the only hope
of a return to our former prosperity.

We recognize in William McKinley and
Garret A. Hobart, our nominees for presi-
dent and vice president, the highest character
and fitness— candidates in whose wisdom, in-
tegrity and patriotism all the people can safe-
ly put their trust and confidence.

We express our unqualified disapproval of-
the utterances of the late Chicago conven-
tion upon matters of national policy. We
denounce them as dangerous in their charac-
ter—tending to the destruction of all busi-
ness security and prosperity and subversive ,
of the fundamental principles of good gov-
ernment.

We commend most heartily the able, eco-
nomical and business-like conduct of public
affairs by our present state administration.

most independence of individual thought,
speech and action within the law.

Nominating speeches for governor
being in order, the names of Robert M.
La Follette, of Dane; Ira B. Bradford,
of Eau Claire; Emil Baensch, of Mani-
towoc; Eugene S. Elliott and C. E.
Estabrook, of Milwaukee, and Maj.Ed-
ward Scofield, of Oconto, were present-
ed. Seconding speeches followed. An
adjournment was taken to 10 o'clock
tomorrow when a ballot willbe taJken.

Before the adjournment, and in sec-
onding Mr. La Follette's nomination,
ex-Gov. W. D. Hoard made a speech
declaring that the Bennett law ques-
tion ls not involved in this campaign
and denying collusion between himself
and Mr. La Follette. He continued:

"There is not now and never has been
any combination of conspiracy between Mr.
Lafolette and myself to compass the election
or defeat of any Republican to any office.
Inever have been and am not now and have
no idea that Iever shall be a candidate for
the United States senate.

NO NOMINATION.

Michigan Republicans Did Not Reach
a Vote.

GRAND RAPIDS, Mich., Aug. 5.—D.
M. Ferry, chairman of the state cen-
tral committee, called the state Repub-
lican convention to order at 11 o'clock
this morning. Victor M. Gore, of Ben-
ton Harbor, was made temporary chair-
man. Mr. Gore said in part:

We are convened in a year fraught with ir-
reconcilable political issues. It has gone
fourth that the Republicans of Michigan are
tinctured with heretical weakness and a
spirit of cowardly compromise. It is ours
to place the brand of

utter condemnation

upon this base perversion of our faith. The
country knows that the voice of Michigan Is
the voice of her Republican platforms. We
have the inspiration of a noble example. The
St. Louis platform ls the most courageous,
commanding, the most far-seeing political
document of recent years. It is American
from skin to core, and there is no man so
fit to carry it to its glorious triumph as the
incomparable McKinley. Mr. Gore commend-
ed in detail the national platform, and de-
voted the bulk of his address to ah argu-
ment for the gold standard principle as
therein enunciated.

The St. Clair contest was forced upon
the convention immediately at the close
of Mr. Gore's speech, by motion of a
Detroit delegate, that, pending a de-
cision by the committee on credentials,
the Pingree delegation be admitted to
the floor of the convention. This
aroused a storm. The matter was
argued with much heat amid mingled
cheers and hisses. A plea for harmony
prevailed, and the contestants were
temporarily admitted to the floor, but
without voice in the proceedings. After
the appointment of the usual commit-
tees the convention adjourned until 3
o'clock.

At that hour the committee on
credentials was still trying to settle
the St Clair county fight and asked for
further time. A motion to adjourn un-
til evening was lost, the Pingree men

insisting that the St. Clair contest
should be brought into convention at
once. After listening to several short
speeches the motion to adjourn untilevening was renewed and on a rising
vote, carried, to the disgust of thePingree men and the galleries, itbeing
claimed that it was clearly lost, not-
withstanding the chairman's declara-
tion.

At 7:20 the committee on credentials
was still unable to agree on the St.
Clair contest and the convention de-
cided to receive the report on all other
counties and allow the committee un-
til 9 o'clock to consider the St. Clair
matter, and allow thirty minutes to
each side of the St. Clair fight to pre-
sent its claims. Ex-Lieut. Gov. J.
Wight Giddings, of Cadillac, was made
permanent chairman and the Hon. Burt
Parker, of Monroe, permanent secre-
tary. The report of the committee on
resolutions was adopted without de-
bate or amendment.

