NEW TICKET MOST FAVORED.

THE BOURKE COCHRAN FLAN IS
NOT LIKELY TO, BE

ADOPTED.

FORTY STATES REPRESENTED.

Minnesota, lovra, Wisconsin and Da-
kotas Will All Have Delegates

at Indianapolis Today.

INDIANAPOLIS, Aug. 6.—There are
enough members of the provisional na-
tional committee of gold standard
Democrats here to indicate that there
will be some differences of opinion at
tomorrow's meeting. The committee-
men and visiting conferees will first
decide whether they will call a conven-
tion, and if so so, whether they will
call it for the nomination of candidates
for president and vice president as
well as for the adoption of another
platform. Some have been industri-
ously advocating what is called the
Bourke Cockran idea of adopting an
old time Democratic platform, a gold

standard financial plank and Indirectly
indorsing McKinley by not naming

another ticket. But there are many
who say they are here to devise the
best means of defeating Bryan. They

do not indorse this idea.
While the plan has been freely in-

dorsed in the hotel corridors, it may

not get much consideration in the com-
mittee. The members of the executive
committee, Bragg, of Wisconsin;
Broadhead, of Missouri; Haldeman, of
Kentucky; Robbins, of Illinois; and
Bynum, of Indiana, are opposed to it
and they have ah the arrangements for
the temporary organization of the pro-
visional national committee in their
hands. The executive committee has
the credentials of the following mem-
bers of the provisional committee
which meets tomorrow and of which
twelve are here tonight:

Some noted men will participate,
but Gen. Bragg, of Wisconsin; Senator
Palmer, of Illinois, and ex-Congressman
Bynum, of Indiana, are looked upon
as the leaders in starting and organi-
zing true movement. Committeeman
David A.Wells, of Connecticut, is ac-
companied by Charles S. Root.of Water-
bt'ry, and Joel A. Sperry, of New Hav-
en, who are also political economists.
It is understood that the executive
coirmittee has some letters from prom-
irtnt men that are to be read to the
provisional committee in executive ses-
sion. This correspondence shows some
difference of opinion on the propriety
of nominating another ticket, but all
concur in wanting another platform.
The middle states all want another
convention called to nominate another
ticket and adopt a gold standard plat-
form. All the objection to this plan
comes from the East and South, most-
ly from the South. But with the East
and South divided and the other states
solid, it is believed there willbe a call
for a convention early in September.

The only places talked of for the
convention are Chicago, Detroit, Louis-
ville and Indianapolis, with the latter
so far having things its own way.
The attitude of the Detroit Free Press
and of the Louisville Courier-Journal
are being used as effective arguments
in favor of their respective cities. Chi-
cago would no doubt be the favorite,
bute for the argument that the gold
men do not want their platform called
the gold platform or the bolters' plat-
form. They want one called the Chi-
cago platform, and the other the Indian-
apolis platform, or whatever city is se-
lected for the convention, the same as
the two Democratic plaforms ln 1860
were designated by the cities of the two
respective conventions.

Edward Grosse, secretary of the Ger-
man Democratic Sound Money League
of New York,is here to atend the meet-
ing tomorrow. Mr. Gross- e is not a mem-
ber of the committee, but willdo what
he can in the interest of a gold stand-
ard. He said that a large majority
of the Germans favored a gold stand-
ard. He would not 6peak officially for
the league, as that organization had
not yet declared its position, but it
would do so after all the tickets were
nominated. Mr. Grosse will organize
German clubs in the West.

Bynum, of Indianapolis; Hopkins, of
Chicago; Outhwaite, of Columbus, and
others, were together tonight when
Bynum showed that 29 of the commit-
teemen favored another convention,
platform and ticket. There are only
six members against it. They will be
given a hearing, after which a call will
be decided on for the convention. Then
a committee willbe appointed to pre-
pare an address. This committee will
not report until Saturday, when the
time and place for the convention will
be fixed. There is talk of Palmer,
Garlisle and Bragg for president, and
for Gen. Buckner, Gov. Stone, of Mis-
souri, and Bynum, of Indiana, for vice
president, but a.l say the men are
secondary in this movement, which is
one for the defeat of the Chicago plat-
form and ticket.

GOLD STANDARD DEMOCRATS.

Meeting to Call a Convention to Be
Held Today.

INDIANAPOLIS, Aug. 6.—Newspaper cor-respondents, notably from the East, consti-
tute almost all the arrivals today for the
meeting tomorrow of the provisional na-
tional committee of the gold standard Demo-
crats. Ex-Congressman Bynum is over-
whelmed with mail and telegrams today In-
dicating a larger attendance tomorrow than
he expected. Among the telegrams is one

CONFESSION OF RATE CUTTING.

