COLUMBUS, O., Aug. 6.—Robert J
again demonstrated today that he is
the greatest pacer ever harnessed to a

sulky. Frank Agan was the favorite
in the free-for-all pace and relying
upon his remarkable performance at

Cleveland, nearly every horseman on
the track backed him to win. Pre-
vious to the second heat of the great

race, Robert J had few backers out-
side of Hamlin and the attaches of the
Village Farm stables. When Robert J
took the second heat, however, by a
fine spurt at the finish, the big” crowd

became enthused and he at once be-
came a hot favorite. It was evident
from the first that Robert J was to be
driven to win and the fact that Agan
was so heavily backed made it certain
that the race would be hotly contested.
And so it was. It was the greatest
race of the year, the fastest four con-
secutive heats and the fastest fourth
heat ever paced or trotted on any track,
being made. In the first heat, paced in
2:03%, Agan lowered his record half a
second and broke the track record.
The second and third heats in 2:04%
were considered phenomenal, but the
crowd was not prepared for the great
surprise when the fastest fourth heat
ever paced or trotted was made, the
time being 2:023%. .

It was about 2:30 when the first heat
of the great race was paced. The sky
was covered with heavy dark clouds
that foreboded a storm and scarcely a
breeze stirred. The track was faster
than any previous day since the races
began. The immense grand stand was
filled with people and there was a per-
fect jam «in the betting sheds. There
were three starters in the race: Frank
Agan, driven by McCarthy; Robert J,
driven by Starr, and Rubenstein,
driven by Laird. Geers expected to
drive Robert J, but had not sufficiently
recovered from the accident of Wednes-
day.

In the first heat the horses started
away well, Agan taking the lead and
holding it all the way around with
Rubenstein second and Robert J third.
In the second heat Agan took the lead
and Rubenstein dropped behind Robert
J before the first quarter was paced.
Robert J kept a close second all the
way around to the stretch, when he be-
gan to move up. Just at the finish
Agan was pulled off his feet and
Robert J went under the wire a length
ahead. The third heat was almost a
repetition of the second. Agan took
the lead and Robert J hugged his
sulky until they came into the stretch,
when Robert J moved ahead. In the
fourth heat a pretty.start was made
and Rubenstein set the pace, the three
horses going in a bunch almost .to. the
three quarter pole with Agan in the
Jead. After that Rubenstein dropped
back and Robert J, as in the previous
heats, hugged Agan’s sulky until they
turned into the stretech, when Robert
J moved up and paced under the wire
a length ahead of Agan.

Four Splendid Individual Medals
Are the Trophies for the Win-
ners of the Race.

Arrangements have been completed
at Lake Minnetonka for the four-oared
race to occur there Aug. 15, over the
Lake Park course, between veteran
crews of the Minnesota and Minneapo-
lis boat clubs.

The St. Paul men In the crew se-
lected to row for this city are Messrs.
George Nettleton, W. H. Armstrong.
Halbert and Mabon. It seems that
the Minnesota Boat club -should be
able to repose the utmost confidence
in a crew thus constituted, and at the
same time there will be no walkaway
for either one or the other. The men
in the Minneapolis boat have lived
faithfully up to the agreement that no
training was to be done, and, in faect,
there has been no opportunity, for two
members of the crew are not in the
city at all, and it will be impossible
for the men to row together until the
day of the race.

This should be the most interesting
aquatic event of the season. It will
bring together men that rowed against
each other years ago, and who have
not for several seasons past taken any
active part in the contests of their
clubs. So far as the St. Paul men are
concerned, it is a foregone conclusion
that they are not very far out of con-
dition. Armstrong looks as well and
fit as ever he did in the best aays of
his rowing career, and while Nettle-
ton appears to have taken on a little
flesh, there is not much to spare, and
the great sculler will be well able to
stay over a mile, even if he is a little
on the wrong side of the secale.

There is likely still to be a change
in the Lurline crew, as Chauncey
Wheeler, one of the old four, does not
believe the crews are fairly matched
as at present made up. Groskopf,
Taylor, Wheeler and Daniels was the
original crew, but the waist of the
boat in this race will be held down
by a no less redoubtable oarsman than
“Pudge” Heffelfinger, and the odds are
that he and Groskopf together ecan
come mighty near finishing close up
if everybody else falls overboard.
Daniels is ready to row tomorrow, be-
ing in good trim, but the fourth man
has not been absolutely decided on.
At all events it will be a bang-up race
over a mile, and the crew that wins
it will realize that there has been
some rowing done.

The race is under the auspices of the
Minneapolis & St. Louis railway peo-
ple, and it will be brought off over the
Lake Park hotel course. There is no
better course than this to be found
anywhere in the United States, and
the crews will have the advantage of
good water in almost any sort of
weather. The four individual medals
now being prepared for the winners
[n this event are splendid trophies and
well worth the exertion that will be
expended in winning them. It is prob-
able there will be a larger crowd to
witness this race than has been seen
at any aquatic event at Minnetonka
this season.

UNIQUE SCHEME BY WHICH HE EX-

Trial to Be Made Sunday if Prepa-
rations Can Be Completed in
Time.

ST.LOUIS,Aug. 6.—After all the talk
In the East about racing sextets, quin-
tets and tandems against steam en-
gines, it will remain for a St. Louis

This wind, however,
should not be taken into consideratiosh,
for at a mile in 1:11 he was going fas-
ter than the wind and found a resis-
tance. This trial showed me that it
was possible for the pedals to be re-
vovled by an expert rider between two
and one-half and three times a second,
and T am satisfied that with the gear
that I will have on my machine I can
reduce the revolutions to 150 or 160 in
the mile. It has been shown repeadedly
that this is pessible, and I believe that
with the assistance the engine will give
me in the way of a suction, I will ac-

The “home trainers” now In use in
bicycle accademies have shown that it
is possibe for a rider to revolve his feet
or make the muscles of his leg act
three times a second and cover a mile.
in from forty to fifty seconds. The dis-
tance is accurately measured on the
“home trainer” and it {s beyond dispute.
that where a rider is putting forth his,
best effort in a dead calm on a “home
trainer” he can revolve the rollers so:
as to register a mile in fifteen seconds
less than a minute.

Here is where Anderson takes his
argument. An engine or train of cars
traveling at the rate of from forty to
sixty miles an hour leaves a wake of
air for a distance of ten to fifteen feet.
Many will understand this better if
they- ever threw an object from the,
rear platform of a train and noticed
its fall. It traveled toward the train
for a short distance and was then
struck with the imrushing currents of
air and carried some distance. Ander-
son says that he will not need the aid/
of these inrushing currents, but by
revolving his pedals from two and a
half to three times a second, or 160 to
180 times a minute he can ride a mile
in the allotted time.
