{f the board of public works expect-
ed the faintest show of fair treatment
from the mayor and the other Repub-
lican members of the joint city hall and
court house commission, that expecta-

tion vanished yesterday. The five Re-
publican members refused to recon-
sider the resolution excluding the

board of public works from the court
house building. The pretext upon
which some of them acted was that to
rescind the resolution instructing the
custodian not to allow the board of
public works to meet In the court house
building would be equivalent to recog-
nizing the existence of such a body as
the board of public works. Mayor
Doran did not seem to need any pre-
text to justify his refusal to rescind
the resolution for the mayor has made
up his mind without giving the su-
preme court a chance to guess, that the
board of public works has become ex-
tinct. At least, the mayor so declared
yesterday.

It was President Gorman who
brought the matter to the attention of
the joint commission at its session
yesterday afternoon. Capt. Gorman
asked permission to make a statement
and it was accorded. The captain said
that he appeared in behalf of the board
to correct what appeared to be a mis-
apprehension regarding the present ac-
tion of the board. Referring to the
resolution adopted by the commission
the day before, the inference was that
it had been adopted under the belief
that the board of public works had
not taken any steps to bring the legal
controversy before the courts.

“T am here in behalf of the board of

public works,” continued President
Gorman, “to say that the board has
employed counsel and that sald counsel
has been instructed to proceed without
unnecessary delay to bring the matter
into the courts. We are not seeking de-
lay, and we are confident that the ques-
tion will be submitted to the courts as
soon as possible. Certainly that is our
wish. In view of this, I understood

that Mr. Lewis said that the resolution
might be reconsidered.”

In reply, Mr. Lewls admitted that the
resolution setting aside Commissioner
Copeland’s present quarters exclusively
for the use of hitnself and his assistants
really covered all the ground, and that
until the validity of the law of 1895 had
been determined, the commission
would be conveniently accessible to the
public. But, now it was too late.
resolution had been passed, but it need
not necessarily be enforced. It was un-
fortunate and had Mr. Lewis had time
to give the matter more consideration,
he might,perhaps,have voted against it.

To do
s0 would be to recognize the existence
of the board of public works. That, of
course, wotld not do, as the board could
call the aftention of the court to the
proceeding as a point in its favor.

“That's a point we’'ll never make,”
said President Gorman. *“If we haven't
any better points than that we won't
raise any.” y

Mayor Doran then expressed his no-
tion of the matter, In the first place,
the mayor thought, it was not the prop-
er time to consider the board of public
works matter. The commission had no
time to thresh over old straw.”

“As for the board of public works,”
continued the mayor, “the will of the
people has been expressed. There is
no such body. It is extinet, and there-
fore has no claim for consideration at
our hands. I suggest we proceed to the
business before us.”

President Gorman thereupon inquired
whether the commission proposed to
take any steps in the matter prior to
next Monday, when the resolution is
to take effect.

Assemblyman Daly remarked that
there was no disposition to enforce the
resolution, provided the board showed
a disposition to take the matter into
the courts as soon as possible.

County Commissioner McCarron made
the point that the matter of the board
of public works was properly before the
meeting as it had been acted upon the
vrevious day and that the present
meating was adjourned from the Wed-
nesday meeting. But ‘that did not af-
fect the mayor’s position. He replied
that he would vote against rescinding
the resolution anyway, as he belleved
tkat the rights of the people had been
proteoted as thoroughly as the board
of public works had protected them.

Commissioner Allen then moved that
the commission meet at 5 p. m. Satur-
day to consider the matter, but the
motion was defeated by a vote of five
to two, the Republican members all
voting against the motion.

President Gorman then retired.

ADJOURNS MAINLY.
Commissioner Copeland Meets Him-
self, But Does Nothing,

The commissioner and the board of public
works were both attending to the public
yesterday. Numerous matters were before
them, but all were adjourned.

The board of public works was recognized
by a number of property owners interested
in the assessments for paving Summit ave-
nue from Dayton avenue to Sixth street, and+
the Sixth street and Third street hills. These
assessments were before the board for com-
pletion. In the case of the Third street
paving, Arnold Kalman requested that the
completion of the assessment be postponed,
for the reason that no legal assessment could
be made against his property either by the
board or by the commissioner of public
works. He also declared that he could not
be made to pay any such assessment,

In the matter of the upper Sixth street
paving, Capt. Berkey and Messrs. Borer and
McKinley made the same request to post-
pone the completion of the assessment for
the same reason, until the validity of the
law abolishing the board of public works is
determined. The board adjourned the as-
sessments for one week in order to prepare
assessment rolls.

