KANSAS CITY, Mo., Aug. 7.—The

opening Rame of the series between the

In the field the visitors
played like a lot of butterflngers, and
to their numerous costly errors they
can charge up tkeir defeat. Pickett
and Shugart were the principal of-
enders, each making three costly mis-
takes. For seven innings both Barnett
and Phyle pitched first-class ball, but
the Intense heat told on them near the
end of the game and they weakened.
Barnett was hit very hard in the
eighth inning,-when the Saints all but
won the game out, and Callahan went
in to pitch the ninth inning, preventing

the Saints from increasing their score.
Phyle stuck it out to the end, but he
was not so effective in the eighth and
ninth innings, when the Blues got the
winningruns. Bobby Carruthers made
his first appearance as a Western
league umpire and his work was strict-
ly first-class. He was abused by the
crowd for several decisions, but he
stood his ground with a firmness which
was commendable.
