Board Objects to Paying Money Out

of Their Funds, it They Have
Any Funds,

City Comptroller McCardy probably
wasn't aware of the fact, but the board
of education considered his case thor-
oughly yesterday afternoon. Any

other man would have felt his ears
tingle like a house afire, but the comp-
troller is used to that sort of thing

and is happier when he is being hauled
over the coals. One member of the
board even went so far as to suggest

mandamus proceeding*, against the
comptroller to compel him to make a
detailed statement of the finances of
the board of education, winch the

board has long sought, but has been
unable to obtain.

The meeting of the board wa_ called
by President Abbott to discuss the res-
olution recently passed by the council
appropriating $1,500 from the rental
and repair fund for the purpose of in-
suring and otherwise preparing school
buildings that are to be used for lodg-
ing purposes during encampment week.
The school inspectors are of the opin-

ion that the board should not be com-
pelled to furnish the money to do this
prork, especially as the appropriation
{or the year is not sufficient to meet
•11 the needs of the board. But the
city comptroller said the money appro-
priated is not the property of the board
of education, never was, and therefore
the board had no grumble coming. On
the other hand, President Abbott says
the board is charged with the rental and
repair fund in the comptroller's ac-
counts, and that therefore the money

ls the property of the board and that
the city council had no right to ap-
propriate or divert any portion of it
for encampment purposes or for any
other use.

In substance President Abbott told
the members of the board that he dis-
approved of the action of the city coun-
cil, and also he was much put out with
the city comptroller for his high and
mighty way of jugglingwith the funds
of the board and for his refusal to
make a detailed statement of the
board's finances, although he had been
urged time and again to do so. Mr.
Abbot, was strenuously opposed to
the use of the money appropriated by
the council, because it was a diver-
sion of the board's funds. After some
discussion a resolution was adopted
and ordered sent to the council, set-
ting forth the facts as viewed by the
members of the board of education
and protesting against the use of the
board's funds. The resolution was
backed up with a copious quotation
from the city charter, which expressly
forbids the diversion of money from
one fund to another and the use of
money for any purpose other than that
(for which itwas appropriated. That was
about all the business of the session,
but the most interesting portion of
the proceedings were informal and
were finally interrupted by the with-
drawal of President Abbott, who had
an appointment and was obliged to
leave. But for this happy coincidence
there's no telling what the board
would have done, and there is likewise
some doubt as to what might have
happened to Comptroller McCardy this
midsummer day.

The previous discussion and the
adoption of the resolution led up to a
discussion of the comptroller's alleged
autocratic dealings with the board of
education. Mr. Scholle, chairman of
the finance committee, was particu-
larly wrought up over what he termed
the high-and-mighty attitude of the
comptroller toward him, the chairman
of the most important committee on
the board.

"We have been trying for weeks to
secure from the comptroller a detailed
statement of the finances of the board
of education," said Mr. Scholle, "but
the comptroller, ifhe recognizes us at
all, only sneers at us. Here is a state-
ment which was given out by the
comptroller's deputy, and so far as I
can see the board is debtor by balance
Of some $22,000."

Inspector McNair looked at the fig-
ures of the sheet referred to and said:
"It does appear that we are in a
hole for the amount here mentioned."

"Oh, you mean we are shy that
much." said Inspector Wilkes. Inspec-
tor McNair accepted the amendment
and Mr. Scholle resumed:

"There ought to be some way to
compel the comptroller to tell us where
we are at, and Iam in favor of some
rigorous measure, ifany such can be
adopted."

"You might try mandamus proceed-
ings." slyly put in Mr. McNair.

Then Inspector Yoerg, who was
quite as anxious as any of the rest to
bring the comptroller to terms, took up
Inspector McNair's suggestion in ear-
nest and began to speak to the issue
when he was interrupted by the
lvlighter of Inspector McNamee, who
\u25a0warned the board that it would be
like butting heads against a stone
wall to attempt to coerce the comp-
troller.

