St. Paul was whitewashed yesterday
for the first time it has been done this
st ason.aml at the close of the gam~
the Minneapolis fans presented Dr.
Harley Parker, M. D., who recenily
removed to that city from Grand
Rapids, with a quit claim deed to tha
entire city.

Minneapolis' team played fine ball
yesterday, and the young physician,
wliu fancies the diamond more than his
scalpel and materia medica. received
magnificent fielding support.

Lally played a whirlwind game in
left field, taking in six flies, four of
which lonked like safe hits when they
left the bat. Connors and Ball also
distinguished themselves, and Moran,
the substitute catcher, played a nice
game at first base after Perry Werden
was put out of the game for threat-
ening to knock Roger Denzer's head
off with a bat.

You see, in the fifth inning, Perry
got a notion that Denzer was trying
to put him out of the game by hitting
him in the head with a pitched ball,
and as Perry only has one head, he
did not want to lose it. So he ran
into the diamond and shook his bat
under Denzer's nose and was going to
batter him into a gelatinous mass, so
he said, if he ever tried that again.

And it came to pass that there were
certain and sundry St. Paul rooters
In the grand stand, and it was about
the first chance they had had to get
Into the game, so they demanded with
no uncertain sound that Werden be
removed from the game. Caruthers
had to remove him, too, for the first
St. Paul man at bat, Tim O'Rourke,
was sent to the bench for questioning
the umpire's decision on a ball which
was dubious to say the least.

Then Werden was madder than ever,
and he was going to go out and take
a smash at Denzer anyway, but Wil-
mot grabbed the big fellow by the
throat and choked him till he was
black in the face, after which he was
pent to the club house to get into his
street togs.

They did ray Denzer out, finally,
however, for in the ninth inning Con-
nors nearly sawed the St. Peter boy's
leg off with a hot ball. Roger man-
aged to pick the sphere up again and
throw it to first, but he lost all inter-
est in the game immediately after.
PMcken finished the game, but there
was not much left of it.

The game of the Apostles was un-
decided. They could not hit the ball
effectively, the only ones to get it
away from the fielders' being Twitch-
ell. Glasscock and Spies. They were
better in the field. George and Twitch-
ell distinguished themselves, George in
particular making some fine running
catches. Hollingsworth played at Jack
Pickett's place, second, and ate up
everything that came In his way.

LOUISVILLE, Aug. 14.—Two more
national championships

—
the quarter

and the one-tljird mile—dangle at the
belt of Tom Cooper, These made three
successive championship victories for
the Detroit lad. He tried hard for the
mile championship, but got in a bad
position and was beaten out by little
Tom Butler, Who rode the race of his
life. But Arthur Gardiner, of the Mor-
gan & Wright team, is the hero of
the day. He rode a magnificent race
in the mile open, beating Sanger out
by half a wheel's length, in 2:01,
world's record time, single paced.
Sanger was unfortunate in this con-
test ai*ideserves a great deal of credit
for his work.

Royal sport characterized the second
day of L. A. W. national meet. The
weather was pleasant and the crowd
was a generous one. Great and inter-
esting as were the championship
events, the big race of the day was
the last on the card, the professional
one mile open. When the thirteen
starters were lined up, the pole was
given to Becker, with Sanger, Zeigler,
Callahan, Bald, McFarland, Gardiner,
Eaton, Kennedy, Rigby, Tom Butler!
