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GARDEPRS SAY flO that the sum of $100, the first payment
on the annual rent, had not been
paid.

Mr. Robertson then spoke in behalf
of the Third street market. He said
that the city was in sore need of the
market. Before it was established, the
farmers went to Minneapolis to trade,
and would do so again if the market
were closed. The establishment of the
market caused the commission men
to locate in its vicinity Mr. Robertson
said that if the market association can
have the assurance that the council
will let the market alone, the associ-
ation will build 500 feet of sheds op-
posite the Metropolitan hotel. In con-
clusion, Mr. Robertson said he <lid not
own any interest in the market and
had no ax to grind.

Mr. Walsh wanted to know whether
the council was going to legislate for
a few men on Third street, or for the
city of St. Paul. Mr. Robertson's re-
si>onse was a whistle.

Mr. Robertson contended that the
$1,000 revenue to be given to the city

in case a market is established on
Broadway, would be' nothing to the
city, not a drop in the bucket compared
to the benefit derived by the city from
the Third street market, though it paid
no regular revenue to the city.

After a little more discussion, the
committee decided to lay the matter
over until the next meeting.

ITDEPOSITED THE DEEDS.

Provident Trust COMpanj Is Ready

for Business.

The Provident Trust company de-
posited with State Auditor Dunn yes-
terday the deeds to $100,000 worth of
real estate and received permission to
begin the business for which the com-
pany has been organized. The Provi-
dent Trust company is a new St. Paul
institution. Itfiled articles of incorpor-

ation some time ago with the secretary

of state, but for some reason the fact
was overlooked by the newspapers. The
company is composed of Daniel W.
Lawler, Moses E. Clapp, J. J. McCardy,

E. De F. Barnett, Henry A. Castle,

Frederick C. Stevens, H. C. MeNair,

Howard F. Ware, O. H. Arosin, Albert
Scheffer, Thomas T. Fauntleroy, Wil-
liam Hamm, Thomas A. Prendergast,

Lewis Lay, all of St. Paul and L. F.
Hubbard, Red Wing. The capital stock
ofthe company is $500,000 of which $200,-
--000 has been paid up, and the company

will shortly open up its offices in the
building on Third street formerly oc-
cupied by the Commercial bank. Henry
A. Castle is the president of the com-
pany and F. N. Dixon secretary. The
general nature of the company's busi-
ness as explained in the articles of in-
corporation is:

To loan and invest money upon securities
for its own account and as an agent and
trustee for others.

To acquire, hold, improve and dispose of
real, personal or mixed property upon trust,
pursuant to any order or decree of any
court, as well as by transfer, devise, legacy
or bequest.

To accept and execute trusts, to sell an-
nuities and to receive money on deposit.

*-|i:ii'li Controversy Over It AVliicU
Resulted in the Question Going

Over for Consideration.

There was a sharp controversy be-
fore the aldermanic committee on mar-
kets and public buildings yesterday

alternoon relative to the Central Mar-
ket company and its stand at St. Peter
and Third streets. The matter came
before the committee in the shape of
a proposed ordinance closing the Third
stieet market. With it there was also
referred to the committee an ordinance
to establish a market on the east side
of Broadway between Eighth and
Ninth streets. F. H. Wheelock, the ex-
market master, is the mover in this
project, while the Central Market com-
pany and some of the commission men
located in the vicinity of it vigorously
opposed the ordinance designed to close
the market as well as that to establish
a new one. Both sides presented pe-
titions for and against the scheme.
Mr. Wheelock's petition asking for the
establishment of a new market on
Broadway bore the signature of about
2fl*B people. On the other side petitions
were sent in by the Jobbers' union,
tlie St. Paul Fruit and Produce Deal-
ers and the market gardeners urging
the council not to interfere with the
central market in any way, as the loca-
tion was deemed to be very good. Mr.
Wheelock suggested that some of the
gardeners or hucksters had been com-
pelled to sign the petition or leave the
central market. This insinuation was
indignantly denied by Aid. Shepard,
who is at the head of the Central
Market company and who is also a
member of the committee on markets,
the full committee consisting of Alder-
men Kaldunski, Shepard and Larsen.

