WALLRAFF AND OTHER POPULISTS
ISSUE A CALL FOR A MEET.
ING.

SILVER IDEA IN DULUTH WANING.

Ex-Congressman Haugen, of River
Falls, Thinks McKinley Will
Carry Wisconsin.

1f some of the earnest and hard
working Democrats of the Fourth dis-
trict have their “wishes, it is possible
that F. C| Stevens, Republican candi-
date for congress, will have a foeman
worthy of his steel in the battle -of
the campalgn. At first it was thought
T. D. O'Brien would accept a nomina-
tion, but Mr. O'Brien called a halt o:l
the movement. Then Gen. R. W.
Johnson’s name was brought out, and
his candidacy was hailed with acclaim.
But the men who do the thinking for
the free silver people thought some-
thing more was necessary than merely
a good man who is in favor of free
silver, if the Republican candidate is
to be defeated in this district. “We
must get a man who will be personally
acceptable to the sound money Demo-
crats,” said the free silver workers.
“We must have a man, who will be an
honor to the distriet, who will repre-
sent us acceptably in every way aside
from his free silver notions. If we
do this the sound money Democrats
will vote with us for our candidate.”

Then the free silver leaders put their
heads together and talked of the pos-
sibilities of one man and the other to
accept the nomination for congress on
the free silver ticket. After several
days of reflection and several confer-
ences these leaders came to the con-
clusion that Judge John W.Willis would
be about the right man for the place,
if he would accept. It was known
that the judge is an ardent free silver
man, and that he has always been a
consistent and aggressive Democrat.
Since he has been on the bench, how-
ever, that intangible but inviolable
rule of ethics which is supposed to
hedge about the wearer of the ermine,
has kept the judge from active partic-
ipation in politics, especially in local
politics. It is, for this reason, difficult
to reach the candidate whem they
have selected, but the free silver Dem-
ocrats, it is _believed, have secured
the tacit consent of the gold Demo-
crats to keep their hands off and not
oppose the nomination of Judge Wil-
lis, if he will accept. Indeed, it is
claimed, that the gold Democrats will
pitch in and help Judge Willis, if he
will accept the nomination.

The only hindrance to the nomina-
tion of Judge Willis is the attitude
of A. E. Clark, the nominee of the
People’s party. Mr. Clark has filed
his certificate of nomination with the
county clerk, and declares he is in the
race to stay. If, however, he could be
made to change his mind, then it is
believed all would be' clear sailing,
and the matter could be broached to
Judge Willls, and that he would ac-
cept a nomination . with the assured
support of all who are opposed to the
Republican nominee.

hands. But as there are only three
vacancies to occur, and there are five
candidates, there may be a lively
scrimmage before the matter is finally
settled, should the party determine to
ignore precedent and put the judiciary
on the political market to be sold to
the highest bidder.

GAN'T WORK DOUBLE

OF WHEAT AT SUFERIOR
ISN’T FEASIBLE.,

MEETING HELD YESTERDAY

WHEN THE RAILROAD AND WARE.
HOUSE COMMISSIONERS HEARD
IT DESCUSSED,

SUPERIOR PEOPLE'S SUGGESTION.

They Want the Shipper to Have the
Option as to Who Will do the
Inspecting.

. The question of grain inspection at
Superior was the topic of a long con-
ference at the office of the state rall-
road and warehouse commission yes-
terday, and while the arguments pre-
sented on both sides of the gquestion
may eventually lead to a settlement of
the present difficulties no definite con-
clusion was reached at the meeting of
yesterday. Millers, board of trade men
and elevator men of Superior appeared
before the commission to argue the use
of some temporary system, at least un-
til the matter could be definitely de-
cided, otherwise the elevators at Su-
perior would have to shut down. The
millers and board of trade men were
represented by L. R. Hurd, of the
Daisy mill, and Messrs. Kennedy and
Atkinson, president and secretary of
the board of trade. F. H. Peavey, E.
H. Phelps, S. D. Cargill and S. H.
Harris appeared for the elevator in-
terests. There were also present Chair-
man W. M. Liggett and A. K. Teis-
berg, of the commission, and A. C.
Clausen, chief state grain inspector.

When the conference was called to
order President Kennedy briefly pre-
sented the history of the controversy
up to the present time and the present
attitude of the Superior board of trade
upon the subject. He said that the
Superior people were determined to es-
tablish an inspection and weighing
system of their own and do everything
in their power to build up and foster
a board of trade at that point. He
realized, he said, the damage that
might result to elevator interests and
milling interests as well, of Superior,
if an entirely new system was sprung
upon them “We are here,” said Mr.
Kennedy, “to confer and advise with
the Minnesota authorities with a view
of agreeing upon some plan by which
our system ean be introduced in a
gradual way until it becomes so thor-
oughly established and well known
that it will be accepted without ques-
tion by all parties and enjoy the same
confidence that Is now possessed by
that of Minnesota.”

A. J. Atkinson, secretary of the Su-
perior board, followed with the propo-
sition that the Minnesota department
should continue to inspect and weigh
all wheat on arrival at Superior,
where such inspection was desired by
the shipper, and that the Wisconsin
inspectors should look after all other
wheat, and in addition should have
exclusive control of the inspection of
all coarse grain and flaxseed. “Our
people,” said Mr. Atkinson, ‘‘think this
would be a fair deal and enable them
to get on their feet until the time ar-
rived when they could dispense with
Minnesota work altogether."”

