Before the Scrappy  Championship
Event the Feature of the Day
Was Sanger’'s Victory.

LOUISVILLE, Aug 15.—It was not
until the last event of the last day
of the big Louisville L. A. W. racing
meet that any of the Twin City cracks,
who have been in attendance, made a
winning, and then it was only by a
decision of the judges who disqualified
Cooper, who finished first in the five-
mile championship, and gave the race
to W. E. Becker, of Minneapolis, who
came in second. The event was more
of a fight than a race, anyway, and
what had been an unusually success-
ful and harmonious time was marred at
the very end. Cooper and Bald caused
most of the trouble and were in a row
from the time the event was started.
Bald did not finish in the first bunch
and so was not punished, but Cooper,
as stated, was disqualified, as was also
Callahan, who finished third. Acker
was given second and Butler third
place.

Up to Becker's victory today, the
Twin City men, while they had not
taken any championships or won any
of the big events, had been quite as

well as the riders from many
other places, and in this con-
nection it must be remembered

that the company had been unusually
fast. Riders who rank well up in the
list have failed to cross the tape first
in any of the events which they en-
tered. The Twin City men had no
occasion to do any boasting, but at
the same time they had no reason to
be ashamed of the showing they had
made,

On Thursday Mertens and McCleary
were the only Twin City men in. They
entered in the trials for the two-mile
national championship. Neither was
able to qualify, but the same thing was
true of a host of good riders, for the
pace put up was particularly hot. On
Friday, Becker qualified for the two-
thirds mile national championship in a
heat with Bald and Kennedy as oppo-
nents, Becker also qualified in the
mile open, and Hofer was successful
in his heat for the quarter-mile na-
tional championship. In the finals
both dropped back into the class of
“also rans.” Today in the professiorial
mile, open, MecCleary qualified, and in
the two-mile professional handicap Ho-
fer, Becker and McCleary all qualified.
All three were unplaced in the finals.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., Aug. 15—The L.
A. W., national meet came to an end
today in an ugly wrangle over the five-
mile national championship. It was
scrap from beginning to end. There
was no end of jockeying, and at one
time Cooper and Bald had their hands
off their handle bars grasping at and
pushing each other, imperilling the
lives of a dozen or more contestants.
Cooper and Callahan finished in the
first division, but were disqualified, the
Trace going to W. E. Becker, of Minne-
apolis, first; E. 8. Acker, of Philadel-
phia, second; Nat Butler, third.

This race was the last on the card;
the last of the meet. It was called in
the face of an approaching storm, but
before the race had well begun it be-
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was given the pole while at his right
were Tom Butler, McFarland,
Willie Coburn, Loughead, Rigby, San-
ger, Acker, Gardiner, Kennedy and
Schrein. In the first lap Kennedy went
up with Tom Butler, Bald and Allen
trailing him. The second time around
Bald was at the front with Rigby, Ken-
‘nedy and McFariand. for company. In
the ghird lap Kennedy got to the front
again with McFariand and Willle Co-
burn up. Sanger was well in the rear,
with Gardiner safely

and foxy little Tommie Butler just as
safe on Gardiner’s rear, when the big
fellow prepared for his “quad” aet.
The crowd was looking for something
of this sort and as Sanger commenced
cutting down Kennedy's lead, a shout
went up from 5.000 throats. At the
middle of the last turn the Milwau-
keean was a half dozen lengths back
of first place with Gardiner still cling-

came stormier even than the warring
elements overhead. Nearly all of the
big men of the game started, for the
trial heats were omitted and the entry
left to the election of the riders. Tom
Butler and Zeigler stayed out, but
Cooper, Gardiner, Bald, Coburn and
others made a representative string. A
triplet manned by Schrein and the two
Johnsons was in to pace.

‘When the men broke for the big ma-
chine Callahan waited and hooked in,
although the machine got away so
slowly that half the field bunched in
front of it before there was any sem-
blance of the usual formation in a
paced event. Gardiner went to the
front with Bald, Cooper and Jack Co-
burn and then dropped back, catching
the machine safely. This was but a
signal for one after another of the con-
testants to go up, some catching suc-
cessfully. and some failing to make
good their game. Whilst this was go-
ing on Cooper and Bald came together,
Cooper elbowing his great antagonist
while the Buffalonian adopted similar
tactics and reached out viciously for
his successful rival.

Trouble kept up throughout the bal-
ance of the ride and the grand stand
manifested its displeasure by hissing
every time the bunch came round.
The consequence of the final sprint was
that Cooper won out, with Becker a
length back and Callahan in third
place. Acker, of Philadelphia, and Nat
Butler were unplaced, finishing as
named, but when all the protesting and
wrangling was over Cooper and Calla-
han had been disqualified and the

Acker taking second and Nat Butler
third. Gardiner and Bald came in next.
The time was 12:28 2-5.

