OPEN LETTER TO STEWART

IN REPLY TO STATEMENTS MADE
BY" THE WHITE METAL

LEADER.

HE QI'OTES FROM THE PRESS.

Statements That Bryan Is In the
Pay of Mine Owner*—Bryan

Falls to Relate.

OMAHA, Neb., Aug. 16.—Senator
John M. Thurston today handed to the
press for publication the following

copy of a letter which he mailed to-
day to Senator Stewart, of Nevada:

To Hon. William Stewart, Editor the
Silver Knight, Washington, D. C—
Sir: On return from my recent cam-
paign tour, Ifind your open letter of
Aug. 1, which you so kindly gave to
the press of the country before await-
ing its receipt by me.

In your letter you refer to the ad-
dress delivered by me at the Chau-
tauqua assembly at Madison, Wis., on
July 31. Tou must have known when
you penned your letter that Idid not
make any charge against Hon. Will-
iam J. Bryan of any kind whatever;
that Idid nothing except to read por-
tions of an editorial published in the
Chicago Chronicle on the 11th of last
July. The editorial, as read by me, is
as follows:

There was a time when the owners of the
big bonanzas of. the far West were glad to
occupy by purchase seats In the United States
senate. Sharon, Stanford, Fair, Jones, Stew-
art and others gratified their fancy in thismanner until the novelty wore off, and thenthey deputized attorneys and other employes
to take their places and vote for protective
tariffs and free silver.

Of late years, owing to the encouragement
that they have received from the Republican |
party, which always does something for silver

'
when It passes a tariff bill, the proprietors
of the big bonanzas have found It profitable
to keep a large number of orators, lecturers
and other spokesmen on the road, preaching
to the people, already limpingas a result of
bites by the free silver cur, the sovereign
remedy of applying the hair of the dog to
the wound.

Among the many who have been thus em-ployed and carried on the pay rolls of thebig bonanzas for a number of years, is
William J. Bryan, of Nebraska. The paid
agent and spokesman for the free silver com-
bine has not since retirement from congress
had any other visible means of support.
Idid not directly or indirectly even

express an opinion as to the truth or
falsity of the charge thus clearly, ex-
plicitly, unequivocally and editorially
set forth by a great Democratic news-
paper, reputable and responsible.
Idid say, and Iwill say, that the

man posing as the advocate of down- j
trodden masses of his countrymen, I
holding a crown of thorns in one hand I
and the bugaboo, a cross of gold, in!
the other, owes it as a duty to every !

man, woman and child in this country j
to say whether that charge, thus pub-
liclyand deliberately made, is false or
or true.

Now, my dear senator, you must have
known, and you did know, when you
Indited your open letter to me, .that
charge was not mine; no, not even by
adoption; that Ihad not even ex-
pressed an opinion with respect to it,
and that Ino more than fulfilled my
duty as a citizen in insisting that Mr.
Bryan should tell the American people
whether or not the charge made by the
Chicago Chronicle was true. One word
from Mr. Bryan on the 12th day of last
July would have set the public right;
one word from him on any day since
that time would have accomplished
the same purpose. The charge thus
editorially made by the Chicago Chron-
icle, while the Chicago convention was
still in session, was reproduced in
many of the leading journals of the
country; it came to the attention of
Mr. Bryan's own paper, the OmahaWorld-Herald, of which he was at the
time managing editor, and the only
reference ever made to it in that paper
was on the 15th day of July, when inI
its editorial column appeared the fol-
lowing, headed "In Whose Pay?"

"The Chicago Chronicle wants Mr. Bryan
to explain in whose pay he has __,_• since
he dropped out of C_-.i_.ress.— Sioux City
journal.

"Mr. Bryan did not drop out Of congress-
he stepped out—but he has been in tht^enuploy of the World-Herald, and it is generally
conceded that he has fully earned his sal-
ary."

Mr. Thurston, after making the!
above quotations, says that Mr. Bryan !
was asked Aug. 1 to make an answer j
to the Chronicle's charge. "But," addshe, "Mr.Bryan had nothing to say ex-
cept that he would answer in due time
and manner." Mr.Thurston then makes
the statement that the Chicago Post
of recent date had said:

Mr. Bryan's stated salaiy from the sliver
mine owners, or the silver league, was §8 000
per annum.

