The “tip toe boy,” who called at the

Mr. Hull was in a talk-
ative mood yesterday, and the turn-
keys in the jail say that for the past
few days he has heen feeling or act-
ing more cheerful than when he first
arrived at the institution.

The statement
given out by Hull yesterday related
only to the insurance on his wife's life,

busy that he had not been able to talk
with his client for a week. He was
certain, however, that the examination
in the police court would come up on
Thursday. Assistant County Attorney
Donnelly was also of the opinion that
when the case was called Thursday the
examination would at once be com-
menced. The only chance for a con-
tinuance that he could see was that
Mrs. Hull would not be able to stand the
strain of the trial.

TO HONOR LI HUNG. -

North Atlantie Squadron Will Be

on Hand for Him.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 17.—Arrange-
ments are being completed as fast as
possible for the reception of Li Hung
Chang. There have been several  de-
lays in fixing the programme owing to
entire lack of information concerning
his wvisit, the most important point in
doubt now being as to whether or not
the Chinese viceroy is to be the guest
of the United States. It is settled as
far as it can be, that the president will
reéceive the distinguished guest in New
York harbor upon the Dolphin or some
other naval vessel, on Aug. 31. This
programme may be changed and later
events may render it impracticable
The officials in Washington are not
yet fully informed as to the wishes of
the president in the matter.

It is quite certain, however, that in
case the president should be aboard
the Dolphin the other vessels of the
North Atlantic squadron will be sur-
rounding her and the reception be
made as impressive as possible. There
has been some talk about the recep-
tion taking place in Washington, but
the president does not wish to come to
this city during the summer and it is
understood the viceroy dces not care
to go to Gray Gables. Circumstances
may make it desirable to change the
present plan so as to have the recep-
tion in the city instead of shipboard,
but it is believed a naval vessel will
be utilized for the purpose.

NEW YORK, Aug. 17.—Health Officer Alvah
H. Doty, of this city, returned from Havana
this morning. He spent but two days in
Havana, because he found that it would be
impossible for him to reach either Santiago or
Cienfuegos, where he says there are alarming
outbreaks of small-pox. He found that there
was a great deal of yellow fever and small-
pox in Havana and the surrounding country.
