Representatives of the free silver Re-
publican element, the Democrats and
the Populists have had a conference,
and have decided that the Populists
shall have the privilege of nominating
a candidate for mayor.

The Populists, or at least some of
them, who claim that they can swing
the rank and file into line, have con-
ferred and decided that Frank N.
Stacy, editer of the Penny Press, shall
be the nominee. The rest of the gang
have received the edict, and all hands
are pulling for Stacy.

This action throws considerable light
on the recent attitude of the Penny
Press. That paper has conducted an
unusual campaign against Dr. A. A.
Ames, though at the start it seemed |
to favor him. It is now known that
the Stacyites are afraid of Ames. They
believe that Ames is making the gub-
ernatorial race just’ for a blind, and
that as socon as that matter is settled
he will loom up as a strong mayoralty
candidate. For this reason Stacy and
his followers are conducting a red hot
fight against him, in the hope of killing
him off early in the game, and leaving
the field clear to Stacy.

There is also a rumor on the streets
that some of the leading free silver
Republicans do not take kindly to
the Stacy boom in spite of the fact that |
they are really getting the best of the
deal. Up to the time Stacy was de-
feated in his efforts to secure a nomi-
nation for the legislature, he was a
Republican and has hardly been in the
Populist camp long enough to be called
Populist rather
than a free silver Republican.

The most picturesque as well as the
most unexpected name suggested for
mayor on the Democratic side is that
of W. E. Gooding. It is true that
‘“Pope” Gooding has been generally re-
garded as a candidate for clerk of the |
district court and, as such, has se-
cured considerable support, but here |
comes a brand new propsition, and the |
idea of the priestly-looking man in |
the mayor’'s chair is so new that it is
conned like a curiosity. It is claimed
that because Mr. Gooding was a rail-
road man for a decade every railroad
man in Minneapolis should be his
friend and work and vote for him.
And, when it is claimed that he has
no ‘“barrel” for campaign expenses,
they blandly say that *“Pope"” Gooding
has so many friends that he does not
need a barrel.

While the Stacy boom is being in-
flated by the Populists, the Democrats
have been casting about for a candi-
date of their own ilk. Good Democrats
are not so scarce as good mayoralty
timber. Among the names sugested
go far is that of A. L. Paris, a possi-
bility two years ago, but now some-
what out of touch with his party on
account of the silver question. Mr.
Paris Is a prosperous business man
and he would prebably make as good
a mayor as the Democrats could name.

Another Democrat who would fall
Into the category of “good” is Ald.
Lars M. Rand. Mr. Rand at this time
is in full harmony with his party,
and his position is one, of strength,
but, somehow, there is a feeling that
Rard would not quite do. He thinks
so himself, and so the matter stands.

Ex-Ald. Joseph Kiichli would be a
likely candidate if he was not out for
the office of alderman. :He is a man of
means, which is something that the
Democratic party is a little short of
just now.

HARVESTS ABROAD.

Good Prospects Reported From the
Several Countries,

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.—Generally
favorable prospects for the crops of
Europe are announced in the report of
the European agent of the agricul-
tural department. The report follows
by countries:

Great Britain—The total harvest will
aprroximate 56,000,000 bushels, the area
being only about 1,750,000 acres. The
barley crop will be very good and is
generaliy in very good condition. Oats
are expected to fall considerably below
average. France—Spring wheat is re-
ported as good or very good. The har-
vest will be completed early and it
is confidently expected that it will
somewhat exceed that of last year,
340,000,600 bushels. Germany—The low-
est wheat estimate is at 98,000,000, the
highest 112,000,000 bushels. The bar-
ley crop is reported to be exceptionally
good. Rye a good average. Spain—
The production of wheat of the lberian

Portugal cannot produce more than
4,000,000 bushels. Italy—The wheat crop
is probably something more than aver-
age. « This means about 75,000,000 bush-
els.  Other creops are goeod average.
Austria-Hungary—The wheat estimate
ranges from 175,000,000 to 225,000,000
bushels. Russia—Reports from the
Southwest indicate that wheat will be
under average, but elséwhere through-
out the wholé of this country a good
average seems to be expected. Bel-
gium, Holland, Denmark, Sweden and
Norway report average crops.

