Sparklin entered the service when he
was but thirteen, and was not quite
eighteen when he was mustered out.
Inorder to complete the record and give
him discharge papers it was found
necessary to place his name on the
enlistment roll actually after he had
bten discharged from the service. An-
other incident in his career is the fact,
of which he is very proud, that he voted
fcnr times for Abraham Lincoln. The
young soldier voted at Baltimore and
again in the West, as did all soldiers,
and it was not neccessary to visit the
polls each time the vote was recorded.
There were no Australian, or other bal-
lot systems in those days to interfere
with the rights of voters, and the sold-
iers voted every time they came near a
polling place, or sent a proxy to cast
a ballot for them.

Delivered Spirited, Eloquent, an,d
Logical Argument* In Behalf of

St. Irouis Platform.

Half a hundred citizens of the Sev-
enth ward, seekers after information
on the financial question, assembled in
Albion hall, Selby and Western ave-
nues, last evening, and listened to
sound money speeches from local ora-
tors who were present as representa-
tives of the Central Sound Money club,
of St. Paul. Dr. A. J. Stone called the
meeting to order and stated briefly
that the object of the gathering was
the organization of an auxiliary
branch of the Sound Money club in the
Seventh ward.

The audience was composed about
equally of Republicans and Democrats.
The speeches were non-partisan in
character, and the applause was im-
partially divided among the three
speakers. Every good point made a
"hit." The first speaker was E. H.
Ozmun, secretary of the Sound Money
club. After showing the comparative
value of the two metals— gold and sil-
ver

—
measured by present standard, he

said the overproduction of silver would
have the certain result of driving gold
from the country. Free and unlimited
coinage of the cheaper metal would re-
sult in inevitable injury and distress
to the people of-the nation.

"Would yotrrediree this grand coun-
try to the le^el qf the other free sil-
ver nations of the world?" demanded
the speaker. "Would you have the
United States reduced to the financial
level of Mexico, whose currency is
worth only half that of this country,
becauce itis n?t backed by gold. While
it is true, as the free silver advocates
claim, unlimited coinage might in-
crease the pricse -of silver, it would not
increase 100 per cent, nor 50 per cent,
nor any such figure as the friends of
the white metal claim. On the con-
trary, think \sfhat ;a revolution there
would be in the business of the na-
tion if the free sijyer idea should be-
come a law. There would be such an
overturning of the financial system
that ruin and disaster beyond concep-
tion would result. The values of com-
modities would rise, but the price of
labor would not increase in propor-
tion. Itis a fact that inflation would
be ruinous to the wage earner. The his-
tory of the nation's financial difficul-
ties in war times would be repeated.
Then the over issuance of paper money
drove both gold ahd silver out of cir-
culation. So now, would over circula-
tion of silver drive gold out of circula-
tion. The only plan feasible to keep
the financial current of the nation
steady antf strong :s not to use a mono-
metallic basis, as the Democrats would
have us do, but use both gold and sil-
ver as they are vised today in the most
enlightened nations of the earth. Cir-
culate them both. Make one as good
as the other by placing the currency on
a gold basis. A plentitude of money
will not make better times. More
money, cheaper money, as the free sil-
ver people put it, is not needed. The
business of the world today is con-
ducted oh a system that requires but
little actual cash. The system of cred-

| its in use enables us to get along
; with a comparatively small amount of
Icurrency. Less than 5 per cent of the

money transactions of the world are
conducted on a strictly cash basis.
What we need is a currency that is
good for its face whether in home or
foreign markets. The silver dollar of
the United States is worth a dollar in
gold to every one. Free coinage de-
prives the silver' dollar of its backing
and reduces its: value to its worth in

|bullion. Legislation cannot make it
! worth more."

M. L. Countryman, the next speaker,
apologized for ..the1,.semi-political na-
ture of his disfluseion, his argument

Iwas so strong against free silver that
! his utterances fiof; only did not give•

offence but were frequently interrupted
j with approving >app.l£,use. "The issues
of this campaign are the most im-
portant that have been presented to
the voters of the nation during the
past generation," r/e said. "And it is
wonderful the universal interest
that is taken everywhere in these iss-
ues and the dejnand for information
that one meets. ,'.It speaks well for the
intelligence of jthe voters of the na-
tion that there *s such seeking for in-
formation.

"There is an issue before us today
the most important that has confronted
the nation since the war. That issue
is found in this document," holding
aloft a newspaper containing the Chi-
cago platform. "The man who wrote,
or the man who inspired the doctrines
found herein, is an unscrupulous enemy
to his country and an anarchist at
heart. Itcontains an attack upon the
supreme court of the United States,
because that high-minded and honor-
able body decided unconstitutional a
statute passed by congress. The party
that formulated this platform, now
masquerading under the stolen ban-
ners of Democracy, declares it will
destroy the supreme court and fill the
supreme bench with Populists and
Socialists, if need be with, anarchists,
to have that law -declared constitu-
tional. For that reason, if for no other,
Iwould not vote this ticket that now
demands free silver, no matter how
ardent my sympathies with the Demo-
cratic party. \u25a0It fs necessary to vote
for such a platform in order to have
free silver. Another plank in this plat-
form, which shoalfl idteter every patriot
from voting foritt,delates to the in-
terference of federal judges in local
issues. This is 4 fclofr at President
Cleveland and the courts of the coun-
try, for the actton ftkken by them in
suppressing the £gt*at labor troubles
of 1894. The party'that declares for free
silver is the party, chat preaches such
revolutionary dortriae. Will you ac-
cept this platform fdr the sake of free
silver

—
itself a dottbtful issue?

