Hemiic-piiu Populists 1%11m Declare
Themselves.

Tho Populist county convention as-
8c :n!>]ed at Labor temple yesterday
morning, Paul Fontaine being named
as temporary chaiiman. Nothing* but
talk resulted from the morning ses-
sion. In the afternoo;i the committee
on resolutions reported through Mr.
Stacy as follows:

Resolved, That the People's party of Hen-
nepin county favors union of reform forces
in Minnesota under the standard of Jchn
Lind. and that the delegates of this conven-
tion are herewith instructed to cast their
solid vote in the coming state convention
for John !.:nd for governor.

Mr. Dobbyn Introduced a resolution
which the convention passed, pledging
their "unswerving fealty" to the cause
of S. !_. Owen. A resolution was al-
so Introduced and accepted, indorsing
the recent action of the Pops at the
St. Louis convention.

Prof. Caton took the floor and stated
that he was a flrm supporter of Owen,
although It had been hinted in the
morning session that he had worked
against the candidate.

While waiting: for the committee on
delegation, speeches were indulged in.
aid the eagle flew high. Then a reso-
lution was introduced by which the
delegates to the state convention were
Instructed to support Prof. F. J. Caton
for lieutenant governor. A number
spoke upon the resolution, holding that
the Hennepin Pops should not offer
offense to other state Pops by instruct-
ing their delegates for Caton, when it
had been tacitly understood through-
out the state that the Pops are out
for Maj. J. M. Bowler for office. It
ended in the changing of the word
"instruct." in the resolution to that of
"request," after which Prof. Caton was
wildlyapplauded, and responded with
a speech.

Chairman Fontaine occupied 10 min-
utes with a free silver address.

Wllilt INDORSE LIP
POPULISTS MAP OUT THE WORK

FOR THE STATE CONVENTION
TODAY.

BOENS OPPOSITION FAILS.

OTTER TAIL,COIXTY'S DELEGATES
MAY MAKE THE INDORSEMENT

IXAXIMOIS.

MAJ. BOWLER MOST PROMINENT

Anions Those Mentioned for Lieu-
tenant Governo.

—
Convention

Work to Be Rushed.

In spite of ex-Congressman Boen's
opposition, John Lind will be indorsed

!by the Populists of Minnesota when
[ they assemble in state convention to-
;day at Minneapolis. It is likely, also,
1 that Otter Tail county's twenty-two

delegates
—

although uninstructed for
governor, by the connivance of the
aforesaid Boen

—
will be glad to join

the procession and make Lind's nomi-
nation for governor unanimous. Every

\u25a0 other county in the state has instruct-
!Ed for Lind, and there willbe no hitch
Iin the proceedings when nominations
! for the first place on the ticket are

called for. When the Populist state
central committee met at the Bruns-
wick hotel in Minneapolis last night,
at least half the 981 delegates to the
convention were crowded into the lob-
by. There was present also that air
of harmony that is not usually char-
acteristic of such gatherings. The lo-
cal fight at the primaries had reduced
the number of malcontents to a hand-
ful, and there was a lack of contention
in the conversation between delegates.
The people who have been promising to
make things warm for Lind and his
friends, and for Owen and his follow-
ers had been licked out of their boots,
and harmony was so thick that the
sensation was oppressive. Maj. Bowler |
was present with his little boom for j
the office of lieutenant governor. So
were Owen and Lomen and some of j
the other candidates who want to go j
to congress. Donnelly was also pres- j
ent. but like the horse that finished .
last in the race, he wasn't mentioned, i

He had a long talk with Maj. Bowler j
and was in confidential communication
with Chairman Meighen, but so far as
outward evidences were concerned, the
man from Dakota county was nursing
a lone and disheartening sensation. He
was turned down by the good fellows
of the committee who met In execu-
tive session, and who made up their
minds there should be no sensations on
the floor of the convention today, and
in order that such intention be car-
ried out they authorized the chairman
to appoint a sergeant-at-arms and as
many assistants as may be required to I
keep the peace.

