Dr. A. A. Ames is determined to be
governor, if he can, of Minnesota, and
announces himself as an independent
candidate for that office.

While the announcement is a sensa-
tion, and willprove a blow to the Pop-
crats who have nominated John Lind,
the candidacy ofDr. Ames is not un-
expected. His platform contains a pre-
amble, in which he sets forth his rea-
sons for taking this independent stand.
The main point which he advances is
that both candidates before the people
of the state are Republicans, and it is
desirable to divide the spoils. He
thinks that a great majority of the peo-
ple demand his candidacy.

He believes In the national issues, as
set forth in the Omaha and St. Louis
platforms. He demands the recon-
sideration of the "crime of '73," and the
putting of silver back to the basis it
had before that time. The initiative
and referendum are made important,
as also the enactment of laws against
trusts. Clauses 4 and 5 of his declara-
tion of principles read as follows:
"Iam in favor of the repeal of all

laws which do not afford ample and
perfect protection in all their details to
the masses as well as corporations.
"Iam in favor of restricting the pow-

ers of courts and military authorities
to the same level as that enjoyed by
the citizen."

He favors the overhauling of the
state records and archives, and pledges
himself to take the office, if elected,
without a single promise of appoint-
ments, and that he will give an econ-
omical administration.

Where, would have been the liberty of today
if supine submission had governed them who
carried the standard of principle in the strug-
gles of the past?
Ihave said that the convention substituted

one issue to predominate in this campaign.
It did more. It deliberately abandoned and
surrendered the chlefest

and most,.conspic-

uous question which has divided th.c Demo-
crats and Republicans in recent times. It
abdicated Democratic leadership of tfhe peo-
ple's great interests in the cause of tariff re-
form. It bid cunningly for the support of
the Republican protectionists by the declara-
tions of its platform. Instead of maintaining
the well-established policy that tariff should
be levied for the purposes of revenue only, It
adroitly drops the governing adverb 'dnd de-
clares with tricky phrase, in favor of tariff
duties and against any agitation for any
change in our tariff laws. Emphasis was
piled upon this surrender by the selection of-
a candidate for vice president who has ever
belonged to the high tariff and protection
cabal among. Democrats, the same by which
the great purpose of the party and the cause
of the people were thwarted in 1894. McKin-
ley has never stood more assuredly for a
high tariff than Sewall, of Maine, and never
has enjoyed, as Sewall has, the benefits of its
class distinctions and legislation to the heap-
ing up of riches. . .

limit of our capability of folly? Sure as Iam that no such fate Is ours. Icannot forget
that. such has been the doom sometimes fore-

the very challenge of the assinlne villiany of
free coinage that now brays from the skin of
the .Democratic lion. Were its roars to be
taken for portents, there might be a

FUTURE OF AWFUL PERIL,
which must not, cannot be. But the con-
fidence which warrants its discredit, whichassures us against submersion in folly, and
will bid this devil to avaunt and quit oursight, lies in such men as gather here today.
A minority only? Perhaps so; but if so,
the "saving remnant" that has maintained
the race. A minority upon which the Demo-
cratic party shall be rebuilded; yea, thechief stone of its corner.

Who that sees conditions, with understand-
ing can doubt the duty of a Democrat now?
Who among us can suppress his intelligence,
deny the forecast of his common sense in

presence of such confronting perils, su-pinely crawl to cover when misfortunes areprepared for the land in which his childrenare to live? Shall we not rather "take armsB-gainst a sea of troubles, and, by opposingthem, end them?"

"Ah," cries back, perhaps, some impatient
Democrat. "But all you do will be to help
McKlnley and serve McKinleylsm." Not so,
my'brother. My view is too short, your meas-
urement of affairs too limited. The political
interests of United States will not all be
settled In the present year. Nothing, indeed,
will be determined now but the extinguish-
ment of fiscal folly, which has thrust aside
all other issues by its fanatical insistence. We
do not overlook the Iniquities of injurious tar-
iffs. In my belief the worst phase of that
harmful system of legislation has been passed.
Even among Republicans, conspicuously with
the broadest minded, there has come recog-
nition of its wrongs, its injustice and of the
impossibility of its lemg imposition on the
awakened intelligence of Americans. The
stuff about protection which is fed out toparty zealots in campaign speeches, no longer
bespeaks the ruling intelligence of the Re-
publican party. As it was at St. Louis, so
will it be in its coming years. That subject
will be, by forces irresistable by any man,
subordinated in the immediate future. The
greater exigency Is to establish our cur-rency affairs on a basis of justice and safety
to all. Too plainly has It come to be seen
that Republican injustice and wrong havebegotten, in great pari at least, the very
evils now besetting. If we have been or
still are menaced with the whirlwind, 'twas
they who sowed the wind.

But whatever the true forecast on this
point, we can make no practical opposition
to the vice of protectionism by following the
lead of the Chicago convention. As Ihave al-
ready said they surrendered that fight to
their Republican slHes. Free silver and pro-
tection are natural twins. They have wrought
together in the past: they are yoked by prin-
ciple, and defeat of the former will contributenow to eradicate the latter hereafter. No,
we nronose no supnort to McKinley, no ad-

hesion to McKlnlevism by the course we pur-
sue. Our antagonism to all the iniauities and
baneful tendencies of his party is but the
better declared by It. All our struggle, allour hopes, are to save the Democratic party
and perpetuate its henign principles for the
benefit of our country. We shall save the
Old party from the ruin of defeat now im-
pending, snd lay defeat alone to them who
have put it to baneful and undemocratic uses.

Fellow Democrats, the mariner whose bark
hasTbern suddenly swept by a terrifying eale
and tossed uncontrollably upon tcmrestous
seas can discern the signs of its breaking,
while the winds howl and the surges roar.
So, also, dark and violent as have been the
political conditions for a few weeks past,
we may congratulate ourselves and the coun-try on the better signs today. Though the
storm that rose with such sudden violence
be not vet over. It is plain to the pract'eed
eye that its suhsidence has begun. It willpass away In ordained time and in the purified
air and radiant sunshine, the hapiness. pros-
perity and fndstrial vigor of the great peo-
ple willreturn with rejoicing, in which none
will more worthily share than the true-
hearted Democrats who now dare to hazard
for their country's sake their political for-
tunes and th-fr sacred honor.
