ST. CLOUD, Minn.. Aug. 27.—The

Sixth di-strict congressional Democratic
convention here today placed C. A.
Trwne in nomination by acclamation
as the party's candidate for congress-
man. The convention was called to
order by Chairman Hudson, of St.
Louis county at 12 noon. He outlined
the object for which the convention
had been called at some length. He
told of the great benefits this country

would derive by free coinage at a ratio
o£ 16 to 1, and called upon all his party
to stand firmly with their shoulders to
the wheel for this end. After his re-
marks he read the call of the conven-
tion,in which 181 delegates were entitled
to seats, of which number Steams
County had 44 and St. Louis county 29.

Attorney F. W. Lyon, of Morrison,
placed the name of Hon. George Geis-
slin in nomination as temporary chair-
man, and he was elected by acclama-
tion. In taking his seat the ex-senator
said he appreciated his unfitness for
Ihe honor, but if his party demanded
Xhat he act, he would do so to the best
of his ability for love of country. John
Costin Jr., of St. Louis county, was
chosen secretary by acclamation.

AVilliam P. Remer, of Steams, moved
that a committee of three be appointed
"by the chair as a committee on creden-
tials, and the chairman named William
P. Remer, Steams; J. C. Nugent,
"Wright, and E. F. Shaw, Morrison. It
arras moved that a committee of three
be appointed on permanent organiza-
tion, but the motion did not receive a
second, as the delegates were anxious
to get to dinner. Recess was taken
till 2 o'clock, in order to lunch and
give the committee on credentials time
to report.

When the convention was again call*
ed to order, committee reports were
heard. The platform as adopted in-
dorses the Chicago platform and
pledges support to Bryan and Sewall
and also indorses the action of the
state convention on fusion. Itdeclares
the one issue of vital importance in
the campaign is bimetallism, condemns
the single gold standard and insists
on the reestablishment of the free coin-
age of both gold and silver at a ratio
of 16 to 1. It also declares sympathy
.with the attitude of C. A. Towne on
the financial issue and advocates his
return to congress. It demands the
passage of the Anderson bill providing
for the taxation of unused railroad
lands and demands that iron mines be
taxed in the same manner as other
lands are now taxed. The usual con-
gressional committee was appointed,
also a committee on notification with
pet).

IF FROST HOLDS OFF

A Heavy Yield of Corn Is Promised
in South Dakota.

HURON, S. D., Aug. 27.—The weekly
report of the South Dakota weather andcrop bureau is as follows:

The temperature during the week
averaged somewhat below the normal.
Several days were seasonably warm but
the weather averaged cool, with cool
nights. There was considerable cloud-
iness, also. The rains that occurred
.were mostly in light to fair scattered
showers although some localities re-
ceived good to heavy showers. The
precipitation, the state considered, aver-
aged somewhat above the normal. Insome localities showers, though light,
(are re frequent, with the cloudiness pro-
ducing semi-damp weather. While com
did well and is steadily nearing ma-turity, warmer weather and more sun-
shine in connection with the rains would
have been more favorable to its pro-
gress. In some of the most southern
counties considerable of the earliest is
cootddered about out of danger from
frost: els?where it is mostly in theroasting ear stage. There is some re-
port, also, of corn ripening unevenly.
The- crop is still very promising and the
opinion appears to be prevalent that two
weeks more of immunity from killing
frost will insure a heavy yield. In
meet localities the crop is the best for
*feaxa.

Small grain harvest is nearly com-
pleted and in the central and southern
counties threshing is becoming general.
Reports indicate that as a rule the
wheat and oats yield will be fair to
good, with more or less shrunken berry
in a number of localities.

J. S. 11ii111in<t Wants Damages From
One for Injuries From the Other.
WEST SUPERIOR, Wis., Aug. 27.—

Papers Jiave just been served in a
peculiar action for damages in this
city, the affair growing out of the dog
fight in which J. S. Hummer, a prom-
inent druggist of South Superior, was
jrery badly bitten by a savage

'
bull-dog. The defendant in the suit is

Louis Antonette Rosemale-Nepveu,
and the case, on account of the prom-
inence of the parties involved, will at-
tract considerable attention.

The bulldog in the case is an ani-may of lengthy pedigree and has areputation as a fighter to sustain. At
the time of the incident the dog was
engaged in his favorite pastime of
lighting a smaller animal, which in
this case chanced to belong to Hum-
mer. Hummer put his foot between
the animals with the idea of parting
them, and received a bite from the

savage bulldog which penetrated to
the bone and severed an artery in the
leg. An attempt was made to shoot
the brute, but Mr. Nepveu hustled him
out of sight and the animal is now
kept in hiding.

The amount of damages to be asked
for will depend largely upon the re-
sult of Mr. Hummer's wounds. The
case, however, will be fought to a
finish. The dog was not the property
of the defendant, but belonged to D.
L. Billings, a prominent society man
now at an Eastern watering place.
Nepveu is known here as "the count."
He is entitled to that rank among the
Holland nobility, and was just pre-
paring to start for a visit to Europe
when the affair occurred. He is obliged
to defer it to fight a dog suit which
promises to have considerable airing.

The school will occupy a command-ing location on a low plateau overlooking the
city and valley, while the grounds are mostlyfertile bottom lands, nearly all under irriga-
tion.

An appropriation of$25,000 was made by congress for the grounds
and main buildings, but when completed the
school willaccommodate 300 scholars.

LAKE SUPERIOR FREIGHT
LINES.

ROADS ARE HOLDING OFF.

AS YET THEY HAVE NOT DECIDED
TO MEET THE REDUC-

TION.

FERRY COMPANY IS ON THE FENCE

ItWill Probably Come Down to the
LateMt Tariff Some Time

Today.

CHICAGO, Aug. 27.—1t was an-
nounced today that the Lake Superior

lines had again reduced the freight
rates to St. Paul. This last cut is said
to have been a reduction to five cents
on all classes of freight below fourth
class. The story was not absolutely
confirmed, but the railroads declared
that they would take no steps to meet
the cut. It was not met today by the
lake Michigan liners either, but the
opinion is that they willcome down to-
morrow as low as the Lake Superior
lines have gone.

Earnings of the Monon for the third
week in August were $56,945, an In-
crease of $10,431 over the same week of
last year. From July 1, gross earnings
were $408,927, a decrease of $72,995, from
the corresponding period of last year.

The Western roads have again re-
fused to make an open reduced rate
for congressional conventions and po-
litical meetings. The result of this ac-
tion is that separate propositions will
be submitted for every convention and
meeting as they are held. The matter
will be taken up at the next regular
meeting of the association.

FERRY RATE WAR.

All Rail Lines Are Still Wuilinv;
Developments,

The very merry ferry rate war which
has demoralized every promise ofan un-
derstanding for the present between the
Chicago-St. Paul lines, went a whole
day yesterday without showing its ugly
head above the turbulent surface. The
action of the ferry company in meet-
ing the 15 cent rate of the Lake Michi-
gan & Lake Superior Transportation
company has caused the verious lines
running into St. Paul to postpone the
proposed rechecklng of rates to West-
ern, Northwestern, and Southwestern
points. Shippers in Chicago have found
out that it is cheaper to bill through
freight from Chicago to distant points,
via the lake lines, and then pay the
local rate from St. Paul to the point of
destination, than it is to bill through
via an all rail line, on a through tar-
riff. Hence it is not possible for the
lines to check up the rates until the war
is over.

Railway company. The line Is 79 miles long
and extends from Waterloo to Lyle, Minn. It
was sold under foreclosure.
