NEW YORK, Aug. 29.—Li Hung
Chang was the guest of honor tonight
at a banquet at the Waldorf, given by
former United States ministers to
China. He entered the banquet hall
leaning on the arm of Gen. J. E. Ward,
the first minister sent by this govern-

and to render friendly assistance to the Chin-
ese government when required. May the peo-
ples of our two nations enjoy the benefits
of perpetual peace.

When the speech was ended, the ambassa-
dor turned to one: of his suiter and received
from him a package wrapped in «l!k, which,
when opened, was seen to be a huge sheet of
parchment with gilt and gold seals. It was
Earl Li's letter of credentals, and was given
to the president, who turned lt over to Sec-
retary Olney. The president in reply to LI
Hung Chang said:

Your Excellency, it gives me great pleas-
ure to receive from your hand the personal
letter from your august sovereign and to
greet you aa his personal representative. Since
our two countries became better acquainted,
many Incidents have occurred to Increase our
friendly relations, and not the least gratify-
ing of these are the friendly expressions con-
tained In the letter of your emperor and the
visit to our country of his most distinguished
subject, who has been so honorably and prom-
inently connected with public affairs In his
own country and with all that has been at-
tempted in the direction of Its advancement
and Improvement.

Your visit to us at this time Is made more
impressive by the thought that lt serve, to
join in on, the most ancient civilization of
the east and the best type of a newer civil-
ization in the western world. Notwithstand-
ing the widely different characteristics of the
two countries, the welcome which Is tendered
you by the government and citizens of the
United States Illustrates in the strongest pos-
sible manner the kinship of nation.. We feel
that in the arrangement of your tour, you
have not allotted to your sojourn among us
sufficient time to gain an adequate observa-
tion of all we have accomplished as a nation.
It will not, however, escape your notice that
a rich and fertile domain has here been
quickly created by those who were assured
that they would reap where they had sown;
that a strong and beneficent government has
been here established by those who loved

ment to the Chinese court. President
Cleveland was represented by Assist-
ant Secretary of State Rockhill. The
viceroy had requested that the ban-
quet not last more than forty minutes.
At the table he barely nibbled the
delicate dishes set before him and
would not touch the wines. This was
noticed by his hosts, and in a few mo-
ments chop souey and chop sticks were
placed before him and he ate with a
relish. Toasts to the honored guests,
to the president, to the emperor of
China and others were drunk. Li
Hung Chang responded in a most $rra-
cious speech of thanks and proposed
that the banqueters "Lift up your
glasses and drink to the health of our
old-time friends."

•As the viceroy was escorted from
the room he was loudly cheered by the
seventy gentlemen at the banquet ta-
ble. This afternoon Mayor Strong
called upon LiHung Chang and wel-
comed him to the city. The interview
took on the form of a grneral discus-
sion of the American government,
especially as applied to cities, the vic-
eroy asking for many minute details,
not falling to inquire what New York
paid its mayor.

PRESENTED TO GROVEB.

Formal Reception of the Chinese
Envoy.

NEW YORK. Aug. 29.—Li Hung
Chang arose at 6 o'clock this morning.
His first caller was ex-Secretary John
W. Foster, between whom and the
Chinese ambassador a strong friend-

"•ship has existed, especially since Mr.
Foster's mission to the East during
the Japanese-Chinese war. Another
taller was Van Phou Lee, who was
sent here by the Chinese government
as a student in 1873. He presented an
invitation from the governor of Ten-
nessee to visit Nashville on his way
West. Tho report that the ambassador
and the Russian minister had a con-
ference last night, was confirmed this
morning by Edward R. Drew, the com-
missioner of customs, in the Chinese
service. Mr. Drew would say nothing
as to what had passed between his
excellency and the minister. The pro-
gramme for today was presented to ]
Earl Li. By it he found the great !
feature of the day was to be his re-

'
ception by President Cleveland at the i
residence of William Whitney.
LiHung Chang and Secretary Olney

exchanged visits in the hotel, after
Which they proceeded together to the
Whitney residence, escorted by a troop
of the Sixth cavalry. The reception by
the president was quite simple in
character and lasted only 25 minutes.
Among those present were Secretary
of State Olney, Secretary of the Treas-
ury Carlisle. Secretary of War Lamont,
and Assistant Secretary of State Rock-
hill.

