VKHY STRICT CAMP DISCII'LINE

Will Be Enforced Jumt am If in the
Country of an Armed

Enemy.

The Sabbath was man's day, and
more particularly the old soldier's, at
Camp Mason, yesterday. Quartermas-
ter Captain Hart and a large force of
nun were busy all day completing the
erection of tents and the distributing
(it TOis, mattresses and other camp
necessities Eighty tenta were erected
on a. space south of Selby avenue for
the use of ladies of the W. It. C. The
Sons of Veterans' camp is nearly corn-

pleted, and will be ready for occu-
pancy today. The large mess tent is
160x80, and is under the charge of B.
Robbins. Mr. Robbins said that he
could feed 4,000 regularly during the
week, and his larder is something
large in the line of encampment ra-
tions.

Since the loss of an entire tent, with
poles and stakes, from the camp at
Central park, Gen. Muehlberg has de-
cided to keep a guard on duty contin-
ually. A number of National Guard
men were stationed at the large camp
last night to prevent further thieving.

The camp was visited by a large

number of citizens yesterday after-
noon. They came in carriages, on
street cars, rode bicycles and walked.
A military camp has attractions of its
own, and the visitors yesteray ap-
peared satisfied in gazing at the white
tents and contemplating, doubtless, the
expected arrival of the battle-scarred
veterans today.

A number of posts have already ar-
rived, however. The first to be desig-
nated to quarters was the Welcome
Post No. 19, of Mankato. Their quar-
termaster secured twenty tents and
brought a roll call of 150 men. The
other posts who have arrived are:
Post No. 74. of Mapleton, Minn.; Post
No. 177, River Falls, Wis.; Post No.
149, Heron Lake, Minn.; John P. Rey-

nolds Post No. 51,0f Alexandria, Minn.;
Joseph Mower Post No. 111, of Pine
Island, Minn. The Stoddard Post No.
34, of Worthington, Minn., have eight
tents of their own a few blocks from
the main camp.

One of the historic relics of the camp,
which will receive much attention. Is
a weather-beaten tent which once be-
longed to Jefferson Davis, when that
individual was in the height of his
glory as president of the Confederate
states. It was once supposed to be
light in color, but the black loam sur-
rounding it Is now a pure white in
comparison. This old-time war relic
was captured at Jeff's Southern plan-
tation by Rev. James Peet, at one
time a Methodist preacher in St. Paul.
He served aa chaplain in the Union
army, and captured this tent, with
several others, near the close of the
v.-ar. It was sent from Grantsville,
Wis., by E. L. Peet. It has done yeo-
man service for the past twenty-six
years at Methodist camp meetings.

There are now accommodations at
Camp Mason for 4,000 people. The
five hundred small tents already erect-
ed by the G. A. R. officials make quite
a city by themselves, not mentioning
numerous smaller camps near by.

Water will be supplied from city
mains, through the medium of hose
and barrels, to all parts of the camp.
Gasoline lamps were placed at every
other tent and drays piled high with
cots distributed their loads. These
accommodations are furnished free to
the old soldiers, while the W. R. C. and
Sons of Veterans provide their own
quarters.

Gen. Herman Muehlberg, commander
of Camp Mason, was busy yesterday
afternoon in looking after the general
arrangements. He stated that the
camp organization would be corn-*
pleted Monday evening at sunset.
During the day, Capt. N. C. Robinson,
officer of the guard, will appoint his
force, and at the firingof a single shot
at sunset Monday the camp will be
under martial rule and the camp colors
willbe first floated.

That plenty of powder willbe burned
was signified by the three hundred
pounds which was placed in the
quartermaster's tent yesterday after-
noon. When Old Sol rises Tuesday
morning, he will be greeted with the
national salute of forty-five guns.
Similar salutes will be used at sunset,
and with the arrival of any noted
officer at the camp, cartridges will be
exploded. These each contain a
pound and a half of powder and are
to be used in two three-inch rifled
cannon. Gen. Muehlberg said it would
be well for the residents near Camp

j Mason to open windows during the
|firingif they wish their* window panes
| intact after camp is struck.

The camp is well situated as to car
Ilines and convenient from both St.
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Paul and Minneapolis. The Interurbanf
care are but a four minutes walk from
headquarters and the Grand avenue
and Rondo street !inea are but a few
blocks away. The Selby avenue
cable passes along: the southern ex-
tremity of the camp and forms the
most accessible route from the St. Paul
business centers.

