The Ladles of the G. A. R., who have
handsome headquarters at the Ryan
hotel, organized in October, .18&8, in
Chicago. At that time the present or-
ganization was known as the Loyal
Ladies, and had met. In national con-
vention in Chicago. The Ladies of the
G. A. R. were an Illinois organization
and at the convention a consolidation
of the Loyal Ladies and the Ladies of
the G. A. R. was perfected. The so-
ciety only numbered a few hundred
and only included a few of the states.
Now the society has grown greatly and
includes every state in the Union. The
first national president was Mrs. Mc-
Neir, of New* Jersey. The society is a
fraternal one and is composed of only
the mothers, wives, sister, and daugh-
ters of honorably discharged veterans
and the ex-army nurses. Iri this re-
spect it Is unlike the W. R. C, whichincludes in its members any
woman who declares' herself loyal.
Commander Walker has a move
on foot .for the consolidation of
the two societies, which will be warmly
contested by the Ladies of the G. A. R.,
who say that no consolidation is pos-
sible. Commander Walker has re-
quested each society to form a com-
mittee to consider the matter, which
has been done. The matter will come
up before the Ladies of the G. A. R. at
the national meeting to be heldWednesday morning at 9 o'clock at theRyan. There are about 3*oo delegates to
this society in attendance on the en-
campment. The present national pres-
ident is Mrs. C. E. Hirst, of Louis-ville, Ky., who is expected in the city
this morning.

Veterans Are Not 'AH of Them
Wealth y.

Grand Army postsi are a good deal
like individuals, after all. Some are
wealthy and fortunate, in the posses-
sion of all that wealth can buy—rep-
utation, luxurious tßappings, splendid
quarters. Their members come into
the city on special] trains, and the
travelers fresh from -the lavatories of
the sleeping cars have the appearance
of sleek, well-fed, well-to-do men of
the world. They march a few blocks
to their hotel, are cheered for their
fine display and are much pleased with
the heartiness of their reception and
the admiratior, they have won. But
the little straggling posts, the posts
that come from the _yillages, that* are
without the costly bahriers/and whose
sole possession is a battered and soiled
flag

—
these old soldiers make their en-

try with colors flying, 'tis true, but

they are weary and worn, their step
is slow, there are no cheers for them;
their dust-stained appearance excites
no Interest, no comment. But they
are old soldiers, and under their coats
beats the fire of patriotism and love
of a country which they would have
died to save, ifneed be.

Most of the big posts, those that are
well known, some that are known
wherever the name of the Grand Army
is heard, arrived in the earlier hours
of the afternoon. But the little fel-lows, most of them, came late in the
day, and most of them, too, were so
weary that, the march to the quarters
at Camp Mason or in the school houses
was almost beyond the strength of
some of them. There was a wealth
of pathos In the sight of a squad of
old soldiers plodding wearily out Selby
avenue, cheered .by the merry thrill of
a shrill flfer and the lively tattoo of
the drummer. But few of the old feet
were quick enough to keep step and
there was an air of weariness in the

demeanor of some that must have re-
called the weary marches in the day
of a generation gone. Hungry and
footsore these veterans must have en-
vied some of their comrades who were
dining in brilliant quarters in the heart
of the city.
