Horse Race., a Balloon Anteixlou
and a Lacrosse Uame With In-

dian Players on the Card.

The thirty-seventh annual fair of the
Minnesota State Agricultural society
was opened at Hamline yesterday un-
der auspices which indicate the most
successful fair ever held by the organi-
zation. The day was perfect, the ar-
rangements for caring for a large
crowd whollyadequate, and the incom-
plete aspect usually incident to first
days of large exhibitions almost en-
tirely absent, thus enabling those who
attended every opportunity of viewing
the displays in their entirety. Beyond
doubt the grounds this year contain
attractions In all departments far su-
perior to those of former years, and
all that is now necessary to make 1896
memorable in the history of the Agri-
cultural society is for the public to
go out to the grounds and enjoy the
entertainment.

When the gates were opened at 7
o'clock yesterday morning there was
a small army of workmen and helpers
waiting for admittance, and it was but
a short time later that the public be-
sieged the ticket offices with the same
object in view. For a first day the
crowd was larger than that of last
year. It was bicycle day, too, and
this fact added largely to the attend-
ance. From 9 o'clock on there was a
stream of wheels ridden by men,
women and children, pouring into the
grounds, while in the afternoon the
cars brought larger numbers to wit-
ness the races. Exclusive of railroad
tickets and passes, the paid admis-
sions netted the society $1,100; but this
does not represent more than one-half
of the number of people on the
grounds, which according to the con-
servative estimate of Treasurer Moffatwas 5,000.

The main building was generally the
first object of inspection on the part
of the sightseers, and here alone they
could have spent the entire day. Every
inch of space in the building is occu-
pied with attractive mercantile dis-
plays, sufficiently diversified by inven-tions, novelties and railroad exhibits
to arouse the keenest interest. In the
center of the four wings is a decidedly
unique exhibit by the Waterous Engine
company, of this city, which attracteda great deal of attention. There are on
exhibition all kinds of fire apparatus,
from the small hand reel to the nickel-plated steam engine, all manufactured
in St. Paul, and visitors stood admir-ingly in front of the display through-
out the day.

The feature of the northeast wing is
the exhibt of the Northern Pacific
railroad. Itis one of the most com-
prehensive exhibits on the grounds,
and contains specimens of grains'
grasses, fruits, vegetables and mineraiores from every section of the country
traversed by the road. The Northern
Pacific also has a display car on the
grounds, which in its construction in-
terior arrangement and contents is a
marvel of beauty.

The apiary display in the east wing

Qui Parle, Itasca. Mille Lacs, Pope,
Stevens and Morrison counties, and a
display by the Minnesota State farm.

Itasca county has placed an exhibit
which cannot fail to attract attention.
The arrangement is attractive and the
products many and varied. The for-
estry exhibit is especially good, while
grains and grasses of marvelous
growths abound. The watermelons,
squash©- and vegetables are among the
fine specimens in the building and a
birch bark canoe, banked with wheat
and oats in the shock, is a symbolic
ornament which prettily furnishes a
splendid showing.

Lac Qui Parle county has made a
unique and beautiful display which
shows its resources to the highest ad-
vantage. On a high arched fence are
banked the kernels ofevery grain raised
in the county and a fringe of threaded
grain lends a decidedly artistic effect
to the display. The name of the county
and several inscriptions setting forth
its fertility, are worked across the
fence in grains of different colors, and
at its base repose the choicest melons,
beets and potatoes, more of which will
arrive and be placed in position this
morning.

The exhibition of Mille Lacs county
has never been excelled by that district
and the artistic arrangement is pro-
ductive of the most attractive effect.
On a pyramid of shelves are nearly 200
specimens of the agricultural products
of the county, including fifty-two varie-
ties of potatoes, twenty-five varieties
of apples and a profusion of grains,
grasses and vegetables. The exhibit
is the result of considerable effort and
shows clearly the resourceful nature
of the county.

The display of Traverse county is in
the form of a large unbrell-a, the space
between the ribs being composed of
the heads of wheat, oats, barley and
selections from forty-two varieties of
grasses. About the handle of the um-
bralla are specimens of the county's
fruit and vegetable products. The fruit
crop has been remarkably large this
year and some elegant specimens are
to be seen in this exhibit.

