sions of the day, even that trivial Incidentwas not forgotten. She has written a history
of the war, which has not yet been printed.
Just before the reporter left she said: "Oh
do not forget to say I met Gen. Sickles today
for the first time. I have shaken hands sJbowith so many old soldiers that my fingers aresore."

He Ever Saw.

"I have attended the majority of the
meetings of the Grand Army," said L.
A. McWlthy, of Sparta, Wis., yester-

day, "but I have never seen a crowd
equal to that which witnessed our

parade of Wednesday. It seemed to

me as if all the people of the United
States had congregated along Sixth
street In order to pay a tribute of re-
spect to the survivors of the war. And
I have heard a score of the boys say
that they never have seen any such a
jam before, either. It certainly speaks
volumes for the patriotism of the
Northwest. I did not intend to march
at all. I am getting along ln years,

but the weather was so magnificent

that I thought I would attempt It.
Honestly, when the march was over
I didn't feel as If I had gone two

blocks. In the matter of climate, St.
Paul is certainly the city ln which to

hold a reunion."

consin cavalry.

Fought at Btreh Conllee.

Just thirty-four years ago yesterday,
the members of Company A, Sixth Min-

nesota infantry, found themselves in

that "pit of hell" at Birch Coulee, so
aptly described by Judge Egan. D. D.
Terwilliger, now livingat Lake Forest,
111., was a member of that company at
the time, and yesterday went over the
scenes of that awful day, with a crowd
of Interested listeners. Mr. Terwilliger

refers, somewhat contemptuously to the
fact that while he and his comrades,
a mere handfull. held the Indians at
bay for twenty-four hours yet when a
relief ofsome 450 men was sent to them,

this body turned back when within
sight of the Indians surrounding the
heiioc band, and waited for rernfoce-
ments. Judge Egan. who was one of
the entrapped, brings out this feature
of that celebrated affair, very fully.
