The wrath of the executive commit-
tee of the Grand Army encampment

committee found vent in the following

resolution adopted at a meeting held
last evening:

Whereas, It has been customary in all
cities which have heretofore entertained the
national encampments of the G. A. R. to
Cheerfully tender the use of public school
houses for the lodging of veterans, a pre-
ceelent which the public opinion of our
citizens, by an overwhelming majority, de-
manded should be followed ln St. Paul:
and

Whereas. From the Inauguration of the
preparations for the Thirtieth national en-
campment. G. A. R., certain members of
the St. Paul board of school inspectors have
persistently and continuously placed every j
possible obstacle in the way of the work of \u25a0

the citizen's committee, Ehowing throughout j
a lack of public spirit, patriotism and de- j
ceney, which merits the condemnation of j
every citizen; and

Whereas, To cap the climax of this ob-
Etrue-tive and injurious action these
men have, this afternoon, ordered the jan- |
itors of the several school buildings where I
the mattresses owned by this committee \u25a0

were stored in the hallways, awaiting re-
moval, to throw said mattresses into the
streo's, where they are subject to inclem- |
enc-ies of the weather and the depredations j
of plunderers: and

Whereas, This property, paid for by the
contributions of our generous people, is
now thus exposed to weather and depredation
by reason of the unnecessary and inexcus-
able action above set forth; therefore, be it

Resolved, That we unreservedly conde'ein
the whole manifestly hostile sentiment and
course of action toward this movement ex-
hibited by the individuals referred to, and
denounce their conduct as unworthy public
officials and citizens of St. Paul; and, le it
further

Resolved, That we respectfully request
the mayor and common council of this city
to investigate the spirit and action of Eaid
members of the board of school inspectors
with a view to the removal of men who have
thus disgraced their official positions and dis-
honored the city.

The executive committee is composed
of Gen. E. C. Mason. J. H. Beck, H. A.
Castle, A. R. McGill, J. J. McCardy,
J. S. Pinney, Albert Scheffer and R. A.
Becker. All of them were present ex-
cept Mr. Beck. Jnst before the meet-
ing, C. W. Horr informed some of the
members that the cots which had been
placed in the different school houses
for the accommodation of visitors dur-
ing last week had been carried out and
left in the school yards through the
orders of some member of the school
board. The members of the executive
committee thought that such action
was enough to make any person hot.
Itmade all of them furious and this
at first found vent in words and after- |
wards in the foregoing resolutions. I
Secretary Pinney, in explaining the I
action of the committee after it was !
over, said that the committee felt it j
had been treated with the slightest pos- |
sible consideration by the school board j
from the time that it was shown that i
the use of the schools would be neces-

sary until this climax. Before the en-
encampmeht, he said, they had had
to put up with anything that was de-
manded and knuckled down to the
board on every question, because they
had to have the use of the buildings.
They had, however, pledged the school
board that the houses would be put in
satisfactory condition for use when
needed next Monday, and the commit-
tee felt that that was enough. The
school houses were used up to and in-
cluding Saturday, and Sunday was the
first day they had to begin to remove
the cots. They couldn't do anyhing
that day and Monday was Labor day.
They tried to get teams to begin the
work Monday, but could only secure
three, as the teamsters were observing
the day. The three they had employed
they paid double wages. Yesterday
was the first day they had a chance
to make arrangements to have the
houses cleared, and this they intended
to have done today, when they heard
that the cots had been thrown out in
the yards, and if it rained during the
night would be spoiled. They were
to have made a proposition to Buffalo
last night to take the cots, but were
compelled to wire the condition of
things, so they expect they have lost the
chance to dispose of them. When they

heard what had been done they tele-
phoned the mayor and he ordered an
officer detailed to each school to see
that none were carried off during the
night. They did not know who had j
ordered the cots taken out of the I

buildings, but understood it had been |
Mr. Yoerg.

Anthony Yoerg, who is the chairman ;
of the committee on school buildings, j
when seen at his home last night, said: |
"Ido not see any occasion for criti- !

cism of the action taken. Least Friday

the G. A. R. committee was notified to
send teams around the next day to the
various schools buildings for the pur- \
pose of carting away the. mattresses.
No teams put in an appearance on Sat-
urday nor were any seen Monday or j

today. Consequently the janitors of the
\u25a0school buildings were instructed to re- j
move the mattresses, as it was abso- j
lutely necessary to begin cleaning up ;
the school rooms at once and replacing
the desks in order to have everything j
in readiness by next Monday, when the i
schools open. That is all there is to !
it."

