WEDDED TO ANGELS

MESSIAH SCHWEINFURTH  AND
TWO FOLLOWERS TAKE UNTO
THEMSELVES WIVES,

SENSATION AT THE ALTAR.

THE CULMINATION OF THE ROMAN-
TIC CAREER OF THE CHURCH
TRIUMPHANT,

'HAHA PEOPLE IN A FLURRY

Over the Romor That the Earthly
Heaven Is to Be Transferred
From Rockford.

George Jacob Schweinfurth, the so-
called Messiah of Rockford, I1ll., the
founder and leader of the Church Tri-
umphant, whose chief tabernacle is a
farm house ori what is known as
Mount Zion, near the above named
city, a man “whose fame has spread
throughout the lengith and breadth of
the land for his religious teachings
and alleged irregular practices, was
quietly married last evening in Min-
neapolis to Mrs. "Aurora I. Tuttle, his
leading angel. The ceremony was per-
formed at the Church of the Re-
deemer, Eighth street and Second ave-
nue south, by Dr. Marion D. Shut-
ter, and was in every sense a solemn

.and impressive scene,

The marriage is of especial interest
from the fact that for the first time
the Church Triumphant recognizes in
a public manner the desires of the
flesh, and admits the authority of
state and church in the union of man
and woman. Although the Rockford
heaven has been open to repentant
sinners for the past ten years or more,
during which time branch heavens
have been established in Kansas City,
Chicago, Buena Vista, St. Charles
City and Minneapolis and several oth-
er places, in none of these has the
rite of legal marriage been celebrated,
and Minneapolis is favored with the
distinction of the first union of saints
and apostles.

The marriage of the founder of the
strange order is graced by the mar-
riage of two couples of his followers,
and Rev. Marion Shutter is selected
of all the divine representatives in the
city to tie the knot.

The auditorium of the church was
lighted, and at a quarter before 8§
o'clock the few invited guests began
to arrive. They included the brother
of the leading character, Nicholas
Schweinfurth, of Jackson, Mich.; Chas.
C. Whitney, his wife, daughter and
son, and several friends of the con-
tracting parties, a dozen in all, with-
out the brides and grooms.

At 8 o'clock the side dcors of the
church were opened, and the three
couples entered the church, Mr,
Schweinfurth and Mrs. Tuttle taking
the lead, Albert L. Teft and Miss
A’Mari Schweinfurth following, and
W. G. Weldon and Miss Bertha I. Ol-
son bringing up the rear. They
marched slowly about the altar, and
stood facing the pastor, with the
immediately behind them.

CEREMONY WAS BEGUN.

“My friends,” began Dr. Shutter,
with open prayer book, in which was
a written copy of the service which
Mr. Schweinfurth and composed for
the occasion, ‘“we are met to cele-
brate the marriage of the men and
women before us.” He paused, and
Mr. Schweinfurth pronounced the fol-
lowing words:

‘“We, in the name of Emanuel, and in
the adorable presence of God, and in
the presence of this representative of
church and state, do promise to be
to each other all that pure love can
make us forever and forever and for-
ever.” Hhere he paused, and his volce

was jolned by that of the bride in the |

words:

“This is our troth given and pledged
each to the other.”

The preacher then asked, “Do you
make any visible pledge that you will
fulfill these vows?” and a heavy gold
band passed from the groom to the
preacher. Miss Mary Whitney stepped
up and removed the white glove from
the hand of the bride, and the ring-was
placed upon the fourth finger of the
left hand. “In the name of God, and
by virtue of the power conferred upon
me by the state, I now pronounce you
husband and wife.”

The bride stood straight and ap-
peared collected, -while a hectic flush
redened the fair comvplexion of the
grcom, it being his first experience.

The same formula was gone through
with for each of the other marriages,
except that the preacher was obliged
to dictate to them the words to be
repeated. They however, did their
parts well, and the earnestness with
which the words were spoken indicated
that it was much more than a mere
repetition of words. The three knots
tied, the preacher prayed for the bless-
ing of God upon the marriages, during
which the couples stood with low
bowed heads.

