lit- Predicts a Great Future lor the
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The following handsome tribute to
the city of St. Paul appears in the In-

ter Ocean of recent date:
9T. PAUL. Aug. 27, 1896.—1t is grat-

ifying to find St. Paul and Minneapolis
dwelling together in harmony. In 1890
Ihad the misfortune to figure some-
what in the decennial census fight
between these two prosperous cities,
and must say that Idid not approve
of many things that were said and
done. The outcome of the difficulty,
however, was an honest count of pop-
ulation in both cities, and the best
census ever taken. Today both St.
Paul and Minneapolis realize this, and
are much better off than ifIhad al-
lowed the two Inflated consuses
to stand. Such a course would
have injured both towns be-
cause it would have shown no
growth in population during the past
five years, when both cities exhibit a
healthy increase. Itis difficult to treat
these great centers of commercial and
industrial energy separately, for their
bond of union is being made closer
every year. The electric railway sys-
tem inaugurated by Thomas Lowry
stretches in every direction over both
cities, and makes a lasting bond of
union between the two. Then, as years
go on, the commercial, manufacturing
and business relations will intensify
and grow stronger until the hearts of
these great Northwestern communities
\u25a0will beat as one.

And why should they not? Here we
have the mighty productive forces
which the allied communities or twin
cities represent to the outer world.

The centers from which radiate near-
ly 40,000 miles of railways which
etretch forth in all directions over a
tributary country rich alike in miner-
als and .agricultural products. St. Paul
and Minneapolis, separate or com-
bined, have a future before them that
will soon rise, if it has not already'
risen, far above petty quarrels over
census figures. As well might two
brothers, rich with vigor and capacity
in business, quarrel over which was
the taller or squabble over which
weighed the most. That the next
quarter of a century will find a million
people spread over the area now oc-
cupied by Minneapolis and St. Paul I
have no doubts, and then both these
progressive communities will realize
that one has supplemented the other,
not detracted from its importance.

The solid background which the com-
bined cities present may be found in
$200,000,000 of manufactured product.
They make for us 12,500,000 barrels of
flour. In their mighty granaries they
can hold 35,000,000 bushels of wheat.
Over 50,000 persona are employed in
productive industry. Where else on
earth can these statements be dupli-
cated?

St. Paul has great beauty of loca-
tion, rising up from the bed of the
river on a series of terraces, furnishing
rare sites for residences. The people
have taken advantage of this, and I
\u25a0was struck with the great changes in
the residential quarter of St. Paul as
well as the business districts which
have taken place since Iwas here in
ISB2. A drive through the city, and
afterward a ride over the electric road
which connects the two cities, give one
some idea of what the newer West has
accomplished in a quarter of a cen-
tury. Everything looks bright and
fresh and full of vim. The buildings
are most substantial and tower sky-
ward; their homes are full of taste,
both in architecture and in the ar-
rangement of lawn and garden and
trees. They look like the homes of
prosperous people. The public build-
ings are superb. The handsome speci-
men of latter-day American architec-
ture, the St. Paul municipal building,
was honestly built and after completion
over $13,000 turned into the treasury

—
a sum, be it said to the credit of this
wholesome city, over and above the
original appropriation.

The scenery around St. Paul is at-
tractive. Lakes and swift-running
rivers and clear streams with fine
\u25a0woodland combine to make the place
full of attraction for visitors. Ban-
croft, the historian, said of St. Paul:

"The delight which attended my visit
to St. Paul will never be effaced from
my memory. All published accounts
of the Upper Mississippi valley do not
half express its beauty and attractions.
Ihave traveled a good deal in the
•world, and there are of our party many
who have traveled more than I, and
tbere was but one opinion, that for the
union of grandeur and loveliness, of
magnificent scenery, amenity and fer-
tility, the region has not its parallel
as an object of admiration and inter-
est to the tourist, and still more as an
irvltingplace of residence. The man-
ner in which the river sweeps past
your city reminds me of Cincinnati,
and. like that city, St. Paul owes itsrapid advancement not to the accident
of its selection as the seat of govern-
ment, but Its natural adaptation to
the purposes of inland commerce,
which so exceeds in importance our
foreign commerce. As to the future of
this great central district of North
America, no one who has not seen it
can form an adequate conception,
while those who have examined and
studied the subject, only become sen-
sible how much further reason may
sometimes go than imagination can
venture to follow."

