GOLD MEX PRESENT A PROTEST.

Read in the Harrisliurg: Convention
in Spite of au Effort to Howl

-
It Down.

HARRISBURG, Pa.', Sept. 10.—W. F.
Harrity is still the Pennsylvania mem-
ber of the National Demorcat'ic com-
mittee, despite the efforts of the silver
men, at the convention held here to-
day, to displace him. The convention

Iwas called to fill vacancies on the elec-
j toral ticket, caused by resignations
pince it was put in the field at Allen-
town. At the gathering today much
of the work of the former convention
was undone, for at that time the De-
mocracy of the Keystone state de-
clared by resolution against the free
coinage of silver. Today the silver
men were in control and the platform
adopted indorses the Chicago platform
and pledges th» support of the party
to Bryan and Sewall. Several men
who were delegates to the Allentown

"convention, were denied seats today on
the ground that they had attended the
Indianapolis gathering and were not for
the party ticket. The programme to
oust Mr. Harrlety and allow his place
to be filled by Senator Jones, however,

failed. The motion was made as
planned, but on a close vote it was
tabled.

The gold men as they had promised,
prepared a protest against the action
of the convention and in spite of dem-
onstrations of disapproval, it was read
in the convetion, but produced no ef-
fect. The platform prepared by the
committee, reversing the declaration
passed at Allentown in April, was
adopted and the new electors were
named to fill the places of the gold
men.

Previous to the assembling of the
convention, there were numerous cau-
cuses and conferences of both elements
of the party. The executive committee
of the state central committee decided
to recommend that a formal platform
be adopted. The preparation of this
was entrusted to a committee headed
by ex-Congressman James Kerr and
Howard Mutchler. Next the full state
committee met and discussed the prop-
osition of a fusion witn the Populists.
The Populists agreed to support Bryan
if they were given four names on the
electoral ticket. This was vigorously
opposed by the members of the com-
mittee from Philadelphia and other
eastern counties, on the ground that
It would be unwise to nominate any-
thing but a straight out Democratic
ticket. A "majority of the committee
favored fusion, but there was no
formal action up to the time when an
adjournment was taken to allow a
further conference with the subcom-
mittee from the Populist state com-
mittee. The leaders of the gold ele-
ment, including ex-State Chairman
Robert E. Wright, who resigned be-
cause he could not support Bryan;
State Chairman Given, of the gold
Democrats; Collector of the Port John
R. Reed, of Philadelphia, and Samuel
Dickson, who was a leading delegate
to the Indianapolis convention, met
and got into shape their protest
against what they declared to be the
revolutionary proceedings of the silver-
ites.

SILVER MENINCONTROL.
When the convention was called to

order. Capt. John B. Keenan, of West-moreland, was made chairman. On
the call of the roll of delegates not
more than one-third of the original
delegates to the Allentown convention
answered to their names, the substitu-
tions in nearly every instance being
silvermen. When Lancaster county
was reached, W. Hayes Crier, of thatcounty, challenged the right of Given
to name a substitute, saying: "He is
chairman of the so-called Jeffersonian-
Herr Most-Bankers party. He is here
but has not the courage to appear as
a delegate and names as a substitute
in his place a printer in his newspaper
shop, named Guy W. Ferguson, who is
a gold bug, simply because he is or-
dered to be one. Lancaster also con-
tests the seat of Dr. W. B. Thome,
who was a delegate to the Indianapolis
convention. Surely there is no room
here for a man who participated In that
convention." Cheers greeted Mr. Crier'sspeech and the chairman announced I
that the matter would be decided by I
the committee on credentials.

At the conclusion of the roll call. !
Walter E. Ritter, of Lycoming, moved
that the rules be suspended and that I
the convention decide the Lancaster
county contests and consider all other
matters in open convention, instead of
referring to committees as has been
the custom. On a rising vote, the mo-
tion was not agreed to. The commit-
tee on resolutions and credentials were
then announced and the convention at ;
2:15 p. m. took a recess until 3 o'clock, j

When the convention l-econvened the j
temporary organization was made per- j
manent. W. B. Given and George B.I
Wilson, of Lancaster, were unseated j
because their sympathies were not j
with the Chicago platform and ticket. !
Silver men were seated in their places !
Chairman Ritter, of the resolutions j
committee, read the platform and when
the name of Bryan was mentioned a
scene of enthusiasm followed such as
not be?n seen In a Pennsylvania
Democratic convention In recent years I
Cheer followed cheer and nearly every I
delegate in the convention was on hisfeet waving his handkerchief or news-
paper in the air and lifting his voice
for the candidate. Itwas almost fiveminutes before Mr. Ritter could pro-
ceed.

