APPOINTED BY CLEVELAND IN 1888

OPPONENTS ARE DETERMINED,

But Few in Number — Bright Out-
look fer Stutsman County Dem-

ocrats,

JAMESTOWN, N. D., Sept. 10.—The
principal fight in this district that has
developed to date in this campaign is
over the district judgeship. Judge
Roderick Rose, the unanimous choice
of the Democrats of the eight counties
comprising this judicial district, has
been nominated for the third time to
succeed himself. In 1888 he was ap-
pointed to the bench by President
Cleveland. When North Dakota was
admitted a state, in ’89, and again in
’92, he was elected to succeed himself,
the last time entirely without opposi-
tion, and this in a strong Republican
district. In 89 he made a 9ne run
against Attorney Hewitt, although a
bitter and determined fight was made
against the judge by the Republicans,
securing a bigger majority over his op-
ponent than Hewitt got votes.

The Republicans have nominated At-
torney S. L. Glaspell, of this city, as
a sacrifi this time. Mr. Glaspell is
Judge Rose’s next door neighbor, the
two residences standing side by side
on the same avenue. He enjoys a
lucrative practice, having a reputation
as a winning attorney in damage suits
ugainst corporations generally and the
Northern Pacific railway in particular.

been enlisted and from
time articles have appeared
*h tend to bring the judge into dis-
repute among his many friends. The
Judge has been charged with being re-
versed by the supreme court “two-
thirds” of the time, etc., etec., when
the simple truth is that but two of the
other five judges in the state have
been affirmed proportionally oftener
than he—and then in but 2 per cent
more of all the cases which have been
taken to the supreme court since state-
hood—seven years. And he has tried
20 per cent more cases than one of
these judges and four times as many
cases as the other. When the number
of intricate, abstruse and constitutional
cases, which have come before him for
trial are considered—careful search of
the North Dakota reports will show—
it will be seen that the judge has a
record of which he need not be ashamed
and of which he may well be proud—
and the Democratic party proud of its
Judge.

An instance of Judge Rose's acumen
is cited in the five suits brought by
the Northern Pacific railway against
the several treasurers of the countles
of McLain, Barnes, Foster, LaMoure
and Mercer to restrain them from sell-
ing the lands of the railroad for taxes.
The railroad claimed the lands were
exempt from taxation under the gross
earnings law; the counties claimed the
law unconstitutional. TUpon the trial
of the counties’ demurrer to the rail-
way’s complaint Judge Rose decided
the cases in favor of the counties. The
cases were appealed to the supreme
court, which decided the law constitu-
tional.

After the supreme court held the
gross earnings law to be constitutional,
Judge Rose decided the simllar cases
of the railway company against the
treasurers of this (Stutsman) and
Barnes counties in favor of the railway
as he was obliged to follow the law
as interpreted by the supreme court,
but contrary to his judgment. Ap-
peals to the supreme court were taken
in these two cases and the court, dif-
ferently constituted because of Ineligi-
bility of Judges Wallin and Bartholo-
mew, who had been counsel, reversed
itself and held with Judge Rose, as in
the first five cases.

The Democrats and independents in
Stutsman county in ‘particular, and
generally throughout the district, have
united in support of the judge and con-
fidently hope to not only carry that im-
ant office, but many others as well.
not so many years ago when
Stutsman county used to roll up a
Demoecratic majority with clockwork
regularity, and this, it is believed, will
be done again. A determined effort will
be made this fall to redeem the county
to its former faith. .

Miners Out of Work.

TOWER, Minn., Sept. 10.—The recent clos-
ing down of two mines and the reduction of
force at the third leaves a very small num-
ber of miners at work on the Vermillion
range. In Ely the usual force at the Chand-
ler is 600, at the Pioneer 300, all of whom
have been discharged except a few to look
after the machinery and buildings and gen-
eral repairs. At the Minnesota, in Tower, 800
men have been employed until a month ago,
when a hundred were discharged and wages
reduced 10 per cent. Only 200 now remain,
working No. 8 shaft. Quite a number have
left for the Western mining districts and
more will follow. Many of the miners have
from $500 to several thousand dollars saved
up and deposited In the banks, and a goodly
portion of these will leave for the old coun-
try, not to return, as many -did three years
fgo.

