FINANCIAL RECOVERY IS SLOWER,

Various Causes Have Tended to Pre-
vent Sueh a Gain as in Com-
mercial Circles.

NEW YORK, Sept. 11.—Bradstreet's
tomorrow will/say: The feeling among
jobbers and manufacturers last week
that an improvement in demand for
scasonable staples was in sight, was
evidently well founded, for at more
than a dozen centers, South and West,
demand s now more active, the vol-
ume of sales has increasedand the gen-
eral outlook is much more favorable
for business later in the autumn. Not-
withstanding the Labor day interrup-
tion, the week’s volume of business ‘is
slightly heavier, several cities report-
ing a larger demand this week to re-
plenish depleted stocks than during
two preceding months, notably among
jobbers 1In groceries, hardware, dry
goods, millinery, hats and shoes. The
most marked improvement is at Chi-
cago, St. Louis, St. Paul, Minneapolis,
Pittsburg, Charleston and Augusta,
although other cities have reported a
better feeling, and prospect for more
active demand.

No such gain has taken place iIn
financial as in commercial circles. New
Orleans bank failures have resulted in
restricted loans and smaller volume of
trade at a time when the early move-
ment of cotton and sugar prospects
had stimulated trade. In Texas, farm-
ers are holding cotton for an advance
in price and leading Georgla jobbers
find mercantile collections much im-
proved. The shrinkage of production
of pig iron in the United States from
& rate equal to ten milllon tons per an-
num to less than two-thirds of that
quantity is proving an effective remedy
for stagnation in the fron and steel in-
industries, and already demand has be-
gun to assert itself. There is a more

encouraging look to the price move-
ment also.

Exports of wheat, flour Included,
from both coasts of the United States
and from Montreal this week amount
to 3,799,141 bushels, as compared with
3,269,000 bushels last week; 1,810,000 in
the corresponding week one year ago;
2,788,000 bushels two years ago, and

with §,357,000 bushels in the like week
of 1893,

Business failures throughout the
United States this week number 308.
‘While this is 28 fewer than last week,
fs 1s 85 more than in the like week of
1895; 85 more than in the corresponding
period of 1894, and 8 more than in the
second week of September, 1893, after
three months of panic. More than
twice as many failures are reported
this week as in the corresponding week
of 1892, Business failures in the Cana-
dian Dominion this week number 41,
against 30 last week, 22 in the week a
year ago, 38 two years ago and 36
three years ago.

AN UPWARD TURN.

Dun’'s Review Believes It to Be Near
at Hand.

NEW YORK, Sept. 11.—Dun & Co.'s
review of trade will say: Better pros-
pects and relief from monetary anxiety
do not yet bring larger demands for
finished products, though large buying
of pig Iron, wool, leather, hides, cotton
and other materials continue to show
a growing business, and that a general
movement upward in prices will come
with the replenishment of dealers’
stocks this fall. Most prices are ex-
tremely low, so that ordinary demand
would advance them. Bank failures
at New Orleans cause temporary hesi-
tation. Crop returns indicate disap-
pointment in the cotton and some of
the spring wheat states. Prices of
corn and oats make it unprofitable to
sell at present. The number of manu-
facturing works and mines in opera-
tion

does not gain but rather de-
creases. Reductions in wages are
somewhat numerous, occasionally re-

sisted by strikes, and all these condi-
tions diminish for a time the buying
power of the people. While many
think general improvement cannot
come until the election has removed
political uncertainties, others expect
Boon to see the results anticipated.
Not half the iron working or f{ron
making capacity is now employed, and
the demand for finished products does
not grow. Sales of wool for the week
have equaled the normal consumption,
for the first time in some months, not,
however, because manufacturers have
more orders or are doing more work,
for no gain is seen in the demand or
output. The buying is mainly specula-
tive, based on the belief that prices
must advance. No considerable de-
crease appears in the enormous stock
of print cloths. For other goods, there
Is a better demand ana@ manufacturers
have advanced prices because of the
tising cost of material. The Financial
Chronicle’s annual report, issued today,
makes the last crop of cotton 7,162,473
bales, the consumption North and
South 2,695,810 and the exports 4,712,912
during the year. Wheat declined a
cent but then advanced, closing a cent
up for the week. Western receipts still
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exceed last year’s, having been in two
weeks 11,229,038, against 10,323,288 bush-
els last year, while Atlantic exports,
flour included, have been for the same
weeks 3,933,265 bushels, against 2,417,-
872 last year. Accounts of disappoint-
ing returns in spring wheat states are
numerous, but is difficult to reconcile
short estimates with heavy marketing
at low prices. Corn is almost wholly
out of danger and the yield is general-
ly expected to be the largest, as the
price here is the lowest ever known.

GOLD INFLOW,

Not Likely to Be Checked by New
Discount Rate.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 11.—Treasury
officlals are not inclined to the belief
that the action of the Bank of England
in raising the discount rate 12 per cent
will necessarily result in a prompt ces-
sation of gold imports. Gold is always
paid by the Bank of England on- de-
mand, in exchange for Bank of England
notes, and the only effect on gold im-
portations, it is said, can be the indirect

EDUCATION BY TRAVEL

Put to Test by Students Who Will
Visit St. Paul.

CHICAGO, Sept. 11.—For the pur-
pose of deriving educational benefits
from a tour around the continent, fif-
teen students of the Puget Sound Uni-
versity of Tacoma, Washington, have
stopped off in Chicago.

CITIZEN AND SUBJECT.

Both Relations Possible
Same Time,

TORONTO, Ont., Sept. 11.—The mas-
ter in chambers this afternoon handed
down a decision in which it was stated
that a man can be both a citizen of the
United States and a subject of Great
Britain at the same time. Charles
Langmuir, defendant, now the agent of
the New York Assurance company in
Paris, France, was sued by G. H. Bol-
ton on a promissory note for $7,000.
The defendant sought to set aside the
writ on the ground that he was a citf-
zen of the United States, and that serv-
ice of the writ should have been made
on him personally, instead of his so-
licitor. The plaintiff’s solicitor, how-
ever, contended that Langmuir was
both a British subject and an Ameri-
can citizen, he never having abjured
his allegiance to the English crown.
The master so decided, and Langmuir
must appear on the writ of summons,
which, according to the decision, was
properly served. The decision estab-
lishes a precedent.
