DEMIRRER IS EXPECTED SOON

To Bring: the Matter Ip for Immrili.
ate Determination by the

Court*.

An action to test the constitutionality
of the law deposing the board of pub-
lic works .and substituting therefor a
commissioner of public works, begun
In the supreme court yesterday morn-
ing. The matter is now before the
supreme court and it is believed an
early decision will be reached. At-
torney General Childs has asked for a
writ of quo warranto in behalf of the
members of the board of public works
against John Copeland, the commis-
sioner of public works. The informa-
tion in the usual manner alleges the
incorporation of the city, and the ex-
istence of the board of public works,

and that under and by the order of
the alleged law passed by the legisla-

ture in 1595, the common council as>
sumed to accept for the city, and
Mayor Doran assumed to appoint a
commissioner of public works. Itfur-
ther alleges that Commissioner Cope-
land, by force of arms, seized and took
possession of the office room, files,
records, seal and papers of the board
of public works, and that he now as-
sumes as commissioner to perform the
duties of the board of public works,

and that he hinders the members of
the board from performing the duties
prescribed by statue. The information
asks that Commissioner Copeland be
summoned before the supreme court to
show quo warranto why he assumes
to exercise the duties of the board of j
public works and thus hinder and pre- j
vent its members from performing their
duties, and to show cause why he
should not cease to thus interfere. A
writ, based on the information,
signed by Chief Justice Start, and
served on the commissioner yesterday,
is made returnable Oct. 6.

The information has evidently been
drawn with a view to eliciting a de-
murrer from the respondent and set-
tling the case on the law without un-
necessary delay. The information is
signed by the attorney general with
Eller, How & Butler as attorneys for
the respondents. TV. L. Chapin will
appear for Commissioner Copelarid
when the case comes up for hearing.

The information is substantially as
follows:

Attorney General Childs, in behalf of the
state and Richard L. Gorman, John C. Quln-
by, William Banholzer and Robert N. Hare,
states to the court:

First, the facts of the incorporation of the
city of St. Paul.

Second that it haa existed as such corpor-
ation during more than ten years last past,
and has duly used and exercised all its powers
granted under the act of incorporation, and in
connection therewith and as a part of thereof
haa established and nibalntained during all
said period, and still maintains, a board of
public works of the said city constituted and
organized as provided !n said act.

Tha* said board of public works has during
all of such time done and performed the
duties of it required by law, excepting as
hereinafter set forth.

That at various dates during that period
the said city of St. Paul has entered into a
number of street paving contracts providing
for the expenditure by said city in the ag-
gregate of $400,000, each of which contracts
haa been partially executed, is still partially
executory and remains in full force and effect.

(Exhibits A and B attached display the
form of ccstract and specifications therefor.)

That prior to Aug. 1, 1896, the said Gor-
man, Quinby, Banholzer and Hare and each
thereof had been duly appointed a member
of said board and had duly accepted and
qualified and had duly acted as such and per-
formed the duties thereof as required by law.
and they were then and still are duly qualified
and acting members of the board.

That in or about the month of July, 1896,
the members of the common council of the
city of St. Paul adopted by a two-thirds vote
of all the members of said common council
the following:

'"The common council of the city of St.
Paul do ordain:

"Section 1. That the common council of
the city of St. Paul, in the state of Minne-
sota, a city embraced within and under pro-
visions of chapter 228 of the General Laws of
the state of Minnesota for the year A. D.

1895, do hereby adopt chapter 228 of the Gen-
eral Laws of the state of Minnesota for the
year 1895, the same being; 'An act to provide
for departments of public works and the
making of public improvements in cities of
over 100.000 inhabitants." and all of che same.
And said city of St. Paul does hereby adopt
said act and all the provisions thereof.

"Sec. 2. This ordinance shall take effect
and be in force from and after Aug. 1, A.D.
1896, inclusive of said date."

That said action of the common council of
the city was afterwards and on the 27th of
July approved by the mayor, and thereupon
and prior to Aug. 1, published in the official
paper of the city.

And thereafter and on the Ist of August,
the mayor, assuming to act under and by
virtue of said chapter 228, and the adoption
thereof by the council,assumed to appoint one
John Copeland as commissioner of public
works of said city.

