SHKKHAN OBJECTS TO SILVER.

Declares His Determination to Re.
sign His Position on the Na-

tional Committee.

BUFFALO, N. V., Sept. 13.— A1l with-
in forty-eight hours the prospect of a
state Democratic convention, enlivened
by a sharp contest for supremacy be-
tween those who advocate strict party
regularity by the indorsement of the
Chicago ticket and platform, and those
who are inclined to believe that what
they called heresies are not binding
upon the party, has vanished, and in
its place has appeared a brass band,
red fire, ratification meeting with little
or no friction and possibly placing its
Indorsement almost unanimously upon
thf- work of the Chicago convention.

Senator Hill will probably not attend
the convention. That will remove one
element of the anticipated discord.
Chairman Hinkley, of the state com-
mittee, whose place is wanted by those
who favor the Chicago ticket, will de-
cline to be a candidate for re-election,
and that eliminates another chance for
friction. Senator Hill said to a press
representative in Albany today

—
and

this is the first definite statement he
has made upon the subject

—
"I will

probably remain away from the Buf-
falo convention. The statement ema-
nating from Buffalo, that Ihad tele-
graphed in response to a query that I
would be there Tuesday, is without
foundation. Mr. Mack, the state com-
mitteeman from that section, tele-
graphed me on Friday, asking when I
would arrive in Buffalo, and whether
it was definite or not that Iwould be
there. Ihave not answered the tele-
gram. As Isaid, Ishall probably not
attend the convention; but a great
many things might happen between
now and Wednesday."

In addition to the removal of these
elements, which it was supposed would
lead to serious complications, heated
controversy and a prolonged and bit-
ter convention, the fact is patent to-
night that seven-ninths of the mem-
bership of the convention is composed
of delegates who come instructed from
their localities to vote for the Chicago
ticket and platform. This places the
control of the convention, and all its
actions, in the hands of those who have
assured Mr. Bryan and the Democratic
national committee of active support,
and the adoption of a platform and the
selection of a state ticket will be very
easily disposed of with little or no fric-
tion. The precedent established at
other Democratic conventions is that
all resolutions Introduced upon the
floor shall be referred without debate
to tire committee on resolutions, to-be
by them considered In executive ses-
sion. An attempt to even discuss these
when the platform is presented Is
made impossible, if the leaders so de-
sire, by the chairman of the commit-
tee on resolutions demanding the pre-
vious question at the conclusion of
the reading. It Is believed tonight
that John C. Sheehan, Senator Ed-
ward Murphy. Mr. Mack and others,
who are leading the Chicago indorse-
ment movement, will have such ar-
rangements made as will prevent any

demonstration of opposition, and mere-
ly have a great convention in which
Tammany hall will figure largely as
the leaders of the applause. Tammany

intends to come to the convention on
Tuesday with five special trains. This
Is looked upon as significant of the fact
that it is intended to make this con-
vention a great ratification meeting for
the indorsement of the Chicago plat-

form and ticket.

SHEEHAN WILL RESIGN.

Chicago Platform Is nn-Demoeratic
and He Cannot Support It.

NEW YORK, Sept. 13.—1n reply to a
recent letter of inquiry from Joseph B.
Mayer, of Buffalo, as to the attitude of

ex-Lieut. Gov. William F. Sheehan in
the present campaign, the latter makes
his position plain in the followinginter-
esting statement:

"The proceedings of the recent Chi-
cago convention are unparalleled in

Democratic history. Radicalism and
not patriotism dominated its course.
The guiding and, in a large measure,

the controlling spirits of that body

were Republican United States sena-
tors

—
men whose votes made it possible

to engraft upon the statutes of this
country the objectionable and disast-
rous McKinley law. When before were
rock-ribbed Republican protectionists
given in a Democratic convention seats
of honor and permitted to dictate and
shape the policy of our party? The
patriotic advice of men who had grown
gray in Democratic service was spurned
and the judgment of those new-found
apostles of an un-Democratic creed was
enthusiastically accepted.

"A platform was adopted under the
guise of Democracy, from which all
thoughtful Democrats should recoil.
There never has been a moment since
its adoption that Icould support it,
except by a loss of my self-respect.

