l.iirjit-l.v Increased Majorities for
Gavi'tnor and Congressman Given

the Republicans at Bath.

PORTLAND, Me., Sept. 14.—Election
returns surpassed the highest esti-
mates made by the Republican mana-
gers. The Evening Express estimates
show that the state will give 48,000
plurality for Powers. Two hundred
towns give Powers 52,950; Frank 24,330;
Republican plurality, 28,620. Indica-
tions denote larger congressional plur-
ality.

AUGUSTA, Me., Sept. 14.—Returns
from 130 towns, compiled by the Re-
publican state committee, show an in-
crease in the Republican plurality over
1&94, when Cleaves was elected by al-
most. 40,000 plurality, of six thousand.-
If this proportion of Republican gain
is carried out in the state, the plurality

for Powers will be between 45,000 and
50,000.

AUGUSTA, Me., Sept. 14.—Maine has
followed the example of Vermont and i

declared for the Republican ticket by |
the largest majority in her history. Ac-
cording to the latest returns tonight,
the plurality for Powers, Republican,

for governor, will be over 45,000 and
probably in the neighborhood of 50,-

--000.
Hon. T. B. Reed is re-elected to the

house by over 10,000 plurality. The re-
turns show a majority of about 12,000
for Mr. Dingley for congressman from
the Second district; over 12,000 for Mr.
Milliken in the Third district, and
practically the same for Mr. Boutelle
in the Fourth district. In the state
legislature the Democrats will appar-
ently have less than half a dozen of
the representatives in the house, and
not one in the senate.

As anticipated, the Republicans
polled a tremendous vote and secured
many Democratic ballots. On the !
other hand many disaffected Demo- j
crats remained at home and only aI
few voted for the nominee of the gold \
standard wing. The Populist and 1
Prohibitionist vote has been received
only from a few toAvns, but it is evi-
dent that neither party polled as large
a vote as two years ago.

From early morning it looked as if
rain would fall, but it did not, andabout 4 o'clock the sun came out bright.
Everywhere at the polls, the organiza-
tion of the Republicans was evident in
the activity they displayed in getting
out a full vote at the earliest possible
hour. Scores of hacks and carriages
were in commission to carry the old
and lame voters to the polling places,
and many persons from other states
also came home to vote.

The Democratic organization was notnearly as good. There were only a few
local contests to arouse factional feud3,
and order was preserved at the polls
throughout the state without much dif-
ficulty.

The campaign was the most interest-ing Maine has seen in twenty years,
ifever in her history. Ithas presented
the unique features of son arrayed
against father, in the case of the Hon
Harold Sewall, of Bath, who took thestump to argue against the principles
of Hon. Arthur Sewall, the Democratic
nominee for vice president. But in all
the strife and contention^ the contest
was remarkably free from personali-
ties. The most effective work was done
from the stump, and never did a more
formidable array of campaign orators
expound Republican doctrines in a
New England state. But the struggle

;was not entirely one-sided. With in-
ternal dissensions and a lack of funds
to contend with, the Democrats made
a very strong fight, especially in the
cities. Candidate Frank did good work

| on the stump, and, while the speakers
generally from outside the state were
not orators of great fame, their workwas productive of some result 3. In

j the last two weeks the gold Democrats
j took a hand in the struggle and

several of their leaders addressedlarge audiences In the cities, and the
returns tonight indicate that .the prin-
cipal effect of their participation in
the campaign was to strengthen the
Republican ranks. If the names of
the nominees of the gold Democrats
had been on the ticket, however, it is
believed a very good showing would
have been made.

Candidate Bateman was the main
strength of the Populists in their can-

! vass, his efforts being mainly devoted
to keeping the members of his party,
who favored free silver, out of the
Democratic ranks. His opposition has
been based on the candidacy of Mr.| Sewall for vice president, which, he

j maintains, is inconsistent, and his ob-
\u25a0 jection to the Democratic ticket upon
j that account have been most strenu-

ous.
The figures at hand tonight indicate

that there has been some decrease in
the Populist vote. It is believed that

i some of this loss has been added to
the Democratic strength. The Pro-
hibitionists conducted their campaign
on practically the same lines as in
past years. Innone of the congression-
al districts was there a close contest.
All of the Democratic candidates for
congress evidently believed it was im-
possible to defeat the Republican nom-
inees, and their canvass was not very
active. In Mr. Reed's district it was
conceded that his majority would be
greater than ever before, and it was
also expected that Messrs. Dingley,
Milliken and Boutelle would be suc-
cessful by increased majorities.

LETTER SENT TO BRYAN AS WELL.

Informed Why the Populists Con.
Kldered Him the Rigrht Man to

Slime fop President*

WASHINGTON, Sept. 14.—The fol-
lowing is the letter sent by Senator
Butler, the chairman of the Populist
executive committee, to Hon. Thomas
E. Watson, of Georgia, notifying him
of his nomination as candidate for
vice president by the Populist national
convention:

Headquarters Populist Party, National Ex-
ecutive Committee, Washington, D. C, Sept.
15.—Hon. Thomas B. Watson: Such is our
form of government that the citizens of the
United Staes must shape its course for good orevil, through the agency of political parties.
When there is no political party which repre-
sents the principles of good government, no
party that stands for the right and Interest of
the laborers, wealth producers and all who
strive to make an honest living by fair and
legitimate means, then it is impossible for
the majority of the voters to express their
willat the ballot box. When all the political
parties stand for the selfish interest and
personal greed of money changers, corpora-tions, trusts and monopolies, as does the Re-publican party, under the leadership of John
Sherman and the Democratic party under theleadership of Grover Cleveland, the great
producing masses are victims without the
alternative. To withhold their votes will fur-
nish no relief, while to cast their votes for
ejther party is to sanction their own spoli-
ation and so strengthen the power that op-
presses them.

