Yesterday's advance of
V per bushel in the price of wheat was
soon lost this morning. In fact, the first
transaction wiped it out. December, which
Closed on Monday at W'nc, opened today with
sellers at from 60c down to 59%c. In a very
few minutes it was 59%c, and before an hour
had passed it had touched 59%c. The last
nanifd quotation was the rallying point, from
which it reacted to 59*ic in the next half
hour. Northwest receipts were again very
large, amounting to 1.474 cars, against 1,395
cars on the corresponding day last year.
Cables were somewhat disappointing, as they
Were without any especial advance, notwith-
standing the strong market yesterday. This
ftews encouraged the bears and they sold
wheat with considerable freedom. Business
va.-. moderately active for the first two hours,
alter which it became dull and tame, but
rather nervous, with %c fluctuations on a
very small amount of buying or selling. After
the reaction to 593ic, the price dropped again
to 59V-. with a sale or two at 59V5>&59%c, and
after that it kept on a teeter between 59% csellers, and 59%cbuyers during the remainder
of the session. Some buying orders were
hero from the United Kingdom, but they
were for Duluth wheat and a cargo of 80,000
bushels was worked from there for export.
New York advised vessel room, having been
engaged there today for twenty boatloads forshipment in November. The closing price

TriliiiiK Rallies Occurred, Bat the
Clone Watt Weak and at About

the Lowent.

NEW YORK, Sept 15.— The stock market
today Justified, by its movement, the theories
of the more experienced dealer*. This con-
tingent had expected a reactionary tendency,
based upon a probable general desire to take
profits, and the forecast was realUed to the
letter. The volume of business, though mod-
erate, was fairly well distributed. An early
show of strength was made, partly due to
higher London quotations and foreign pur-
chases of the international favorites in this
market The initial gains extended to 1% in
Burlington. The grangers and industrials
led in point of activity, and, together with
some of the special ties, afterward bore the
brunt of the reactionary movement. The
bear leaders were active and succeeded in
taking the market from a great many of the
traders who wished to realise profits. The
upward movement soon halted and a bear
demonstration ensued which was effective tn
depressing prices to the extent of 4% per
cent in Tobacco from the early high level.
Many of the other losses were quite severe.Burlington dropped an extreme 2%. Western
Union was sold on the announcement of the
loss of important railroad business to a com-petitor and Chicago Gas on reports of im-pending further litigation. The attacks on
the general list were facilitated by a firm
money market, call loans averaging the top
figures of yesterday, 6@7 per cent. A few
transactions were made at 5 per cent. Some
selling was attributed to expectation of an
advance to 3 per cent in the Bank of Eng-
land rate on Thursday next. At the low
level supporting orders were made in some
shares, and these were supplemented by a
demand from the shorts. The effect was to
impart a degree of steadiness, and trifling
rallies occurred. This afternoon speculation
was marked by dullness and a nervous tem-
per. The closing was weak at about the
lowest. Railway bonds receded in sympathy
with the depression in stock prices, but ex-
cept in a few instances the losses were not
significant. The sales were 533,000. Govern-
ments- ruled a shade higher for the new 4s
on the first call, but later lost the improve-
ment. The transactions were 910,800. Silver
certificates were weak and lower at 65% for945,000.

Gas, 5,400; L. & N., 10,500; Manhattan, 9,300;
