granted. But the Times expresses
doubt whether the treaty would cover
the case of a culprit in a fresh dyna-
mite conspiracy.

SULLIVAN'S CASE.

No Truth in the Rumor of His Ar-
rest,

PARIS, Sept. 16.—There is no truth
in the report that Alexander Sullivan,
of Chicago, the Irish leader, has been
arrested here. ’

CHICAGO, Sept. 16.—A sensational
coloring was thrown about the illness
of Mrs. Alexander Sullivan, who is suf-
fering from an attack of apoplexy, by
a dispatch this morning announcing
the arrest of Mr. Sullivan in Paris. It
was intimated ‘that Mrs. Sullivan’s
sickness was the direct result of the
sudden intelligence that her husband
was a prisoner in France, charged with
complicity in the alleged dynamite con-
spiracy. This rumor was today de-
nied authoratively by Mr. Sullivan’s
law partner, Edward J. McCardle. He
sald there was absolutely no founda-
tion for the story of Mr. Sullivan's ar-
rest. So far as Mrs. Sullivan’s illness
was concerned, that had an origin of
its own, and was in no wise due to the
sensational story from New York. Mr.
McCardle said posttively that Mr. Sul-
livan was a passenger on the steamer
Lahn, which left Bremen, yesterday
for New York, and which touched at
Southampton at 7 o’clock this morning.

At the office of ‘the North German
Lloyd Steamship eompany, it was
learned that Mr. Sullivan had paid his
passage on the Lahn, and had made all
his arrangements to sail today. Mr.
McCardle said Mr. Sullivan went
abroad some two months ago for rest
and recreation. Much of the time he
put in at Carlsbad. He also visited
Vienna, Buda Pesth and made a short
trip to various notable points in central
Europe. Mr. McCardle declared that
it had no significance with any Irish
revolutionary movement.

The condition of Mrs. Sullivan was
reported as being slightly better today.
For the first time since suffering her
stroke of apoplexy, she was able to
recognize her friends and speak to
them, though very weak. Doctors at-
tending her stated that they had every
hope of her ultimate recovery.

TEXAS OF A ROCK

BIG BATTLESHIP STRUCK WHILE
C€COMING INTO THE HARBOR AT
NEWPORT.

HER POSITION PRECARIOUS.

IN CASE OF A BLOW SERIOUS DAM-
AGE WOULP BE THE RE-
SULT.

CAPTAIN HAS NOTHING TO SAY NOW

On the Bridge When His Two and
a Half-Million Dollar Charge
Came te Grief.

NEWPORT, R. I, Sept. 16.—The
battleship Texas, which left the North
Atlantic squadron this afternoon for
the purpose of getting a supply of tor-
pedoes here, struck a rock while com-
ing into the harbor at 5:50 o’clock, and
is hard and fast. She rests on the
reck amidships and resisted all at-
tempts made by a tug to dislodge her.
The position of the vessel is a danger-
ous one, and should a storm set in, it
would go hard with her. The
place where the vessel struck is almost
opposite the torpedo station. When
she reached the harbor the tide was

had of the danger was a slight shock
just forward of amidships. Capt. Glass
at once ordered the port anchor out.
The hook held firmly and the ship
gradually swung broadside on the
beach. She was firm and could not be
moved so as to make the least head-
way by means of the anchor. The eb-
bing tide left her a fixture for the night
at least. Capt. Henry Glass and
Lieut. D. J. Kelly were both on the
bridge and neither supposed the water
at that point to be so shallow.

An examination was made at once
and it was decided to send for a tug.
With the tide below half ebb, five fath-
oms of water were found under the
bow and. about the same depth under
the stern. As the tide fell the how
began to appear abeve water and to-
night it is out of water. The stern
is on a line with the water. All the
naval officials who have seen the ves-
sel, admit that her position is a
dangerous one. The tug was obliged
to give up the attempt to float the mon-
ster battleship tonight, but will make
another attempt at high water, which
wilk be at 3 o’clock tomorrow morning.

DISPENSARY INVESTEGATION,

Bad Showing for a South Carolina
Young Man.

COLUMBIA, S. C., Sept. 16.—The dis-
pensary investigation began this morn-
ing, but nothing startling was devel-
oped beyond what was already known.
