is concerned. The Duluth Board of

Trade has sent an official weigh master

to the scene, and the State Railway &
Warehouse commission has establish-
ed the necessary inspectors and as-
sistants at that point. Hereafter all
grain which has been sent to West
Superior for inspection will receive the

same attention at Sandstone. It

means that from 200 to 500 cars will
be inspected daily. There is a strong

belief in some quarters that the Su-
perior board of trade, which bounced
the Minnesota inspectors, will soon be
ready to capitulate.

The Superior grain men are raising

a howl that the Great Northern is dis-
criminating against that town in favor

of Duluth in switching consignments

of grain and merchandise. The charge
is made that the Great Northern
rushes Duluth cars to that city with

all possible dispatch, but uses no dis-
patch with Superior cars. The officials
of the road laugh at the charge.

GREAT NORTHERN RETALIATES.

Will i.ivt- l|i the N. P. Tracks at
Superior.

The Great Northern is doing a little
retaliating on its own hook, and has
in a measure evened up with the
Northern Pacific for abandoning the
Union depot at Minneapolis, and go-

in*^ over to the Milwaukee terminals.
An order has been issued by the

Great Northern which provides that

hereafter all trains heretofore running

over the Northern Pacific tracks be-

tween Duluth and South Superior,

would be run over its own tracks. The

Eastern Minnesota has been using the
tracks of the Northern Pacific on ac-
count of the better bridge facilities of
the latter, which allows the Eastern

Minnesota trains to run into the Su-
perior union depot. The change will

necessitate the construction of a new
bridge by the Eastern Minnesota, be-
tween St. Louis bridge and South Su-
perior. The change is also supposed

to mean that the Eastern Minnesota
division of the Great Northern will

abandon the Superior union depot as
soon as the new bridge is completed.

an entire block of regular tickets to be ]

sold on commission, has been strength- •
ened, and the charge is freely made i
b\ the regular agents that the batch ]
was worth over $20,000. However, the i

special spotters employed by the rail-
roads got onto the arrival of the batch
In time to prevent their use, and it
was said yesterday that the scalpers
did not even dare to break the seals.
Some railroad officials can not under-
stand why the Soo made a rate of $18 I
to New York immediately after the
close of the encampment. But the Soo j
v.as not asleep. The reason for the cut I
was the discovery of the batch of j
tickets in tlie hands of the scalpers, j
and as the Eastern lines would not al-
low the scalpers to sell as low as $18,
the scheme failed. For this reason,
and to accomplish the defeat of the
\u25a0scheme, the Soo Will very likely keep
the rate in effect until the end of the
month.

MEET THE SOO'S RATE.

Other Lines Reduce the Tariff ou
Flour.

The Soo line, which cut the rates on
flour to Eastern seaports from 25 to
22^ cents Tuesday, held the advantage
just twenty-four hours, for yesterday
noon the representatives of the North-
western, the St. Paul & Duluth and
the Eastern Minnesota held a meeting
at the general offices of the St. Paul &
Duluth and unanimously agreed to
Xneet the rate made by the Soo.

Whether or not the Soo willmake a
Still further reduction is not known.
Ifthe Chicago lines take up and fight,
there will be exciting times. There is
always a heavy shipment of flour to
the head of the lakes at this time of
the year, and the Soo evidently wanted
to get the business and send itEast via
the port of Gladstone, Mich. The
•meeting was attended by General Man-
ager Burt and General Freight Agent
Clark, of the Omaha; General Manager
Fnderwood, -

of the Soo;; General
Frieght Agent Eden, of the EasternMinnesota, and the officials of the St.
Paul & Duluth. It is said that these

Great Western was responsible for the
fight. The officials of tne latter road
fail to see the logic of the claim, how-
ever, and declare that they have notattempted to interfere in any way with
the stability of the flour rate situation.

BROKERS BARRED.

\\ •.-Mein Road** tan Have No Deal-
Insu With Them.

CHICAGO. Sept. 16—An important
decision was made today by the arbi-
trator in an appeal from the local
passenger association at Kansas City.
The case was one where a local agent
sold to a customer of a broker a
ticket at fullrate. There was no un-
derhanded operation in the sale of the
ticket, but the agent was found guilty
of an infraction of the association rule,
prohibiting any deals with brokers
under any circumstances. The agent
was fined and appealed. The arbitra-
tor has upheld the decision of the local
association, he finding that the re-
sponsibility rests upon members of the
local associations to see that no broker
is given facilities for handling any
form of transferrable tickets. The de-
cision is very sweeping in its character,
and practically prohibits any member
of any local association, in the terri-
tory' of the Western Passenger asso-
ciation, from having any transactions
whatever with any broker under any
pretense.