The platform Indorses the nominees
and declarations of the Republican na-
tional convention, denounces the Demo-
cratic platform as "pandering to mob
violence and anarchy," heartily sup-
ports the Republican money plank and
declares strongly for protection. After
the adoption of the platform the con-
vention proceeded with the placing In
nomination of candidates for governor.

Before a nomination was mad© the
convention adjourned until tomorrow
morning,

tional ticket. Chairman Leslie stated
to the Dispatch reporter that the Pop-

ulists had made a proposition to Na-
tional Chairman Jones to have Watson
and Sewall both withdraw and then
the executive committees will select a
man acceptable to both parties. The
Populists, he says, will guarantee that
if Sewall will resign, Watson will do
likewise. In that event, Mr. Leslie
says, the Populist executive committee
would support Sibley. The settlement
of the vice president tangle must be
made by August 12, the date when the
notification willoccur in New York.

WISCONSIN CAMPAIGN,

Opened by Thurstoa and Other
Speakers at Milwaukee.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Aug. s.—The
Republican campaign in Wisconsin
was opened tonight with a mass meet-
ing at the Exposition, where 7,000 peo-
ple were present and listened to ad-
dresses by Senator John M. Thurston,
of Nebraska, ex-Congressman Charles
M.Fowler, of New Jersey, and ex-Con-
gressman William Mason, of Illinois.
The state convention has brought hun-
dreds of politicians to the city and the
Wisconsin editorial association meet-
ing tomorrow has attracted nearly all
the newspaper workers of Wisconsin.
The speakers were received with en-
thusiasm, and each was warmly ap-
plauded. Ex-Congressman Mason said:

"Every promise has been broken and now
when you lay it to their door the Democrats
enter a plea of confession and admit every
mistake, and then get you by the collar and
pull out a silver dollar and say: 'Now, we
have broken every pledge, but for God's sake,
take one more silver coated Democratic pill
and It will be all right in four years more.'
(Laughter.) Our Democratic friends have
soiled, in four years, the fronts of their
shirts with free trade, the repeal of the
doctrine of reciprocity, and now they are try-
ing to cover It up with 'a free silver dickey.
(Laughter.) The only question before us is
whether we can be deeelyed and led from
the real Issue by this, what Icall a false
Issue. They charge President Cleveland with
more crimes than we have dreamed of. I
never say anything against the president of
the United States. If free sliver was to be
the only issue, why did Bryan Insert In his
platform the assault upon the president of
the United States, because he defended the
homes of Chicago against the mob. (Ap-
plause.)

be defeated in his ward, Inbis city, in his
county, ln his congressional district, and in
the state where ho lives. The gold mono-
metallist says that goM alone is sound
money.

The green-
backer said that a promise to pay at no
time, ln an unredeemable piece of paper, was
sound money. But, my countrymen, the In-
telligence of the American people says that
no money ls sound money which has a dollar
either of gold or silver or of paper that will
buy less or pay less than the best dollar of
the civilized world.

SELDOM THAT SO MANY SECTIONS
SUFFER AT THE SAME

TIME.

NINETY IN SEVERAL STATES.

At lilttle Rock the Thermometer
Marked 102 Degrees, the High.

est Point Touched.

WASHINGTON, Aug. s.—Reports of
maximum temperatures received by
the weather bureau show that the
present hot wave is very general and
is probably the most severe of the
present summer. The officials say it
is very unusual for the temperature
to reach such a high point lnso many
parts of the country at one time The
heat is due to an area of high barom-
eter which has been prevailing over
the southern portion of the country,
and low barometer In the northern
part, which results in great waves of
heat coming toward the North. In
this city the heat during the past few
days has been intense, and today the
thermometer reached its maximum
point, registering 96 degrees according
to the official readings. Instruments
in business houses and other places
were 100 and above. Notwithstanding
the intense heat there were no pros-
trations. The prediction of the weath-
er bureau is that the warm weather
will continue from the middle and
south Atlantic coast westward to the
Mississippi river, though some relief
may be expected from thunder storms
ln some sections. Among the tempera-
tures reported to the weather bureau
today were: Albany, 94; Philadelphia,
94; Charlotte, N. C, 94; Jacksonville,
92; Pensacola, 96; Montgomery, Ala.,
96; Vicksburg, Miss., 98; Little Rock,
Ark., 102 (the highest in the country);

New York, 90; Memphis, 100; Indianap-
olis, 94; Oswego, 96; Cleveland, 92; Chi-
cago and Springfield, 111., 96; St. Louis,
Kansas City, Mo., Dodge City, 10., and
Phoenix, Ariz., 98.