General Freight Agent Stohr the

CHICAGO, Aug. 6—The Inter Ocean
tomorrow will say: Through the re-
fusal of the Chicago Great Western
road to turn over $90,000 in cash to
even up its percentage, the existence
of the money pool among the roads
west of Chicago, has been discovered.
The facts In the case leaked out to-
night after the adjournment of the in-
terstate commerce commission hearing.

General Freight Agent Stohr, of the
Chicago Great Western, was the last
witness before the commission this
afternoon. Stohr was the first railroad
officer to ever acknowledge to the com-
mission the giving of a cut rate. He
said on June 18 he authorized a rate
one cent per 100 pounds below tariff on
a shipment of thirty carloads of ex-
port grain rfom Kansas City to Liver-
pool, Eng.

After the adjournment, it was dis-
covered that the present attempts of
competitors of this road, to prove its
officers guilty of rate cutting, was on
account of the refusal of this line to
turn over $90,000 which it was ahead
in a money pool now ln existence
among the roads of the Western
Freight association. The pool has been
in secret operation for nearly a year
and the great Western's lack of con-
fidence in its stability caused it to re-
fuse to even up its balances. The
Western roads harp' all along professed
Innocence of maintaining any sort of
an arrangement for the division of
traffic or money. If the commission
sees fit it can now prove the existence
of the pool beyond the shadow of a
doubt.

Two. motions to adjourn, made in the .
Interest of La Follette, one before and
one after the fifth ballot, were defeat-
ed, and the roll was being called for
the sixth ballot when H. C. Adams,
who made the speech nominating La
Follette yesterday, moved to make the
nomination of Major Scofield unani-
mous. He did this because the vote < f
the first district, on the sixth balrot,

made it apparent that Major Scofield
would be nominated. Mr. Hoard ex-
pressed his approval of the motion to
make the nomination unanimous,
which was carried amid tremendous
enthusiasm.

Tiie convention reconvened this
morning shortly after 10 o'clock, and
the seconding of gubernatorial nomi-
nations was resumed. When a Mil-
waukee delegate seconded La Follette
by saying he hoped every delegate

would vote for "honest Bob La Fol-
lette," the friends of the Dane county
man attempted to stampede the con-
vention, but Chairman Griffin sup-
pressed the demonstration. Another
attempt was made, when an Ashland
delegate spoke for La Follette, to
stampede the convention, the "rah,
'rah, 'rah" yellof Wisconsin university
students swelling above the din.

Before the seconding speeches were
completed, Senator Thurston was in-
troduced and made a brief speech. He
said that he had spoken last night
about the money question, but he want-
ed to say that in forty days the money
question would be settled and the tar-
iff quesion would be the paramount
issue. Anarchy and socoalism would
have to give way before the good
sense of the American people.

The first ballot for governor resulted
as follows: Scofield 249%; La Follette
261%; Baensch 83; Elliott 48%; Esta-
brcok 6; Bradford 31. Necessary to a
choice 341.

On the second, Scofield had 268%, and
La Follette 258. On the next Scofleld's
vote ran up to 293% and La Foflette
dropped to 250. On the fourth, Sco-
field had 315% and La Follette was
stationary. This was the beginning of
the end, and on the sixth ballot La
Follette's general, H. C. Adams, moved
to make the vote for Scofield unani-
mous, and it was carried with cheers.

Pefore completing the ticket. Dele-
gate A. R. Hall, of Dunn county,
brought forward his resolution, which
was refused consideration yesterday,
declaring against the acceptance and
use of free railway passes by state
officials, legislators, and judges of i
courts. The resolution was adopted.

A motion was adopted that the pres-
ent state officers, other than governor,
be renominated as a whole, and it was |
done by acclamation. They are: Lieut.
governor, Emil Baensch; secretary of
state, Henry Casson; attorney general,
William H. Mylrea; treasurer, S. A.
Peterson; railroad commissioner, Dun-
can McKinzie; insurance commissioner,
W. A. Fricke; state superintendent. J.
O. Emery. The nominees appeared be-
fore the convention and made speeches
of acceptance.

PIVGREE NAMED.

Potato Patch Statesman Nominated
by Michigan Republicans.

GRAND RAPIDS. Mich., Aug. 6.—The
Republicans of Michigan closed one of
the most exciting state conventions
ever held by their party at 8:30 this •
evening. The fight over the candidate
for governor, which ended with the
nomination of Hazen S. Pingree, De-
troit's famous mayor, had been on since
early last winter. The Pingree men had
predicted 350 votes on the first ballot
for their favorite and lacked only
eleven of fulfillingtheir prediction. The
Bliss manager-! had estimated their
strength at 340 and showed only 286.