In the matter of the preliminary order
for paving HIill street, F. G. Ingersoll, as
attorney for the interested property owners,
protested against paving the street. The
board also received several protests by mail.
A. G. Otis appeared before the board to se-
cure the correction of an error in the Oak-
land avenue paving assessment whereby his
property is wrongly assessed for a water
connection.

The members of the board maintain that
if they are prevented from holding meetings
in the court house building, that serious in-
convenience will resylt to property owners.
But in any event., the board is determined to
discharge its duties regardless of any action
on the part of the Republican city authori-
ties.

The commissioner of public works also
granted a hearing on the preliminary order
for paving Hill and Washington streets. Four

HIS TICKET WAS WORTHLESS,

Fred Briggs Causes Ticket Broker
Corbett’s Arrest,

Among the prisoners arraigned in the
police court yesterday was Clarence E.
Corbett, a ticket broker, doing business
at 169 East Third street. The charge
against Corbett was that of larceny,
the complaint issued and sworn to by
Fred A. Briggs, of Minneapolis, charg-
Ing Corbett with having on Aug. 1
taken $28 from him for a ticket and re-
bate check purporting to be good for
transportation to Atlanta, Ga. The
ticket, Briggs alleges, was false and
fraudulent and of no value. Mr. Cor-
bett, when the case was called, asked
for and was granted a continuance
until Monday, and was released on his
cwn recognizance.

In speaking of the case, Mr. Corbett
stated that the charge was merely a
cover for the regpening of the fight
made by the railroad companies
against the ticket brokers.

“I have been in this business a num-
ber of years,” said he, “and have never
before been accused of failing to make
good the loss for. a ticket purchased
from me. This is undoubtedly the work
of the Western Passenger Ticket
Agents’ association, which has recent-
ly established a Northwestern head-
quarters in Minneapolis. I believe that
Briggs is in the employ of a detective
agency retained by the association, and
that he makes a business of trying to
catch ticket brokers in this manner.

“Not having consulted an attorney, I
cannot say how much I shall admit,
for it must be remerabered that I
must contend with a rich and powerful
body. This, however, is but a reopening
of the fight waged against the ticket
brokers a short time ago, and takes
this form because they have found it
impossible to crush us in any other
manner. Their spotters are sent around
and purchase such tickets as these, get
on the train, the conductor of which
already has orders to take up the ticket,
and are put off. They come back to us
and demand that we not only make the
purchase price of the ticket good, but
that we also pay their expenses during
the delay, fixing it so that we are com-
pelled for our own protection to refuse
to accede to the demands. I felt sure,
and am more certain now, that Briggs
never intended to make the trip to Chi-
cago. He 1is well-known in Minne-
apolis, and I have information that he
is now in the employ of a detective
agency.”

Briggs says he bought the ticket for
$28, with the agreement that when he
arrived in Chicago he was to present a
coupon given him to another broker
and recelve for the transportation from
Chicago to Atlanta $18, thus making
his fare to Chicago $10, He took pass-
age over the Chicago & Northwestern
road, and when the ticket was handed
the conductor that official said it was
no good and Briggs was compelled to
get off the train at Stillwater Junction.
Before leaving the train he had the
‘conducter make a written statement to
the above effect, and after reaching St.
Paul he presented this to Mr. Corbett.
The statment made by. the conductor
wag to the effect that the ticket was
worthless for the reason that it-was
presented by a person other than the
one to whom it was issued. Mr. Cor-
bett refused to make good the amount
paid for the ticket, and hence the war-
rant and arrest.

OBSERVER LYONS SERVED UP
YESTERDAY,

BUT THIS IS NOT A HOT WAVE.

Notwithstanding the above record of
the gyrations wHich the mercury in the
official thermometer on the top of the
Chamber of Commerce building has
made during the week, Weather Ob-
server Lyons smiled serenely yesterday
and told a G1lobe reporter that there
had not been a sign of a hot wave in
this section of the country for nearly a
month. - “We are simply getting our
regular allotment of summer weather,”
said he, “and the heat is no more ex-
cessive than my experience in the
weather bureau has taught me to ex-
pect in St. Papl every summer.”