Inspector Scholle resumed the nar-
ration of his illtreatment by the comp-
troller, and finally Inspector McNair
asked:

"Have you ever been to the comp-
troller's office and had any talk with
him about this matter?"

"No, Ihaven't," admitted Inspector
Scholle.

"Y\ ell, why don't you go and see him
like a man," was the retort. "Why sit
here and complain instead of going
about the business of the board in a
straightforward and sensible manner.
If your committee attends to its bus-iness in a proper fashion Idare say
the comptroller will meet you ln a
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proper manner and ln a conciliatory
spirit."

"I'm not afraid of McCardy," said
Inspector McNamee, who was chuck-
ling over the serious aspect the dis-
cussion had assumed, "and Iwill go
with Mr. Scholle or other members of
the finance committee to try and learn
what has been withheld from us."

Inspector Yoerg thought there was
no use in calling pn the comptroller.
"He will smile at us and tell us as
much or as little as he pleases," said
he. "I'm in favor of doing something,
and that quick, and if mandamus pro-
ceedings willaccomplish the result

"
Inspector Wilkes, who had been walk-

ing up and down the hall with his
hands jammed in the small of his back,
interrupted Inspector Yoerg's remarks
with a question to the doctor president
concerning the treatment of lumbago.

"I've a pain right here," indicating
the spot, "andIwant to know what's
good for it."

-
Then the jolly inspector sat down

where he could see his friend Yoerg's
face, and said, speaking deliberately:

"Let me warn you people not to run
up against Mr. McCardy. He is- all
right. We may object, to his ti-eatment
of us as individuals or as members of
this board, but he is all right. People
have tried before to find out the secret
of Mr. McCardy's office and his finan-
cial methods, but it isn't on record that
he ever did tell anyone anything about
the affairs of his office, ifhe chose not
to. We don't like his way of doing bus-
iness, but Mr. McCardy is all right.
He has made enemies before for this
same offense, but the people say he is
all right and no amount of talk or op-
position seems to cut down the size
of his majorities every time he runs for
office. Give it up. Go and see him,
Mr. Scholle, and talk business and be
thankful for what you get—ifyou get
anything. But don't be foolish and
talk mandamus proceedings."

This little talk brought the discus-
sion to such a serious plane that the
meeting broke up with a suggestion
from President Abbott that he had an
engagement.

Inspector McNair holds the opinion
that the council has a right to appro-
priate money for any purpose and from
any fund, and quotes Section 2, Page
61, of the Bell charter, which he claims
gives the specific privilege to the coun-
cil. Therefore, he holds, the passage of
the resolution appropriating $1,500 for
encampment purposes was clearly
within the powers of the council, even
though the money so appropriated wasa part of the school fund.

PROGRESS OF PAYING.

Delay on Robert Caused by the Edi-
son Company.

At the rate the work of pavinig East
Fifth street is now progressinig, the
city engineer is of the opinion that thejob can be completed before the G. A.
R. encampment begins. But he is du-
bious about the finishing of Robert
street in time for the encampment.
There has been considerable delay on
this street, and according to the city
engineer, neither the contractors, Hen-nessy & Cox, nor the street railway
company are responsible for it. As for
the street railway company, it has dis-
played unusual expedition, so says the
city engineer, in laying its new rails
and otherwise preparing its portioni of
the street for the paving contractors.
The delay on Robert street seems to
have been occasioned by the Edison
Electric Light company, which is en-
gaged in laying a conduit pipe on the
west side of the street. So little prog-
ress had the company made up to yes-
terday morning that City Engineer
Rundlett notified the concern that it
must expedite its work on Robert street,
as the paving contractors wanted to
take possession of the street at once.
They have possession of Fifth street
now, though until this week they did
not have as much room on the street
as they should have had. Hereafter,
the contractors will probably put a
force of men to work on Sundays, as
there is not an hour to be lost, if the
street is to be paved prior to the en-
campment.

MRS. AHNE'S DIVORCE.

Preliminary Action Before Judge
Willis in Chambers.