Aid. Kaldunski expressed the opin-
ion that the market association ought
to pay the city some revenue for occu-
pying West Third street, but Aid.
Shepard differed with this view.

George Walsh, who represented F.
Tl. Wheelock and the others anxious to
establish a new market on Broadway,
cited the case of the Third street mark-
et, which the city had created a public
market merely to benefit the owners
thereof. Consequently if the council
was going to leg-islate in the interests
at individuals, why shouldn't he, Mr.
Walsh, or any other man be given the
lifcht to erect sheds in the streets and
collect rent therefrom. Mr. Walsh
failed to see why a market shouM be
established rrjerely for the jobbers.

"Why ifit wasn't for the market at
St. Peter street." remarked John Rob-
ertson, one of the commission men
present, the grass would be growing on
St. Peter street."

Mr. Walsh proceeded to state the
advantages that he claimed would fol-
low the establishment of a market on
Broadway.

Mr. Robtitsou wanted to know why
700 gardeners signed a petition to have
the Third street market retained, if
they didn't want it as alleged. Mr.
Walsh replied that the gardeners were
doubtless induced to sign by the same
manipulation that secured the other
petitions in behalf of the Third street
market.

Assemblyman Thompson, who is in-
terested in the commission business,
informed the committee at this junc-
ture that F. H. Wheelock had repre-
sented to a number of people that the
council intended to close the Third
street market and establish a market
in lower town. A dispute followed this
assertion, during which nothing per-
tinent to the question was said.

"Who's putting up the money for
the Broadway market?" asked Aid.
Shepard.

"None of your business." curtly re-
joined Mr. Walsh. "We'll see that the
money is put up."

Al<l. Shepard informed the committee
that proceedings to eject Wheelock
from the possession of the site of the
proposed market had been instituted
In the municipal court, on the ground

HOWS SIDE OF IT
THE IMPRISONED CLERGYMAN

MAKES A STATEMENT OF

FAMILYTROUBLES.

BEGAN ON HIS WEDDING DAY,

WHEN, HE SAYS, MRS. HULL ACTED
QUEERLY, AND HAS KEPT

IT UP

AT ODD INTERVALS EVER SINCE.

He Alleg-en That She In Subject to
Mental Trouble*— No Answer

From Her.

Rev. J. C. Hull after a ten days stay
in the county jail has loosened up a
trifle, and is out with a lengthy state-
ment regarding; the past history of his
wife and the troubles he has had dur-
ing the fifteen years of his married
life. B. F. Latta, who is acting as at-
torney for Hull, in speaking of the
case Wednesday, said he could not un-
derstand how the impression had gone
forth that the case would be settled
outside of the courts. He stated that
there was no such plan on foot, at
least so far as Mr. Hull was con-
cerned. In the statement made pub-
lic by Hull, mention is made of three
letters he has sent his wife since his
arrest, asking that the children be
placed in a school and that she travel
with him during the winter in the
South. This would indicate that per-
haps Attorney Latta has not been
fullyposted by Hull as to the arrange-
ments made, or attempting to be
made regarding settlement of the case
outside the courts. Mr. Hull, seen last
evening, said that, aside from the
statement, he had nothing to say. If
there was any question about the dates
and sketch of his life as outlined in
the statement, the same could be veri-
fied by referring to an encyclopedia
which was on file in the public library.

Mrs. Hull was sent a copy of the
statement made by her husband, and
requested to, if she desired, make an
answer to the same. This she declined
to do, and sent word that she had
nothing to say whatever. Following is
the statement:

County Jail, Aug. 13, 1896.
To the Public:

Having denied *hrough your columns thestory that my wife Is the victim of a perni-
cious drug, and having promised at various
times to give facts if It became necessary,
and having patiently awaited the time set
for my hearing, and having gone down into
court this morning ready to answer, and being
returned to the prison cell, Inow believe thetime has come when it is neither imprudent
nor unwise to give facts, Iam the more con-
vinced of the necessity of this course because
Iknow well that so long as my wife con-
tinues her present state of mind toward me
she will take infinite delight in the fact that
Iam behind the bars.