Remarks were also made by other
gentlemen  present bearing upon the
subject, the plea of the elevator men
being that some arrangement should
be adopted, if possible, that would ob-
viate the necessity of closing their
houses. They all agreed that it would
be impossible for them to handie and
sell their grain under the proposed
Wisconsin system, but they did not de-
sire to obstruct the proposed anove-
ment, if anybody else desired to ex-
periment with it.

Col. Liggett, of the commission, in
reply gave a brief synopsis of the re-
lations between the Supericr grain
business and the Minnesota authori-
ties as they have existed for the past
eleven years, together with the reason:s
which had originally prompted the
commigsion in extending the work tc
the Superior side.

‘“It was not the desire to secure any
fancied profits or revenues that aectu-
ated us in granting the request for
Minnesota service,”” said Chairman
Liggett, “so much as the disposition to
aid and assist the country shippers
and the grain men.” Mr. ggett
stated that they were satisfled to with-
draw from Superior, Aug. 31, and that
they had concluded all! necessary ar-
rangements to do so. “While we
would be pleased,” said he, “to do
everything in our power to aid the Su-
perior people, we could not consistently
continue the work under the proposi-
tion submitted by them. Knowing the
sentiment of my colleagues on this
subject, I feel justified in stating that
under no plan except the strict ob-
servance of Minnesota laws, could we
continue such service.”

‘“Inspector Clausen showed the im-
practicability of conducting the work
successfully under the double system
proposed and the immense amount of
friction and complaint that would be
engendered thereby. He also pointed
out the provisions of the Minnesota
law regarding public warehouses
which would be daily violated by the
operation of a double system. Several
suggestions were made as plans to get
around all legal difficulties, but found
no general indorsement. The confer-
ence adjourned without reaching any
practical results. It is not likely that
any plan except exclusive control will
find favor with the Minnesota com-
mission, and as this does not at all sat-
isfy the Superior people, it is ex-
tremely probable that the Minnesota
service will end this month as original-
ly determined upon.

mons is a home and club house for
men. It is situated on Jackson near
Eighth street in the business portion of
the city. Unlike the Settlement club,
which was supported by the churches,
this home is self-supporting. It aims
to help men to help themselves and
to throw about them the refining in-
fluences of a home, by appealing to
the social rather than the religious side
of their nature. Board and rooms are
reasonable. The club occupies the en-
tire Cumberland block and consists of
several departments. A large gymna-
sium occupies the store on the ground
floor. The basement contains also
shower baths and dressing rooms. Go-
ing up a long flight of stairs one en-
ters Immediately the reception room.
The room is of medium size, light and
comfortable. It is almost square. Easy
chairs and divans are placed here and
there. The doors are hung with deep
red portieres, and the walls even boast
frescoing. It is a room in which --y-
one might spend a pleasant evening.
On one side of this room through
which all must pass on their waz
through the bujiding is the free cm-
ployment office, which aims to secure
employment for men. out of work, with-
out charge. It'is expected that busi-
ness men will go'there, when in need
of labor—and a system of mutual ben-
efit to employer and entpicye is sought
to be established. Recommendations
will be furnished Ly this bureau only
after strict investigation. On the op-
posite side of <this reception hall iz
Mr. Wellington's office, and behind this
and all about are rooms—eighty-five
lodging rooms in all

It is hoped that, another store on the
ground floor may be seécured for a
labor exchangé“on'’the ancient system;
that is, wheremen, may exchange the
results of their Jaber directly, and not
through the mediwm of money. This
system has begndtried successfully in
all the large cities;-and it is hoped will
be successful here. -+

The same men swho conducted the
Settlement cluby are interested in, and
taking charge ef this work. Its aims
are many; educational, however, in
every  respect; mentaliy, morally and
physically. Thegre are in all 85 lodging
rooms, parlers, .reading. and  game
rooms; aeeepéinns.-hall, - e¢lass . rcom,
gymnasium, baths, labor exchange, free
employment buresu,iunch moam, laun-
dry and barber shep. The rocms will
accomodate. fromy 150 to 200 men, and
over 1,000 could enjoy its advantages.
It is superintended by J. M. Hanson,
who has resided in this city cight years,
coming here as the assistant pastor of
the People’s church. He i§ a sensible,
broad-minded man, thoroughly imbued
with the soeial spirit of the age. - At
present he is at work on finances. Heé
desires to secure subscriptions for the
furnishing of the rooms throughout,
after which the home will be self-sup-
porting.

He is also much interested in the
cducational work proper of the in-
stitution Lectures-and practical talks
rom the business and professional
men of the city will ke given during the
winter; also class work in any branch
desired, and a debating society will be
formed of the young meén in the home.
The United States senate established
in the Settlement will also be continued.
Social  entertaipments  will be given
every evening in the reception room,
and it is desired that the young men
tring their friends to participate. A
guitar and mandelin orchestra and a
avartette have been organized from the
men in the home which will add
greatly to the enjoyment. Mr. and
Mrs. Robinson will assist at these en-
tertainments as they.do in all depart-
ments of the work. . Mrs. Soule, the
state treasurer of the W. C. T. U., has
rooms in the building and is a great
addition to the home. It is expected
that Mrs, Scovel, editress of the state
paper of the W. C. T. U., may come
from Duluth to this city and establish
her office in the Commons. The print-
ing office belonging to the home has
offered lower rates for printing her
paper than any in .the two cites. The
headquarters of the W. C. T. U. may
also be fixed there; and it will be the
headquarters of the Wisconsin G. A.