Up to the time of this unpleasant
affair, the feature of the day and of
the meet, so far, was the victory of
Sanger in the two-mile handicap for
professionals. If any one doubted

have heard the crowd cheer him when
he scored his first and only victory of
thq meeting and seen his enthusiastic
friends shoulder and carry him bodily
from the track. The Milwaukee man
had played in hard lines, but he re-
trieved himself, riding the event in his
old time form and winning in a driving
sprint that carried him around the
bunch as though he was trying to run
circles about them. Sanger had scratch,
with Kennedy Callahan and Eaton
just ahead of him and these four suc-
ceeded in getting together early in the
game. Callahan paced for the first
half mile and then Sanger came up.
The result was that he caught the big
bunch ahead. The field at once slowed
down and the men loafed along for
nearly a mile with Van Hérick out in
front, then E. C. Johnson and then
Callahan. Sanger got down to his
work just as the bell tapped, swing-
ing along with his high gear, with an
increasing stride that brought him at
evens with the head of the bunch be-
fore the final jump started. The big
fellow had been beautifully pocketed
on the back stretch and his admirers
in the grand stand went wild with en-
thusiasm as his manenver was suc-
cessfully worked. Callahan was still
at the head of the bunch with Kefinedy
lapping his wheel from the outside and
as Sanger went by Kennedy left the
diminutive Buffalonian and went after
him. The big fellow’s jump was too
strong, however, and Sanger came in
a winner by all of a length. Kennedy
barely saved second, for Callahan was
working away with his famous finish-
ing sprint. speeding across the tape.

BICYCLE NOT FASHIONABLE?

Women Only Tzlil About Wheeling,
Says This Horrid Man,

I have predicted from the inception
of the bicycle craze among fashionable
folk that society women would not
keep it up long, and my declaration
made last year to the effect that thev
talked more about riding a wheel than
they rode it has not yet been success-
fully challenged, says a writer in Town
Topics.

I do not mean to say that many wo-
men are not interested in cycling. They
are, to the extent that they iove to
talk about it; that all either are or
Lope to be the owners of ‘he most
fashionable make of ladies’ wheels and
that they assume that they know all
about riding. There is, however,
about one woman in a hundred in the
society element that converses about
wheeling and assumes to know how to
ride who is sufficiently expert enough
to ride over twenty miles, even on a
good road, and really enjoy it.

The shecking accident in this city
which resulted in the death of Mra.
Poirier recently confirms my opinion

that no woman, unless she is an
expert, ‘ought to ride a wheel in
the crowded streets of the cities.

There is sure to come, sooner at later,
to every rider of a wheel in a city
some critical moment when loss of
nerve or judgment means serious ac-
cident or possibly death. The average
man seems generally to have a sort of
sixth sense at these junctures which
enables him to escape and do almost
instinctively the right thing and the
average woman seems generally to lack
at these junctures just this sixth
sense. I do not think this fact can
be controverted and it is this which
makes it dangerous for women to ride
on any of our crowded streets and
avenues. To my mind the only wonder
is that the accidents, both to men and
women, and especially to the Ilatter,
are so comparatively few.

GOSSIP OF THE WHEEL,

The county assessors of Kent county, Md.,
have decided to assess bicycles on a basis
of $25 per wheel. This decision is meeting
with bitter protest from the large number
of wheelmen in Kent.

A new and lmproyeq' grip for bicyeles has
made it appearance. It is made up of wires
of the best spring steel, and it is claimed
that by its use all jar and shake on the hands
caured by rough roads is removed. Being hol-
lovy and open .at -the end, the air can cir-
tulate freely, thus keeping the hands cool.

The necessity of wearing some protection
for the eyes when riding a wheel along coun-
try roads is becoming more and more appar-
ent. Myriads of insects of wvarious. kinds
swarm about the highways and persist in
getting in the eyes of the riders. There is
one kind in particular that seem to be poison-
ous, and in a number of cases wheelmen
have been laid up for two or three days from
the effects of it.

A late thing in bicycles .is a wheel with
music-box attachment. The propulsion of
the wheel starts the instrument to playing,
and there is harmony as the cyclist spins
over the country.

A Waukegan, Wis., firm is about to build
bicycles with wooden frames. They will be
as light and strong as the steel-framed ma-
chine, it is said.

The second class is composed of wheels whose
owners have been driven to the verge of
nervous prostration by having people peer
anxiously at the steering post to see who
made the machine. They have had the name
plates stripped off, and when people ask them
what mount they are riding, declare they
do not know and do not want to know.

Some riders, especially women, complain of
having their feet ‘“go asleep’’ after travers-
ing three or four miles. In most cases the
probable explanation ‘is that the soles of
the shoes are too thin. With rat-trap pedals
there should be a good thickness of leather
between the foot and the sharp points of
steel, otherwise the pressure will cause the
numbness which is described as the feet be-
ing sleepy.