Continuing, the writer quotes from
the Philadelphia Ledger of recent is-
sue as follows:

Those familiar with Mr. Bryan's political
career are aware that contributions from sil-

'
ver miners to the expense of his lectures be- j
gan before his general stumping tour ot I
the country two years ago.

The Ledger goes on to say that in j
his campaign in 1892 for re-election to I
congress "he (Bryan) was materially j
assisted inthe expense of his campaign
by donations from Denver." Referring

'
to Mr. Bryan's campaign in 1894, when
he ran for United States senator, the
Ledger is again quoted:

During his so-called lecturing tour, there
Is no reason to doubt that the salary and
expenses were met by those most strongly
and personally Interested in free coinage.
There has never been any denial out \Vest
that Mr.Bryan was employed at a fixed com-pensation to preach the gospel of free coin-
age, and the funds from which .his comnen-
sation came were in a very large degree" de-
rived from the mine owners.

Mr. Thurston, continuing, says he
would be the last man in the world to
assail the character of Mr.Bryan, and j
adds: "It is not just to the American !
people that charges of this kind should
go unanswered. He is the man. and
the only man, who can make definite
and conclusive reply." He suggests
that Senator Stewart "turn his bat-
teries upon those reputable editors and
newspapers making the charges," and
states his surprise at Senator Stewart
and his "fellow silver mine owners"
remaining silent and not publicly an-
swering the Chronicle's charges.

Senator Thurston mentions Senator
Stewart's statement that contributions
for the circulation of silver literature
have been paid by the American Bi-
metallic league and the American Bi-
metallic union, and that "these organi-
zations can account for all moneys re-
ceived and the use made of It." The
Nebraskan asks that a detailed ac-
count of these amounts be made pub-
lic, which, he says, would prove of
much interest.
"Inow hope, my dear sir," Senator

Thurston concludes, "that you will
frankly acknowledge the undue haste
and stupidity with which you havemisrepresented me in this matter, and
Isincerely trust that you will Imme-
diately transfer to Oe Chicago Chron-

icle the honor of an opportunity to sub-
stantiate Its editorial."

A STRING ON THE LAURADA.
Promise toi Spain That the Flil-

buster Will Be Watched.
MADRID, Aug. 16.—The Duke ofTetuon, Spanish minister of foreign af-

fairs, has received a Washington dis-
patch giving satisfactory assurances
regarding the alleged filibustering ex-
pedition of the Laurada.

WASHINGTON.Aug. 16.—The steam-
er Laurada, referred to in the Madrid
dispatch, has figured frequently in the
claims made by Spanish authorities
that American merchants there were
engaged In filibustering operations. In
January last the then captain of the
vessel was indicted in the federal
courts of South Carolina, but was ac-
quitted after a jury trial. Frequent
reference has been made to the experi-
ence of the Laurada at Mayport, Flor-
ida, in May last. The captain on that
occasion failed to take out health pa-
pers required by law, and this led to
the surveillance of the Laurada by a
Spanish war vessel. It was claimed
that ten Cubans were located on board,
and that quantities of war material
and dynamite were thrown In the
water after the Spanish war vessel
put in an appearance. It was also
represented at the time of the appear-
ance of the Spanish cruiser that thirty
men were drowned owing to the pre-
cipitous haste in getting ashore to
avoid apprehension. The Spanish au-
thorities claimed that the United
States had taken no proceedings to-
ward seizing the vessel or arms in ac-
cordance with the neutrality laws. All
the state department officials were ab-
sent from the city tonight, so no state-
ment could be obtained from that
quarter.

INDIAN POLITICS ARE WARM.

Two Men KilledI*the Anitmil Con-
vention In Cheroikee Nation.

WAGONER, I. T., Aug. 16.—Two
men were shot and killed and another
mortally wounded at the annual con-
vention of the National party in the
Cherokee Nation, ten miles north of
Tahlequah, yesterday. The killed are
Eli Wofford. chief of police of Tahle-
quah, and Charley Proctor, a deputy
sheriff. Leonard Williams, sheriff.was
wcunded fatally. It is also stated that
Fan Wofford was fatally wounded.
The row originated over whisky. The
report has it that Eli Wofford shot
Williams, who returned the fire, kill-
ing Wofford immediately, and that
Fan Wofford then killed Proctor. The
affair has created Intense excitement
in that section of the nation.