LOW TEMPERATURE A MENACE TO
CROPS IN MINNESOTA LAST
WEEK.,

WHEAT WELL HARVESTED

EXCEPTING IN RED RIVER VAL-
LEY, WHERE WORK HAS JUST
BEGUN.

SHOCK THRESHING UNDER WAY.

Yield Varies, According to Loecality,
From Ten Twenty-Five
Bushels to the Acre.

to

The Minnesota weekly crop bulletin
issued yesterday says: Temperatures
have been considerably lower this week
than last, the change being more
noticeable in the latter part of this
week, when the temperature fell so low
that frosts were feared. None oc-
curred, however, except in Wabasha
county, where corn was somewhat in-
jured on the 16th. Local showers have
been fairly well distributed as to local-
ity and have occurred on every day
, of the week except Wednesday in some
’ portion of the state, but there are some
|

observers who state a great need of
rain for maturing late crops. Halil-
storms are reported over small areas
in Hennepin, Otter Tail and Chippewa
counties. In the latter it was so severe
as to injure grain, both uncut and in
the shock. Wheat harvest is about
finished, except in the Red River val-
ley, north of Norman county, where it
has just begun. Stacking is being
dcne as rapidly as possible in the cen-
tral and southern secticns, and seme
farmers have finished. Threshing from
the shock is under way, with the yield
varying from 10 to 25 bushels per acre,
Corn -in especially favored locatign\ is
out of danger of frost, but most of it,
being later than usual for the season,
is in the milk or glazed stage and is
not considered safe for three weeks to
come. Blackbirds are doing some
damage.to grain. A liftle flint corn is
ripe and some of it already cut. The
corn crop promises to be a good one
over most of the corn region of the
state. A few farmers are finishing their
splendid crop of hay. Barley is said
te be yiclding from 22 to 30, 15 to 20,
and 45 to 50 bushels per acre, according
to locality.

|

BISMARCK, N. D., Aug. 18.—The
North Dakota crop report says: The
past.week was generally favorable for
harvesting which is now prevalent in
all portions of the state, some localities
in the northern part being somewhat
behind in this work, and a few flelds
have not been touched at all, but by
the close of the present week harvesting
early sown wheat will be near comple-
tion. Some late sown wheat is just
ripening and a few reports indicate an
improvement in the condition of this
crop, some flelds which ten days ago
did not appear to be worth cutting now
promise a fair yleld. A greater por-
tion of late sown wheut wiil be a very
poor crop. The damage caused by hail
in some sections has proved to be

-
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greater than at first reported, and many
more acres are added to the vast nume
ber previously destroyed. Where
storms did not occur a better yield gen-
erally is indicated than was formerly
expected and much of the grain is of
good quality, the kernels being hard and
of good size. In all sections a much
larger crop has been secured than in
niany seasons past.

Nebraska Cormn Crop,

LINCOLN, Neb., Aug. 18,—The crop bulle-
tin says: The temperature has been about
normal. The general and heavy rain will
probably relieve all drought conditions and
reclalm such corn thought to be seriously
damaged. Over the eastern part of the state
corn continues in remarkably fine condition
and the general claim is that the crop will
eq'uaeil or exceed the largest corn crop ever
raised.

Illinois Crop Conditions.

SPRINGFIELD, Iil, Aug. 18.—The Illinois
crop report says: Of 1,915909 acres seeded
to wheat, 237,579 acres were destroyed or
plowed up. Of the amount remaining, 406,222
acres were spring wheat. The average yield
of wheat is 13 bushels per acre; the total
yield 21,514,541 bushels, or 3,500,000 bushels
more than in 1895. The oats acreage this year
is 3,440,000 acres, a little less than last year,
The total yield is 104,425,000 bushels. The area
of corn is practically the same as last year,
being 6,925,000 acres. The state average is 95
per cent.