"The free silver -advocates say 'Give
us free silver and w*iwill have plenty
of money.' That^ is fa- deceptive argu-
ment. Mountain^" of; money piled so
high as to obscu^^e moon would be
of no use to us unless we have some-
thing to exchange -for it. Money is
merely a token which man can give in
exchange for his wants, or receive for
the commodities he may have to sell.
We can have plenty of money only by
watching our opportunities, by the
mutual exchange of articles, by the
giving of labor, by helping each other.
There is no hope for the man who will
not respect the lessons that history has
taught him. The history of the world
is that the cheaper metals that have
in the past been used as the medium
of exchange have been gradually
driven out by gold. This is because
gold is the more valuable; it Is more
valuable because it is scarcer. Asmall
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piece of gold will purchase more than
an equal quantity of other metal. It
Is less bulky, less burdensome as a
medium of exchange. We will not
have more actual money Incirculation
even Ifwe go to the mountains and dig
all the sliver and have it coined. Sup-
pose there were no banks, no system
of exchange, as now. Then suppose
you owed $500 to a Minneapolis mer-
chant. Then you would send to him
that amount insliver. What a burden
the transaction of business under such
a system. Yet this is what the free
silver people propose to us. Under
free coinage there might be more
money in existence, but there would
be no more in circulation than at the
present time. Where, then, is the re-
lief to come from 'more money?' The
farmer will get no more for his wheat
with free coinage. There are some
things that are beyond the influence
even of money. Over production and
not money has been the cause of the
farmer's hard times. If,as Populists
tell us, wheat has gone down because
of the crime of '73, then too the price
of land should have gone down. But
this is not so. Farms that produced
dollar wheat some years ago are ac-
tually worth more today, although pro-
ducing wheat that sells for only half
as much. Free silver willnot Increase
the prices of commodities. Supply and
demand alone regulate these prices."

S, A. Anderson, the last speaker of
the evening, began by criticizing the
utterances of Mr. Bryan on the silver
question. "Mr. Bryan is eloquent, but
his utterances lack the force of argu-
ment," said Mr. Anderson. "Well turn-
ed phrases and metaphorical twist 3
are not convincing to the thinging
mind. He says the price of silver will
go up with free coinage— but in all his
utterances at New York he fails to
present an argument in substantiation
of his statement. The party that pro-
poses to break down our financial sys-
tem has not given a single good rea-
son why we should make a change.
As they are the agressors the burden
of proof should lie with them. In Bry-
an's New York speech he failed to
give proof and presented very little
argument. From 1834 to 1875 this

Country was on a silver basis and the
metal was worth more than gold. So
valuable was silver that the metal was
not coined. There are men here who
never saw a silver dollar previous to
the demonetization of silver. Free
coinage proposes to take from us that
which we have and give us, what?
Even Mr. Bryan has hinted in the
most hazy way, and that without any
proofs of the benefits we will derive."

At the conclusion of Mr. Anderson's
remarks Gustav Scholle moved that the
chair appoint a committee of one from
each precinct in the ward to perfect
organization for a branch of the Sound
Money club. The motion prevailed by
a hearty vote, and Chairman Stone an-
nounced that he would make public
his selections today.

CARVED A COMPANION.

Northern Pacific Shop Employe* In-
volved in a Row.

A serious stabbing affray occurred
last night at Front and Dale streets
near Calvary cemetery, the victim be-
ing Frank Rousseau, an employe of
the Northern Pacific car shops at
Como. Ole Peterson, another employe
of the shops, was arrested by Mounted
Officer Girving and locked up at the
Prior avenue station, charged with the
assault. The police state that the men
had been drinking, and the origin of
the row, which resulted in the cutting,
is not known. Rousseau, who is bad-
ly, but probably not fatally cut, was
taken to the city hospital. He has a
bad wound on his right shoulder joint.

WILL CLEAN IT UP.

Dr. Stone Will Try to Make the City

Presentable.

In the general work of making St.
Paul appear at its best for the coming
visitors to the encampment, the health
department is not taking a back seat,
and Health Commissioner Stone has
issued an order for the cleaning up of
all accumulated refuse. The work of the
department in the short time left, how-
ever, must be largely confined to the
streets and alleys, and it therefore
devolves upon the public spirited citi-
zens of the community to look to it
that their own property is cleaned up.
The department has no desire to resort
to legal action to compel cleanliness
and sanitary surroundings.

DOG BIT THREE.

Suspicion of Rabies Will Be Settled
by Analysis.