The convention willmeet this morn-
ing at 10 o'clock in Harmonia hall.
Minneapolis. Chairman Thomas J.
Meighan, of the state central commit-
tee, will call the convention to order
and the call will be read. Then State
Senator Ringdahl, of Crookston, will
be made the temporary presiding of-
ficer. This is the only favor Polk coun-
ty willask or get from the convention.
After the reports of the usual com-
mittees that will be appointed by the
chair, John Lind will be nominated
for governor —

or rather several gen-
tlemen willmake speeches recommend-
ing the indorsement of the candidate,
who, though a Republican, is at the
head of the Democratic state ticket.
That part of the work will be easy, and
doubtless short as the orators will per-
mit.

Then will come nominations for
lieutenant governor. Maj. J. W. Bow-
ler, of Bird Island, is the most prom-
inent, but is not certain of success. He
is personally popular and better known
to the Populists of the state than the
other gentlemen who will be named,
but he has the misfortune to hail from
a section of the state that is to be
honored by the selection of the head
of the ticket. The objection is purely
geographical with a majority of those
delegates who favor the choice of an-
other man. Stevens county and a good
portion of the delegates from the
Seventh district will vote for R. J.
Hall, who is regarded as a likely can-
didate and would make a strong run-
ning mate for Lind. Hall has been a
Populist for six years and Is willing
to serve the Populists of the northern
section of the by becoming a can-
didate. But Ramsey county has a can-
didate in the person of Iff. R. Prender-
gast. Mr. Prendergast is not anxious
to secure the nomination, but the 75
votes of the county willbe plumped for
him unless there is some change in the
programme between now and the time
for making the nominating speeches.
The odds are on Bowler, however, with
few takers.

Heinrichs and McKinnon. Democratic
candidates for secretary of state and
treasurer, will be indorsed without a
hitch.

For attorney general Arnold Keyes,
of Duluth, will be nominated without
opposition. Keyes seems to be regard-
ed as a strong man and has the good
fortune to have friends all over the
state who remember his services in the
legislature. His fidelity to the party
has never been questioned, and as he
comes from what is regarded the
stronghold of free silver in the state
his friends had but to ask for him the
nomination and it was granted in ad-vance.

There may be some trouble over the
selection of electoral candidates to fill
out the ticket begun by the Demo-
crats. There are many candidates, and
some dissatisfaction is expressed that
Minneapolis has two. Chairman
Meighan said last night that probably
the selections would be made on ge-
ographical lines, to keep the candidates
of the party as well distributed as
possible and that the nom*inations
would be accomplished without con-
troversy. But Mr. Meighan may be in
error, especially if Ramsey county in-
sists upon having another elector be-
cause Minneapolis has two. And this
claim is likely to be made. J. H.
Gieske and James Dillon, of St. Paul,
would like to represent Ramsey county

on the electoral ticket, Kandiyohi has a
candidate in the person of Dr. Chris,
Johnson, editor of the Willmar
Tribune, and his friends willinsist that
that section of the state be represented
and that Johnson be the man.

It is likely also that the friends of
Chairman Meighan will present his
name. Meighan was a candidate for
lieutenant governor, but was pulled off
the track by the friends of Bowler.
Meighan, say the Fillmore people, has
been a faithful worker for the party
and now he should have the reward of
well earned honors.

A strong fight will be made by the
Twin City delegates to secure pledges
from the members of the new state
committee to locate the headquarters
of the party in this section of the state.
Of course Minneapolis wants the hon-
ors, but St. Paul willbe equally urgent
and there ls reason to believe that St.
Paul will be finally chosen.

Sidney M. Owen, candidate for con-
gress from the Fifth district, was busy
among the delegates last night telling
them he should be indorsed for the
office he covets. Ramsey, he said, would
indorse Clarke, and as long as the
Democrats of St. Paul were not above
indorsing a Populist, then Hennepin
should follow suit. According to Mr.
Owen, Clarke and T. D. O'Brien, to-
gether with several other Ramsey
county Democrats, met yesterday, and
it was decided that Clarke was a good
fellow and that the Democrats would

j forego the privilege of nominating a
Icandidate for the office, but will in-

-1 dorse and work for Clarke instead.
The state central committee willmeet

at 9 o'clock this morning at the Bruns-
wick hotel, when tickets of admission
to the convention hall will be dis-
tributed. Chairman Meighan is of the

; opinion that the convention will be
j short because, as he said, the work Is
; already laid out and the spirit of har-
;mony that must prevail—by the aid of
i the sergeants-at-arms— will enable the
[ delegates to finish their duties without
; hindrance or unnecessary delay. "We

DEATH CALLS ANOTHER.