The ball room, in which the presi-
dent received the Chinese ambassador,
was decorated with American and
Chinese flags. When Earl Li entered,
he seemed to recognize President
Cleveland at once, and kept his eyes
\u25a0upon him as he advanced. Secretary
Olney formally presented the distin-
guished visitor to the president. The
latter bowed and extended his hand,
which was grasped by Earl Li, who
then began his address. He said:

Your Excellency, it affords me great pleas-
ure to have the honor to be presented to your
excellency. The reputation of your highly
esteemed virtue Is widely known throughout
the world, and in you the citizenß of the
United States of America have invariably
placed their confidence, consequently, both the
interior administration and the exterior re-lations of this great republic are in a state
of prosperity. It will always be the desire
of my august master, the emperor of China,
to maintain the most cordial relations withAmerica, whose friendly assistance rendered
to the government of China after the Chlno-
Japaneso war and whose protection for the
safety of the Chinese immigrants to America
are always to be highly appreciated.
Iam now specially appointed by my august

master, the emperor of China, to present to
your excellency the assurances of his most
friendly feelings towards the United States of
America, in the hope that your excellency
\u25a0will reciprocate his sentiments between our
two countries for the cause of human kind.
Itrust that your excellency's government will
continue to afford protection and kind treat-
ment to the Chinese Immigrant* in America,

freedom, and that we have a generous andpatriotic people who love their government,
because it is theirs

—
constructed by them, ad-

ministered for them, and protected and saved
from harm by them.

We heartily wish that your stay with us
may be most pleasant, and that at its close
you may enjoy a safe and agreeable return
to your home and your field of duty and use-
fulness.

At the conclusion of his speech, the presi-
dent presented to Earl Li the members of his
cabinet and others present, and a general con-
versation followed for a short time. When
it was ended, Earl LIand suite were escorted
back to the Waldorf, where his excellency
remained during the afternoon.

FINANCIERS' VIEW.

Favorable Features Found In the

NEW YORK, Aug. 29.—The New
York Financier says this week; The
movement of money out of the clear-ing house banks since July 18 has re-
duced their deposits $54,000,000 and in
the same length of time loans have
shrunk 524,000,000. Despite this heavy
drain, however, the bank statement for
the current week is a repetition, in its
favorable features, of the one preced-
ing it, and the banks, at what might
be called the apex of the present
stringent situation, hold nearly $9,000,-
--000 more cash than the law requires.
It is true that this cash Is not equally
distributed, and that many of the in-
stitutions are below their legal re-
serves, but the showing is encourag-
ing in many ways. The operations
which brought about the changes in
the present statement are similar to
those of the previous week. The banks
lost heavily to the interior, but the
net decrease in cash was smaller than
had been expected. The gain in specie
seems to have been made in lots vary-
ing from $50,000 to $100,000 among thelarger banks.

The sharp contraction reflected
! through the statement is shown in the

decrease in loans, which was made
necessary in order to maintain re-
serves. The loan contraction and the
loss of cash to the interior, of course,

! decreased deposits, but the shrinkage
in that item is apparently larger than
the operations mentioned called for.i The banks have been taking out new

!circulation as fast as possible.
It is encouraging to note that the'

reserve is still above the average at
: this season for a long series of years
! preceding the 1893 panic. The heavy
; inflow of foreign gold will have a1 marked effect on succeeding bank
1 statements, and money rates promise
j to fall materially before the end of
i the season. There is no doubt that the
!imports will continue until the legiti-
imate demand for money is fully sat-

isfied. Nothing but an unforeseen
panic can put rates back to the figures

Ithat have held for several weeks past.