Besides the camp proper at Dayton
avenue and Milton street, there are
other quarters furnished by the G. A.
It. fo-r the state militia. Capt. Hart
has completed the erection of one
hundred and fifty tents at Cedar and
Central avenue, which willbe occupied
by the Second regiment, Minnesota
National Guards, under command of
Col. Bohleter. The Third regiment,
from Duluth, will have their quarters
in the Corlies, Chapman and Drake
building at Seven corners. They are
commanded by Col. J. C. Shandrew.
Companies from Red Wing and Still-
water will be the guests of the Min-
neapolis battalion and will accompany
them here for the parade on Thurs-
day. They are under Col. C. McC.
Reeve, First regiment, of St. Paul
and Minneapolis.

The tents belonging to the G. A. R.
at Camp Mason are already taken by
the hordes of visitors to the city. They
will begin to arrive today, and to-
morrow will see an assault such as

enjoyed one feature of fire works sel-
dom given and never seen here before.
Manager Price will repeat it each eve-
ning this week, as it seemed to be the
one receiving greatest applause, the
water fire works. How is It done?
Why does not the water put out the
fire? One sees a workman step to the
edge of the lake, lighta piece which he
holds in his hand and then deliberately
throw it into the water. Yet it does
not go out. Rather, it begins to skim
around over the surface, throwing
out millions of beautiful stars and
bright colors and dances hither and
thither over the water. In the dazzling
effect reflected from the clear water
the audience fail to notice the little
blocks or floats on which the piece Is
fastened and itis moved around by the
same force that the small boy's "nigger
chaser" dances around on the ground.

powerful search light. About 9 o'clock

ever. They spend a great deal of time
in the pineries and shoot deer, catch
big fish and enjoy wooded life gener-
ally. They had a narrow escape from
death during the Hinckley fire just
two years ago yesterday and tell a
vivid tale of the horror of their flight
from the strip between the Snake and
Knife rivers near Hinckley.

Another couple of similar nomadic
tastes is Silas E. Lowery and wife,
of Cincinnati, 0., who arrived wester-
day afternoon. They are accompanied
by two children and drove across
country all the way from Ohio, camp-
ing by the roadside.

An
officer prescribing for any case will
keep an accurate record of such case
and report the same to the chairman
of the committee. No charges are to
be made to Grand Army men or their
families for any ordinary medical at-
tendance. Prescriptions will be writ-
ten."

The Taylor & Myers St. Paul
Pharmacy company, 109 East Seventh
street, have generously offered to
fill all such prescriptions free of
charge. Such prescriptions will be
marked "G. A. R." by the officer mak-
ing them.

Cots will be placed for the use ot
patients while waiting to be sent to
a hospital. The different stations will
be in telephonic connection so that no
delay will be experienced in sending
the ambulance where Itis needed.

IS AN EDUCATION.

Rev. Watson B. Millard on the Bigr
G. A. R. K\en«.

Rev. Watson B. Millard, of Plymouth
Congregational church, preached a
special sermon at his morning service
yesterday appropriate in its bearing
upon the national encampment of the
G. A. R.

The church was filled with a large
number of veterans present in token of
the special occasion set apart in their
behalf. The pastor chose his text fromHebrew, 12-23, as follows: "To the
general assembly and the church of
the first born, which is written in
heaven."

The apostle, in this passage, said Dr.
Millard, is speaking of the great body of the
church on earth, which is mentioned as all
who are seeking to carry on the Lord's work.
He speaks of it as a great assembly and wemay well use it as a type of the Grand Army
of the Republic, whose encampment Is just
upon us. Those of us who are old enough to
remember the day of war, can easily recall
those stirring events, the mustering of com-
panies and regiments, the farewells as the
great army went to the front, the news of
battle and suffering, and all the great events
of that mighty struggle. Two and one-third
millions of men composed the great Unionarmy and navy, and it is a number beyond
comprehension.

After the four years of terrible conflict,
nearly 360,000 out of the number gave up
their lives, either in battle or from wounds
or exposure. Thus, even this brief fact, can
tell something of the awful sacrifice, or can
tell of the cost of the defense of the country
and the perpetuity of our institutions. Whenvictory and peace were at last achieved,
nearly two millions of men put down their
arms and went back to the farm and to the
shop and the counter and desk, a fact which,
in itself, is remarkable in showing the char-
acter of the valiant soldiers.
It was not fitting that so great an army

which won such Inestimable benefit for man,
should be absolutely obliterated. So the haopy
thought of the G. A. R., suggested first" by
Dr. Stevenson, of Illinois,and his companions,
was worked out in the sDlendld organization
in 1866. During these thirty years of course
many have passed away, but today the rep-
resentatives coming to our city represent a
membership of above 350,000 men. We may
well count it a large honor to welcome these
veterans and fully recognize the great work
they have done for us. Every one of these
men have had some part in this great vic-
tory and have been honorably discharged
from service. The principles of their organ-
ization are forcibly expressed in the three
words. Fraternity. Charity and Loyalty. They
am pledged to the continual prosperity and
safety of our country.