Pope county is well represented and
though not contemplating a display un-
til late in the season, has one of the
best in the building. Its chief feature
Is its wheat and oats, as well as its
varieties of millet, all of which evi-
dence a remarkable growth, some with
the fullest heads being over live feet
high. There is also a representative dis-
play of vegetables and fruits which is
of interest to agricultural visitors.

As the result of generally good crops,
Stevens county has a splendid display
of its farm products. Its grains and
grasses are first-class and its fruits are
among the best in the hall. Forty
varieties of beans are on exhibition andsome of the largest beets and melons
to be seen.

Morrison county has an exhibit fully
up to the standard and diversifies its
display by the presence of the products
of a paper mill and a flour mill. Thepaper is shown in all its forms from
the pulp to the sheet, and sack and bar-
rel flour show the independence of thecounty for its bread supply. Tbe coun-ty shows the best of potatoes, cabbages,
melons and squashes, with high grade
specimens of grasses and grains.

With one exception the county exhib-
its are complete, and the county still
somewhat delayed on account of thje
late arrival of its products willbe ready
for public inspection today.

Fully one half of the Agricultural
building is given over to the horticul-
turist and as a result, there is a pro-
fusion of flowers, vines, palms and
shrubs which delights the eye of the
visitor and causes him to linger long
amidst their sweet fragrance.

While every feature of-the fair was
accorded its full share of attentionyesterday, the cattle department had
the greatest general power of attrac-
tion, and admiring crowds constantly

streamed through the long and well-filled barns. There is high-bred stoclcof all kinds on exhibition. The dis-play is fully up to that of last year
in the horse department, while th»cattle department includes more en-tries and more varieties. All of tha
animals entered in the various rlassesare in the barns, and the whoi° depart-
ment is in such systema-t'e shape that
the judging anong the cattle was be-gun yesterday afternoon. This wasnecessary on account of the large num-
ber of entries, there being nearly 4uohead of cattle on the grounds. Among
the exhibitors in the cattle department
are all those of last year and a num-
ber who have never before showntheir stock in this slate.

While not quite so large as in formeryears, the display of horses will con-
stitute one of the main features of thefair, and, owing to the high grade ofthe animals in competition, the awardof prizes will be carefully watched by
horsemen.

In the poultry hall pandemonium,
reigned. Roosters crowed and henscackled, while the crowd stopped its
ears and looked on the hall full ofbirds fully alive to the splendid ex-
hibit afforded by the unparalleled num-
ber of entries. So great was the de-
mand for space by the owners of prize
fowls, that only about two-thirds couldbe accommodated in the regular build-
ing and the rest had to be quartered
in a part of the St. Louis county build-ing.

The woman's building was the cen-ter of attraction for yesterday's fem-
inine visitors, and they found an
abundance to interest and invite tbeir
attention. Every conceivable branch
of woman's industry was represented
and the displays of needle work, cook-ery, etc., far surpasses any like ex-
hibit held by state fair associations.
The art gallery annex was crowded
all day, attesting the merit of the
works displayed therein and amply re-
warding the effort of the women Who
labored to make this one of tho feat-
ures of the woman's display.

In the dairy and machinery hallsnothing was lacking to make the ex-
hibits complete, and the whirling-
wheels, smooth running belts and the
hiss of escaping steam attracted
farmer and citizen alike to view the
excellent displays. The dairy indus-
try is attracting a great deal of at-
tention and is prolific in exhibits.
There are 400 dairies in Minnesota and
every one of the concerns is repre-
sented in this building.

With special attractions this year's
fair is particularly, well favored. The
Indian village is of interest to nearly
every one visiting the grounds, and
the dances and games of the warriors
were yesterday witnessed by largs
numbers at each performance. Then
there are merry-go-rounds for the
amusement of the children, a Ferris
wheel for the more venturesome from
the top of which can be secured a
bird's eye view of the entire grounds,
and several side shows with wild and
wierd banners, which cause the 10
cents necessary for admission to leave
the pockets of many a sight-seer. The
management has been very particular
about granting privileges to those con-
ducting these shows* and no frauds
have been allowed on the grounds.

The success of yesterday as an open-
ing day was most gratifying to the
fair managers, and they are looking
forward to a most propitious week.