Dr. Abbott, president of the school :
board, when asked concerning the row, |
declared that there could be no row on j
account of the fact that it took two to !
make a row, and the board had no row :
to make. He had not heard of the 1
grievance claimed by the encampment j
committee, and did not know that the j
cots and beds referred to had been j
thrown out of the school buildings, i

He had supposed, however, that they
had been removed. One of the agree- !
ments made by the committee was to
remove the cots as soon as the encamp- |
ment was over. The encampment had
been over three days, not counting
Sunday, and he supposed the com-
mittee had filled its pledge before this
time. The janitors had been notified to
clear up the buildings for the opening
of school next Monday.

A special meeting of the school com-
mittee has been called for tomorrow
to fill vacancies in the teaching staff,
and the resolution will no doubt be |
considered informally then, if not be-
fore.

STRUCK BY A TRAIN.

Rev. O. A. Snow Terribly Injured at
Lake Shore.

A serious, and what may yet prove
to be a fatal accident, occurred at 3
o'clock yesterday afternoon at Lake
Bhore station, White Bear lake, on the
St. Paul & Duiuth, when Rev., O. A. j
Snow, a resident of that place, was \
struck by a train. Mr. Snow, who is j
over sixty years of age, and whose j
hearirvr ls somewhat impaired, was
walkinghome from a visitto a neighbor
along the track, and it is thought that
he could not have heard the approach-
ing train. When picked up, it was
found that he had sustained a fracture
of the skull, beside having two ribs
broken. Dr. Clark, the railroad surgeon
at Whiia Bear, was summoned, and
attended the injured man, who was
removed to the home of Mr. Thompson
at White Bear village. Last evening it
was reported that Mr. Snow was rest-
ing easily and hopes are entertained of
his recovery.

PINNEY IS CHOSEN.

He Is the New Commercial Club
Secretary.

The directors of the Commercial club
yesterday afternoon elected J. S. Pin-
ney to the office of secretary of the
club to fill the unexpired term of D.
R. McGinnis, who resigned-three weeks
ago. The action of the directors will
make Mr. Pinney secretary until Dec.
15, when the regular election will take |
place.

Immediately upon the resignation of
Mr. McGinnis, three weeks ago, an ac-
tive canvass for the position of secre-
tary of the club was begun by ten or
twelve aspirants for the office. Being
a responsible position, however, the
directors took plenty of time to con-
sider the abilityof each candidate. The
office of secretary is conceded to re-
quire a man of peculiar fitness and the
directors decided to elect no one per-
manently at this time, but to select
6ome good man and put him on trial
until the regular election.

Yesterday was the date set for mak-ing this selection and when it came to

a vote there were twenty-three direc-
tors present who were almost equally
divided between Mr. Pinney and C. W.
Hon*. The flnal vote resulted thirteen
for Pinney and ten for Horr. Mr. Pin-
ney is recognized as a man of' great
ability, and it is expected that he will
fillhis new office with eminent success.
That which probably did more than
anything else in Mr. Pinney's behalf,
was the splendid record made by him as
secretary of the citizens' general G. A.R. committee.

The board "of directors passed resolu-
tions commendatory of the work ac-
complished by the G. A. R. committee
and decided to hold its next reception
in honor of that body.

READY FOR THE CITIES.

State Board of Equalization May
Reach Them Today.

Quite a flght is expected when the boardgets to the valuation for the cities, as theyhave been greatly decreased, while no similar
reduction has been made in the valuation of
the rural districts. The Inevitable result if
this condition is^ft, willbe the saddling ofa heavier burden on the country districtsthan has been the case, and this its repre-
sentatives will consider. As there are eleven
members from outside and only one from
each of the cities affected, three in all the
chances are that a considerable revision 'mavbe made. J

HO SIItVER JIERESY
HAS UNDERMINED THE STAUNCH

LOYALTY OP THE GERMAN-
AMERICAN CITIZENS.

SOUND FOR SOUND MONEY,

AS IS SHOWN RY THE ATTENDANCE
AT THEIR STATE MEET-

ING.