They call Schweinfurth ‘“papa”
and Mrs. Tuttle “mamma,” lately two
more children came who also address
the Messiah as papa, though it is not
known who are their mothers. # Hav-
ing apparently collected all the sec-
tions of his family here, the Messiah
seemed to pass a very pleasant sum-
mer. Recently the angels and disci-
ples from Rockford and Chicago have
been arriving, There were about ten
new arrivals in the last two weeks and
the amount of baggage they carried In-
dicated that they came to stay.

The neighborhood firmly belleves
that Schweinfirth is going to make his
headquarters here, and they are very
much agitated over the matter. While
they admit that the conduct of the
colony is outwardly decorous and gives
no scandal, yet it is generally under-
stood that the Inmates do not as-
sume the marriage bond. Some of the
property holders employed a detective
for a time to watch the place, but no
evidence of immorality could be col-
lected. The triple marriage tends to
straighten matters somewhat.

As one of the cardinal articles of the
Schweinfurth creed demands that the
members give up all their worldly
goods for the benefit of the movement
and always thereafter live In strict
obedience to the leader, it is thought
by the neighbors that Thrall gave the

residence as a contribution to the
cause.
The house is a handsome, modern

one, and has just been newly painted
a light fawn color with green trim-
mings. The lawn in front is well kept
and a spacious barn at the rear shel-
ters a number of horses and several
carriages.

Within, the house has _lately been
handsomely furnished. Dainty lace
curtains hang at the windows. The
parlors and halls are carpeted and the
furniture is in the latest style of up-
holstery.

LINCOLN, Neb., Sept. 9.—His for-
mal letter, accepting the nomination of
the Democratic party, was given out
today by Willlam J. Bryan. The
letter is much more brief than the
speech of aeceptance delivered at Madi-
son Square garden in ‘New York, but
goes-over the same ground.  The letter
is as follows: : 5
Hon. Stephen M. White and Others, Members

of the Notification Committee of the Demo- '

cratic National Convention— v

Gentlemen: 1 accept the nomination tender-
ed by you on behalf of the democwatic party,
and In so doing desire tq assure you that I
fully appreciate the high honor which such a
nomination confers an %" grave responsibil-
ities which accompany &* L.ection to the pres-
idency of .the United Stwlos. So deeply am I
impressed with the magnitude of the power
vested by ‘the constitution in the chief execu-
tive of the nation and with the enormous in-
fluence which he can wield for the benefit or
injury of the people that I wish to enter the
office, if elected, free from every personal de-
sire, except the desire to prove worthy the
confidence of my country. Human judgment
is fallible enough when unblased by selfish
considerations and in order that I may not
be tempted to use the patronage of the office
to advance any persenal ambition, I hereby
announce, with all the emphasis which words
can express, my flxed determination not, un-
der any circumstances, to be a candidate for
re-election if this campaign results in my
election. I have carefully considered the
platform adopted by the democratic national
cenvention and unqualifiedly indorse each
plank thereof,

Our institutions rest gﬁon the proposition
that all men, being createdequal, are entitled
to equal consideration at the hands of the
government. Because all men are created
equal it follows that no citizen has a natural
right te injure any other citizen. The main
purpose of government being to protect all
citizens in the enjoyment of life, liberty and
the pursuit of happiness, this purpose must
lead the government, first: to avoid acts of
afirmative injustice, and second, to re-
strain each citizen from ’trespassing upon
the rights of any other citizen.

A democratic form of government is con-
ducive to the highest civilization, because it
opens befere each individual the greatast op-
portunities for development and stimulates
to the highest endeavor by lnuurlns to each
the full engloyment of all the rewards of toil,
except such contribution s is necessary to
support the government, which protects him.
Democracy is indifferent tg pedigree—it deals
with the individual rather than with his an-
cestors. Democracy ignores differences in
wealth—neither riches nor poverty can be in-
voked in behalf of or .against any citizen.
Democracy knows no creed—recognizing the
right of each individual to worship God ac-
cording to the dictates of his own conscience,
it welcomes all to a common brotherhood and
guarantees equal treatment te all, no mat-
ter in what church, or through what forms
they commune with their Creator.