The streets, the water -works, sower-
age, and all that goes toward lighting
and making the city habitable are of
the best and keep up to the demands
of the rapidly increasing population.

The basis of the manufacturing
greatness of St. Paul is iron, lumber
wool and leather. With these great
staples in unlimited quantities the city
had mad? great progress up to 1892,
but since that time, Iwas informedby both E. W. Peet, vice president of
the chamber of commerce, and Alfred8. Tallmadge, secretary, it has beendifficult for this city to hold it3own
There is hope that with good times
much of the abundant ore of Minne-
sota will be manufactured lota irna. in
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the state. "The hard wood forests of
Wisconsin," says E. V. Smalley, who,
perhaps more than any other man, haß
laid the wonders of this region before
the world, "lie at our doors, and are
penetrated by numerous lines of rail-
way entering St. Paul." Already thia
city has some of the largest wood-
working concerns in. the world and a
number of enterprises in the line of in-
terior furnishings.

In1892 the prospect was good for the
manufacture of wool, by reason of the
Northwest becoming a great wool
country- The blankets of this region
are world renowned. With proper
protection for the wool growers of Min-
nesota, the two Dakotas, Montana,
Washington and Oregon, and for the
woolen manufacturer, the establish-
ment of extensive factories for special-
ties for this locality would certainly
follow. The basis of this Industry has
suffered far too much by the free-wool
tariff to be hopeful at this time.though
the success of McKinley and a settled
protective policy would result in an
improvement in these allied interests—

one agriculture, the other manufac-
turing. Here we have an
of the cfose connection of agriculture
with manufactures.

The extensive tannery enterprises
make St. Paul a good point for the
manufacture of boots and shoes and
leather goods of all kinds. The home

j market is not half supplied from home
! factories, and the dawn of better times

would show marked improvements in
this important line of manufacture.
Glass and paper could also be made to
great advantage in St. Paul. The raw
materials for both industries abound
in large quantities.

A glance at the following shows the
effect of these times of depression on
a community which under ordinary
conditions would have shown far
greater increase: Jobbing, 1885, $81,-
--596,000; 1890, $122,223,148; 1895, $146,464,-
--000. Manufactures, 1885, $29,437,000;
1890, $61,720,595; 1895, $74,280,000.

St. Paul is only at the threshold of
its growth. There is no reason why
she should not have doubled the value
of her manufactures between 1890 and
1895 instead of an increase of $13,000,000.
Had it not been for the financial or
tariff disturbance, the leading mer-
chants and manufacturers of St. Paul
informed me, the jobbing business
for 1895 would have reached $200,000,-
--000 and the value of the products of
manufactures at least $100,000,000. With
its opportunities St. Paul will recover,
but It will show no such growth in the
future as in the period before 1892 until
we have a settled tariff policy and
sound finances.

vention which offers an inducement to national
dishonesty by a premium of 47 cents for
every fifty-three cents' worth of silver that
can be extracted from the bowels of the whole
earth, with a cordial Invitation to all to
produce it at our mints and accept for It a
full silver legal tender dollar of 100 cents ratedvalue, to be coined free of charge and unlim-
ited in quantity for private account.

But vastly more than a mere assertion ofa purpose to reconstruct the national cur-
rency is suggested by the Chicago platform.
It assumes, in fact, the form of a revolu-tionary propaganda. It embodies a menace of
national disintegration and destruction. Thisspirit manifested itself In a deliberate propo-
sition to repudiate the plighted public faith,
to impair the sanctity of the obligation ofprivate contracts, to cripple the credit of the
nation by stripping the government of thepower to borrow money as the urgent exi-
gencies of the treasury may require, and, ina word, to overthrow all the foundations of
financial and industrial stability.