The platform indorsed Bryan and Se-
wall and pledged them a "cordial,
united and vigorous support." It alsoaccepted the Chicago platform as the
expression of the opinion of the ma-jority of the duly accredited represen-
tatives of the Democracy of the United
States upon the issues involved in the
present political canvas and continued-

We heartily indorse the same, aud par-
ticularly that plank in favor of the free and
unlimited coinage of silver at the ratio of
lb to 1. and this convention confidently ap-
peals to the people of Pennsylvania for sup-
port and vindication of those principles at
the ensuing election.

Resolved. That inasmuch as the delegates
from this state participated in the proceed-
ings of that convention from the beginning
to the end, the Democracy of Pennsylvania
is thereby bound by its action and recognizes
the true and primary principle of Democracy
that the will of the majority shall rule.

Resolved. That we affirm our belief that
the election of Hon. William J. Bryan and
Hon. Arthur Sewall will emphasize "the factthat a government of the people by the>eople and for the people, shall not perishfrom the earth.

Before the vote was taken on the

adoption ©f the platform, Delegate
James, of Northampton, presented a
protest signed by a committee of thegold Democrats, headed by State
Chairman Wright. Mr. James had
scarcely started the introductory
speech before the delegates manifested
their impatience by shouts and cries
of "sit down." The chairman and sev-
eral delegates urged that Mr. James
be given fair play, saying he could not
influence votes by his argument. Final-
ly when the speaker got a hearing he
called attention to the fact that three
months ago, at Allentown, the Demo-
crats in convention adopted resolutions
declaring for the gold standard and
now the same delegates proposed to
change about and indorse a free silver
candidate on a free silver platform. He
got no further. Hisses, groans and a
most unruly uproar drowned out his
voice. Mr. James continued to speak
but not a word he uttered could be
heard. Mr. James did not read the
protest but filed it with the secretary.
The protest says:

SOUND MONEY PROTEST.
To the reconvened Democratic state con-

vention of Pennsylvania: On behalf of those
whom we represent, we enter our earnest
protest against the aciion of this body, ac-
complished and proposed. We speak for
those members of the Allentown convention,
constituting a large proportion of that body
who refuse to surrender Democratic princi-
ples or to accept the substituted heresies of
Populism. We deny the right of this con-
vention to change a line^of the body of Dem-
ocratic doctrine unanimously proclaimed at
Allentown by the authorized convention of
our party.

We especially protest against your substi-
tution of the so-called Chicago platform for
the Allentown declaration of principles. We
conceive the declarations of the Chicago con-
vention to be unpatriotic, vicious and un-
Democratic. On all the pressing questions
of the hour they violate Democratic doctrine,
subvert Democratic precedent, falsify Demo-
cratic history and trample Democratic pur-
poses and aims. For 100 years under the
teachings of Jefferson, Jaskson, Benton, Til-
den and Cleveland, our party has maintained
an unbroken front in the battle for sound
money, correct financial principles and the
sanctity and the inviolability of private
and public obligations.

We denounce the action of the Chicago
convention in refusing to indorse the wise,
pure and patriotic administration of Grover
eCleveland. In relieving the people from op-
pressive tariff laws, in purifying the civil
service, in maintaining untarnished its finan-
cial credits, he has served his country and
brought honor upon his party. In refusing
to recognize and applaud these public views
of a Democratic president the convention
discredi'.ed Itself and honored him by con-
trast.
If disregarding our protest and the rights

of the Democracy of Pennsylvania, this con-
vention insists upon engrafting these un-
Democratic doctrines in cur platform, we re-luctantly, but unalterably, declare that we
cannot follow iv this dishonoring and dis-
astrous venture.