TWO EARLY FROSTS.

They Do Little Damage to Crops in
South Dakota.

HURON, S. D., Sept. 10.—The weekly
report of the state weather and crop
bureau is as follows:

The temperature during the week averaged
somewhat below the normal, with generally
cool nights, Frost oecurred. in 4 .number of
localities on the 3d and 6th. Over the great-
er portion of the state it was light, doing
little or no damage except cutting the vines
a little. In some northern localities, how-
ever, it was heavy enough to kill vines and
cut the leaves of the latest and most tender
corn. Monday, the Tth, 'was a very warm
day generaily and aided considerably in ma-
turing and hardening corn. Fair to very
good rains occurred in many counties and
were very beneficial In moistening the soll
for fall plowing, which is now progressing
in the central and southern counties. There
was somewhat mere than the average amount
of sunshine during the week.

The maturing of corn has not been as
rapld as warmer weather would haive made
it, but it has progressed steadily. About all
of the early and much of the later corn
{8 now safe from frost and considerable is
already in shock. From one week to tem days
more of immunity from heavy frost wiil in-
sure the safety of the later corn. The latest
is now in the advanced routini ear stage,
and reports indicate that only heavy frosts
could injure it or affect the yield materially.
The crop is generally very good and most
reports indicate that it promises the most
abundant yield for many years. Threshing
of small grain is still in progress, and the
weather has been favorable for this work
except that seme interruption was caused
“in localities by high winds. Millet and flax
harvest is almost completed and the threshed
flax shows good results-and very

Ladies Do Not Yet Appear On Them
in Publie.

Washington, t. 10.—The Spanish
ladies have not yet reached the point
where they feel equal to riding the bi-
cycle in public, though the wheel itself
has at last taken the fancy of the con-
servative Spaniards. TUnited States
Comimereial Agent Mertens at Valen-
cia, in a report to the state department
upon the subject, says that it is only
within the past year that bicycle riding

has excited the public interest to any
extent.

Although for years past the wheel

has been known, still very few riders
were seen. The people, not being used
to much exercise, did not care to sac-
rifice their comfort, and hygeinic laws
generally are not mueh considered in
a country where salubrious climate
spoils the people.
bicycle riding has become a sport in
Valencia, and although fashionable so-
clety shows indifference because the
lower and middle classes first took it
up, the machine is slowly making its
wav with them, and especially with
the younger element.

OUTLOOK IN REED’'S STATE.

Chairman Manley Claims a Plaral-
ity of 18,000 to 20,000.

PORTLAND, Me., Sept. 10.—In a few
days the campaign in the state of
Maine will be ended. Never before
has a Republican canvass been so com-
plete. Probably 500 meetings have been
held, and the people have listened to a
great number of political speeches.

The regular Republican nominee for
governor is Llewellyn Powers. The
Democratic candidate is Melville P.
Frank; Luther C. Bateman, the candi-
date of the DPopulists, and William
Henry Clifford, the candidate of the
gold Demogcrats. Many of the church-
going people will scratch Powers. If
there was no other gold condidate this
vote would probably stay at home, but
as Clifford stands unequivocally for
gold, it is more than likely that a
good proportion of this vote will go
to him. The labor organizations will
support Frank. The silver men in the
Republican party will vote for Frank,
and there is a percentage of Democratic
voters who will vote for Powers.

The men under the silver banner
three months ago could have been
counted on your fingers; today they are
a very strong body. Allen O. Meyers,
of Ohio, made a speech in the city
hall, Portland, Tuesday evening, which
was loudly applauded by a large au-
dience. Three months ago silver en-
thusiasm was scarce. Now there is
plenty of it.

Chairman Manley declares the Re-
publican vote will reach 80,000, and the
plurality will be from 18,000 to 20,000.
On the other hand, the Democratic
managers declare that their vote will
not only hold its own, but do better
still. Speaker Reed says: “How much
of this silver stirr and noise is a flurry
and a temporary disturbance, and how
much of it is of the heavy ground
swell of solid convictions, is impossible
to state.”