That said Copeland thereupon subscribed
to the oath prescribed in section 6 of the
act, and filed the same with the city clerk,
and on Aug. 1. assuming and claiming to
act as such commissioner, under that pre-
tended appointment and not otherwise, with
strong hand and by force of arms, wrong-
fully and unlawfully entered the office room
of said board of public works, then situate
In the city hall and court house, and wrong-
fully intruded himself into, and seized and
took possession and control of the office,
and of the seal, books, files, records and
papers therein, of and belonging to the office
of the board, and the business thereof, and
has ever since maintained the custody and
control of that office and the books, records,

etc.. pertaining thereto, and has assumed and
pretended to perform and discharge duties
belonging to the board of public works, and
does now pretend to perform such duties
and does now unlawfully retain custody of
the office, etc., and does exclude the said
Gorman and others from the office and pre-
vents them from performing their duties as
members of the board, and assumes and pre-
tends to be commissioner of public works.
In contempt of the laws and against the
dignity of the state of Minnesota and to
the great danger and prejudice thereof.

That said Gorman and others were In on
Aug 1 1896, and ever since have been com-
petent and ready and willingto perform and
discharge the duties of said board, and have
been prevented and hindered from performing
these duties by the unlawful usurpation of
office, and by the unlawful custody and con-
trol by the respondent, John Copelaad, of
their office, books, etc.

Wherefore, the relator, and ea'd Gorman
and others, pray "that a writ and process of
your honorable court be issued, cHrpcW to
John Copeland. commanding him. at a time
and place to be named, to appear before the
court to show by what warrant he assumes
to act as commissioner of public vorfes,
and by what warrant and authority he as-
sumes* to maintain custody and '•ontrol of
said office, books, files, etc., of the board of
public works: by what warrant h« hinders
and prevents the board from discharging its
official duties, according to law: and to show
cause why he should not surrender sad
office and its records, etc., to the relator and
their successor in office, and cease to in-
trude himself into the office and the duties
pertaining thereto, and cease to interfere
\u25a0with the performance by said Gorman nr.d
others of the duties of their office, and to
abide by the order of and judgment of the
court"

WILL. GET HIS PAPERS.

City Detectives Recover the AVeln-
holser Property.

A. Welnholzer, proprietor of the Palm
Garden saloon at Eighth and Wabasha
streets, has received the sympathy of
his friends ever since the night of Aug.
28, when he lost a pocket book con-
taining J260 in cash and $3,000 worth of

notes and valuable papers. Weinholaer
attempted to act the part of peace-
maker In a scuffle which four young
men had in the saloon the night men-
tioned. He succeeded In stopping th«
row, but at the same time he had his
pocket-book stolen. Three young fel-
lows were arrested charged with the
theft of the property, but there being
no evidence sufficient to hold them,
they were discharged. Since the rob-
bery Detectives Gruber and Murnane
have been at work on the case, and
yesterday the pocket-book and all the
contents, with the exception of the $260,
were recovered and turned over to
Chief of Detectives Schweitzer. Mr.
Welnholzer has repeatedly announced
that he would gladly give the money
to the person or persons who had the
book, if he could secure the papers
which were In the wallet. Whether he
said this as a bluff is not known, but
he willhave the satisfaction of getting
back the papers today even ifhe does
not have the $260 returned.

LOOP HANIrS FIRB.

Alderinanlc Street Committee Is Still
Undecided.

The committee on streets of the board
of aldermen met yesterday afternoon,
but did not take any action on the
Broadway loop ordinance, owing to the
adsence of Chairman Kenny, and also
of representatives of the street rail-
way company, who were expected to
be present.

The committee recommended the
adoption of a resolution fixing the
salaries of the new street commission-
ers at the old rates, but for a period of
two months instead of six months, aa
has hitherto been the custom.

Subsequently Aid. Kenny put in an
appearance and Informed the other
members of the committee that he was
prepared to recommend the loop or-
dinance for passage; and consequently
he proposed to call the committee to
order and take action on the ordinance.
This was not done, however, owing
chiefly to the attitude of Aid. Shepard
and Aid. Bell, who seemed to be op-
posed to compelling the street railway
company to extend its loop to Broad-
way. The committee decided to meet
again.