What is this platform? There is not
a line in it that is Democratic that is
not good. There is not a word in It
that is bad and therefore un-Demo-
cratic, that has not been stolen or taken
from the Populist platform. Bad as
Republicanism is, subversive as it has
generally been of the best interests of
the country, it is infinitely preferable
to Populism, which is next of kin to
socialism. We should examine our past
platforms in connection with the teach-
ings of the founders and statesmen of
our party to ascertain what is the test
of party faith. Democratic principles
took root with the birth of the Republic;
they are as sound and lofty today as
they were when first expounded by
Jefferson. All Democrats should give
their hearty support to candidates who
stand upon a platform which reaffirms
and upholds those principles'.

"When was it ever a tenet of Democ-
racy that by the flat of government
fifty-three cents' worth of silver should
be made equal to one hundred cents
of goldin payment of public and private
debts? What Democratic convention
has failed inrecent years to Justly con-
demn Republican paternalism? Where
is there amore wicked form of paternal-
ism than for the governm««t to stamp
for the benefit of the mm« #wner fifty-

three cents' worth of silver bullion as
one dollar In coin? Where is Democ-
racy in a proposition that allows the
silver of the world to be coined at our
mints free of charge at a ratio far be-
yond its intrinsic or commercial value,
and compels our citizens to accept this
false and dishonest coin at its face
value in extinguishment of their debts
and in payment for their labor? The
advocates of this platform hazard
everything on the single proposition
that the enactment of a law for the free
coinage of silver at the ratio of 16 to
1 without the aid or assistance of other
nations willbring gold and silver to a
parity. We consider our silver dollar
today as good as gold, because it has
back of it the credit and faith of.the
nation pledged to maintain its parity
with gold. Under free coinage this
credit and faith willbe withdrawn from
the new coin. The government will
have no interest in, or responsibility
for it. These men propose, however,
that the power of congress shall be
exercised to compel our citizens to ac-
cept Inpayment of their debts a dollar
that is intrinsically worth but fifty-
three cents, without being able to com-
pel corresponding relief to the Ameri-
can debtors when foreign creditors de-
mand of them payment in gold. No
law should compel them tobe dishonest.

"But more sacred to every citizen
than the honor and business interests
of individuals is the

HONOR OF THE NATION.
"The United States is a debtor by

virtue of the bonds it has issued. Iffor
these bonds gold was paid, justice,
morals and national honor all cry out
for redemption, principal and Interest,
in the same coin. But it is claimed
that on the face of these bonds the
government is given the \u25a0 legal right
to redeem them in coin, and, there-
fore, may redeem them in silver coin.
A question of morals should always
rise superior to a legal question. For
the $850,000,000 of government bonds
now outstanding we have received
gold coin, and unless the intelligence
of this nation be blunted and its pa-
triotic impulses paralyzed, the obliga-
tions willbe redeemed in similar coin.
"I have heard it said that no at-

tempt will be made to affect existing
obligations, if the work of the Chicago
convention be ratified at the polls.
The answer is two-fold. The proposi-
tion not to repudiate these obligations
was overwhelmingly defeated by the
convention after Mr. Bryan had con-
cluded the speech which resulted in
his nomination. Under free coinage
gold would be exported or hoarded
and silver would become the money of
the country. With silver or flat paper
money as our only means of revenue,
how can these millions of United
States bonds be redeemed in gold?

"With a legitimate proposition to
increase the number of United States
supreme court judges, or to abolish
within constitutional lines life tenure
in office, Imay have no controversy;
nor do Iobject to proper criticism of
judges or publicofficials. But when an
open, bold attempt is made to increase
the number of these judges with the
avowed purpose of securing a decision
on any question in a predetermined
way, patriotic and intelligentmen may
well hold up their hands in horror.

"In view of this indictment of the
work of the Chicago convention, Ican-
not support its candidates, except upon
the plea of party regularity. The
claim that Democrats should support
the ticket for the sake of regularity
would have more weight if it were
urged on behalf of a candidate whose
Democracy was unsullied.
"Iadmit the impossibility of drawing

a platform that in all things will be
satisfactory to all Democrats. But
never before have we been asked to
make compromise between national
honor and national degradation. The
Democrats who responded to President
Lincoln's call to take up arms for the
maintenance of the nation's honor did
not cease to be Democrats because
they proved themselves patriots.
"It Is not pleasant to break old as-

sociations. Iwish Icould bring myself
to believe that the Chicago convention
was right and that national blessings
might flow from the ratification of its
work; but my conscience, my Judg-
ment and the experience ofother nations
convince me of its error. Ibelieve most
firmly that the success of this ticket
would mean paralysis of business, that
the employer of labor would be unable
to secure the credit necessary to con-
duct his business, and that the avenues
of industry would be closed. Production
cannot find a profitable market in the
impoverishment of the people. Panic,