This was the political situation in 1892, when
stern necessity forced organized labor, theorganized wealth-producers and others who bs-
lieve in good government, and were engaged
in a legitimate business interest, to meet
and form a new political organization, knownas the People's party. The Democratic andRepublican parties no longer represented the
principles upon which they were founded.
Both had betrayed the people and had legis-
lated in the interest of bankers, speculators,
bondholders and monopolists, thus enabling
the favored few to absorb the millions of
property earned and created by the toiling
masses.

The People's party was the first political
organization in twenty-three years that made
an honest demand for the free and unre-
stricted coinage of silver. The People's party
was the first political organization to make
definite and specific what is meant by oppo-
sition to monopolies. Instead of indulging in
glittering generalities. So successfully has itexposed the short-comings of the two* oldparties that one of these old parties has been
forced to retrace its erring steps and cast
off. for the time being at least, its base and
treacherous leaders. It was the People's party
that brought out that all-important and over-
shadowing question of financial reform to the
front.

The Democratic party, so long debauched
and now divided, a party beset from with-
out and within by the gold and monopoly
Democrats, who are plotting to again control
it. cannot be reHed upon to carry out these
reforms of the People's party, and to restore
prosperity to the American people. There-
fore, there was never greater need for the
continued existence and vigorous growth of
our party than now.

The letter then refers to the nomination of
Mr. Bryan by the Democrats, and says: The
People's party, at its second national conven-
tion, recognized in him a man who stands in
the broadest and truest sense for American
institutions and American principles.

BRYAN AS WELL.

Hot Expected to Abandon tlie Chi-
cago Platform.

MADISON, Neb., Sepjt. 14.—Hon. M. V.
Allen, chairman of the Populist national com-
mittee, mailed to \u25a0William J. Bryan today
the following letter, officially notifying him
of his nomination by that body:

To Hon. William J. Bryan: At the conven-
tion of the People's party you were unani-mously nominated for president of the United
States to be voted for at the approaching
general election. It was known at the time
that you had been nominated by the Demo-
cratic party at its convention held at Chicago
a few days before that time, and that you
would in all probabilities accept the siame in
a formal manner. Your nomination by thePeople's party was not, therefore, made with
any thought that you were a Populist, or
that you accepted all the doctrines declaredby the St. Louis platform. It was due largely
to the fact that the money question is theovershadowing political issue of the age,
and because you have at all times been an un-swerving, able and fearless advocate of the
free and unlimited coinage of silver and gold
on terms of equality at the mints of the
United States at the ratio of 16 to 1. Itwas thought also hat the observance of apatriotic duty required a union of all reformforces, and the convention took the liberty
without soliciting or consulting you. of plac-
ing your name before the people as its stand-
ard bearer.

The convention was. In doing so, guided by
deep solicitude for the common welfare andacting on its own motion, prompted aloneby a desire to bring about the beet attainable
results. So much has been said respecting the
rehabilitation of silver by again placing it inour coinage acts in the position It occupiedwhen stealthily demonetized by the act of1873, that It would be idle for us to discuss
the question. You will observe by the clos-ing language of the St. Louis platform that
the convention recognized the money question
as the great issue of the day and becausePopulists believe that you are in accord svith
them on this question, you will receK-e their
ballots in November. It has at no time beenexpected, or is it now, that you will abandonyour adhesion to the Chicago platform northat you will accept all that is declared In
the People's party platform, however gratify-
ing the latter would be to all Populists, It
must be understood that the party does notabate one jot or title or loyalty to its prin-
ciples. We have declared ourselves in favor
of many important reforms, in our judement
essential to the liberation of the people frompresent unjust and Iniquitous industrialbondage.

In accordance with precedent of our partywe take this method of notifying you of your
nomination. We shall not send a committeeaccording to old party custom. In sending
this letter of notification of the great honor
that has so justly been conferred on you by
our party, It is needless for us to assure you
that you have the confidence and esteem ofall." We fee! that in the event of your elec-tion, which now seems certain, that you willcarry into the executive office the principles
of monetary reform, to the end that thepeople shall enjoy better industrial conditions.
Itis not anticipated that this can be done withundue haste or so suddenly as to wrenchor disjoint the business interests of the coun-try, but that it would be done gradually and
in a way to Infuse confidence and hope of
better conditions for all.

The People's party will exact no promises
farther than those made In your public utter-ances and exemplified in a life devoted to the
welfare of the race, nor will it ask you to
abandon the party of which you are an hon-
ored member.

In your nomination our party haa risenabove mere partisan surroundings adopt-
ing a high plane of patriotism, believing thata division of forces would result in the elec-
tion of Wm. McKinley, the foremost advocateof a deeply burdensome and unnatural tax-
ation and the criminal policy of the singlegold standard, resulting ultimately, if not insome manner checked, in the complete de-
struction and disintegration of our form ofgovernment. Your elevation to the chiefmagistracy of the nation would be regarded
as a vindication of the right of the people
to govern and we entertain no doubt that you
willprove a worthy successor of the immor-
tal Jefferson and Lincoln and that your publiclife, like theirs, will illustrate the purity and'
loftiness of American statesmanship. "Your
extensive and intimate knowledge of public
affairs and the duties the office will impose Igained in a life that has been devoted to up-holding the cause of the people, as well as

your keen Insight into the condition of ourcountry in our judgment, highly qualifies you
to bring -about a change in a way that will
work injury to none and Justice to all thusmaking our government, for in fact, as itis now.in form only, a government "of byand for the people."

LOUISVILLE, Ky., Sept. 14.-Three
speeches, delivered in three differentparts of the city to large crowds, con-
stituted the night's work of Mr Bryan