The chairman of the Transcontinen-
tal Passenger association today made
a rulingin regard to the necessity ofsignatures on exchange orders. One
of the roads sought to have the matter
settled, whether or not it Is necessary
to have an exchange order bear the
signature of the individual to whom
it is originally issued. The chairman
settled the matter by saying that the
rule for signatures on exchange or-
ders is the same as that applying to
the regular forms of tickets.

CQR.V RATE REFUSED.

Western Committee Rejects the
Proposition Offered.

CHICAGO, Sept. 16.—Members of the
central freight committee today voted
down a proposition to make the rate
on corn, Chicago to New York, fifteen
cents per 100 pounds. For the ninety
days preceding September 15, the rate
was fifteen cents, having been reduced
upon orders of the board of managers
of the Joint Traffic association from
the old twenty cent basis, which has
applied for years. The restoration
came by limitation and the board of
managers submitted the matter of
again reducing the rate, at the same
time the restoration was ordered.
Freight men of the big trunk lines be-
tween Chicago and New York favored
the fifteen cent rate, the reason being
that New Yorkers are complaining !
greatly that their port may lose
ground as an export city. Smaller ]
lines in the central freight committee ;

From overture to salute, the opening
performance of Buffalo Bill's Wild
"West show was cheered and enjoyed
yesterday by an audience that num-
bered thousands. There were vacant

seats under the great canvas, but if the
day had not been threatening standing

room would have been at a premium.
One of the sterling features of this

great performance is that everything
is exactly as advertised. There are
none of the fake features incident to

circus performances and stirring

scenes that appear ln the lithographs

and posters only. Everything is genu-
ine and everything moves rapidly and

without hitch. The Cossacks are gen-
uine, there is no doubt as to the pedi-

gree of the Indians, the South America j
gauchos, the Arab horsemen, the
Mexicans

—
all are masters of the art

which they exhibit and learned in their
native lands. The troops of lanciers,

and chasseurs are members of the gen-

uine body in France and Germany, and

the United States cavalry are a part

of the regular army. There's no tinsel
on the performance and no fraud in the
people from Buffalo Bill to Bill
Sweeney, who leads the cowboy band.

When the band played the "Star
Spangled Banner" the crowd cheered
and again a moment later when the
Indians burst through the screen at

the end of the great amphitheater, lead-
ing the grand review of the rough dir-
ers, men shouted and women and chil-
dren waved their handkerchiefs at the
novel and inspiring scene. A band of
Ogalallas dashed to the center of the
arena, brandishing their weapons and
yelling brought their ponies up sharply

facing the audience. They were decked
in full war paint and feathers, their
naked skins glistening with green and
yellow stripes and their heads bedecked
"with plumes. Flatiron, their chief,
paused in a dignified attitude, while
the braves cantered their ponies about
him, yelling all the while ferociously.
Then came the Arapahoes with their
chief, Flying Hawk, and the Brule
Sioux with Black Fox at their head
and the Cheyennes under High Bear.
Then the squaws and the children of
the tribes under the care of the Indian
police,

*
with Flying Eagle as their

chief. Alone and in dignified silence
followed old Rocky Bear, the war chief
of the Sioux nation, distinguished from
the others by the single eagle feather
that decorated his scalplock and the
fact that he was completely clad.

The Arabs on their fleet chargers, the
showy French dragoons, German
soldiers in burnished .breast plates, the
Cossacks singing a wierd melody, the
Royal Irish lancers, the Mexican rur-
ales, the American cowboys, the Amer-
ican cavalry, with their yellow helmet
plumes waving in the breeze

—
all came

in rapid succession and faced the
audience in a grand array. Then, at
the sound of a trumpet, the cavalcade
broke into sections, and, wheeling In
intricate maneuvers, withdrew from
the field after brilliant exhibitions of
horsemanship.

Miss Annie Oakley, the celebrated
markswoman, gave an exhibition of
her skill. In rapid succession she
broke ball after ball, knocked down
bird after bird, to the amazement of
the ladies in the audience and the envy
of the men, who pride themselves as
crack shots. Her dexterity was mar-
velous. Johnnie Baker, who is one of
the best known rifle shots in the world,
showed what a steady hand and quick
eye can do with a revolver. Besides
his ability at off-hand shooting, John-
nie stood on his head and broke glass
balls, and then to show how easy it
it, when you know how, slid flat on
his back and broke a dozen balls with-
out missing a shot.