ST. PAUL HOT.

Thermometer Here Touched the
High Point for the Country.

CHICAGO, Aug. s.—Twelve persons
succumbed to the heat which enveloped
this city yesterday. Two or three of
these, at least, are not expected to re-
cover. It was the hottest day so far
this year, the signal service thermo-
meter registering 94 degrees <n the af-
ternoon. One postal delivery and one
collection all over the city were drop-
ped. Chicago was not the only town
where the heat record was broken. Sev-
eral towns in the Southwestern states
and also in the Mississippi valley re-
ported the highest temperature of the
year. Prostrations were numerous, and
outdoor work ln a number of towns had
to be suspended. The hottest place in
the- United States yesterday was St.
Paul, where the mercury crawled up
until Itrested on the 100 mark. Omaha,

Kansas City, St. Louis, Vicksburg and
Davenport were each doing the best
they could with 96 degrees of heat,
while Memphis, with 98 degrees, was the
nearest rival of St. Paul. Springfield,
111., Dcs Moines, la., and Huron, S.
D., were on even terms with Chicago,
while New York City was fairly com-
fortable with 86 degrees.

MANY PROSTRATIONS.

Vear'i Hot Weather Mark Touched
at St. Louin.

ST. LOUIS, Mo.. Aug. s.—Ninety-eight de-
grees in the shade, the highest point reached
by thermometer ln St. Louis this season,
was recorded by the local weather bureau
at 4 o'clock this afternoon. It was still hotter
on the streets, the mercury In different sec-
tions of the city registering several degrees

over 100. A strong breeze blew almost all
day, but it was like the air from a furnace.
There were many prostrations from the In-
tense heat, city dispensary and hospital at-
taches being kept busy until a late hour re-
ceiving and caring for them.

Deadly Lightning.

OMAHA, Aug. 5.—During the severe thun-
der storm this morning, three persons were
•truck and killed by lightning, Mrs. Zykora
was Just leaving churen aft«r early mass,
whw» ehe was struck dead.

HECTOR, Minn.—Yesterday was the hot-
test day of the season, registering 106 In
the shade. People could not work.

WINTHROP, Minn.—lt was the hottest day
ever known here. The thermometers regis-
tered 100 degrees. The wind blew like a blast
from a furnace.

PLAINFIELD, Wis.— Mercury reached 100
in the shade yesterday, it being the hottest
of the season. Work was largely suspended.

ALEXANDRIA,S. D.—The government ther-
mometer yesterday registered 103 In the shade.
The only case of sunstroke this season wasreported yesterday afternoon, the victim be-ing Frank L. Bond, a prominent farmer, who
was struck down in the field. He will recover.
The three hot days in July were 100, 103 and
106 here by the government report. During
the month 2.72 inches of rain fell.

GARY, S. D.—The thermometer registered
103 in the shade. Harvesting is In full Wast,
and crops are good.

EXTREME HEAT

Followed by Storms In Michigan

and Wisconsin.
MILWAUKEE, Wis., Aug. 5.—Dis-

patches from all cities in Wisconsin
and Northern Michigan tell of extreme
heat today, followed at several points
by severe wind and thunder storms.
The temperature ranged from 96 to 102
degrees.

DID fIE POISON fIEH?
REV. JAMES C. HULL CHARGED

WITH GIVING HIS WIFE
ARSENIC.

SENSATIONAL ARREST MAJ)E,

THE FORMER PASTOR OF THE
CLINTON AVENUE CHURCH BE-

HIND THE BARS.

VIAL WAS FOUND ON HIS PERSON,

He Says He Found It Around the
House, His Wife is Suspicious

and There's Nothing- to It.