THE SAINT PAUL GrLOBK
tion. Then various delegations that
had been Instructed to vote as unit
began to break up and Pingree got

most of the odd votes. On the second
ballot he received 358 and Bliss 297. On
the third ballot Pingree gained 47 votes
more and Bliss lost 11. On the fourth
ballot Pingree showed 443, while Bliss
had fallen back to 287. Allof the candi-
dates except Bliss joined in declaring
Pingree the unanimous choice of the
convention. In his speech *of accept-
ance Mayor Pingree did not mention
the silver question, ignoring requests
for a statement on that issue.

Col. Bliss and the other defeated can-
didates pledged support to the victor.
Congressman Aitkin went further. He
announced his belief in the double
standard and declared that the most
loyal Republicans are those who vote
the ticket, while not indorsing the en-
tire platform. "No single plank is a
test ofparty fealty," he declared.The re-
mainder of the ticket was made as fol-
lows: .

BAD FOR BRYAN.

Populists of His Own State Turned
Against Him.

HASTINGS, Neb.. Aug. 6.—The Populist
state convention finished Its labors and ad-
journed sine die today, after having been in
session all night. The convention was al-
most entirely dominated by the middle-of-
the-road delegates, and they very nearly
overturned all the carefully laid plans for
fusion with the silver Democracy. C. J.
Smyth, chairman of the Democratic state cen-
tral committee, was on the grounds with a
proposition that two places on the Populist
state ticket be left vacant. A committee was
appointed to confer with the- Democratic
leaders. The conference resulted in a fail-
ure to agree, and the committee made a
partial report to the convention, stating that
the Democrats demanded the treasurer and
the attorney general. The proposition evoked
a debate, which dragged along without re-
sult, until Chairman Smyth broke off all
negotiations by withdrawing the request for
two places on the state ticket. This action
on the part of the Democrats seemed to have
a pacific effect on the radical element in the
convention, for after the nomination of nearly
the entire ticket a motion to leave the attor-
ney generalship vacant was carried. The
friends of Bryan are considerably discour-
aged at the inability to accomplish fusion ln
the candidate's own state, fearing the influ-
ence It will have against combinations in
other states. Mr. Bryan has refused to ex-
press any opinion on the case at present.

POPULISTS AT SEA.

Their Candidate ln Alabama Ia Xot
Eligible.

ATLANTA, Ga., Aug. 6.—The Journal
sprung a sensation this afternoon which has
caused the complete collapse of the move-
ment to nominate Rev. J. B. Gambrell for
governor. The state constitution requires
that to be governor a citizen must have re-
sided in the state six years, and Dr. Gam-
brell has only been in the state three years.
This puts the state Populist convention at sea
for a gubernatorial candidate.

Thomas B. Watson called the convention
to order this morning. Mr. Watson made no
speech, but the dropping of his gavel was
the signal of a wild outburst of enthusiasm
from the delegates. James L. Sibley was
made temporary chairman, and Mr. Watson
was requested to continue ln the chair until
the permanent organization was effected.
The credentials committee, having been heard
from, Judge James K. Hines was chosen as
permanent secretary. W. H. Felton, of Bar-
tow, and W. L. Peek, of Rockdale, were
named as electors from the state at large,
with J. A. Blanco, of Polk, and Yancey Car-
ter, of Effingham, as alternates. The conven-
tion then adjourned until tomorrow morn-
ing, it being announced that the platform
committee would not be ready to report be-
fore then.

Texas Popnliat*.
GALVESTON, Texas, Aug. 6.—Upon re-

assembling this morning, a telegram to the
Populist state convention was read from the
Populists of Nebraska, sending greetings
and stating Nebraska Indorsed the action of
the St. Louis convention. The report of the
platform committee was taken up. Harry
Tracey moved an amendment to the effect
that the legal cotton taxes and sugar bounty
be devoted to the support of ex-Confeder-
ate soldiers. It was adopted. The convention
then adopted the platform by sections.
Jerome Kearby. of Dallas, was nominated for
governor and H. S. P. Ashby, of Smithville,
Tarrant county, for lieutenant governor.

HIMSTAYS IN JAIL
DENIED BAIL PENDING INVESTI-

GATION OF CHARGES AGAINST
HIM.

HE MAKES VIGOROUS DENIAL

OF THE ACCUSATION THAT HE AT-
TEMPTED TO POISON HIS

WIFE.

SIRS. HULL'S CONDITION SERIOIS.