Yesterday, as well as being one of
the hottest of the past week, was also
one of the most remarkable days from
the standpoint of atmospheric condi-
tions which have been recorded in the
annals of the weather bureau for years,
the unusual features being the extreme
minimum thermometer, taken at sun-
rise, the coolest portion of the day, and
the maximum reached at 4 o’cleck in
the afternoon, during which interim the
atmosphere was as void of humidity
and as dry as on a brisk winter's day.
In the early morning the conditions
were favorable for a decidedly comfort-
able day, but with the journey of the
sun toward the zenith, the mercury also
commenced a rapid ascent and by noon
registered 8. There was a slight
breeze blowing during the forenoon
which freshened as the day advanced,
but the rays of the sun were impervious
to the effects of Aeolus, and it became
hotter and hotter.

By 4 o’'clock the official thermometer,
even at at its high altitude, told the
story of how sweltering humanity had
been literally tortured by degrees. It
registered 90. Had there been a rain
the previous night or one in sight for
yvesterday, the fact that the mercury
evinced an indication to coquette with
the ‘“blood heat” point would not have
been out of the ordinary. But in the
face of the dry condition of the atmos-
phere, and the absence of storms in the
entire Northwest, the record of yester-
day was singularly regarded, even by
the weather man; who really ought not
be surprised at anything. 4

Then, again, there are no prospects
for the immediate cessation of the pres-
ent “summer days.” The city appears
to be in for a siege of hot weather, and
Observer Lyons has no relief to offer.
In fact, he says the populace really has
no occasion to grumble, because when
this warm swell has passed the worst
of the hot weather will be over for the
year. %

Today and tomorrow will, according
to the forecasts of the weather depart-
ment, be in the nature of yesterday
lived over again. Indeed, the same con-
ditions may prevall until the first ot;
next week, or indefinitely, so far as the |
map indications predict a rain or wind
siorm to bring a change. But no mat-
ter how long the hot weather remains
those who are at present getting a
foretaste of another world have the as-
surance of the official weather mixer
that it could In no way have been
avoided. It had to come, sooner or
later, and in view of the fact that the
G. A. R. encampment comes in Septem-
ber, the season of heat last year, it may
be just as well that the worst be en-
dured and got out of the way before
that time.

VIOTIM: OR CRIMINALY

Assistant Postmaster at Faribault
Charged With Theft.

Assistant Postmaster Elmer Hoyt, of
Faribault, was arraigned before Com-
missioner Tighe : yesterday on the
charge of robbing the office of which he
was in chargeiof $300 worth of stamps.
United States District Attorney String-
er relates: i the complaint agajnst
the young man that he is responsible
for the disappearance of 15,000 two-cent
stamps. Hoyt has been in the post-
‘office at Faribault.for the past fifteen
years, and up to the present time has
borne an excellent reputation.

Hoyt's story of the missing stamps,
as told Post ter Haven, is to the
effect that a short time ago'a man came
into the Faribault office and repre-
sented himeself to be the postmaster
of Owatonna. He told Hoyt that hi
office was ghort of stamps and aske
for the loan of $300 worth. Hoyt had
seen Postmaster Luse, of Owtatonna,
on one occasion about three years ago,
and thinking his vistor the man whom
he represented himself to be, gave him
the requested 15,000 stamps. Later the
shortage was discovered and the at-
tention of Hoyt called to the matter.

He offered the above explanation and
Postmaster Luse was requested to re-
turn the loan which Hoyt said he had
made "him. In reply to the request,
Mr. Luse sent Postmaster Craven a
letter denying that he had. Hoyt was
then sent to Owsz !onna to identify Mr.
Luse, but returned with the infor-
mation that he was not the man to
whom he had given the stamps. Post-
master Craven then reported the mat-
ter to Imspector Wood, of this city,
who went to Faribault Wednesday
and placed Hoyt under arrest. Com-
missloner Tighe held Hoyt to the fed-
eral grand jury in the sum of $500,
which;was furmished by friends of the
accused.

Postmaster Craven, in speaking of
Hoyt's arrest yesterday, sa'd that he
felt the embarassment of his assistant
very Keenly as he had had full charge
of the Faribault office for a number of
vears, and had previously been thor-
ouvghly honest in all of his business
transactions. He is unwilling to be-
lieve Hoyt guilty of the offense charg-
ed; and is of( the opinion that. the
young man has been made ‘the victim
of 'some kind eof a swindle.