The complaint in the divorce proceed-
ings of Pauline Arne against her hus-
band, mention of which was made in
the Globe when Ray Arne disap-
peared ten days ago, was filed in the
district court yesterday. It alleges
that Mr. and Mrs. Arne were married
at Superior, Wis., in1890, and that Mrs,
Arne's maiden name was Petterson.
The divorce is asked for on the ground
of cruel and inhuman conduct, the
plaintiff alleging that her husband was
inthe habit of striking her, and that he
applied vile epithets to her and ac-
cused her of gross improprieties. Mrs.
Arne also asks that she be granted an
absolute divorce, the custody of the
child Raymond, aged five, and that she
be allowed to assume her maiden name.

The case came before Judge Willis
in chambers yesterday forenoon, on an
order requiring Arne to show cause
why he should not be restrained from
interfering with the boy Ray and from
attempting to keep the child from the
custody of his mother. The order was
based upon Mrs. Arne's affidavit alleg-
ing that Arne took the boy to Wiscon-
sin under cover of making a trip to
Lake Minnetonka. Arne appeared with
his attorney, Henry Johns, but the
hearing was adjourned until next Tues-
day morning, and Arne was given un-
tilFriday of this week to serve a coun-
ter affidavit. «

WHIPPED A WARDEN.

Violators of the Game Law Commit
Another Offense.

The state game warden reports sat-
isfactory work upon the part of his
assistants in various parts of the state.
But these assistant wardens do not
always have easy sailing with offend-
ers whom they seek to arrest. The
warden at Windom was badly beaten
on Sunday by parties who had been
shooting game contrary to the state
law. The offenders escaped arrest,
but the state will seek their arrest
and punishment. Warden Stevens, of
Detroit, caught two pot hunters In
the act of shooting prairie chickens
near Fergus Falls, and, although the
men tried to bluff the official, he con-
fiscated their game and their guns and
had the men placed under arrest. They
will be tried Friday. The vigorous
measures adopted by the commission
have had a good effect throughout the
state and there has been less trouble
and fewer offenses reported than lastyear.

The fire board held a busy semi-
monthly session yesterday afternoon at
which the entire commission was pres-
ent, with the exception of Commis-
sioner Warner, who is out qf the city.

The report of Secretary Hall showing

the financial condition of the board
was presented as follaws:

The report covers the period from
Dec. 1, 1895, to Aug. 1, 1896, and shows
a saving over the same period of the
previous year of $14,044.32.

A communication was received from
the common council recommending
that the board insure the Central Fire
headquarters for the sum of $10,000.
It was stated that the proximity of the
headquarters to the Auditorium ren-
dered the proposed insurance advis-
able, but the board decided that ithad
not sufficient funds at its command to
comply with the recommendation of
the council and referred the communi-
cation back to that body with the ex-
planation that it would be pleased to
concur in the proposition if the coun-
cil would appropriate the money neces-
sary to taking out the policy.

Vice President McGinriis, of the State
Agriculturalsociety, was present to ask
the board to station an engine at the
fair grounds during fair week, as has
heretofore been the custom. The mat-
ter was the subject of some consulta-
tion as it is thought that the apparatus
of the entire department will be needed
in the city during the occupancy of so
many, at present unused buildings, dur-

Iing the Grand Army encampment. It
was proposed that the Minneapolis fire
department be asked to detail an en-
gine for the fair, and the matter wa.
referred to Chief Jackson with the un-
derstanding that a request be made on
the Mill City department. In case of
its refusal to supply an engine a com-

ipany will necessarily be detailed from
this city.

A communication from Maj. Espy,
asking that the fire department con-
stitute a feature of G. A. R. week by
turning out for a grand parade, on the
evening of Sept. 3, was referred to
Chief Jackson who will report later
upon the advisability of complying
with the request. Harry Franklin,
secretary of the Trades and Labor as-
sembly, also invited the department to
take part in the Labor day parade on
Sept. 7 and this matter was likewise
turned over to Chief Jackson.

The report of Chief Jackson showed a
total of 49 alarms during the month, 3_
of which were from frame dwellings,
9 from brick and 1 from stone houses.
The total loss on buildings and con-
tents was $23,629.82, and the insurance
over the loss amounted to $161,728.18.