The trouble is a peculiar one. inherited, andas in the case of her mother has always mani-
fested itself in hatred toward her husband.
Iwas married Dec. 21, 1881, in Emporia, Kan.my wife's people at that time living at To-ronto, Woodson county, Kansas. We were
married by Rev. Cyrus R. Rice, then presiding
elder of the Emporia district, now pastor of
the M. E. church at Hartford, Kansas. Wewere married at noon, and at once sat down
to lunch. After the meal Iwas greatly sur-prised to find that my wife refused to speak
to me. Ithought at first it was only a littlegame; but began to feel uneasy when it con-
tinued all afternoon and evening, and grew
alarmed when the strange conduct was, in a
considerable measure, carried through two or
three waeks. Her mother's condition had; up
to that time, been carefully concealed fromme.
Iwas then pastor of the M. E. church atMadison, Kansas, and was reappointed at the

following conference, and remained during theyear 1882: and was then stationed at Yates
Center. Here we had a parsonage, and firstbegan housekeeping. Ihad looked forward to
the opportunity of improvement in a home ofour own; but found the same kind of a spell
came on with entrance to the parsonage as onour wedding day. In this instance it wasquite prolonged, and about 2 o'clock one night
a noise at our bed room window (up stairs)
aroused me. Ilooked and saw my wifestanding with the window opened. Irushed
to her and asked, "what is the matter?" Shereplied: "Iam going to Jump out." Ibpgged
her to tell me what was the matter, but
she refused to offer any explanation whatever.

The next day Ihired a horse and buggy atthe livery and took her to see her marriedsister, who lived some twenty miles distant
ln the edge of Greenwood county. It was mvpurpose to tell her sister of the situation
and have her try to ascertain the trouble- but
under the influence of the drive and chang-
ing scene my wife came out of the trouble,
and that evening when we were alone criedheartily, and begged me to forgive her, which
Ireadily did, and said nothing to her sister
about It.

The following winter her father told me of
his own affliction, by which Irecognized atonce the malady which Ihad never under-
stood till then. He said that he had endured
it all his married life with the hope that when
the children grew up it would cease; but find-ing it as bad as ever, believed ithis duty to
have his wife committed to the asylum. He
said all his children were aware of their
mother's condition, but as Ihad become a
member of the family, he felt It his duty toadvise with me. Idid not add to his afflic-
tion by telling him that Iwashaving a duplicate of his experience; but told
him to use his own judgment, in which Ihadperfect confidence. He did not carry out hispurpose, however, but sacrificed his home at
Toronto and removed to an obscure place ln
Ford county, In the southwestern part of thestate, where they are now livingin seclusion—
the nearest railroad point being Garden City.
Iwas so near that Ithought her knowledge
of the situation at home was making my wifeworse, and declined to remain at Yates Cen-
ter for the third year, and was transferred to
the West Virginia conference in the fall of1885, and stationed at Wheeling.
Iwas disappointed in my hopes of relief by

the change, and by the middle of the secondyear found my wife so bad that Icould not
well keep the situation concealed. Taking ad-vantage of an excuse, when the church wasobliged to run behind with the salary on ac-
count of the prolonged nail mill strike. Ire-signed in the midst of the year, and wentto Evanston. 111., where Iattended DrHarper's summer school of Hebrew That

j fall (1887) Iwas transferred to the New Eng-
|land Southern conference, and stationed In
St. Paul's ML E. church, Fall River. Mass.
Here my wife became so bad that she fre-quently threatened to take her life, and also

Ithreatened to killme.
! Itook her to Boston, Martha's Vineyard
Camp and other pleasant trips, includingvis-

!its to the General Conference- liiNew York;City (1888) and the national convention of the
iW. C. T. U.. in the same city that year; but
only realized temporary results. At the con-
|ference in Taunton, Mass.. in April. 1889 IItook a supernumerally relation, and came

:ing to be pastor of a church under such em-
!barrassment. While living there Isupplied
Ithe church at Howard Lake, Minn., for a
iyear and a half, and the First church.