WHAT UNCLE SAM OWNS.

Government Maps Show the Differ-
ent Land Pnr.hase,.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 16.—The big
general maps of the government issued
by the general land office yearly, have
just been issued for this year. The re-
sult of the work of engraving and
printing is one of the most complete
and finely executed sets yet issued by
the government. The feature is the
division of the country into sections
marking the various cessions and pur-
chases from other governments. The
tracts covered in the original thirteen
colonies and the Gadsden purcliase, the
Texas annexation, the cessions of Loui-
siana. Alaska, Mexico and Florida are
clearly set out for the first time. Com-
missioner I_am<jreaux is the originator
of the idea. Only a limited number
of maps have been issued, and a large
saving over previous years is made in
the contract price of 62 cents each to
the government.

WEYLER PLAYED THE DESPOT.

Ordered a Young; Officer to Commit
Suicide to Escape Coart

Martial.

KEY WEST., Fla., Aug. 16.—Captain

General Weyler and Gen. Ochando
were the principals iii a sensational
affair which occurred shortly before
the latter sailed for Spain. The death
of Gen. Ochando's nephew, who was
a lieutenant in the Spanish army, was
the cause of the trouble. There were
ugly rumors in circulation reflecting
on the young lieutenant, who was ac-
cused of conducting a treasonable cor-
respondence with Maximo Gomez, the
insurgent chief. When Weyler heard
of the rumors he summoned the young
man to the palace and questioned him.
Weyler was apparently satisfied of the
young man's guilt and told him that if
he did not commit suicide in twenty-
four hours he would be court-mar-
tialed and shot.

The lieutenant left the palace, went to
his room, and in six hours was a
corpse, having shot himself through the
heart. The affair was hushed up and
the Spanish official report said the
young man died of yellow fever.
Shortly afterwards Gen. Ochando ar-
rived in Havana and learned the true
story of* his nephew's death. He was
greatly enraged. He immediately went
to the palace to call Weyler to account.
The meeting of the generals was most
sensational. Ochando denounced Wey-
ler in the bitterest terms, alleging that
the lieutenant was guiltless and had
been driven to his death. Ochando
termed Weyler a murderer and butcher
and challenged him to a duel. The men
drew swords and would have fought in!
the palace but for the interference of j
other officials. Two days later Gen.
Ochando sailed for Spain. He is great-
ly enraged and says he willmake the
affair public when he reaches Spain
and demand Weyler's recall.

They Hold Up Stockmen on the
Grand Trunk.

DETROIT, Mich., Aug. 16.—A special stock
train which went east on the Chicago &
Grand Trunk at 1_:50 last nigbt, was boarded
by four men at Bellevuc. thirteen miles west
of here, all masked and all heavily armed,
and at the point of their guns compelled the
two men in charge of the stock to empty
thelr pockets of all their money and a num-
ber of other articles of small value. The rob-
bers escaped, but were all captured by a posse
this afternoon and lodged In jail here. They
gave their names as James O'Donnell.

SELMA, Ala,, Aug. 16.—News was
received here today from Augustine,
Perry county, fourteen miles from a
telegraph station, that a terrible and
most destructive cyclone swept over
that place on Thursday last, level-ing everything in its path. Twelve
negroes and three white peuple were
killed by houses falling on them, and
ten other persons were more or less
injured. Twenty-four head of iiorses
and mules were crushed to death by
falling barns. The cyclone was fol-

ilowed by the heaviest rain that has
fallen in that section in fifteen years.
Creeks and branches were converted
into raging torrents, sweeping away
cotton, corn and other crops, causing
heavy loss to planters.

FLORENCE Ala., Aug. 16.—A ter-
rific storm passed over Florence about
5 o'clock this evening. Great damage
was done, but no fatalities have beenreported. Two frame houses were
blown down and awnings, chimneys
and trees were wrecked. Trees were
uprooted all over town, and the Court
street large plate glass windows wer9
broken by the fury of the wind. The
storm came from the north, the storm
cloud being met by another black
cloud from the southwest It is
thought that considerable damage hasbeen done in the country. The storm
lasted less that twenty minutes and
was accompanied by rain.