A large black dog of the mongrel species,
which has been hanging about the neighbor-
hood of Twelfth and Robert streets, created
a mad dog scare yesterday afternoon, and
before it was killed had bitten three chil-
dren. The animal, in company with three
others, has been eluding the dog catchers
by hiding under a barn in the alley between
Robert and Jackson and Twelfth and Thir-
teenth streets. The locality is thickly set-
tled, each shanty having about six children
in addition to the adult residents. Shortly
after 1 o'clock yesterday afternoon the dog,
which had been sleeping in front of the house
occupied by A. La Bardo. made a wild race
around the building, and then, running up to
a group of children, seized the cheek of Joe
La Bardo, aged six years, and hung on like a
bull dog. The father of the child seized a club
and went at the dog. The animal let go its
hold on the child's cheek and started down
the alley toward Jackson street. Jennie Shef-
fer, aged five years, was the next victim of
the maddened brute, but she escaped with a
bite on the arm. At the corner of Twelfth and
Jackson, Amelia Branch, the five-year-old
daughter of Minnie Branch, was seated on
the porch of her parent's house eating a
cake. The dog ran up to the child, and sank
its teeth into the little one's face. The childscreamed, but before help could arrive, thedog had bitten off a piece of the baby's upper
lip and nose and mangled its cheek in ashocking manner. Patrolman Miller, who
was on duty several blocks away, was sum-
moned to the scene and killed the animal witha well-directed shot from his revolver. 'Dr.
Nelson dressed the wounds of the La Bardoboy and Jennie Sheffer and ordered little
Amelia Branch taken to the city hospital.
The dog. after being killed, was turned over
to Dr. Price, who will experiment with a part
of the animal's brain to ascertain If It had
rabies. The doctors at the city hospital say
the Branch girl will probably ,be disfigured
for life from the effects of the bite.

CIRBED THEIR SPIRITS.

Fractions Horses Are Soothed by
Prof Gleason.

Prof. R. Q. Gleason, in his unique exhibition
of his powers as a tamer of horses, was the
attraction at the Auditorium last evening.
The audience was a large one, and the ma-jority of those present were ladies. Prof.
Gleason has been seen before in St. Paul, and
the announcement that he would tame several
vicious steeds was sufficient to draw a large
crowd. There is a spice of daring in the
work done by Prof. Gleason, which makes
hi3exhibtlon particularly attractive, and, al-though the business is practically the same
at each performance, the horses are not, and
therein lies the attraction.

Last evening he had for his subjects five
horses owned by residents of the city, which
had given their owners considerable trouble
by reason of their wildness, kicking pro-
pensities and viciousness. One after the other,
they were led into the ring, and after a short
session with the professor, did Just as he told
them. They all allowed drums to be beaten
over and on their heads; never blinked an
eye when a string of tin cans were tied to
their tails; seemed to like an umbrella to be
opened over their heads, and stood perfectly
quiet while bunches of firecrackers were
discharged under their feet.

IF THE POPULISTS WOULD JOIN
IN MAKING THE NOMINA-

TION.

KIEFER'S FRIENDS DISPLEASED.

Committee of the National Demo-
cratic Party Still Working: on

the County Organization.

County politics is having considerable
to do with the fight in the Fourth con-
gressional district. If only Francis
Clarke would get off the perch the
Democrats would have no trouble in
naming a suitable candidate to make
the race against F. C. Stevens. This
say some of the knowing ones, who
think the Republican candidate can
easily be beaten ifa fusion candidate
is put up by the Democrats and Popu-
lists. The friends of Judge Willis are
not yet willing to abandon their per-
suasions to induce him to make the
race. But Judge Willis will not ac-
cept a nomination, so long as Clarke is
in the field. Itis said that Clarke de-
clared his willingness some time ago
to withdraw from the congressional
ticket, if tendered the nomination for
judge of the probate court. But the
friends of Frank Robert, who is a
candidate for the probate court, are
not willing to sacrifice their candi-
date's chances so easily. Robert has
been promised he will be cared for if
he will withdraw in favor of Clarke.
This proposition may be accepted by
the Democrats who are anxious to give
Judge Willis the nomination for con-
gress. Willis, it is argued, would re-
ceive the undivided support of all
Democrats— which Clarke could not
hope to do even if he should be in-
dorsed by the Democratic convention.
Judge Willis, too, is popular with all
free silver followers, and, it is claimed,
would draw largely from the Repub-
licans who have a leaning toward frea
silver. Another element that must be
reckoned with is the German vote. Col.
Kiefer's friends are much displeased
at the way their candidate was turned
down by the machine leaders, and the
Republican candidate cannot hope to
poll the full strength of his party vote.
The Germans will not accord the sup-
port to Candidate Stevens they would'
if Col. Kiefer had been nominated.
And furthermore, Col. Kiefer isn't go-
ing up and down the town trying to
make votes for Stevens. Thus, from a
disinterested standpoint, it really looks
as ifMr. Stevens might have a desper-
ate fight on his hands before the cam-
paign is ended. • • •

The committee of twelve, appointed
to select a county committee to organ-
ize Ramsey county for the national
Democratic party, met at the Mer-
chants yesterday afternoon, but did
not finish its labors. An adjournment
was taken until Saturday at 2 o'clock,
when the work of the committee will
be completed and the names of the