John T. Blaledell Expired Monday
Evening-.

John T. Blaisdel, one of Minneapolis' oldest
and beat known citizens, died Monday night
from trouble of the stomach, which had con-
fined h:m to the house for three months.

Mr. Blaisdell was born in Ludlow, Me.
April 25. 1826. He came to this city in the
fall of 1851, and in the next year entered IGO
acres, which Is now known as John. T. Blais-
dell's addition. The old homestead still stands.
About fifteen years ago he built a commod-
ious brick structure at 2244 Nicollet avenue,
which was his home at the time of his death.
Mr. Blaisdell was married early in life, his

wife dying five years ago. He leaves three
daughters, Mrs. William Anderson, Mrs.

Archibald and Mary Blaisdell.
When Mr. Blaisdell came to this pa*t of the

country he was situated as ls the ordinary
farmer, but as the city grew, he was com-
pelled to plat his farm and sell It In town
lots. He thereby acquired considerable wealth,
to the extent that he was known as a million-
aire, and one of the rich men of the city.

Schedules of assets and liabilities in the
assignment of Greenleaf & Tenney have been
filed; also the personal liabilities of the mem-
bers of the firm. The schedules of Franklin
L. Greenlraf show assets of an estimated
value of $60 720.25 and liabilities of $25,869.39.
The assets of Frank S. Tenney foot up $2,715,
with no liabilities, all in real estate. The
firm schedules show assets of $59,815.47 and
liabilities of $131,167.56. The heaviest creditor
is F. L. Greenleaf. with a capital account of$50,000. The open accounts foot up $72,000.
The Northwestern National bank is owed
$33,000. of which $20,000 'is secured by ware-
house receipts. The Belt L'ne Elevator, Du-
luth, comes in for a debt of $10,000.

SULTAN DEAD.

.accession in Zanzibar May Be Dis-
puted.

ZANZIBAR, Aug. 25.— The sultan of Zanzi-
bar. Hamed Bin Thwain Bin Said, is dead.
He was about forty years of age, waa anephew of the late sultAn and succeeded tothe sultanate on the death of Sultan AH,
March 5, 1893. He was one of a number of
claimants and was selected aa being the most
fitting by the British government.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 25.— The state de-
partment has received a cable message that
the sultan of Zanzibar died at 11 o'clock this
morning. The cable message adds that "Said
Alid holds the palace; sailors and marineslanded; rioting tonight feared."

Seyid Kalid has occupied the palace, taking
possession of that building immediately after
the death of Hamed Bin Thwain Bin Said
became known. He proclaimed himself sul-
tan and barricaded himself in the palace
with 700 armed Askaris. Sailors from the
British war ships Philomel, Thrush and
Sparrow have been landed to protect propertyashore, and all the ladies have been lodged
in the British consulate, which is guarded
by sailors. Trouble isfeared.

PRATT IN ft >_f__f
THE PRESENT MAYOR AGAIN

PLACED IN THE FIELD BY THE

REPUBLICANS.

NO DECIDED OPPOSITION.
NYE AND HAIGEN NAMED FOR

COMPTROLLER* AND TREAS-
URER.

FLETCHER MAKES A SPEECH.

John T. Blaisdell Passes Away
—General New* ot' Minne-

apolis.

The Republican city convention
which met at Normanna hall yester-
day carried out the programme which
had been mapped out for it in the pub-
lic mind without a hitch. It renom-
inated the present city officers, Robert
Pratt, for mayor; Wallace G. Nye, for
comptroller; A. C. Haugen, for city
treasurer. Two of the three justices
of the peace now serving were renom-
inated, and the third is a young man
who has already done some public
service, Assistant County Attorney
Beardslee. After he was nominated
Mayor Pratt was brought before the
convention and made' a brief address.