The great encampment, with all its attend-
ing circumstances, from year to year, fur-
nishes one of the best means for the educa-
tion of the young and rising generation, and
of patriotism tor nil. Their principles form
the basis for all noble conception of true love
and reverence of one's country. But, while
we seek to do honor to these men. who have
sacrificed and suffered, it is fitting that we
recognize the deeper lesson that is contained
in th« text. The G. A. R. Is a type, also, of
a. still grander army and which is mentioned
in the text. The grandest army of all is
"the general assembly and church nf the first
born." These mean the great body of true
believers in the Lord Jesus Christ. We do not
mean those who are simply members of the
church, but all those whose names are written
in heaven. As we go to the archives of Wash-
ington for the official enrollment of the G. A.
R.. so -the names of the great army of God
are enrolled 'n heaven.

But it is fair to say that while not all of
those enrolled on the church records belong to
the great army, yet undoubtedly the greater
number of these are written in heaven, will
be found to be members of the Church of
Christ. We note this contrast, that while the
veterans have finished their warfare, the
army of God is still in the midst of the fitrht.
All that is good in the G. A. R. is sustained
and encouraged in this greater army. Let us
reioice that while no one can loin the G. A. R.
who has not made his record in the war, we
may all of us join this greater army.

Iseventh annual fair of the Minnesota
i State Agricultural society, which, from ;

!a preliminary standpoint, promises to
jbe the largest and most comprehensive
exhibitions ever held under the man-
agement of the Minnesota association.
Every building on the grounds is
crowded to its fullest with attractive
displays in all lines of industries, and
overfllow accommodations have been
established In tents, machine sheds
and the old pool room under the grand

stand. Realizing that this year St.
Paul would be the Mecca of thousands
of visitors from all parts of the United
States, and that a similar opportunity
to advantageously display the re-
sources of the great North Star state
would seldom, if ever, again offer
itself, the management of the agricul-

tural society has spared no effort in
gathering a collection of exhibits which
has had no equal in the history of the
organization.

Throughout the entire day of yes-
terday the fair grounds were as a
busy, bustling city. Long trains of
teams wound their way in and out
of the many entrances, heavily loaded
with the last of the exhibits, nearly

all of which will be in place by noon
today. \u25a0 In the different buildings a
scene of redoubled activity was evi-
dent, as though the moral code con-
tained no reference to the holiness of
the Sabbath day. Among the require-

ments which are imposed upon exhib-
itors when they are allotted space is

that their displays shall be in place on
the opening day of the fair and remain
until its close, and In order to comply

with the first part of this obligation

the greatest expedition was necessary

on account of the diversity and ex-
tensive nature of the displays.

In the main building completion

marks nearly all of the exhibits. Each
space in the four wings of the building
is occupied by a display of an attrac-
tiveness the quality of which it is
safe to say has not been exceeded, if
equaled, In the past. Most of the ex-
hibits are as yet under cover, and it
would be an impossibility to give a
detailed description of them until seen
in all of their perfect arrangement.
Among the displays are those of Mann-
heimer Bros., Conover Music company,
Phoenix Tobacco company, Plymouth
Clothing house, Noyes Bros. &

A. C. Waldron, apiary exhibit; Deere-
Webber Bicycle company and many

others.
In the dairy hall the arrangements

are about completed, and today will
see in operation the latest modern
dairy machinery in the different ex-
hibits of the 400 dairies of the state,

all of which are represented. The hall
is under the management of Robert
A. Crickmore, of Owatonna, and he
announces that he will be ready to
receive the public with the opening
of the gates this morning.

Leslie Parlin, of this city, the super-
intendent of the poultry building, 13
one of the most distracted men on the
grounds. He simply does not know
where to put the unequaled number of
fowls entered in the various classes.
The building is crowded already with
the coops in place, and there are yet
two carloads of birds from Wisconsin
waiting to be put on exhibition. The
pleasing feature of the chicken exhibit
is the presence of so many entries on
the part of Minnesota breeders of fine
birds, in addition to which there is a
display of high bred game fowls from
the state of Texas, which willundoubt-
edly attract much attention.
In the machinery sheds the farmer

will find enough to occupy his atten-
tion during the entire week. All of the
manufacturers who have heretofore
displayed their products in this state
are on hand with more modern and
effective machinery, and many con-
cerns are occupying space for the first
time under the auspices of the agri-

cultural society, thus augmenting the
display by fully one-third over that
of last year. Superintendent Weaver,
of this department, was engaged yes-
terday in perfecting arrangements for
the supplying of motive power to the
different exhibitors, and promises that
the huge leather belts and numberless
wheels will be started on their week's
revolutions some time today.