GREAT ENTHUSIASM IS SHOWN,

ln Rehalf of the St. Lonls Platform,
and Its Financial Plank in

Particnlur.

Any one doubting the enthusiasm of
the German-Americans in the cause of
sound money should have been present
yesterday at the sessions of the Ameri-
canized' Teutons, who gathered from
nearly a score of counties for the pur-
pose of forming a German-American
Sound Money league.

The convention was held at Mozart
hall, and lf the reports presented from
the different counties are a criterion,
the gold sentiment in Minnesota has
advanced to a most gratifying degree.
It was all one way. In all the re-
ports submitted there was not a single
county where the conditions were un-
favorable to an overwhelming sound
money victory. Itwas the unanimous
expression that the German farmers in
the great Northwest were open to con-
viction through the use of logical ar-
guments, and that band wagon cam-
paign methods, as utilized by the Bry-

an forces, had no place in their search
for information. For this reason the
situation is still more favorable, as
there are dozens of very eloquent and
convincing speakers of German birth
who are now starting out on a tour
of every congressional district.

Yesterday's convention was called to
order by President Emil Schrader, in
a speech in which he enthusiastically
called attention to the large represent-

ation present. President Schrader said
the German-Americans had a big bat-
tle before them, and that each could
do a vast amount of good in his own
district. If the election in November
was successful, as it gave every prom-
ise of being, the results could be large-
ly attributed to the efforts of the as-
sociation. Only by a decisive and
overwhelming victory could a panic be
averted. President Schrader called at-
tention to the encouraging reports
from every county, and asked each
delegate to renew his efforts in behalf
of stable currency.

Immediately after the organization
of the session. Dr. Henry Hahn, Hon.
Henry Feig, P. C. Schmidt, Otto Keuf-
ner and Henry Hoeffken were appoint-

ed a committee on constitution and
resolutions, with instructions to report
at the afternoon session.

A motion was passed authorizing the
chair to appoint an additional vice
president for each of the seven con-
gressional districts. President Schrader
made the following appointments:

First District—John Ludwig, Winona,
Second District—A. W. Schweppe, St. James.
Third District—Hon. Henry Hoeffken, Nor-

wood.
Fourth District—Editor Schermuly, Still-

water.
Fifth District—Anton Grethen, Minneapolis.
Sixth District—Percy S. Annecke, Duiuth.
Seventh District—Heinrich Hoeffiing, Fergus

Falls.
Each of these additional vice presi-

dents was instructed to appoint an ex-
ecutive committee consisting of one
member from each county in the con-
gressional district.

Reports were then received from dif-
ferent portions of the state. A letter
was read from C. E. Schultz, of Wash-
ington, in which he stated that there
was an enthusiastic German-American
Sound Money club there of 168 mem-
bers, mostly farmers. The people in
that section who were not sound
money advocates were only waiting for
good speakers to make their appear-
ance and tell both sides of the story.

A member from Rice county made a
similar report in which he stated that
the people in that section were five to
one in favor of sound money.

One-half of the voters of St. Louis
county seem to be on the fence, but a
few conscientious and honest speakers
ln that district could win over half of
the doubters. The Southern portion of
the state is believed to be secure.

Hon. Henry Feig addressed the con-
vention in a rousing Bound money
speech and was roundly applauded.
Mr. Feig's address was also full of
hope and encouragement.

The resolutions committee reported
the following at the afternoon session:

Whereas, It is not the purpose of legis-
lation to create values; and,

Whereas, The gold standard is the standard
of this country and of all civilized countries,
-with whom we have commercial relations;
whereas, the free and unlimited coinage of
silver at the ratio of 16 to 1, would imme-
diately drive all the gold and all the gold
values out of the market, and whereas, all
silver money coined under such a law would
immediately sink in purchasing power to the
value given to it by the markets of the
world;

Whereas, Such a law would Inflict this
country with silver monometallism;

Whereas, The attempt to repay creditors in
this country and in foreign countries in
silver, worth only one-half the amount prom-
ised in gold, constitutes nothing less than a
crime and a fraud, and consequently a
defamation of the fair name of our country;
and,

Whereas, In the end the perpetrator of a
crime must suffer for it; and.Whereas, The credit of our government
and all private persons would be seriously
damaged ;