Having discussed portions of the platform
at the time of its adoption and again when
your letter of notification was formally de-
livered, it will not be necessary at this time
to touch upon all the subjects embraced in
the party’s declaration.

PUBLIC PEACE.

Honest differences of opinion have ever ex-
isted and ever will exist as to the most ef-
fective means of securing domestic tran-
quility, but no citizen fails to recognize at
ell times and under all circumstances the
absolute necessity for the prompt and vig-
orous enforcement of law and the preserva-
tion of the public . peace: & government
like ours law is but the crystallization of
the will of the people, without it the citizen
is neither secure in the enjoyment of life
and liberty nor protected in the pursuit of
happiness. Without obedience to law govern-
ment iz impossibl The d ratic party is
pledged to defend the constitution and enforce
the law of the United States, and it is also
pledged to respect and preserve the dual
scheme of government Instituted by the
founders of the republic. The name, United
States, was happily chasen. It combimes the
idea of national strength with the idea of
local self-government and suggests ‘“‘an In-
dissoluble union of indestructible states,”
Our revolutionary fathers, fearing the ten-
dencies toward centralization, as well as the
dangers of disintegration, guarded against
both, and national safety, as well as domestic
security, is to be found in the careful ob-
servance of the limitations which they im-
pese. It will be noticed that while the United
States . guarantees to every state a republican
form of government, and Is empowered to
protect each state agalnst invasion, it is not
authorized to interfere in’the domestic affairs
of any state except upon application of the
la:‘sll.turo of the state, or iipon the applica-
t of the exeeutive”when the legislature
cannot be convenmed. ‘7' s

This provision rests,upon- the sound theory
that the people of the;state, acting through
their legally chosen representatives, are, be-
cause of their more nmlte acquaintance
with local conditions, better qualified than
the president to judge ofi'the necessity for
federal assistance. Those, who framed our
constitution wisely determined te make as
broad an application of the principles of XOMI
self-government as circumstances would per-
mit, and we cannot ‘dispute the correctness
of the position taken 'by '‘them without ex-
pressing a distrust of the people themselves.

TAX PAYERS' HIGHTS.

Since governments exlst “for the protection
of the rights of the pedple and net for their
epoliation no expenditures of public money
can be justified unless that expenditure is
necessary for the honest, economical and ef-
ficient administration of the government.
In determining what appropriations are nec-
essary the Interest ©f those who pay the
taxes should be consulted, rather than the
wishes of those who receive or disburse public
moneys.

BOND ISSUES.

An increase in the bonded debt of the
United States at this time is entirely with-
out excuse. The issue . of Interest-bearing
bonds within the last few years has been de-
fended on the ground that they were neces-
sary to secure gold with which to redeem
United States notes and treasury notes, but
this necessity as imaginary rather than real.
Instead of exercising the. legal right vested
in the United States to redeem fits coin in
either gold or sflver the executive branch of
the government has followed a precedent es-
tablished by a former administration
surrendered the option- to the holder of the
obligations. This administrative policy leaves
the government at the mercy of those who
find a pecuniary profit in bond fissues.

BANKS AND BANKING.

The position taken by the platform against
issue of paper money by national banks
Is supported by the highest democratic au-
thority, as well as deman by the interests
of the people. The present attempt of the
banks “force the retirement of
United States notes. and treasury 'notes in
order to secure a basis for a larger issue of
their own notes, illustrates the danger which
arises from permitting them to issue  thelr
paper as a circulating medium. The nation-
-al bank notes, being redeemable in lawful
money, have never n  better than the
United States note which stands behind it,
and yet the banks persistently demand that
these United States notes which draw no in-
terest, shall give place to interest-bearing
bonds in order that the banks may collect the
Interest which the people now save. To em-
power national banks to issue circulating
notes is to grant a valuable privilege to a
favored class, surrender to private corpora-
tions the control over the volume of paper
money and build up a class which will claim
a vested interest in the nation’s financial pol-
lcy. Our United States notes, commonly
known as greenbacks, being redeemable in
either gold or silver at the option of the gov-
ernment, and not at the option of the holder,
are safer and cheaver for ‘he people than na-
gon;l bank notes based upon interest-bearing
onds.

FOREIGN POLICY.