Nor is this all. Not content with a propo-
sition to thus debauch the currency and to
unsettle all conditions of trade and commerce
the party responsible for this platform denies
the competency of the government to pro-
tect the lives and property of its citizensagainst internal disorder and violence,

SUPREME COURT.
It assails the judicial muniments rearedby the constitution for the defense of indi-

vidual rights and the public welfare and iteveai threatens to destroy the integrity andIndependence of the supreme court, which has
been considered the last refuge of the citizenagainst every form of outrage and injustice.

In the face of the serious peril which thesepropositions embody, it would seem that
there could be but one sentiment among right-thinking citizens, as to the duty of the hour
All men. of whatever party, who believe iri
law. and have some regard for the sacredness
of individual and institutional rights, miut
unite in defense of the endangered interestsof the nation.

While the financial issue which has been
thus considered, and which has come, asthe result of the agitation of recent years,
to occupy a peculiar conspieuousness, is ad-mittedly of primary importance, there is
another question which must command care-
ful and serious attention. Our financial and
business condition is at this moment one
of almost unprecedented depression. Our great
industrial system is seriously paralyzed. Pro-
duction in many Important branches of man-
ufacture has altogether ceased. Capital is
without remunerative employment. Labor
is idle. The revenues of the government are
insufficient to meet its ordinary and neces-sary expenses. These conditions are not the
result of accident. They are the outcome ofa mistaken economic policy deliberately enact-
ed and applied. Itwould not be difficult, and
would not involve any violent disturbance ofour existing commercial system to enactnecessary tariff modifications along the lines
of experience. For the first two fiscal years
of the so-called McKinley tariff, the receiptsfrom customs were $380,807,980. At this writ-ing the Wilson tariff act has been in force fornearly two full fiscal years; but the total re-ceipte, actual and estimated, cannot exceed$312,441,947. A steady deficit, constantly de-pleting the resources of the government andtrenching even upon the gold reserve, has
brought about public distrust and business
disaster. Ithas, too, necessitated the sale of$262,000,000 of bonds, thereby Increasing to
that extent the national debt. It will be re-
membered that in no year of the more than aquarter of a century of continuous Republi-
can administration succeeding the civil war,

when our industries were disintegrated and
all the conditions of business were more or
less disturbed, was the national debt Increased
by a single dollar; it was, on the contrary,
steadily and rapidly diminished. In such con-
dition of affairs as this, it is idle to argue
against the necessity of some sort of a change
in our fiscal laws. The Democratic party
declares for a remedy by direct taxation upon
a selected class of citizens. It opposes any
application of the protective principle.

TARIFF QUESTION.
Our party holds that by a wise adjustment

of the tariff, conceived in moderation and
with a view to stability, we may secure all
needed revenue, and it declares that in the
event of its restoration to power it will seek
to accomplish that result. Itholds, too, that
it is the duty of the government to protect
and encourage in all practicable ways the
development of domestic industries, the ele-
vation of home labor, and the enlargement
of the prosperity of the people. Itdoes not
favor any form of legislation which would
lodge in the government the power to do
what the people ought to do for themselves,
but it believes that it is both wise and pa-
triotic to discriminate in favor of our own
material resources, and the utilization, under
the best attainable conditions, of our.own
capital and our own available skill and in-
dustry.

The words of the Republican national plat-
form on this subject are at once temperate
and emphatic. Itsays of the policy of pro-
tection: "In its reasonable application it is
just, fair and impartial, equally opposed to
foreign control and domestic monopoly, to
sectional discrimination and individual favor-
itism."

• • •
"We demand such an equit-

able tariff on foreign imports which come
into competition with American products as
will not only furnish adequate revenue for
the necessary expenses of the government,
but will protect American labor from degra-
dation to the wage level of other lands. Weare not pledged to any particular schedules.
The question of rates is a practical question,
to be governed by the conditions of the time
and of production; the ruling and uncom-
promising principle is the protection and de-
velopment of American labor and industry.
The country demands a right settlement, and
then It wants rest."