Thomas J. Emmons, of Northampton,
replied to Mr. James, designating him
as "Mr. James, of the Easton Trust
company." He said he did not repre-
sent the sentiments of the Northamp-
ton county Democrats who last week
declared for Mr. Bryan and free silver.
Mr. Emmons said the resolutions
adopted at Allentown were cut and
dried and prepared by bank presidents
and pushed through by Chairman
Wright and Mr. Harrity. Mr. Dewitt;
of Bradford, also replied to Mr. James.
He said:

We have listened patiently since the St.
Louis convention for the gentlemen he repre-
sents to say something about their principles.
But we have heard nothing but a cry, no
arguments. The gold people seem to want
to do nothing else but put their hands inour pockets and take from them what we
need to feed our chldren. When we protest
they cry out "Anarchy, anarchy." The gold
people constantly quote Jefferson, Jackson
and Tilden. Iwill give $100 a line for every
utterance of the founders of the party quoted
which sustains the attitude they are taking.
(Cheers.)

The platform was adopted. Mr.
Snowden, of Allentown, then offered a
resolution to depose W. F. Harrity as
national committeeman and authorize
Chairman Jones to fillthe vacancy. Mr
Donnelly, of Philadelphia, moved to
lay the resolution on the table. His
motion prevailed amid great excite-
ment, 171 to 167. A motion to give the
Populists four electors and fuse with
them was carried. D. C. Dewitt and
Jerome T. Hillman were named by
acclamation for congressmen at large
The vacancies in the electoral ticket
were filled as follows: At large, Thom-
as Sterrett and Louis M.Ireland, Popu-
lists; Thomas G. Delehanty, Demo-
crat. The convention then adjourned.

M'KINLEY'S FIRST OPPONENT

Spoke In Favor of Souiml Money a;

Canton.
CANTON, Sept. 10.—Hon. William A.

Lynch made an address to a large audience
tonight, in support of a gold standard. Mr.
Lynch has been a leading Democrat and has
been active In every campaign for years. He
was MaJ. McKinley's first political opponent,
running for prosecuting attorney when the
major was elected to his first public office.
He has since opposed McKinley personally,
and was one of the hardest workers In the
famous Warwich campaign, making a personal
canvass of the district. He was a delegate to
the Indianapolis convention. The meeting
was arranged by the Railway Men's Gold
Standard club, and the discussion limited to
the currency question. The meeting attracted
wide attention, and alarge crowd was pres-
ent.

Referring to the bond issue of the present
administrat.on. Mr. Lynch said: "President
Cleveland will live to hear the laudations ofa patriotic American people for his acts for
the preservation of the nation's honor." He
blamed the present panic, which he said be-
gan In June, 1892, on the silver agitation,
already commenced, and blamed the contin-
ued agitation for preventing recovery. Afteran extended argument on the effects of free
coinage on commerce, industry and agricul-
ture, he summed up in an earnest appeal
for the gold standard. He said after elec-
tion the Democrats would get together again.
He found in the Chicago convention the old
Democratic banners torn down and the
leaders absent, with Populists in full control.
He. with others, set burning the altar fires
of true Democracy at Indianapolis, and
around them they would remain until their
old associates came back into camp.

HOLT'S RESIGNATION

Received and Accepted by Indiana.
State ( outinIttee.

INDIANAPOLIS,Sept. 10.— The Democratic
state central committee met today and re-
ceived and accepted the resignations of Ster-ling R. Holt, chairman, and Rufus Magee,
member from Cass county. More resignations
are now expec.ed, and it is said that
committeemen in the First, Tenth, Third andTwelfth, gold men, 'and not in sympathy
with the Chicago platform and candidates
will support them for "the good of theparty." The letter of Chairman Holt was as
follows:
Ihave reached the conclusion that It Ismy duty to pursue this course. Iwas chosen

to the position Inow resign, about eight j
months ano. Since the adjournment of the I
Chicago convention, Ihave been the subject
of unjust criticism and uncalled for suspi-
cion. This unremitting fault-finding has sohandicapped and ciippled the committee as
almost to disnualify it from doing efficient
work. Personally during my whole politicalcareer, Ihave bern opposed to the doctrineInvolved In the free coinage of silver; yet I
did not see in this fact a sufficient reason
for quitting thd regular organization of theparty, Ihave so stated; nevertheless in
view of the condition of affairs Ihave aboveindicated, Ifeel that Iowe it to myself as aman and to you as a committee, to step down
and out.