ITS LIBRARY INCREASES.

Historical Society Shelve* Bear New
Burdens.

One of the most interesting depart-
ments at the capitol to the throng who
visited the state house during the re-
cent encampment was the museum and
library of the state historical society,
which was found to be full at all times
of interested students pf the volumes
and mementos of historic interest there
displayed. Among the recent additions
tc the library have been Hon. W. E.
Gladstone's "Time and Place of Homer,"
TrumbuH's "Names and Portraits of
Birds," and Henry Watterson's "Oddi-
ties in Southern Life and Character."

National Society Daughters of the AmericanRevolution, 902 F street, Washington D CMay 26, 1896.—The national board of man-agement of the Daughters of the American
Revolution unanimously approved the fol-lowing resolution, offered by the historian
general, at a meeting of the national board
held AdHI 2. 1896:
"Imove that this board suggest to state

and chapter regents the suitable observance
of the Centenary of Washington's 'Farewell
Address to the People of the United States,'
issued Sept. 19, 1796."

The president general appointed a com-
mittee "On Observance of the Centenary
of Washington's Farewell Address," con-sisting of state and territory regents and
seven resident members. The local section
of this committee met and respectfully sub-
mitted to the board the following report.
In pursuance of Instruction this report is
herewith transmitted to state regents, earn-
estly asking their co-operation in a patriotic
endeavor to honor the memory of Washing-
ton:

Resolved, This committee recommends to
the national board of management of the
Daughters of the American Revolution, that
the following suggestions be forwarded to
state and territory regents, to be presented
by them to chapter regents, to secure the
appropriate observance of the centenary of
"Washington's Farewell Address to the Peo- •

pie of the United States." Sept. 19, 1796;
That this day be marked by a universal

display of the flag, on all public and private
buildings:

That the importance of remembering this
day be placed before all patriotic organiza-
tions, presidents of colleges, superintendents
of public schools, all institutions of learning,
boards of trade and civil authorities;

That the public press be appealed to. to
re-publish this, "Washington's Legacy," to
the end that itmay reach the home of every
citizen. —

NEED SKITTLING.

FREIE SILVER SENTIMENT NORTH.

Democratic dunpalg-n Committee
Named to Look After the Congres-

sional Flvht in the Third.

"The business men of Stillwater and
Washington county are in favor of
sound money regardless of their politi-
cal belief. Their prosperity depends
upon the retention of the gold basis
of finance. The working men ©f Still-

j water and all of the St. Croix valley are
| dependent upon the prosperity of the
lumbering men for their own welfare.
The interests of employer and employed
are mutual. For that reason Ifeel
justified in saying that the free silver
craze willnot receive the support that
has been claimed by the friends of the
movement in our section of the state."

E. W. Durant, of Stillwater, who is
one of the biggest lumbermen and
largest employers of the St. Croix val-
ley, is a sound money Democrat, but
he says this year he intends to vote for
McKinley because he believes the elect-
ion of Bryan and the adoption of the
free silver fallacy would bring added
stagnation and distress to the lumber-
ing interests of this country and to
the people who are dependent upon that
branch of industry. For that reason,
he spoke yesterday in such emphatic
terms concerning the political outlook
in Stillwater, and in that section of
the state tributary to the St. Croix.
Mr. Durant was careful to impress upon
the reporter for the Globe the fact
that the interests of employer and era-
ployed inthe lumber business are equal-
ly at stake in the present campaign.

"We have already felt the depression
that has followed the mere discussion
of the free silver movement," he said,
"and the working men see that worse
is in store for our mutual interests if
we are obliged to do business on a fifty-
cent basis. Ido not think we have
sold 2,000,000 feet of logs in Stillwater in
the last twenty days— which is an j
aromaly and a curtailment of business ,
that has been felt everywhere in our
district. There is no demand for lum-
ber, but the logs keep coming down,
and we have to keep the booms open at
a loss. This is the direct result of the
fiee silver agitation. IfBryan should
be elected not a lumberman will at-
tempt to do business in the camps this
season. The pine is worth more in thestump than it willbe to cut and work
up. Our employes recognize the fact,
that when we are doing a prosperous
business, their own interests are fos-tered, and when the lumber business
is depressed, as it is now, they feel the
results in decreased wages and slack
work. Their supplies are cut off and I
distress hitherto unknown, is the portion!
of their families.