DISASTER AND RUIN

will follow, and ere the plaudits of the
victorious multitude have died away,
they will realize the poverty and de-
gradation of the nation and will turn
with the anger of a once deluded but
disillusioned people upon false proph-
ets and idols whose advice they fol-
lowed. The free coinage of silver may
be advocated from patriotic motives,
but it is arrant demagogism to array
for selfish and un-Democratic purposes
class against cla.Bß, the poor against
the rich, employers against employes.
For the first time within my memory,
we have a candidate of a so-called
Democratic convention appealing, not
to the patriotism and Democracy of
our people, not to their conscience and
intelligence, but to their prejudices and
dislikes.

"Ifthe state Ihave the honor to rep-
resent stands in September where it
stood in June. Iwill gladly continue
as its representative upon this commit-
tee. But if the organized Democracy
of the state reverses its position, stands
where it should not stand, pulls down
the banner of Democracy and hoists
the flag of Populism, Iwillnot continue
to represent it. Ifthe Buffalo conven-
tion indorses the platform of the Chi-
cago convention, or its nominees, my
resignation will immediately be for-
warded to the national committee."

Strange Sabbath Day Experience

for tbe Silver Nominee.

William J. Bryan carnf out of the Pres-
byterian church, which he atten"dea to-
day, he was greeted by a crowd of
people who cheered him and shouted as
loudly as did the throngs that heard
him speak last night. By Invitation he
attended the church of which the Rev.
G. F. Cannon, is pastor, and as he en-
tered the house of worship fully 1,000
people were vainly seeking admission.
But the edifice was packed to its full-
est capacity and hundreds were turned
away. Nothing remarkable occurred
dyring the services, but once the
benediction was pronounced, there was
a crush around the pew occupied by
the candidate.

All seemed determined to grasp him
by the hand. The jam became so vio-
lent in a short while that Mr. Bryan
was almost crushed to the floor. A
sergeant of police was called, and he,
aided by Col. J. I.Martin, whose pew
he occupied, succeeded in conducting
Mr. Bryan safely out of the church.

BILITY TODAY.

TOM REED HAS A WALKOVER,

SilverlteK Will Get No More Than
Ten Member- oif tbe Legisla-

ture._________
AUGUSTA, Me., Sept. 13.—1f the

weather la fair tomorrow, Hon.
Llewellyn Powers, Republican, will be
elected governor of Maine by over
30,000 majority, with a strong possi-
bility that the figures will be nearer
40,000. At least that is what the proph-
ets of both parties, who have been
figuring the vote for the last three
weeks, declare. "Final Instructions
have been given, all plans are com-
pleted, and the ranks are closed up
for the battle of ballots which will
show to what extent the people of the
state favor the gold standard, and
how many are enlisted in the cause of
free silver. Chairman Manley, of the
Republican state committee, believes
that the figures will be the largest
ever given in a presidential year, and
his Democratic opponents practically
agree with him.

Not In twenty years has the Pine
Tree state seen such a vigorous can-
vass, with so much interest manifested.
During the last three weeks it is esti-
mated that over 700 speeches have been
delivered in all sections of the state by

orators of local and national fame in
behalf of both parties. Tons of cam-
paign documents have been dis-
tributed.

The Republican canvass has, of
course, been conducted under the more
favorable circumstances. Maine has
never heard so many distinguished Re-
publican orators as during the past few
weeks. On the other hand the silver
Democratic host has had many dis-
senters within its lines and the number
of prominent deserters has been large.
Six weeks ago all was confusion and
disorganization in the Democratic
camp. The fighting fund was small and
victory was practically impossible. But
the supporters of free silver rallied the
faltering army and took up the contest,
determined to make the best fight pos-
sible, and until the last gun was flred
they resisted stubbornly. The Demo-
cratic managers maintain that the doc-
trine of free silver was practically i.n-

known in Maine two months ago, and
they argue that the Democratic vote
which will be cast tomorrow means
that their policy has made great gains
in the last few weeks. They declare
that if the Republican majority falls
below 20,000 it will be a Democratic
victory.