Following the race between the Arab,
Indian, cowboy, Mexican and Gaucho

—
which the cowboy won by dashing
riding

—
came an exhibition of the pony

express, showing how the mails were
carried across the continent before the
days of railroads. A band of maraud-
ing Indians attacked the prairie emi-
grant train and had the poor settlers
on the run when Buffalo Bill and a
band of cowboys came to the rescue
and drove the red devils into obscurity.
The amount of gunpowder that is

burnt in this exhibition would make a
respectable rural Independence day
display.

One of the most interesting features
of the entertainment is the display of
the group of Arabs, who, aside from
their superb horsemanship, are mar-
velous in the dexterity at gymnastics.
Sheik Hadj Cheriff led this band, and
he is a wonder and a whole show in
himself. All the while the Arabs were
performing this dancing dervish on a
mounted pedestal whirled around and
around continuously, clapping a pair
of castanets in either hand. At the
conclusion of the performance the
Sheik leaped to the ground and showed
that he was not in the least dizzy by
springing to the back of his horse and
galloping wildlyfrom the arena.

The Cossacks entered singing a weird \
melody, and after circling around the j
amphitheater, gave an exhibition of i

daring horsemanship that ln its
peculitar line, excelled the efforts of!
even the dare devil cowboys. When a i
man can ride a horse standing on his j

head on the animal's shoulders, he
'

may safely be called an expert horse-
man.

The use of the la3so was demon-
jstrated by a band of Mexicans. V.
1Arincente Orapezo showed himself to be
| the king of the weapon. He lassoed
!horses and men by their heads and
ifeet, and skipped the rope through the
jrapidly circling noose in a most sur-
Iprising manner. The other Mexican
|vacqueros were but little less skillful.

The sight of the bucking bronchos
iwas exciting enough for the crowd
ithat cheered the efforts of the animals
|as well as the daring bravery of the
icowboy riders. The saber drill, be-'
tween the cavary riders of America,
Germany and France, was a beautiful

jspectacle, and the patriotism of the
jaudience was severely tested. Of
;course everyone wanted the Americans
to carry off the honors, but the other
competitors were equally skilled in the
use of the weapon and honors were
even.

The color sergeant of the Seventh
cavalry is Paul Weinert. who wears a
medal for bravery at the battle of
Wounded Knee. The attack on the

IDead wood,mail coach by Indians, was
a realistic* bit of display and the buff-
alo hunt was quite exciting. The at-
tack on settlers cabins and the rescue
by Buffalo Billand his followers, Was
also a pleasant feature of the after-
noon,

Buffalo Bill fcimself was loudly
cheered when he code Into the field to
give an exhibition of the marvelous
skill that gave him the reputation of
being a dead shot thirty years ago.
His hand is as steady and his eye as
keen as ever, and his exhibition of
breaking glass balls thrown into the
air, while riding at full speed, was
simply marvelous.

The entertainment closed with a
grand salute by .the company and a
burst of melody ,from the band. By.
the way, that band, under the leader-
ship of William /Sweeny, has played
its way almost around the world. It
has played the ["Marseilles" *on the
scene of the battle of Waterloo and

i the German national hymn in Paris
—

something none but a cowboy band
would have dared* to do.
In the reserve* seats at the after-

noon performance were seen the faces
of many of the most prominent people
of the city. Among those distinguished
as guests of Buffalo Bill were a party
of officers and their ladies from Fort
Snelling. In the party were Lieut. Col.
Moale, Capt. Butler and wife,Mrs. Col.
Paige and family, Capt. Rowe, Dr.
Baldwin, Maj. Tucker and wife, Maj.
Whipple and Dieut. Sturges.

The parade yesterday morning was
all that had been promised and was
witnessed by thousands of spectators
along the line of march. The threaten-
ing weather doubtless kept many at
heme who otherwise would have help-
ed to swell the throng on the streets.
With two bands in gorgeous chariots,
the parade moved promptly at the ap-
pointed time, and with Col. Cody at
the head passed along the streets ad-
vertised.

the mayor, shortly before 2 p. m., in-
formed him, Mr. Butler, that he un-
derstood that 2:30 was the hour set for
receiving the bids. But on the advice
of Corporation Attorney Darragh, the
Butler-Ryan bid was rejected.

inquh-ed Pierce Butler facetiously.