Rev. J. C. Hull, formerly pastor of
the Clinton Avenue M. E. church, on
the West Side, was arrested last night
by Patrolmen McKinley and Miner
and' locked up at the Ducas street sta-
tion on a charge of attempting to
poison his wife.
It was shortly after 7 o'clock last

evening when Mr. Hull called at the
residence of Dr. Vincent J. Hawkins,
on West Isabel street, and requested
the doctor to call and see his wife, as
she was having trouble again and
vomiting again. Dr. Hawkins, who
has been attending Mrs. Hull Ina pro-
fessional way for the last three years,
and very frequently for the last four
months, did not think that it was any-
thing serious, walked to his office and
intended to go from there to the Hull
residence. On his way to his office the
doctor was met by Blanche Hull, the
fourteen-year-old daughter, who asked
him ifhe would not come to the house
as quick as he could. Her mother, thegirl said, was very sick, and it was
supposed that her illness was causedby some medicine which her father
had taken from a trunk and given to
her mother. The medicine taken from
the trunk had been given in other me%
icine which her mother was taking,
and itmade her very sick. The doctor,
after hearing the girl's statement!
went at once to the Hull residence at
115 West Winnifred street. Mrs. Hull,
he stated, called him into the bedroom
where she was lying and told him that
if she was wrong she wanted nothing
said about the matter, but, ifnot, she
desired that an official investigation be
made. She said that she was suspi-
cious that her husband had been giv-
ing her poison and at that time had
some of the poison on his per-
son. What she wanted at that
time was to have the doc-
tor search her husband's pockets.

The doctor, who was placed in a very
peculiar position by the accusation of
Mrs. Hull against her husband, decided,
however, to do as the woman requested
and asked Hull to allow a search to
be made of his clothing. Mr. Hull ex-
plained that his wife was most cer-
tainly crazy and the doctor says de-
clined to allow him to make any search.
Mrs. Hull then Insisted that an officer
be called as she was determined that
he would not leave the room until he
had been searched and her suspicions
either verified or proven without
foundation. A neighbor earned Ander-
son was called in by the doctor and
while not Informed as to the charges
made was told to watch the bed room
door and not allow either Mr. Hull or
his wife to leave the room. A tele-
phone message was then sent to the
"Ducas street station and Lieut. Cook
informed by the doctor of the state of
affairs. Patrolmen McKinley and
Miner were sent to the house and given
instructions to watch Hull very closely
and to bring him to the station. The
officers went to the house and placed
Hull under arrest, at the same time re-
questing him to accompany them to
the station. On the way to the station
Patrolman McKinley says that Hull
attempted to throw away a small bottle
but that he noticed the attempt and
secured possession of the vial.

At the station Hull gave his age as
forty years and his occupation as a
book agent. He was locked up in a
cell and wh?n seen by a Globe re-
porter, said he did not care to be inter-
viewed as to his arrest. Being pressed
as to why his wife should make such
charges against him he explained that
she was frequently attacked by sus-
picious fits and during these attacks,
which we're the result of sickness, she
imagined all kinds of queer things.

Some weeks ago he said that he had
discovered about the house a bottle
which he took, on examination, to bepoison. The bottle he said he had
locked up in his trunk and although
requested by his wife to allow
her to see the bottle he had
always refused. This, together
with some fancied grievance caused
by her illness had made her revengeful,
and th? story that he had poisoned her
had been told. There was nothing to
the charge, he said, and an investigat-
ion would clear him he had not the least
doubt. He had been married, he said,
about fifteen years and his married
life had always been most pleasant,
except at times when his wife was sick
and had spells of suspicion. He had
been pastor of the Clinton avenue
church, but, for-the last year, had not
been engaged in preaching, but was
selling an encyclopedia and acting as
agent for the publishers of the same.

Dr. Hawkins seen later in the even-
ing said he had been called frequently
to attend Mrs. Hull and, although he
had given her much attention and had
examined her thoroughly, he could not
account for her condition. The bottle
which was found on Mr. Hull's perscn
by the police, he said, contained a
solution of arsenic paste. Another bot-
tle containing a pint of liquid which
Mrs. Hull was desirous of having the
officers take, as she thought It was
some kind of poison, he had not ex-
amined and could not say what it con-
tained. The doctor stated that Mrs.
Hull had informed him that she had
been suspicious that she was being
given poison for the last three months,
but the idea was so terrible that she
could not believe it possible. For the
last few days, however, she had be-
come more suspicious and last evening
decided to take action. Dr. Hawkins
said after the events of the night that
he was almost satisfied that the trouble
with Mrs. Hull had been that she waa
in some manner being dosod with ar-
senic. His Idea was that so frequent
had been the doses that her Ptomaeh •

had become irritated with the drug