Experts Will Today Examine the
Contents! of tne Bottle Thought

to Contain Arsenic.

Rev. James C. Hull and Mrs. Hull,
his wife, both passed a very uncom-

\u25a0 fortable day yesterday. Mr. Hull was
brought from the Ducas street station
yesterday morning and turned loose in
the bull pen at the police court along
with some score of other prisoners.
When the case was called Hull, with
evident signs of embarrasment, walked
to the bar and looked inquiringly
toward Judge Twohy. In reply to a
question of the court Hull said with
some show of indifference that he
guessed he knew the nature of the
charge against him. City Prosecutor
Oppenheim then made a motion that
the case be continued for one week and
that the defendant be committed to
jail in the meantime without bail.
Hull said this would be satisfactory
and also informed the court that he
had secured no attorney and had not
given the matter any thought. He
was taken back to the bull pen and
the regular business of the court taken
up. The complaint en which Hull was
arraigned was sworn to by Patrolman
John P. McKinley, and reads as fol-
lows:

"That J. C. Hull willfullyand fel-
oniously, and with the intent by him
had and entertained to kill a human
being administered to and caused to be
administered to one Mrs. Hull, wife
of said defendant, a certain deadly
poison, to wit: Strychnine and some
other poison whose name is to com-
plainant unknown, and did by reason
of the same endanger the life of the
said Mrs. Hull, he the said defendant
then and there intending to kill and
take the life of said Mrs. Hull."

Hull was taken to the county jail
shortly after his arraignment and'given
a cell on the first floor. Seen yesterday
afternoon by a Globe reporter, Hull
was lying on a bunk in the cell and
said he had nothing to say. He after-
ward changed his mind and while re-
fusing to discuss the case, said Mr. O.
B. Lewis, who resides on the West
side, and is a member of the firm of
Hallam & Lewis, had called to see
him and also to the hous-? to see his

j wife. This was the only attorney he
had seen, and Mr.Lewis could, he said,
hs-rdly be called his attorney as the

i \isit made was more in the nature of
a friendly call than otherwise.

Asked as to the insurance which was
reported to be in force on his wife's
life, Hull said two policies had been
taken out, one in October and the other

;would show that his wife at that time
| was in excellent health and there could
not have been any indi:ations of arseni-
cal poisoning at that time. Further
than this, he did not care to talk and
excusing himself for not being more
communicative, he again sought the
couch in the cell.

Airs. Hull passed a fairly comfoi table
day and according to the reports from
Dr. Hawkins, who is attending her,
she is a trifle better. She is obliged to
remain in a darkened room with wet
Ice cloths on her eyes, which are
swollen almost shut. This is one of

j the symptoms, Dr. Hawkins says, of
!chronic arsenical pofisoning. The worn-
;an's condition, the doctor further says,
Is very serious and it will take months
of the best care and treatment to
restore hep to her normal condition.
She is attended by several neighbors,
who have been acquainted with her
since her husband took charge of the
Clinton avenue church and have taken
considerable .interest in her. A call
was made at the residence, but it was
impossible to see Mrs. Hull, and neither
of the daughters could be prevailed
upon to say anything regarding the
case.

At the time Dr. Hawkins called ln
the morning, Mrs. Hull expressed a
desire to see Mr. O. B. Lewis, and that
gentleman was telephoned for. Mr.
Lewis went to the jaiil and had a short
conversation with Mr. Hull and then
visited the Hull residence and had an
hour's talk with Mrs. Hull. Seen yes-
terday afternoon, Mr. Lewis said he
was acting in the matter merely as an
advisor, and that the county attorney
would have charge of the prosecution
of the case. There was very little to
be said in the matter. There were
some things which he said looked bad
for Hull. He had been in the habit
of administering medicine to his wife
for some time, and very often after she
had insisted that the medicine made
her sick. She had been suspicious that
her husband had been givirg her
p-ison since Aprillast, and had wa-ch^d
him herself and also directed her
daughter Blanche, who is about 14 years
old. to watch him. When her husband
went into a closet Wednesday night
and put a bottle from which she had
been taking medicine in his pocket,
she became satisfied that something
was wrong, and the charge and arrest
followed.

Mr.Lewis telephoned to the agent of
the Northwestern Life association, in
Minneapolis, and ascertained that the
policy of $2,500 which had been taken
out on the life of Mrs. Hull was still ln
force.

Whether the charges would be
pressed or not Mr. Lewis could not say.
He intended to see Mrs. Hull again
within a few days and would then be
able to talk more definitely about the
case.

There had been some talk about the
filingof information of insanity against
Hull, but this, however, could not be
verified.