GOLD 1S THE BASIS

NORTHFIELD HAS AN UNPLEASANT

PRACTICAL LESSON ON MONE-
TARY MATTERS,

FAILED TO 'RENEW BONDS

THROUGH OPPOSITION TO THE IN-

SERTION OF A PAYMENT-IN-
3OUND-MONEY CLAUSE,

IMPROVEMENTS sTOoP

Through Necessity to Use Momney in

the Treasury to Satisfy Obli-
gations,

NORTHFIELD, Minn., Aug. 5.—An
incident has just occurred here which
shows how the agitation for a change
in cusrency is resulting detrimentally
to many important interests, A bond
glven for the construction of a bridge

kad become due and was presented

for payment. The city council, being
short of funds, had hoped to renew it;
and the bidder was quite willing to
take another bond for the money
loaned, but insisted, in view of a pos-
sible depression In our currency, and
in order to protect himself against loss,
that the new bond should be made
payable in as good money as had
been invested. in it—namely, in gold.
The city authorities knew that next
year their revenues would be paid in
such currency as prevailed at the time
of their imposition. Liquor licenses
might be payable in silver. The val-
uation of property could not well be
increased, neither could the rate of
taxation, which .is already burden-
some, being within a fraction of 3 per
cent. If that currency were, under
free silver, a depreciated one, although
thie amount of the taxes collected
would be nominally the same, when
it came to paying gold bonds they
It might take
$2,000 in currency to pay off a gold
debt of $1,000. Possibly it could be

paid with less, but the council seem

to have concluded that a bond that

they now could pay off with a thou-
sand dollars of currency on a gold

basis, they might be required to pay
considerable more than a thousand
dollars for on a silver basis. Accord-
ingly, they voted to take the bond up
To do this, how-

a small balance to its cradit, and at
the .same meeting in which it was
voted to pay the bond the council was
obliged, in order to husband its re-
sources, to direct that all work on the
streets should be suspended, except
such as was absolutely essential, al-
though considerable necessary work
had been projected with the expecta-
tion that the bonds would be renewed,
and funds would be available to pay
This, in turn, necessi-
tated the discharge of a number of

men, and their consequent loss of the

employment on which they had reck-
oned. So that in several ways the agi-

tation for the free coinage of silver has
already worked detrimentally to the
interests of Northfield, and has caused
a number of people to give the ques-

HE GREW DESPONDENT.

‘Grand Forks Brewer Ends Life Be-
cause of Financial Reverses,

GRAND FORKS, N. D., Aug. 6.—About 3
o’clock yesterday afternoon, Nicholas Hoff-
man, proprietor of the East Grand Forks
brewery, committed suicide by shooting him-
self. He was an old resident and was highly
esteemed. It has been known that for some
time past Hoffman has béen financially em--
barrassed. Early in the afternoon, W. K.
Pringle, cashler of the First National bank,
of East Grand Forks, who had just been ap-
pointed receiver of the real estate of Nicholas
Hoffman, was at the brewery to take charge.
For more than ten years Mr. Hoffman has
been engaged in the brewery business. There
was great regret manifested when his many
warm friends saw that he was becoming in-
volved financially, owing to the continued
hard times and poor trade. An inquest will
probably not be held, as it is now deemed
unnecessary. s

GRAND FORKS, N. D., Aug. 6.—John Zel-
mar, aged twenty, a farm laborer, living ten
miles from the city, in Minnesota, hanged
himself yesterday evening. He tied a rope
around a rafter five feet from the floor and
held his feet up till he strangled. He left a
letter to his parents, living at Grafton, say-
ing he was ready to die and would hang him-
self. He gave no reason for such an act.

SUIT OVER A PATENT TRAP.

Andrew Carlson Charges Anthony
Lindstrom With Infringement.

Andrew M. Carlson, of this city,
through his attorneys, yesterday filed
a suit in chancery in the United States
district court against Anthony E. Lind-
strom, of Minneapolis, asking for an
injunction to prevent the infringe-
ment of patent rights which the plaint-
iff claims to have recelved from the
government on “a certain style of trap
for the capture of animals,’”” and to re-
cover damages alleged to have been
sustained while letters patent were
pending.

Mr. Carlson sets forth in the com-
plaint that he is the inventor of a
particularly effective trap, and that at
one time Lindstrom was an agent em-
ployed to dispose of the invention. In
this capacity, he claims, the defendant
secured an explanation of the construc-
tion of the devise and forthwith began
manufacturing and placing on the mar-
ket an exact counterpart of the inven-
tion of the plaintiff,

The court is asked to fix the damage
which the plaintiff is alleged to have
sustained.