Supt. of Fire Alarms Carey stated in
his report that the instruments and
boxes of the department had suffered
considerable damage during the recent
electrical storms, and suggested that
the board provide a device in general
use on telegraph systems to protect the
wires in such cases. Supt. Carey was
instructed to ascertain the cost of theimprovement and report to the board
at its next meeting. The report, as ac-
cepted and filed, also stated that alarm
box No. 86, formerly located at Valley
and Jackson streets, had been removed
to the corner of Viola and Jackson
streets.

Master Mechanic Wheeler's accepted
report stated that all of the apparatus
of the department was in serviceable
condition and set forth the repair work
done during the month.

The board, by a unanimous vote, ap-
propriated $35 for the purpose of dec-
orating engine houses for the G. A. R.
encampment. The decorations will
consist of large pictures of famous war
generals and streamer ornamentations
in the national colors.

KEEPS ON DOING NOTHING.

Commissioner Copeland Postpones
the Phalen Parle Assessment.

There was a lively spat before the
commissioner of public works yester-
day afternoon between property owners
interested in the confirmation of the
assessment for Phalen park. C. W.Horr, ex-Gov. Ramsey, Attorney Grib-
ble and others appeared before the com-
missioner in opposition to the confir-
mation, while a delegation of some 30
First ward citizens representing the
First Ward Tax Payers union, were
present to urge the immediate confir-
mation of the assessment. No other
ward was represented.

Mr. Horr pleaded for an adjournment
of the confirmation until next Novem-

Iber after the election and repeated his
old argument that the park was not
necessary at this time and that the
assessment, if confirmed now, would
burden the tax payers beyond their
capacity. ex-Gov. Ramsey also ad-
vanced the hard times argument and
urged the postponement of the confir-
mation until a more favorable time.
Mr. Horr suggested to the commis-
sioner that the large property holders
were entitled to some consideration.

This statement seemed to fairly in-
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cense the First ward delegation, andwhen, in answer to it, one of the num-
ber proceeded to score the "large prop-
erty holders," Itwas evident from the
approving- nods of the First warders,
that he voiced their sentiments.

The commissioner decided to adjourn
the confirmation until Tuesday, Aug.
25, at 2 p. m.

Is Mayor Doran going to stand for
gambling in St. Paul? Itwould seem
so if Corporation Attorney Darragh
wouldn't cut into the game. There has
been a littlegoing on here on the quiet
for some time past, and the mayor's
attention was called to it. Itstopped
for a few days, and then it began
again. Rev. David Bethel Morgan told
the mayor about It. Under a Demo-
cratic administration, the Rev. David
usually went to the newspaper offices
first, or managed to have them find it
out as soon as anything of the kind
reached his ears. It's different now,
because the mayor isn't a Democrat.
There is a nice religious distinction be-
tween gambling under a Democratic
and a Republican administration
which only the Rev. David can draw!
Perhaps the chips haven't the same
hard, harsh click now they had six
months ago. Perhaps they are using
rubber chips. Perhaps the Rev. Davidis too busy to tell his troubles, or otherpeople's troubles, to the newspapers
now.

Early last week, a young man wentto Rev, David Morgan and told him he
had been gambling in St. Paul. The
announcement didn't cause any loss oflife. Neither was there any report of
a sudden death when the same thing
was repeated in the mayor's office. Theyoung man also told the Rev. Davidthat he had not only been gambling
but had lost $40, and he wanted itback. The young man finally per-
suaded Rev. David to walk up to thecity hall and see what could be done.They called on Corporation Attorney
Darragh, and he suggested that they
all go in and see the mayor. They did.
With what exact result isn't known.
In fact, the whole thing was seemingly
kept a secret, for it leaked out a week
after it was over. The young man
said that he had lost his money in a
game that was being run over theMonogram saloon on Wabasha street.
One result of the visit was that the
game was closed for a few nights. But
it was too good, or to easy, to keep
closed, and Saturday night it opened
again.