;but believing that my wife was not in con-

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go to the charge, but instead went South,
and making arrangements sent for my fam-ily and kept them in the mountains of WestVirginia during the winter, which had a de-cided effect for the better with my wife.

The following spring (1893) her father wasvery severely burned In a fire which sweptaway his barn and stock. Isent her fromWest Virginia to see him and she nursedhim faithfully for soma weeks, incurring thedispleasure of her mother because of kind-ness shown to her huAand. They sent my
daughter Blanche away to a neighbor's toprevent her knowing about It, but not until
after she had learned to verify the
facta.

My wife returned much worse, and in the
fall when we came t* this city and tookcharge of the Clinton - Avenue church, the
trouble Boon settled dosvn over her and be-
came almost, If not quite, continuous. She
often said she wished she were dead, and
told me once that she raid been to the Robert
street bridge fully Intending to Jump over,
but had concluded she would not disgrace me
and the children. The first time she wa.sever at Dr. Hawkins* office she started out,
and knowing the strain *he was inIwatched,
and finding her going in the direction of tlie
Robert street bridge, followed and, overtaking
her, asked where ah« was geing, and she
said she was going to Minneapolis. The day
was chilly and Isaid:* "It is too cold for
you to face this wind; let's take the car."
When the car came we boarded it, and I
looked for an opportunity to use some per-
suasion, but the car was so full that Icould
not do so without danger of somebody seeing
there was something wrong. So Itook trans-
fers to the Interurban line, and getting off
at Fifth or Sixth street we walked north-
ward, and Itried to persuade her to return.
She would not consent, and as the Interurban
car approached Isaid: "If you undertake
to board that car when Iknow you are not
able to take care of yourself Ishall con-
sider It my duty to call an officer to lielrjme
take you home." With that she turned and
started to walk rapidly toward Wabasha, on
reaching which she promptly turned toward
the bridge. When she reached the bridge I
took her arm and we walked on southward,
and Itried in a soothing way to persuade
her to go up and have Dr. Hawkins see it
he could not help her. She was almost ex-
hausted when we reached Isabel street, and
apparently without hesitation went up with
me to see the doctor. She seemed much
afraid for me to see him alone, and so we
went together for some time to the office.
A year ago last spring she gave a very de-
cided intimation to me one morning that sbe
was going to commit suicide; and at noon
that day went up stairs instead of sitting
down to the table with the rest of us. Idid
not follow, for it was not a very unusual oc-
currence for her to do that way. We fin-
ished our meal and the children went to
school, and still my wife did not come down.
Ibecame more uneasy and went up to look
for her. Finding the bedroom door locked
Iknocked on It gently, and receiving no re-
sponse, knocked louder, and after waiting a
minute procured a chair and got up to look
through the transom above the window. I
could not see or hear her, and began to take
out the transom, intending to go through to
her rescue, when she suddenly darted
out from an alcove at the left, and rushing
to the door unlocked It. Istepped down
from the chair and she seized it and drew it
back like a strong man would do as if to
strike me. Itook hold of the chair for pre-
caution, and when she Ifound it impossible
to take it from me she, let ge and with the
unnatural strength of a maniac struck me
a blow at the base of the occipital bone.
We then went down stairs without any words,
and she going into the -kitchen speedily ap-

peared with a long iron poker and came at
me with that. Istood close to her to avoid
any possibility of danger. She soon dropped
it and seizing a pair of long sharp-pointed
scissors, came at me with them. Itook hold
of her wrists and held them as gently as
possible under the circumstances, but she
screamed at the top of her voice for help,
and called for the police. In the light of
recent experience Inow believe that if at
that time she could have secured an officer
she would have had me arrested and charged
with attempting to killher with the scissors.
She kept them in her hand for some time
and called "help! help!" after Ilet go.

That evening she was greatly depressed,
but retired as usuai. Some time after mid-
nightIawoke and found a light in our room
and my wife standing before the dresser,
carefully adjusting her bonnet and hair. I
asked: "Where are you going?" She said: "I
am going out to the station to have them
lock me. up. Nobody in the condition Iam in
has any business to be around." Iquietly
slipped out of bed and went to the door, and
when she came was standing against it, and
said: "Please don't go away this hour of the
night." She sprang at my throat with both
hands, and completely exhausted herself in an
effort to drag me away from the door. Find-
ing the effort ineffectual she returned to bed
without much persuasion.