C. J. Rockwood placed the name of
W. G. Nye before the convention for a
third term as comptroller and A. C.
McCune nominated C. A. Nimmocks,
on behalf of the Republicans of the
Eighth ward. Before the vote had
proceeded far Mr. Nimmocks asked
a friend to withdraw his name, and
the vote of the convention was cast by
the secretary for Mr. Nye. Mr. Nye
was called upon for a few remarws,
which he made in a very gracious
manner, thanking the convention for
the continued manifestation of confi-
dence, and promising to support every
candidate on the Republican ticket
from the lowest to William McKinley.

The only fight of thie convention,
which was at the same time a very
good-natured affair, was over the nom-
ination for city treasurer. A strong
speech was made by Senator J. T.
Wyman In support of Mr. Haugen's
renomination. He said third terms
were in order and he believed that
when a good man was found for an
office there was an advantage in keep-
ing him in it a reasonable length of
time. Mr. Wadsworth nominated
Prank E. Holton and the vote showed
that Mr. Holton was one of the most
popular young men in the city. He
carried about all the votes that he
counted upon and some that he did
not expect. The vote bf the ballot
was: Haugen, 243; Holton, 162. Mr.
Haugen was declared the nominee and
the convention started to make the
nominations for justice of the peace.

Some one spied Congressman Fletch-
er on the platform, behind one of the
wings and he was called out for a
little speech. He excused himself from
any extended remarks and launched
into a bit of a reminiscence. He said
the present political situation reminded
him of the breaking up of parties
which took place about the time of the
war. The sectional issues and sec-
tional divisions were coming up now as
they had come up a generation ago
and they should be met and put down
so that no man in the convention would
ever again hear the proposition made
to debase the currency or lower the
standard of national integrity.

The convention then proceeded to
the nomination of three justices of the
peace. N. A. Gulick and Charles S.
Dever were placed in nomination and
Mr. Dever won by a small majority for
the East district. He is the present
incumbent. For the North district
Charles E. Bond was nominated with-
out a contest and for the South dis-
trict there were six candidates, requir-
ing two ballots to settle the fight. The
result of the first ballot was: C. H.
Slack, 19; S. J. Beardslee, 63; J. W.
Williams, 21: A. B. Teale, 10; Louis
Gjertsen, 56; D. M. Evans, 4. On the
next ballot Mr. Beardslee won. receiv-
ing105 votes to 57 for Mr. Gjertsen.

The wards then selected their mem-
bers of the several nominating com-
mittees, which are to apt with eight
selected by the chairman, to place in
nomination the candidates for the
park, school and library boards.

The representatives of the various
wards met in the morning, and the fol-
lowing candidates for aldermen were
named:

First ward. C. T. Franc; Second
ward, James S. Lane; Third ward, H.

CRATS HELD IN A NUMBER
o_* STATES.

BLACK NAMED IN ILLINOIS.

ALTGELD, HRYAN AND CHICAGO
PLATFORM CONDEMNED BY THE

GATHERING.

HARMONY MARKED PROCEEDINGS.

No Opposition to the Platform Nor
to Any of the Candidates

Named.

CHICAGO, Aug. 25.—The gold stand-
ard Democrats this afternoon nomi-
nated the following state ticket: Gov-
ernor, John C. Black; lieutenant gov-
ernor, Chester A. Babcock; secretary
of state, Charles S. Willey; auditor,
F. E. W. Bruck; treasurer, Edward
Ridgely; attorney general, Wm. S.
Forman; trustees of the state univers-
ity, S. H. Busey, C. E. Babcock, Au-
gust Niehaus.

The convention was bitterly against
Gov. Altgeld and the Chicago plat-
form, and^| had no hesitancy in de-
claring its position. The platform
omitted any reference to Gov. Altgeld,
although Monday night it was the in-
tention to allude to him in terms more
or less pointed. He was denounced by
many of the speakers, however, and
President Cleveland's name was
cheered every time it was mentioned.
The platform had but little to say re-
garding silver, but was uncompromis-
ing in declaration for the gold stand-
ard.