The arrangement in the agricultural
hall is somewhat backward, owing to
the late arrival of trains containing
the county displays, but as there are
to be but eight' counties represented,
it will not be a difficult task to com-
plete the detailed arrangement during
today and tomorrow, and it is said
that the character of the products to
be in competition will amply recom-
pense for the short delay in getting
into place. Lac Qui Parle county ha 3
taken Time by the forelock and has
in place a decidedly unique and at-
tractive exhibit, in the form of an
arched fence ten feet high, on which
is tastefully arranged the grains
abounding in its fertile regions. Across
the golden background in

v
grains of

different colors is the inscription,
"Good Crops and Where to Raise
Them," followed by the name of the
county arranged in a like manner.

Mille Laos county also has Its dis-
play in position and with its choice
grains, fruits and vegetables will be
one of the interesting features of the
building, as will likewise the exhibit
of Traverse county in the form of a
pagoda, composed of a novel arrange-
ment of its products.

with the arrival of delayed trains today
willbe complete by tomorrow morning
at the latest.

All of the building which Is not oc-
cupied by the county displays will be
given over to the exhibition of fruita
and flowers, and it Is considered a
fortunate circumstance that more spaca
than usual willbe had for this purpose,
as the fruit crop has been the largest
for years and otherwise many exhibi-
tors would be unable to find accom-
modation.

The woman's building, an* Innovation
of this year, is well filled with the re-
sults of feminine industry, and an art
gallery containing some of the rarest
paintings in the Northwest willbe oe
exhibition in an annex set aside foi
this purpose.

In speaking of the horse and cattl«departments Secretary Randall said:
"In the cattle sheds we have as fine a
collection of high bred animals as haa
been gotten together west of Chicago.
There are twenty-three distinct herds,
making a total of over 500 animals in
competition In the different classes.
There is blooded stock of all the beel
and dairy breeds and we are sure that
those In particular who are interested
in the raising of high class stock will
find this department one of the most
attractive they have ever seen.

"Our horse department is fully up to
that of last year, when it was con-
sidered that we had a remarkably
large entrance list in the face of the
decline in the horse raising industry.
Allof the owners of prize stock in Min-
nesota are on this year's entry blanks
as well as those from Wisconsin and
lowa. Of sheep and swine there is as
large a number as we can accommo-
date and all of them are of the bestgrades."

"Insecuring our special attractions,"
said Secretary Randall, "we have
worked with the knowledge that the
fair would be visited by those from
other portions of the country whereonly the best is appreciated and we
have planned to give a programme
that we feel will satisfy and entertain
the most exacting. As for the racing
card, it is only necessary to say that
we are in the center of a race horsecountry, and that we have the pick
of the section to face our starter. The
most interesting event, of course, will
be the 2:08 pace. There are six entries
in this class all of whom have marks
better than 2:11, and it will undoubt-edly be one of the hottest contested
races of the fair. In the other events
the entries range from five to eight-
een, all good horses, too, so it is highly
probable that each day will witness
the best of sport. There willbe trials
at records by horses secured for thispurpose, both to wagon and in thesulky, and the phenomonal mare,
Marion Mills,who paces in 2:12 without
either sulky, harness or driver, will
perform each day. Every racing pro-
gramme will be closed with a running
race by way of diversion."

Today willbe "Bicycle day" and the
entire racing card will consist of
events of the wheelmen. Sid Black,
the trick rider, will exhibit his ability
as an eccentric, and there will also
be a balloon ascension and parachute
leap by Prof. Roddy, of Peoria, 111.

There was an accident at the trackyesterday morning, which resulted In
the death of the running horse. Sapph-
ire, a four-year-old colt, belonging to
Michael Lynch, of St. Paul. The colt
'was being jogged on the traok by aboy, when it took fright at some otherhorses, and reared, falling against a
post so that its neck was broken and
ft died instantly. The colt was worth$500.

The Indians arrived yesterday, too,
and proceeded to estaglish their vil-lage. They are Winnebagoes and
Chippewas, and number about forty.
Among them is the noted chief, Black-hawk, 100 years old; Greencloud