Whereas, No one has a more personal inter-
est in the soundness of our monetary sys-
tem than the worklngmen and those lese fa-
vored with riches, as the rich are always
able to take care of themselvee, and to profit
from the instability of the circulating medium ;
be it, therefore,

Resolved, That it is the duty of every good
citizen to use all honorable and legal means
to bring about the defeat of the Popullstic
and pseudo Democratic candidate Bryan, and
to oppose and condemn the measure advo-
cated by him

—
the free and unlimited coinage

of silver at the ratio of 16 to 1.
The resolutions were unanimously

adopted amid cheers.
The evening session of the associa-

tion was giv£n over to a grand sound
money mass meeting. All the dele-
gate* from other counties were present
and the hall contained a great many

The speakers were
Guetav Donald, editor of the "lowa
Reform," of Davenport; Hon. Dr.
Mencke, of Chicago; and Daniel Law-
ler. Mr. Donald was present in place
of Mayor Vollmar, of Davenport, who
was unavoidably detained. The ad-
dresses were a_L>in German except that
of Mr. Lawler. t Enthusiasm ran high,
and all the speakers were frequently
applauded. Among thdse on the plat-
form were A. W. Schweppe, of St.
James; John B.; Theln, of Buffalo; H.Schroeder, of Shakopee; Hon. Henry
Hoeffken, of Narwood; P. C. Schmidt,
of Duiuth; Eugene -Bellar, of Chisago;
and other prominent sound money
Germans of the- state.

Mr. Donald said that he represented
Mr. Vollmar, the boy mayor of Daven-
port, who was somewhat like Mr. Bry-
an in age, but m every other way themen differ radically. "Mr. Vollmar's
brains have gsown faster than his
body, but Bryan's brains have been
outworn by his physical being, and
therefore the latter's ideas are rather
confused. But *these confused ideas
are very dangerous. They have been
systematically Inoculated Into the peo-
ple for the last ten years
and must be counteracted im-
mediately, or it may seriously In-
jure the health of the individual. Thepoison has been distilled into the
people of America by those lying
pamphlets of the silver men, their lying
apostles who preach the false gospel lnevery corner of the country. They
abuse the word 'free.' They use it ina sense which Is pleasing to their em-ployers, the silver kings. But the rest
of the American people would scarcely
relish that kind of a free speech.
There are all kinds, of queer ideasabroad as to what free silver really
means. An old neighbor of mine actu-ally thought that boxes would be
erected on the street corners into whichyou could drop a paper dollar* and se- lcure sixteen silver dollars."

Mr. Donald then explained the real
'

meaning of free silver, and gave a !
striking illustration of the difference j
of the purchasing power of a silver !
dollar under free, and under limited i
coinage.

He said that one of the great argu-
ments of the silver men was that the
United States was independent of othercountries. "Politically. w*> are but
commercially we are not." said the i
speaker. "We have to sell our goods j
in Europe, and we can therefore be I
compared to a merchant who is depend- i
ent upon his customers, and we can not
afford to lose any of them. But to Iwill lose them most surely if the free
coinage of silver is established."

In closing the speaker said: "Itseems to me Ican hear the voices ofour dead German soldiers coming fromthe green hills of the Southern battlefields, warning their countrymen of
t0(\ay to Protect the flag from shameand disgrace— the flag for which they
had given up their heart's' blood."

He appealed to every good German-
American citizen to listen to those
voices from the dead and to put forthevery possible energy for the triump ofthe great cause. The speaker quoted
largely from President Garfield, whomhe called our second martyred presi-
dent. "Garfield 20 years ago denounced
the free coinage act as then proposed,
as a great crime. Then the silver in
the dollar was worth 80 cents. Today
it Is only 55 cents. IfGarfield couldrise from Ms coflin, would he not de-nounce the present attempt of the sil-ver men as a still greater crime?"

The address was called by those pres-
ent one of the most eloquent ever de-
livered in the German language in thecity. Mr. Donald is a very scholarly
man and may well be called the Carl
Schurz of the West.

The address by Dr. Mencke was re-
plete with convincing statistics, butwas less eloquent than that of "Mr.Donald. Mr. Mencke alluded several j
times to the tariff platform ln the Re-
publican doctrine, and in view of the

'
fact that the meeting was a non-parti- j
san affair, the address did not attain |
to the popularity that the others did.
Yet the speaker's currency arguments
were excellent. *.