A dignified but firm maintenance of the
foreign policy first set forth by President
Monroe, and reiterated by the presidents who
have succeeded him, instead of arousing hos-
tility abroad, is the best guarantee of amica-
ble relations with ether nations. It is better
for all concerned that the United States
should resist any extension of European au-
thority in the Western hemisphere, rather
than invite the continual irritation which
would necessarily result from any attempt to
increase the influence of monarchial institu-
tions over that portion of the Americas

“PENSIONS.

No natlon cansafford to be unjust to its
defenders. The care of those who have suf-
fered injury in the military and naval serv-
ice of the country is a sacred duty. A nation
which, like the United States, relies upon
voluntary service rather than upon a large
standing army, adds to its own security when
it makes generous provision for those who
have risked their lives in its defense and for
those who are dependent upon them.

LABOR AND CAPITAL.

Labor creates capital. Until wealth is pro-
@duced by the application of brain and muscle
to the resources of this country there is noth-
ing to divide among the non-producing classes
of society. Sinee the producers of wealth
create the nation’s prosperity in time of
peace, and defend the nation’s flag in time of
peril, their Interests ought at all times to be
considered by those who stand in official po-
sitions. The democratic party has ever found

TRUSTS.

The democratic party is opposed to trusts.
It will be recreant te its duty to the people
of the countr¥ if it recognized either the
moral or the legal right of these great ag-
m‘:ﬁons of wealth to stifle competition,

rupt rivals and then prey upon society.
Corporations are the creatures of law and
they must not be permitted to pass from
under the control of the power which created
them; they are permitted to exist upon the
theory that they advance the public weal
and they must not be allowed to use their
powers for the public injury.

RAILROADS.

The right of the United States government
to regulate inter-state cemmerce cannot be
questioned and the necessity for the vigor-
ous exercise of that right is becoming more
and more imperative. The interests of the
whole people requires such an enlargement
of the powers eof the inter-state commerce
commission as will enable it to prevent dis-
crimination between persons and places and
protect patrons from unreasonable charges.

, The government cannot afford to discrimi-
nate between its debtors and must, therefore,
prosecute its legal claims ageinst the Pacific
railroads. Such a policy is necessary for the
protection of the rights of the patrons as
well as for the interests of the government.

CUBAN INDEPENDECE.

The people of the United States, happy in
the enjoyment of the blessings of free gov-
ernment, feel a generous sympathy toward
all who are endeavoring to secure like bless-
ings for themselves. This sympathy, while
respecting all treaty obligations, i1s especially
active .nﬁ earnest when excited by the strug-

les of neighboring people who, like the Cu-

ans, are near enough to observe the work-
ings of a government which derives all its
authority from the consent of the governed.

CIMIL SERVICE.

That the American people are not in favor
of life tenure in the civil service is evident
from the fact that they, as a rule, make fre-
quent changeg in their official representatives
when those representatives are chosen by
ballot. A permanent office-holding class Is
not in harmony with our institutions. A fixed
term in appointive offices, except where the
federal constitution now provides otherwise,
would open the public service to a larze
number of citizens without impairing its effi-
clency.

TERRITORIES.

The territorial form of government is tem-
porary in its nature and should give way as
soon as the territory is sufficiently advanced
to take its place among the states. New
Mexico, Oklahoma and Arizona are entitled
to statehood and their early admission is
demanded by their material and political in-
terests. The demand of the platform that
officiais appointed to administer the govern-
ment of the territories, the District of Co-
lumbia and Alaska should be bone fide resi-
dents of the territories, or district, is en-
tirely in keep with the democratic theory
of home rule. am also heartily in sympa-
thy with the declaration that all public lands
should be reserved for the establishment
of free homes for American citizens.

The policy of improving the great water-
ways of the country is justified by the na-
tional character of those waterways and the
enormous tonnage borne upon them. Experi-
ence has demonstrated that continuing appro-

riations are, in the end, more economical
rhan single appropriations separated by long
periods.

TARIFF REFORM.

It is not necessary to discuss the tariff
question at this time. Whatever may be the
individual views of citizens as to the relative
merits of protection and tariff reform, aill
must recognize that until the money question
is fully and finally settled the American