The Republican party, in its first successful
national contest, under Abraham Lincoln,
declared In favor "of that policy of national
exchanges which secures to the workingman
living wages, to agriculture remunerative
prices, to mechanics and manufacturers an
adequate reward for their skill, labor and
enterprise, and to the nation commercial
prosperity and independence." The principle
thus enunciated has never been abandoned.
In the crisis now upon us, it must be tena-ciously adhered to. While we must insist
that our monetary standard shall be main-
tained in harmony with that of the civilized
world, that our currency shall be sound and
honest, we must also remember that unless
we make it possible for capital to find em-ployment and for labor to earn ample and

remunerative wages, it will be impossible to
attain that degree of prosperity which, with
a sound monetary policy, buttressed by a
sound tariff policy, will be assured.

In 1892, when by universal consent we
touched the high-water mark of our national
prosperity, we were under the same financial
system that we have today. Gold was then
the sole standard, and silver and paper were
freely used as the common currency. We
had a tariff framed by Republican hands, un-
der the direction of the great statesman who
now logically leads the contest for a restora-
tion of the policy whose reversal brought
paralysis to so many of our industries and
distress upon so large a body of our people.
We were under the policy of reciprocity,
formulated by another illustrious statesman
of the genuine American type. We may, if
we choose to do so, return to the prosperous
conditions which existed before the present
administration came into power.

My sincere conviction is that my country-
men will prove wise enough to understand
the issues that confront them, and patriotic
enough to apply safe and sure remedies for
the evils that oppress us. They will not, I
am sure, accept again art their face value,
the promises of a party which, under desper-
ate and perverted leadership, has so recently
dishonored its solemn pledges, .which has
repudiated the principles and policies which
have given it a historic past, and the success
of which, as now constituted, would endanger
at home private security and the public safe-
ty, and disastrously affect abroad both our
credit and good name. And foremost among
those who will decline to follow where the
new Democracy leads will be thousands of
men, Democrats aforetime and Democrats
today, who count country more than party,
and are unwillingeven by Indirection to con-
tribute to results so disastrous to our most
sacred interests.

OTHER ISSUES.
The plartform of the Republican national

convention states the party position concern-ing other questions than those herein re-
ferred to. These, while at the present time
of subordinate importance, should not be
overlooked. The Republican party has al-
ways been the defender of the rights of
American citizenship, as against all aggres-
sions whatever, whether at home or abroad.
It has, to the extent of its power, defended
those rights, and hedged them about with
law. Regarding the ballot as the expression
and embodiment of the sovereignty of the
individual citizen, it has sought to safe-
guard it against assault, and to preserve itspurity and integrity. In our foreign rela-
tions it has labored to secure to every man
entitled to the shelter of our flag the fullest
exercise oT his rights consistent with interna-
tional obligaition. Ifit should be restored
to rulership, it would infuse needed vigor
into our relations with powers which have
manifested contempt and disregard, not only
of American citizenship, but of humanity
itself.

The Republican party ha* always stood for
the projection of the American home. It
has aimed to secure it in the enjoyment of
all the blessings of remunerated industry, of
moral culture, and of favorable physical en-
vironment. It was the party which insti-
tuted the policy of free homesteads, and
which holds now, that this policy should be
re-established, and that the public lands yet
vacant and subject to entry in any part ofour national territory, should be preserved
against corporate aggression as homes for
the people. Itrealizes that the safety of the
state lies in the multiplication of householdsand the strengthening of that sentiment of
which the virtuous home is the best and the
truest embodiment; and it will aim to dignify
and enlarge by all proper legislation this
element of security.
Ifelected to the position for which Ihave

been nominated. It will be my earnest and
constant endeavor, under Divine guidance, In
the sphere of duty assigned to me, to serve
the people loyally along the line of the prin-
ciples and policies of the party which has
honored me with its preference.