Mr, Holt also read he resignation of Ru-
fus Mage«. Mr. Magee simply stated thathe could not bring himself to the support ofthe principles enunciated by tha Chicago
platform, and deemed it prudent to resign asa member of the committee.

"OTHIXG TO GAI\ BY BRYAXISM.

To Povrrterly's Mind Even Govern-
ment by Injnnc-tiuu In Better

Than byIncompctency.

NEW YORK, Sept. 10.— A mass meet-
ing was held in Cooper Union tonight
under the auspices of the campaign
committee of the McKinley league.
Terence V. Powderly, late Master
Workman of the Knights of La-bor,
and ex-Senator Warner Miller, were
the chief speakers. The meeting was
planned for wage-earners. A very
large audience was present early, and
when the speaking began the large hall
was crowded. SeveraJ feryan men were
present and made their presence known
by loud cheers for their candidate.
This Interruption was speedily stopped
by the police, after which the pro-*
gramme of the evening was carried
out. Mr. Powderly was the first speak-
er and said:

Did Ibelieve an apology for my presence
on this platform necessary, Iwould say that
Iam here because Ibelieve the right of the
American wage earner to receive the highest
rate of compensation for services rendered
and the right to claim and receive the best
kind of money in exchange for his labor,
should not be interfered with.

Mr. Powderly then took up the Chicago
platform and compared if with previous plat-
forms »: the Democratic party, baying:

The platform of four years ago pledged the
president entering into power to the over-
throw of the American system of protection,
and with all his and their power, with ail
the force and influence at his and their com-
mand, the man and party, upon whom the
power was conferred, labored to place theloreign workingman on a higher plane than
his American competitor, and that platform
was anything but meaningless. Four years
u-go the pivotal point around which the
Democratic platform swung was free trade.

When that congress assembled there wasno deficit; the revenue was amply sufficient
for the needs of government, and there was
no income tax law upon the statutes of this
nation. The income tax law was an afterconsideration; it was no part of the Demo-
cratic platform of 1892. and was only thought
of when it became manifest to Its originators
that they had sawed off the revenue limben which they had been sitting in their mad
attempt to undo what their Republican pre-
decessors had so well planned and so faith-
fully executed. To m»J(e amends for a
blunder they would perpetrate a crime, and
the income tax law was no less than a crime.
Imay be charged with opposing one of the
cardinal principles of the Knights of Labor,
that demanded that a graduated income tax
bo levied. That section was adopted by the
Knights of Labor In opposition to my earn&st
and emphatic protest. Inever believed in it,
and have always opposed it.

When congress assembled in 1893 there was
no income tax law upon the statute booka.
Under the provisions of such a law no rev-
enue accrued to the governjoaent, and it is
unfair, as well as dishonest, -to charge a fall-
ing revenue to something which had no ex-
istence when the agitation lor a change in
our economic laws began. Does it not ap-
pear inconsitent of the defenders of the Chi-
cago platform to assert that they are op-
posed to English rule in America on the
financial question after they have opened
cur ports to the product of the English fac-
tory and mill? Our chief competitor In the
domain of .manufacture is England, and he
must be an ignorant man indeed who will
demand the abolition of our tariff laws and
not know that the gainer by the abolition of
these laws will be England. They tell us
that the manufacturers are robber barons,
and that the tariff which protects them and
those who work for them is a robber tariff.
Well, what of it? If workingmen will not
organize, as the window glass trade and rail-
road workmen are organized, to unite with
employers in protecting their trades and call-
ings, they have themselves to blame for not
securing ail the advantage* ef protection.

The fact that *350,<M».0CQ "Worth of agricul-
tural product was imported to this country in
one year, and that is w "bought and con-
sumed by Americans, prove* most conclu-
sively that to that extent; at least, the ag-
riculturists of this country were the losers,
and had they been protected in-their industry
by a judicious tariff law-, the- consumers of
the land would have bought that product
at their hands instead of that which came
from foreign lands, and that vast sum of
money would be circulating among the peo-
ple of the United States, paying taxes and
debts in the United StaU instead of enrich-
ing the producers of foreign lands

—
the "rob-

ber barons" of Europe. The farmer is told
that the cause of his ills is because he has
not been blessed with /re* silver. But who-
ever tells him that deceives him to his in-
jury. Those who advocate free Bilver tell
the farmer that "the crime of 1873" is re-
sponsible for the Ills ho bears. Since 1873
farming has undergone a radical, an almost
total change, and causes* other than the de-
monetization of silver have combined tocheapen his product. «

Mr. Powderly then compared ths work pos-
sible to be done with xao4stn agricultnral Im-
plements with that undei" the old methods,
and said :

Is it any wonder, then, that the prices of
wheat, corn and other grains have fallen,
and does it not seem plain to the observing
nan that the agencies wfeieh Ihave pointed
out have been /ar more, potent In leveling
prices' than the

'

demonetisation of invert
The farmer needs, a market, and he should
have a market in which to sell at a fair
reasonable price. Unfortuaftely, he ha* been
'aught that he should buy.in a cheap mar-
ket and sell in *dear one, but Ifhe wishes
for high prices for himself he should interest
himself in obtaining high prices for others.

Mr. Yowdorly tb«a told of how improved

machinery had displaced hand labor in cities,
and called attention to the great influx ofimmigrants who settle In the cities and workcheaply, and continued:

TWO CAUSES.
Here, then, are two causes

—
the introduc-

tion of machinery and immigration— which
combine to lower the prices of products and
deprive the farmer of his market, and "the
crime of 1873" has had nothing to do with
either one. What remedy does the Chicago
platform offer for this condition of affairs?
That it recognizes such a condition ia true,
for it contains a plank calculated to lead
the unthinking into the belief that they
would abolish one of these evils. Itreads:

"We hold that the most efficient way of
protecting American labor is to prevent theImportation of foreign pauper labor to com-pete with it in the home market," etc.

There is a sample of statesmanship for
you. They pitch their tents where theKnights of Labor extinguished their camp-
fires twelve years ago. In those days we
demanded that the importation of foreign
labor under contract— not pauper labor, markyou—should be abolished. Those laws were
abolished in 1885, and today such a thing as
the importation of labor is hardly known.
Had these patriots who affect to talk In thename of labor been sincere, they would have
Inserted "immigration" where they flaunt
the word "importation."

Taking up the money question proper, Mr.Powderly said: They tell us that we lackmoney, that there it not enough in circula-tion, and that the mints should be started
to coin silver In unlimited quantities for the
good of labor. But just how the man who
has no silver to be coined is to be benefitedhas not yet been made clear to us, and Ibe-
lieve it will do the country more good to open
our mines, mills and factories to the unem-
ployed than to open our mints to the unre-
stricted coinage of silver at the ratio of 16
to 1. That there Is not enough money in cir-
culation may be true, but if so, it Is because
labor has not been employed; itis because we
have been importing rather than exporting.
When it is aserted that our per capita is
not sufficient, It must not be forgotten that
labor Itself is in no small share responsible
for this state of affairs, if indted it be true,
or important if true. From the city of
Scranton alone, laboring men last year sent
J40.000 in gold, or its equivalent, to foreignlands, and scarcely a dollar of it went toEngland. They sent this money to their
friends in the homes of the poor of Europe.
Every dollar sent reduces the per capita cir-
culation of our currency. But what of it?
So much per capita is a meaningless term,
for it gives no man a dollar and adds noth-
ing to the wealth of man or commonwealth.Per capita circulation is a circulation whichdoes not circulate, and no man can lay fingers
on a dollar of that per capita, except in oneor two ways—honest or dishonest— by labor ofsome kind or by theft of some kind. The per
capita circulation is greater than it ever was
in the United States, but so long as it lies
idle through a lack of confidence, or solong as It is reduced each time a steamer
lands Its cargo of immigrants on these shores,
the idle workmen can have no share in it.
The money In circulation is what labor looks
to. and not the idle dollars which do not cir-
culate.

Passing to the Chicago strike, Mr.Powderly
said the lawless element of the city and not
the strikers rioted, and added: Ido not ap-
prove of government by any other power than
the will of the American people: but If we
will have government by truckling, time-
serving officials, who fear to do their swornduty, then we invite government by injunc-
tion. It was a gratuitous act on the part of
the Chicago convention to indorse the inac-tivity of the mayot of Chicago and the gov-
ernor of Illinois, but having done so its mem-
bers should be reminded that honest labor inI
no way feels complimented by such doubtful
recognition. Government by injunction wouldnever be known In the United States had
government by incompetency not preceded it

Continuing, Mr. Powderly compared existing
prices with prices he said existed in the days
of "democratic simplicity," and doubted if
one would exchange his present surroundings
for the old. He then entered into a lengthy
analysis of free coinage of silver, declaring
it would drive gold from the country and :
enhance the value of silver at the expense of
the people. Clos!ng. he said:

What about labor with the nation on a
silver basis Instead of a gold basis? One |
silver doliar then will buy but half what j
it willnow and the man working for a dollar
a day will have to work two days in order
to purchase as much for two silver dollars j
as now he obtains for one dollar of cold. or ;
of silver, or of paper based on gold. Theproposition that the silver dollar is the poor
man's dollar is pure gush. The dollar of the

'
poor man Is the dollar which he earns, !
whether it be gold or silver. The working-
man is entitled to the best in the market; the
gold dollar is as much his dollar as it is the

'
dollar of the millionaire, and instead of join-iing In the shout for a cheap dollar, for free
and unlimited coinage, he should inscribe on
his banner: "The best is none too good for
me."

Hon. Warner Miller was next intro-
duced and was greeted with great ap-
plause that lasted several minutes.
He was listened to attentively. Be-
fore adjourning the following resolu-
tion was adopted:

"The wage workers of New York, in
massmeeting assembled under the aus-
pices of the McKinley league, utterly
repudiate the teachings of the platform
adopted by the Democratlc-Populistic
national convention at Chicago. We
hold its doctrines to be dishonest, un-
patriotic and injurious to the best In-
terests of the nation and the working-
men of the United States. The nation-
al honor and the nation's prosperity
are involved and depend upon the elec-
tion of the Republican candidates, and
we therefore call upon wage-earners
everywhere to support McKinley and
Hobart.

FREE SILVER WAGES.

ConditlonN in Mexico to be Investi-
gated by Worklnffmen.

CHICAGO, Sept. 10.—Paul J. Maas
and Patrick Enright started for Mex-
ico over the Santa Fe route tonight on
a mission that will be fraught with
special interest to every laboring man
in the United States. The two men
go as the representatives of the Chicago
Trades and Labor assembly for the pur-
pose of making a thorough and Impar-
tial investigation of the economic con-
ditions which prevail in Mexico. They
are to find for themselves, without any
suggestions from the organization they
represent, or from any other sources,
the true status of the working man in
a free silver country. The information
they may gain and the conclusions
they form willbe submitted In a report
to the Trades and Labor assembly as
soon as they return to Chicago, which
willbe about the Ist of October.

HOTKIN NAMEtD FOR GOVERNOR,

J. E. Rlekards, the Present Execu-
tive of Montana, Wan His Mont

Formidable Opponent.

HELENA, Mont., Sept. 10.—The Re-
publican state convention reconvened
at 10:30 today, but, as the committee
on permanent oi'ganization asked for
more time, the convention adjourned
until 1:30.

The afternoon session was a most
stormy one, and at one time it looked
as though the gold men would walk
out of the hall. During a speech by
Col. Sanders, the leader of the gold
men started to leave the hall, but
was persuaded to remain. During the
speech, which was very caustic and
sarcastic and was frequently inter-
rupted with- cheers and hisses, the
wildest confusion prevailed. The
trouble arose over the report of the
committee on permanent organization.
There was a majority report signed
by sixteen members of the committee,
and two minority reports, one signed
by five and the other by two mem-
bers. The majority report was adopt-
ed after several hours of heated de-
bate. Itwas on the adoption of this
report that the two factions came near
splitting. After the adoption of the
majority report, the order of business
was the nomination of governor. J.
E. Rickards, the present incumbent-
Lieut. Gov. A. C. Botkin, and Col.
Kessler were put forward. Itrequired
five ballots to elect. Rickards led in
the third ballot, Botkin on the first,
second and fourth, and was nominat-
ed on the last by a vote of 202 to 170
for Rickards and 4 for Kessler. Anadjournment was then taken.

At 11 o'clock the Republican state
convention completed the ticket as fol-
lows:

For governor, Alexander C. Botkin-
lieutenant governor, P. R. Dolman;
secretary of state, Louis Rotwitt;
treasurer, W. O. Webster; auditor, A.L. Love; superintendent of public in-
struction, J. B. Hendrix; attorney gen-
eral, S. G. Murray; associate justice,
S. O. Grubb.

The silver men then withdrew to
allow the gold men to adopt a plat-
form and nominate congressmen and
McKinley electors.

NOMINATIONS WITH STRINGS.

Panned Out by the Republican!) or
Colorado.

DENVER. Col.. Sept. 10.— The Republican

state convention today nominated a complete
ticket. A resolution was adopted requiring-
all the nominees to place their resignations
In the hands of the committee on fusion
which Is conferring with like committees of
the Democratic. Populist and silver parties.
The resolutions declare for bimetallism andprotection "as set forth in our national plat-
forms previous to 1896. and as adhered to by
Abraham Lincoln and the founders of the Re-publican party." The party is pledged to the
support of Bryan and Sewall and the St.
Louis boiters are indorsed. The silver state
convention has not made any nominations
and fs awaiting the results of the'fuslon con-
ference.

The Joint conference committee of theDemocratic, Populist, Republican and Silver
parties met in this city today for the purpose
of arranging a fusion on state officers. Thesession was secret. Indications are that a
Joint ticket willbe put out by the Democrats,
Populists and Sllverltes and the Republicans
will have an independent ticket. The Popu-
list and Silver conventions are awttlng a re-port from their conference committees. The
Democratic electoral ticket has been in-
dorsed by the Republican, the Populist and
Silver conventions, insuring a solid front forBryan and Sewall. whatever the outcome of
the attempt to secure a fusion silver state
ticket.

PUEBLO. Col., Sept. 10.— The Populist con-
vention adjourned at 12:30 a. m. to 9 o'clock
tomorrow morning, after dee'dtng not to fuse
with the silver Republicans or Democrats,
because all three insist upon being conceded
the governorship. A proposition was made
to the National silver party, and a reply is
expected in the morning.

IOWA POPI LISTS.

Democratic State Ticket Indorsed at
Dcs Motnea.

DES MOINES, 10., Sept. 10.— The Populiats
met in state convention here today. Theconvention was a large one, containing nearly
three hundred delegates. Charles Lloyd wastemporary chairman and W. H. Robb chair-man. Gen. Weaver and other leaders werepresent and spoke. The platfo.-m adopted in-dorses free silver coinage at 16 to 1 and all
other Populiatic doctrines. No ticket was
nomlna cd. The Democratic ticket nominated
at Ottumwa, together with the Democratic
electors were indorsed in a single short reso-
lution. This in accordance with an agreement
entered Into between the leaders of the twoparties.

PARIS, Sept. 10.—A violent cyclone
swept over portions of this city at 230
P. m. today. Omnibuses, cabs andstalls In the streeta were overturned
trees were blown down, store windowsbroken, barges sunk in the river Seine
and the firemen had to be called outMany persons wore injured on Ihe RueTurbigo, Place de la Republique, the
Place St. Sulpice and the Boulevard

The prefecture of police has issueda statement that only one person hasbeen kiHed in the eye'one. Thi.s under-
states the case. A large ward in the
Hotel Dieu is full of the victims, two
of whom died tonight and several
there and In various other hospitals
are in a precarious condition.
It is a curious fact that the cyclone

chiefly affected the small area lying
arou-nd the Palais de Justice and the
Hotel de Ville. The cyclone appeared
to be caused by two strong currents,
from the northwest and the south-
east; the clouds rushed together and
whirled around as they met just over
this area. The barometer in the Tour
St. Jacques fell suddenly seven mil-
limetres. M. Mellne, the premier,
visited the scene of the devastation incompany with M. Lepine. prefect ofpolice.

A member of the staff of Le Temps
describes the spectacle at the moment
when the storm broke: •From the
omnibus on which Iwas riding, I
could see down the Quai dcs Orfevres
and the Quai dcs Grands-Augustins. I
suddenly saw what appeared to be a
tall pillar of smoke advancing from a
distance. Iimagined that a large fire
had broken out, but almost directly I
saw that trees were being snapped and
countless chimneys hurled to the
ground. But almost instantly the storm
passed away. We were not touched
but the quais were impassable and ascene of indescribable confusion fol-
lowed."

Among the dead was a well-dressedman, apparently English. Numerous
newspaper kiosks were overturned and
the inmates injured. The roof of the
Opera Comlque waa blown down. The
Ambigu-Comique and the Folles Dra-
matiques theaters were both damaged.
Twenty-nine horses were killed. Klght
beer houses were wrecked. The storm
was preceded by darkness and by an
oppressive sultriness. There was not
the slightest disturbance \ in the
Champs Elysees. the Madeleine, the Arc
de Triomphe and the bourse districtsbeyond a heavy rain.

The superstitious are finding much to
dwell upon In the fact that Mile. Cones-don, the self-styled Zeres, who claims
to be inspired by the Angel Gabriel and
who has been the talk of Paris on ac-
count of her supposed gifts of prophecy
for many months, predicted a storm
such as this last July. Mile Conesdon
has many followers, who are devout
believere In her gift. One of her pro-
phecies is that a universal war willcome within a year, resulting in the

(•uction
of England's power and ac-

>anied by a revolution in Paris.
CITY MUCH EXCITED,

ris Is much stirred up and excited
the cyclone, which develops into a

ster of considerable proportions,
number of minor casualties and in-
s to persons Is large, and further

reports are constantly being received.
Over fifty injured have thus far been
reported to one fire station alone, and
five seriously injured were brought in.
Several men and women had their
skulls fractured by the falling of some
gates behind which they had sought
shelter from the storm. A cab driver,
who had taken refuge in his cab. and
his horses were killed together, and the
cab demolished. Nine members of the
staff of L<a France, who were leaving
the Tribunal de Commerce when the
storm suddenly broke, were all seri-
ously injured, one having his skull
fractured.

At least a dozen persons were car-
ried bodily into the Seine from the
bridges and wharves and were rescued
with great difficulty, several being in-
jured and left in a critical condition,
so that they had to be taken to the
hospitals. *

The breaking of the storm was ac-
icompanied by many demonstrations of

fright by individuals and by crowds,
the panic of one spreading to others;
the lowering sky and the howling of
the tempest, fillingthe air with flying
debris, frightening the crowds in the
streets out of self-control. Everybody
started to run, without much regard to
obstacles, personal or otherwise, that
might come in their way, and there
was shouting and screaming to add
to the confusion. The damage to prop-
erty was widespread and serious. The
first tempest of wind, which did most
of the damage, was immediately suc-
ceeded by torrents of rain, and cellars
all over Paris are flooded.

At Clichy, the roadway of the boule-
vard national subsided several yards
as a result of the washing away of the \u25a0

road-bed. The Quai dcs Orfevres shows
a striking scene, of desolation, build-
ings being damaged and overturned
and all looking as though swept by a
torrent of rushing water. The cyclone
only lasted about one minute, but in
addition to the damage already men-
tioned, considerable destruction was
caused on and about the Pont Neuf,
the Place dv Chatelet, the observatolre.
the Tour St. Jacques and elsewhere In
the neighborhood.

From the Quai St. Michael to beyond
the Pont Neuf, every tree was up-
rooted, many barges were sunk and a
number of small boats were swamped.
The crews of the barges, however, suc-
ceeded in escaping. One of the laundry
boats of the Seine where thirty laun-
dresses were at wo.rk. was sunk and
the women were saved with the great-
est difficulty. The scaffolding of the
court yard of the Salnte Chapelle was
blown away and every pane of glass
in the side of the palace of justice fac-
ing the river was smashed by uprooted
trees. All the omnibuses struck by the
cyclone were upset and their passen-
gers were more or leas Injured.

Insurgent Executed.
HAVANA,Sept. 10.—Luis Payrol Martinez,

a member of an expedition landed by the
steamer Three Friende, was executed today.
He died as a Christian. Martlnex was a
nephew of tha deceacod Spanish general,
Qoian.