"It is for these reasons Ishall vote
for McKinley and Ibelieve most of the
working men will do the same. The
situation is exactly the same in the con-
gressional contest. Our people, willnot,
Ibelieve, vote for any man, no matter
to what office he aspires, if he wears
the free silver badge. The movement
in Washington county is undoubtedly
strong—some of our best men are lead-ers of the craze. But within the next
twenty days Iexpect to learn of de-
cided changes for the better in thesituation, and to hear that McKinley
and not Bryan is the choice of theworkingman as well as the employer
of labor." • • *

Discontent is brewing in the camp
of the county Republican organiza-
tion. Lulled by a feeling of security
as to the result in November, factional
differences have arisen in the desire tograb off everything in sight. The
latest cause for dissension lies in the
objection of one wing of the party to
holding the county convention before
the Democrats and Populists agree on
a county ticket. Every year the Dem-
ocrats seem to get the whip hand and
hold their convention after the Repub-
licans have announced their candidate.
This year the same state of affairs
will exist unless the plan of a few of
the leaders is adopted and the data
for the county convention is changed.
The convention has been called for
Sept. 25 and the Democrats will not
meet until Sept. 29. The Republicans
are not willingto weaken their cam-
paign by getting into a squabble over
the district judgeships and for this
reason, it is urged, the convention
should be postponed until after the
Democrats and Populists agree on
their ticket. If the Democrats are
willingto keep the judiciary out of poli-
tics, then the Republicans will be
obliged to change their present plans,
for they now contemplate putting in
nomination a candidate for the threeplaces that are to be filled.
It is for the purpose of putting the

initiative on the Democrats that a
meeting has been called to take actionlooking to a postponement of the Re-
publican county convention. This
meeting willbe held Monday afternoon
at the Endicott building. The gen-
tlemen who have taken it upon them-
selves to bring about a postponement
are in bad odor with most of the can-
didates for office, and they will find
strenuous opposition to a postpone-
ment when that matter comes up for
discussion Monday.• • «

There's a revolt among the county
Populists, too, and one that may lead
to a serious breach with their friends,
the Democrats. The trouble grows out
of the disregard by the Democrats of

their pledges to the Populist*— that is,
the pledges the People's jrarty leaders
claim were made to $hera by the Dem-
ocrats on the matter of a fusion ticket.

When the county Populist convention
was in session severaT" weeks ago a
committee of Democrats called at the
convention hall to fix up an agree-
ment for a fusion ticket. The People' b
party fellows have had the wool putted
over their eyes before and got the
worst of itin deals with other parties,
and this time it was deemed wise to
postpone the selection of candidates
and, instead, appoint a committee to
confer with a slmilaki coAmittee to be
chosen by the Demcßijratlc county con-
vention. Itwas also agreed to adjourn
until the day fixed for the Democratic
convention, which it was then said,
would be held on the 23d inst. The
Populistß then adjourned until that

This wariness on tta* pajt of the Pop-
ulists was not pleasing to the county
Democratic leaders, whd had hoped

for a compliance with their wishes,

without question, and then at their
pleasure they woulq have upset the
Populists' candidates *am? substituted
the favored ones of^ their own politi-
cal faith. Accordingly it was decided
to change the date for tlve county con-
vention. This was palled ;for the 29th,
in spite of the fact that the Populists
had called their convention to meet
with the Democrats six days earlier.

This, together withsomPother minor,

but none the less important matters
that have been learned by the Popu-
list leaders, constrains them to believe
they are being led about by the whis-
kers and that the Democrats are play-
ing a deep and false game with them.
For the«e reasons there has developed
some opposition to a fusion ticket, and
there is> a large faction of the People's
party following that will advocate the
nomination of a straight ticket. Itis
to determine the action of the conven-
tion when it meets on the 23d that a
meeting of the county committee has
been called to meet Monday afternoon
at state headquarters in the Glob a
building. It is expected that a dele-
gation from the Democratic committee
will be present at that meeting to at-
tempt to smooth matters over.