The governor is the only state officer
elected by the people in Maine, all oth-
ers being chosen by the legislature.

The candidates on the official ballot
tomorrow will be Hon. Llewellyn Pow-
ers, of Houlton, Republican* Hon. Mel-
vin P. Frank, of Portland, Democrat;
Ammi S. Ladd, of Calais, Prohibition,
and Luther C. Bateman, of Auburn,
Populist. The name of William Henry
Clifford, of Portland, the nominee of
the gold Democrats, is not on the ticket
and those who wish to vote for him
must write his name on the ballot.

Candidate Bateman has waged a hot
fight for the Populists, but as many cf
that party favor free silver and desire
to be counted on that side tomorrow,
his vote is likelyto be less than it was
two years ago. The dissensions nmong
the Prohibitionists over the currency

have not affected the party in this si-ate
and their strength will probably be
about the same as in the last election.
It is not expected that Clifford, the
gold Democrat, will receive more than
2,000 votes.

In all of the congressional districts
increased Republican majorities are
looked for. Speaker Thomas B. Reed,

of the First district, will probably be
honored with the largest majority he
has ever received, as itis expected that
many Democratic ballots will be cast
for him. His Democratic opponent,
Edward W. Staples, of Biddeford, has
not conducted a very thorough can-
vass. In the Second district the ma-
jority for Hon. Nelson Dingley will
probably be increased several thou-
sand. Hon. Seth L. Mllliken, of Bel-
fast, in the Third district, Republican,
is expected to have a majority of over
10,000.

In the last election, Charles H. Bou-
telle, Republican, had a majority of a
little over 8,000 in the Fourth district.
There is a representative contest in
Bar>j?or which may have some effect
on his vote, but it is thought that
many Democrats will declare for him
and increase his lead.
It is unlikely that more than ten

Democrats will be elected to the house
of representatives and only half that
number are regarded as sure of suc-
cess. In Bangor and Biddeford the
contests over representatives are hot
and the result is very doubtful. It is
not expected that a single Democrat
willsecure a seat in the senate.

LEGEIKD IN CONTROVERSY.

Pope to Settle tbe Genuineness of
tbe Virgin of Gnadalupe.

CITY OF MEXICO, Sept. 13.— The arch-
bishop and bishops have Issued a circular to
the faithful declaring that, although the be-
lief in the apparition of the Virgin of Guada-
lupe is not an article of faith, it is the
duty of the Catholics to give credence to the
legend which has been undisputed through
three centuries, and which has been supported
by a long succession of bishops. Juan Matco,
a leading liberal politician, publishes a long
article today asserting that ex-Bishop
Comacheo has destroyed popular faith in the
miracle and charges the clergy with perpetu-
ating a pious fraud. He charges bad faith
in the matter of the recent coronation of the
Virgin, and says the. Indiana have lost faith
in the impostures of the clergy. The con-
troversy has become very animated, owing to
the participation of various learned Tay-

Imen, among them the famous antiquarian,
Jose Agreda. who manifests doubt as to the
apparition. Itis daily expected that a tele-
gram -will be received from the pope In-
structing the clergy In the matter.

P. O. CLERKS HAVE GRIEVANCES.

Tbeir Discussion Will Begin at Den-
ver Today.

DENVER, CotC Sept. 13.—Over 100 dele-
gates, many of whom have already arrived,
are expected to attend the seventh annual con-
vention of the National Association of Poet-
office Clerks, which will convene in this
city tomorrow. Among the arrivals are Pres-
ident Benjamin Parkhurst, of Washington, I).

Secretary Wilbur E. Crumbaeker, of Chicago
and Treasurer Edward P. Lincoln, cf Boston.

"Our principal business," said Mr. Agnew,
"will be to discuss the classification bill,

We want to be classified and paid according
to term of service, as tbe carriers axe paid.

Some of the branch organizations have in-
structed delegates to work lor a uniform set
of regulations in cities all over the country,
under which a vacation willbe granted every
year."

LI AT VANCOUVER.

It tt'im Chinaman's Day in the Co-
lombian Capital.

VANCOUVER, B. C, Sept. 13.— At 11
o'clock this morning Li Hung Chang
arrived at Vancouver. Crowds lined the
approach to the depot and wharf, and
masses of people crowded all the emin-
ences around the harbor. The Chinese
residents had erected a very handsome
and artistic arch on the bridge leading
to the wharf and a long line of China-
men in rich robes of blue, green, plum
color, olive and orange stood in line
before the wharf waiting to receive the
great viceroy. The bridge was carpeted
for some yards on either side of the
arch and on this carpet stood a carved
ebony table on which incense of sandal
wood was kept constantly burning in
a richly carved bronze burner. The
Chinese band that sounded like bagpipes
played Chinese music as Earl Li
alighted from the train. A carriage
drawn by four white horses and draped
with the union jack waited to convey
him the short distance from the train
to the steamer. When the procession
started the coach was preceded by his
celebrated scarlet chair, carried empty
by four men, and several bands. A
division of marines from the warship
in the harbor fell into line behind the
viceroy, followed by a long deputation
of Chinamen in their picturesque robes.

The viceroy seemed delighted with
the demonstration in his honor, and
especially with the homage of his
countrymen, who fell on one knee and
raised clasped hands to him as he
passed. The gang plank of the Em-press of China was carpeted as for roy-
alty, with scarlet, the ropes were
bound with yellow and draped with
flags. As he was carried up the plank
in his scarlet chair, the Chinese dragon
flag was run to the main mast and a
salute of nine guns was fired from
H. M. S. Comus. The absence of
cheering was noticeable and gave an
Oriental solemnity to the proceedings.
All the ships in the harbor were gaily
decorated with rainbows and bunting
and many of the roofs around dis-
played kodak fiends. Many promi-
nent citizens had cards of admission
to the Empress and crowded her decks
to catch a glimpse of the earl, as he
was carried aboard. For this one day
the usual social order was subverted,
and Chinamen everywhere took prece-
dence of their white brethren in the
good-natured throngs -that lined the
wharf.
Itwas emphatically Chinaman's day.

Almost immediately on reaching the
steamer Li Hung Chang granted au-
dience in the saloon to a deputation of
gorgeously gowned Chinamen from
whom he received an address, read
from a scarlet paper. During the audi-
ence his servant several times put his
pipe to his lips and all but smoked for
the great potentate as a mark of his
appreciation of the courtesies extended
him by the Canadian Pacific railway.
LI conferred knighthood upon A. E.Lalonde, of the passenger department
of that road, who accompanied him on
the journey. The empress of China
sails Monday and LI Hung Chang will
spend the intervening time aboard.
Tomorrow morning will be devoted to
receiving deputations from the board
of trade and other civic bodies.

KNEW NOT HK.R ASSAILANT.

Mrs. Delia Parnell Denies a. Recent
Rumor.

LONDON, Sept. 13.—A correspondent
has had an interview at Bray, Ireland,
with Mrs. Delia Stewart Parnell, the
venerable mother of the late Charles
Stewart Parnell, in accordance with in-
structions to ascertain whether a story
was true which has been published in
certain American newspapers, to the
effect that Mrs. Parnell was aware of
the identity of the person who made
a murderous assault upon her in April,
of last year; that she had been afraid
to disclose the name while she was in
the United States, but that now, that
she was in a foreign country, she was
prepared to name the assailant and
that he had been actuated "by political
motives. Mrs. Parnell denied all these
assertions to the correspondent of the
Associated Press.

The venerable lady, when seen at
Bray, said that she still felt the ill ef-
fects of the accident that had befallen
her on shipboard while crossing the At-
lantic. She explained that the mur-
derous assault made upon her at Bor-
dentown, N. J., has been reported by
bits and scraps in the American news-
papers. At the time of the occurrence,
or immediately afterwards, she was
unable to remember clearly what had
occurred, but she was emphatic in say-
ing that she was, then and now, igno-
rant of the identity of her assailant.
Mrs. Parnell totally rejected the names
that had been suggested of those that
might have had a political motive for
the assault. She believes that it was
made by a tramp. The first blow, she
explained, on the back of the head had
made her insensible, and the injuries
which the doctor found all over her
body, in addition to a long cut to the
tone on the calf of the right leg, did
not leave any doubt that it was intend-
ed to murder her. Indeed the doctor
at the time thought she would die..

INTO A RAVINE.

Six Passenger Cars Drop Thirty
Feet— Two People Killed.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Sept. 13.-The
Chronicle's Eureka, Cal., special says: A
train on the Mad River and Arcata road wentthrough the Mad River bridge today. Sixcars loaded with passengers dropped thirty
feet into the dry bed of the liver. Annio
Holt and Sara Cameron were killed and ten
others seriously injured. The accident was
caused by the giving way of a span of thebridge over which the train was passing.

Great Excitement Over What Are
Said to Be Rich Discoveries.

of this city. The discovery was madeby A. H. Huaton and Ben Cullen InJuly. They have kept the matterquiet until the present time. At adepth of twelve feet they have, it isclaimed, a pay streak twenty-two In-
ches wide assays from which give re-
turns from $200 to $1,000 in gold. Forty
or fifty claims have been located. Nu-merous parties are preparing. to go to
the camp as rapidly as they can. Ed-itor McMlcken, who has Just returned
from the camp, says it is the greatest
mineral region in Wyoming or North-
ern Colorado. The camp is In the same
mineral zone as Hayns Peak and the
North Park mines.

HIS EXTRADITION WILL FOLLOW.

Prisoner, bat Recently Landed Ir
Europe, Wti Already Plotting

With Fenian*.

BOULOGNE, Sept. 13.-Tynan, the
notorious "Number One," has been ar-
rested here on a Scotland Yard war-
rant which was issued In 1882 Tynan
arrived in Europe by landirg in Genoa
in August. He proceeded from there-to Paris, where ha remained for somedays consorting vfc, .a number of thedynamite faction of the Iri«h party.

He had been traveling under thtname of George Gordon and other al-
iases when he arrived in Boulogne on
Friday evening and put up at the Ho-tel Folkestone, where he did not hesi-
tate to expound his Fenian views in thebar of the hotel.

His movements had been watchedfrom the time he had arrived on theFrench territory. The local commis-sary of police, together with an Eng-lish detective, burst into his room at4 o clock in the morning. The detectiveheld a loaded revolver to his head andthreatened to shoot him ifhe resistedTynan was secured and admitted hisIdentity. Incriminating papers and alarge sum of money were found in hispossession.
The prisoner was lodged in a cell in

the Boulogne police station and he willbe arraigned in the morning with aview to his extradition to England.
The warrant on which the arrest is

made charges that the prisoner was
concerned in the murders of Lord Fred-erick Cavendish, chief secretary and
Mr. Burke, under secretary, in PhoenixPark, adjoining the Vice Regal lodge
in Dublin, on May 6, 1882, and with themanufacture of dynamite bombs foruse in England.

Detective Inspector Walsh has ar-
rived from Scotland Yard to conduct
the case. He said that there would besome connection between Tynan's ar-
rest and the arrest of a man named
Bell yesterday at Glasgow, and of J
Wallace, at Rotterdam.

LONDON, Sept. 14.—The first name
of the man Bell arrested at Glasgow on
Saturday, in connection with Tynan's
arrest at Boulogne, is Edward. He is
described as an American. He was ar-
rested quietly at the Victoria hotel at
Glasgow, where he had been staying
for four days.

LONDON, Sept. 14.—The Standard
has an editorial based on a dispatch
from its correspondent at Boulogne, in
which it expresses the belief that Ty-
nan, when arrested, was preparing for
further dynamite operations in Eng-
land.

DALY IN DUBLIN.

Irish Patriot Disclaims Participa-

tion in Dynamite Plots.
DUBLIN, Sept. 13.—John Daly, who

was recently released from Portland,
after serving several years on convic-
tion of complicity in a dynamite plot,
together with his brother, arrived at
Queenstown near here on Saturday
evening. He was met by John Red-
mond, Patrick O'Brien, Timothy Har-
rington and others.

In replying to an address, Daly de-
clared that he was not a dynamiter,
and that he never believed in dynamite
to terrorize the English government.
The dream of his life, he said, was to
fight for Ireland like a soldier and a
patriot.

There was also a demonstration here
In honor of Daly by the amnesty as-
sociation. They presented an address
to the released dynamiter, and Daly, in
replying, again repudiated the dynamite
policy. He said he thought that Irish-
men were too brave and generous to
advocate such principles. He concluded
by declaring that he would be identi-
fied with no party or faction.

FOUR TUNNELED OUT.

Prisoners In the Pierre Jail Par-
don Themselves.