BANKS SIIOI I.I) STAND PAT.

When They Make Their Reports
They Should Stick to the

Figures Therein.

All day yesterday the state board of
equalization labored over the subject
of banks, reaching Lac gui Parle coun-
ty before adjournment. The chief fight
of the day was over the assessment on
the banks of Minneapolis, which were
returned at $3,449,000. The board, how-
ever, Insisted on holding them to its
rule that they be assessed at sixty per
cent of the valuation as returned by
them in their reports to the state bank
examiner. This resulted in raising
them to $4,388,000, or about twenty-
seven per cent.

The debate over the raise was live-
ly. It was pleaded in behalf of the
banks that not all the banks should be
subject to the same rate of taxation
that the richer banks were, but the
problem that confronted the board was
how to obviate the difficulty. The
board, if it was going to make excep-
tions in any case, should let it be
known publicly that changes were be-
ing made, and invite all the bankers
who were in poor condition to make
their appeals. This, however, it seemed
to be the general opinion, was not
necessary. The banks were adjudged
by the board on the basis of the re-
ports they made to the authorities,
and the statements which they made
to the public which entrusted them
witH its confidence. If an injustice
was worked on them by taxing them
on this valuation, it was not the fault
of the board.
In the discussion the board consid-ered, beside the official returns, the

current quotations of bank stock in
the two cities, and it was insisted by
Mr. Peck that these were not credible,
as in many cases they were far be-
yond the actual cash prices of thestock in question.

Chairman Potter created something
of a sensation by his strictures on the
banks which, after making reports to
one effect, were trying to go behind
them in pleading for leniency on the
part of the board. He mentioned
names of institutions which, in his
opinion, were not entitled to the mercy
besought, and the preponderance ofopinion at the close of the debate
seemed to be against the banks. The
raise in Minneapolis is probably
heavier than will be the case in any
of the other counties.

Ramsey and St. Louis counties are
the chief puzzles remaining and they
will probably be reached today.
It is hoped that the list of counties

will be finished today, although this
is not certain, as Ramsey and St. Louis
counties may take up a great deal of
the day.
Itseems probable, however, that the

board will be able to reach the realty
valuations by tomorrow at the far-
thest

DAY OF THE ATONEMENT.

Impressive Services Held at Mt.
Zion Synagogue,

Services In observance of the Atone-
ment were held at the Jewish Synago-
gue last evening by Rabbi Hess. The
services were very Impressive, Prof.
WHeaton and choir assisting. After
the musical service the Rabbi delivered
a short sermon on the meaning of the
day. He said at this time all differ-
ences of opinion were forgotten and
spoke of the grandeur of the day as it
was observed by the Hebrews all over
the United States. Taking as his text
"For on this day he will atone and
cleanse you of all your sins; before
God you shall be clean." He spoke of
the true cleanliness of the heart, not
of the body, and said that the only
kind of cleanliness is that of Sincerity.
That before men hypocritical tears
may be shed, but not before God. He
spoke of self-affliction which should
consist of more than fasting alone, and
should be the conjuring up of the spirit
of remorse and the acknowledgment of
short comings. He said that the bodily
afflictions of the past had been done
away with and that -while the people of
today claim to understand the spirit
of the commandment, they should
actually afflict their souls. Today
there are no altars for the burning of
the offering, but that the flame of love
la the fire and the word and deed of
charity and benevolence toward all i»
the offering.

Policeman Hervln Under the Limit
hy Three Days.

The assembly will hold its regular
meeting tonight. The most important
matter to be considered willbe the or-
dinance from the board of aldermen,
providing for a 3^ per cent reduction
of the policemen's salaries. The proba-
bilities are that the assembly will con-
cur in the action of the board and pass
the ordinance, as there is sure to be a
deficiency in the police department
fund at the close of the present year.

The committee on police will recom-
mend the names of two of the mayor's
appointees for confirmation. One is A.
S. Hervin, whose affidavit says that he
was born Sept. 8, 1861, and the other is
Charles H. Blodgett, who, it is said,
filed an affidavit showing that he was
under thirty-five years of age at the
time of his appointment. The latter's
affidavit was before the committee onpolice, but yesterday it was missing
from the city clerk's office. Patrolman
Hervin, according to his affidavit, was
appointed In the nick of time, as he
reached the prohibited age of thirty-five
years only two or three days after hisappointment.