Last summer the Ladies' Aid society sent
me $90 by Mr. M. K. Williams, to be applied
on the. salary. Iwas not in and he gave it
to my wife. She put it in the bank in her
own name, and to this day Ihave not seen a
dollar of It.

During my second year at Clinton avenue,
Iwas obliged to stay a* home almost all the
time, neglecting pastoral work, and finable to
make but very little preparations for Sundays,
and toward the close of the year, on hearing
that some preliminary steps had been taken to
have a change in the pastorate, Iwas quite
puzzled about the best way to let my wife
know it. Iknew it would not do to let her
remain in the dark .about it till conference,
and have it come to her as a great shock of
surprise. So Itold her straight, depending
on the length of time to reconcile her to the
situation. She at first refused to believe it,
but declared it was only another scheme of
mine to drag her about, as Ihad always done.
She said she could not and would not move,
and ifIwent, Iwould have to go without
her. Finding myself in such straights Iwent
to a member of the committee whom I,had re-
garded up to that time as a friend, and told
him my wife was not able to move, and ask-
ed him to see the other members and try to
have an arrangement by which Iwould not
be under necessity of going until my wife
was able to go. He promised me to do so,

an.d when Isaw him the next day he said
he had seen them, bilt it was no use. Itold
my wife, and she refusing to believe me,
went the next day, although extremely nerv-
ous and depressed, and saw the several mem-
bers of the committee. Ske also saw the pre-
siding elder, and went In the afternoon to
Minneapolis to investigate something she had
heard, returning in the evening utterly ex-
hausted and greatly depressed. Iknew the
attitude of the A. P. A. towards me. and be-
lieving that it was something extraordinary
that would force me to »take a sick, wife at
the approach of winter, acway from the house
in which Ihad put in especial heating ar-
rangements on her account,: investigated and
found that the chief factor :ln the A. P. A.
circle had also been the ehlef manipulator in
the arrangements for my removal. The ex-
posure of the matter followed, with which
most of the readers of this paper are doubt-
less familiar. Also the Tesultant vengeance
on me which Ihave reason to believe my
wife greatly enjoyed. All that Iwrote in
connection with the A. P. A. exposure was to
the best of my knowledge and belief absolute-
ly true, and having gone over it very care-
fully since, Ihave never; discovered a single
material item inaccurate. Nevertheless, I
would not have taken the -radical course if
my situation had been such that Icould have
gone away in the usual order of change. I
will not publish anything regarding the start-
ling accusations now pending against me in
the courts until the next time set for my
hearing, but if not allowed to appear incourt
and answer the matter, shall feel obliged to
give the facts to the press.
It is due my wife to say that, except in

times of the peculiar mental strain, nobody
was ever more kind and agreeable in the
home, and it is a fact that as husband and
wife we have never had a quarrel or a "spat"
ln the common sense of those terms. It Is
a matter of inexpressible grief to me to make
these things public, and Ihave made every
effort to avoid it. pleading in the preliminary
stage of my arrest, for an opportunity to talk
with my wife alone, intending to beg her not
to push the case to such extremes as would
make necessary an exposure of what we had
so long concealed.

Since being in jail, Ihave writen her
three letters, kindly in spirit, as the friend
who carried them can testify

—
the last one

proposing to put our children in school at
Evanston, 111., and have her travel with me
ln the South during the winter, with a last
faint hope that happiness and health might
be secured. Ihave received no response what-
ever. Ibeg the pardon of all who read this,
for thrusting so much of personal history up-
on your attention.

For nearly fifteen years Ihave looked out
on the world through sad* eyes

—
the- last week

of it through iron bars— and would cheer-
fullygo in chains for another fifteen years. If
at the end of that time Imight have the rea-
sonable basis of hope forqhappiness and pros-
perity, which Ianticipated on the morning of
Dec. 21, 1881. J. C. HULL.