The platform demands the "retire-
ment of the United States government
from the banking business and grad-
ual redemption and cancellation of the
United States and treasury notes."
The Republican convention at St. Louis
is denounced as being in the control
of "intriguing attorneys of favorite in-
terests," and the Chicago convention
declared to have been dominated by
"agitators, sectionalists and dema-
gogues." The "shameful demand for
a debased dollar" of the latter conven-
tion is denounced unsparingly.

One plank of the platform lauded
President Cleveland, and another de-
clared cocompromisingly In favor of
the constitutional independence of
the United States supreme court.

The platform was adopted unani-
mously, and all the nominations were
made by acclamation, there being no
contest in any instance. The conven-
tion selected delegates to the Indi-
anapolis convention and chose national
electors at large as well.

Many Democrats prominent in state
and national politics were present. Sen-
ator Palmer was heartily cheered as he
entered the hall. John P. Hopkins, ex-
mayor of Chicago, and Ben T. Cable,
ex-national committeeman, occupied
seats as did Henry Raab, superinten-
dent of public instruction, the first two
years of Gov. Aitgeld's administration.
The convention was called to order by
Chairman Ewing and Rev. W. B. Ham-ilton, of Calvary church, offered prayer.
Chairman Ewing addressed the conven-
tion and set forth the events which
led up to the calling of the conven-
tion. The speaker alluded to the un-seating of Michigan gold delegates in
the national convention, characterizing
it as a "fraud and open robbery." Al-ludingto the nominees of that conven-
tion, he said:

They ask us to accept them as representa-
tives of the Democratic party, yet they haveheaped disgrace upon the party and have de-spised and abandoned the teachings of its
founders.

His references to Cleveland were re-
ceived with wild enthusiasm, surpris-
ingeven to the close friends of the presi-
dent. The names of John M. Palmer,
Henry Watterson and John G. Carlisle
were also loudlycheered, while Tillman,
Teller and Altgeld were bitterly hissed.
At the conclusion of Mr. Ewing's ad-
dress, Lloyd Hamilton, of Springfield,
was introduced as the temporary chair-man. He sooke in part as follows:

We assemble here as Democrats who areODosed to the free and unlimited coinage ofsilver and gold at any ratio, and particularly
at the dishonest ratio of 16 to 1. We demand
that every dollar, whether metallic or Daper
shall be kept at the full value of 100 "cents.
We understand this to be pure and soundDemocracy. We are not bolters: we are theDemocratic party. We stand by the faithof our fathers, and against the waves ofPopulism, socialism and anarchy wh'ch beatup aganst our ranks. Under the mad and
franfc cry of free silver, all tbe odds andends of political lunacy have banded them-selves together to bring ruin and disasterupon nur country. We now witness thehumiliating spectacle of a large section of thetriumnbant Democracy of 1592 at the fe^t ofthose chinch bugs of modern politics calledPopul sts. The policy of these al:ens in po-
litical sin is rule or ruin, 16 to 1, or riotIf this 16 to 1 platform is to be adoptedby the people and receive the sanction of lawthen there is one addition which should bemade to it. Provision should be made tobuild a penitentiary on every section of landin the United Rt-its. The evileffects of thisscheme of repudiation will fill them all with-in the next ten years.

When Chairman Hamilton had fin-ished his address. Secretary Spangler
read the reports cf the district cau<-us-ses, giving committees on credentials,
resolutions and permanent organiz-ation, and the state committee. A
motion to adjourn was defeated, andcries for Senator Palmer brought thatgentleman to the platform. He made
a vigorous speech, ending the declar-
ation that he would nominate Gen.
John C. Black for governor. He was
frequently interrupted by applause.
Willif>m S. Forman then made a short
sneer-b. at the conclusion of which he
renewed the motion to adjourn until
3 p. m., which was declared carried.

On reconvening Senator Palmer took
the floor and named Gov. Black for
governor. The soeeoh was received
with enthusiasm, and at Its conclusion
Gen. Black was nominated by accla-
mation.

BAY STATE GATHERING,

Delegates Chosen to Indianapolis hy
Massachusetts.

BOSTON, Aug. 25.-The convention
of gold standard Democrats of Massa-chusetts, to adopt a platform and electdelegates to the Indianapolis conven-tion, was called to order by ex-Mayor
Frederick O. Prince.