Daniel W. Lawler was the last speak-
er of the evening, and he fairly brought I
the assembled Germans to their feet by

'
his burst of eloquence. In opening, I
Mr. Lawler said that he had studied \the grand old German language since j
his childhood, and was very familiar |
with it,but never, until he heard the I
masterful address of Editor Donald, did
he realize that it was such a beautiful !language to speak the truth in.

"We find ourselves today in themidst, of a very important, very seriouspolitical crisis. For the first time in
the history of the nation, we find a
presidential candidate seeking to ar-
raign one class against another, one
man against another, and attempting
to rekindle the fires of sectionalism.
When Bryan made his pilgrimage to
the East he said in a public speech:
'I am now going into the enemy's
country.' Isay that any man, be he
mean or be he great, is a traitor to
the peace and unityof the country to
make such an utterance as that. Bryan
has tried to arraign the poor against
the rich, the unfortunate against the
fortunate. He has told them that it is
within their power to take what does
not justly belong to them. He has
said that we are unable to compete
with the nations of the world; that we
are not able to maintain a 100 cent dol-
lar, and in doing this he practically
says that we are an insolvent nation.

!and ready to go into the hands of a
jreceiver. He has attacked our federal;courts, and wants to place the reversal
:of judgments within the power of a
Inational legislature, which can be cor-
irupted with money. For over 200 years
jthe courts of England and America
• have been the only places of refuge
;to which the people can fly with the
!absolute confidence which goes out to
j the undefiled; courts which have stood
Igreater than the orders of kings or
!courts, above the influence of congress
|or corruption, or war or peace, but
!have gone on year after year, as steady
las the everlasting rock. He would
1 smite this refuge from us. Such a man
as this is not only unlit to be the• president of the American people, but

:he is unfit to bear the name of Ameri-
jcan citizenship.

"Ihope Ishall never make such a
:slanderous slip of the tongue as ta
ever term such doctrine as that pro-
mulgated by the Chicago and St. Louis

'. conventions, Democratic. (Cheers). It
;was not Democratic. It was Popullstic

and anarchistic sentiment, obtained by
!packing the convention and throwing
;out the vote of the sovereign state of
iMichigan.

"Ifthe spirit of manly sentiment al-
! ready shown in Minnesota grows ln
| the future as it has in the past, then
|Bryanism and Populism will be burled'
under a landslide of eternal oblivion.
This campaign is no child's play. The

!honor of the nation is at stake. We'
must forget our personal comfort, our

iown selfish aims, we must forget nar-
row party fealty,, and like the boys of
'61, must rally to the defense of Ameri-
can independanceiand intergrity. What
time Ishall haves to give to the cause,
will be given here in my own state, to
bring back my? misguided brethren
from the morasses

and sloughs of

Democracy."

At the conclusion of the address, a
rousing cheer was given. Seibert's
Third regiment band furnished the
music for the occasion.

BE DIE ON PROMISSORY

NOTES.

AH the St. Paul Realty ln Which the
Chicago CapttnllKt In Interested

Tied Up.

James Stinson, of Chicago, whose
gigantic real estate operations in St.
Paul and its suburbs have made his
name familiar to every citizen, is the
defendant in an action begun in the
district court yesterday to recover the
sum of $135,000 on twenty-one promis-
sory notes signed by him. The plain-
tiff Is Hanson L. Withers, who alleges

jthat the notes were Indorsed over to
|him by the St. Paul Title Insurance
and Trust company, to which they
were made payable.

Simultaneously with the beginning
of the suit, application was made be-
fore Judge Egan for an attachment of
all the real property in St. Paul in
which Mr. Stinson owns an interest,
on the ground that he is a non-resi-
dent. Judge Egan granted the appli-
cation and issued writs of attachment
covering all such property.

The promissory notes, twenty-one in
number, exhibits of which are at-
tached to the complaint, were dated
as follows: Ten on Noy. 1, 1892; nine
on Dec. 15, 1892; one on May 25, 1893,
and one on June 1, 1893. The last
two were for $25,000 and $10,000 respec-
tively.

The attachments will cover Mr. San-
son's interest in the following prop-
erty, according to the record in the
office of the abstract clerk:
