SPEED OF WHEELS.

Bi<*>i-iixts Millie Protests on the
New Ordinance.

The judiciary committee of the board of
park commissioners met yesterday afternoon
to consider the objections of A. B. Choate
and other wheelmen of the city to the re-
cent bicycle ordinance In connection with the
parks and boulevards.

At the last meeting of the board a com-
munication was received from Mr. Choate,
inclosing what he believed to be a copy of
an equitable ordinance regulating the speed,
etc., of bicycles in the parks and on the
boulevards. The matter was referred to the
judiciary committeee, and when they met
yesterday the following wheelmen were pres-
ent to champion their cause: A. B. Choate,
M. L. Knowlton, James Wirtensohn, Willie
Becker. F. H. Williams.

Mr. Choate. addressing the committee, ob-
jected to that part of the ordinance which
required a bicyclist to limit his speed to four
miles an hour when passing a vehicle. He
said that it was Impossible for a man to
guide his wheel when traveling at so slow
a pace, and that there would be more danger
of collision with other vehicles If that ordi-
nance were enforced than If they were al-
lowed to travel at a fast gait. The commit-
tee conceded their mistake and eliminated
that portion of the ordinance.

Mr. Choate also objected to that part of the
ordinance which required a speed of not more
than seven milee an hour on tho boulevards.
He wanted lt amended to read ten miles an
hour on the boulevards and seven miles on
the park driveways. This matter the commit-
tee promised to take into their considera-
tion.

The matter of requiring all bicycle riders
to carry lanterns was also discussed by Mr.
Choate, who said that it was an impossibil-
ity to keep lanterns lighted at all times, and,
further than that, he said that their use
tended to make bicycle riding disagreeable,
Inasmuch as a wheel with a lantern was con-
tinually becoming daubed with oil. Mr.
Choate also thought that bells were not a
necessity, Inasmuch as they were always be-
ing rung at Inopportune times, and were of
very little use. This point, however, the
wheelmen were willing to concede if the
committee thought it advisable.

After hearing from some of the other-
wheelmen along the same line, the commit-
tee adjourned, to meet at a later date, when
the several objections will be considered.

marked increase over the entire enrollment

HURON, S. D., Sept. 17.— The weather

and crop bureau ln Its weekly report
says:

The temperature during the week
averaged below the normal and al-
though It was quite warm sometimes
In the afternoon, the weather was gen-
erally cool, with cool nights. On themorning of Friday, 11th inst., light to
heavy frost occurred in localities over
most of the state. In some lt killed
vines and cut the leaves off the latest
corn 'considerably, but no material
damage resulted to staple crops, so far
as heard from. It was heaviest on low
lands.

There was more partly cloudy and
rainy weather than usual.

The rains that occurred were princi-
pally ln showers, mostly light, although
there are localities where from 0.75 to
2.50 inches occurred, the heaviest prin-
cipally in Minnehaha, Pennington and
Turner and contiguous counties.

The rains were beneficial In putting
the soil In condition for fall plowing,
but Interfered to more or less extent
with stacking and threshing in locali-
ties. They were also favorable forgrass, which continues green In most
counties, and some haying is still being
done.

The corn ls practically made and ls
the best, the state considered, for a
number of years. Many correspond-
ents report It the best ever produced
In their respective counties. The ears
are full length, fully developed, and
nicely matured, while ln many countiesthe stalks produced more ears thanusual. There are local exceptions tothis, due, no doubt to the local charac- I
ter of showers, but generally the crop j
Is very fine, considerable has already !
been cut and shocked, and some has j
been gathered from the field. There ls !only a little flax yet to be harvested.

Late potatoes are matured and are I
being gathered in some localities.

Business
is so sensitive, so quick to scent dan-
ger, that any legislation or proposed
legislation, or change of policy which
would derange or alter or unsettle val-
ues is felt long before the apprehended
blow is given. So that from the very
hour it was determined by the Ameri-
can people that the Republican party,
which with but a single interruption,
had been in control of the government
for more than thirty years, was to go
out of power and another party, with
a different policy was to come in, that
moment every business man of the
country assumed an attitude of wait-
ing and of fear and anxiety. (Ap-
plause.)

"While business men were waiting to
know exactly what legislation was to
be, business was languishing from one
end of the country to the other, and
labor was without work. Then we
commenced livingfrom hand to mouth,
and we have been livingfrom hand to
mouth ever since. (Great applause and
cries of "We have!") As an old com-
rade said to me a few days ago, 'The
distance seems to be getting greater
with each succeeding year.' (Laughter
and applause.) According to a census
recently taken by a newspaper In New
York, It appears that ln July, 1892, 577
employers of labor In the United States

| gave work to 114,231 hands. How was
iit in July, 18967? (Cries of "Not bo
good.") The same 'employers gave
work to 78,700 Hands* 25,531 who had
been employed ln 1892 were thrown out
of employment ln 1896, and put ln a
state of idleness resisting in a loss of
more than 30 per cent to labor.

"InJuly, 1892, the wages paid to the114,231 hands amounted to $3,927,000.
In July, 1896, the earnings of the 78.700
hands amounted to only $2,469,712, a
loss to labor in a single month in those
establishments of $1,467,000, or 40 per
cent. (A voice, "Pennsylvania knows
it.") Yes, and Pennsylvania, like all
the rest of the country, will vote thisyear with knowledge. (Cries of "Right;
right.") In 1892 the monthly average
of wages paid in these establishments
was $34.50; ln 1896, only $31.

"My countrymen, Iam one of those
Americans who believe that the Amer-
ican workshop should be protected so
far as possible from the foreign work-
shops, to the end that American work-
lngmen be constantly employed, and so
protected, too, as to be employed at
American wages. (Tremendous cheer-ing, and cries of "What's the matter
with McKinley? He's all right")Nor
do Iwant products cheapened at the

expense "of American mannoacf? (Ap-
plause.) Nor doIthink that Ul*econ-
omy to buy goods cheaply -abroad, if
thereby it enforces idleness at home.
(Renewed applause.) Such goods are
the dearest that the American people
can buy. (Cries of "Right you are, ma-
jor.") James G. Blame (applause), that
gifted statesman, In 1884, spoke words
of wisdom which seem singularly appli-
cable to our present situation, and to
the present hour. He said:

"A policy that would abandon the
field of home trade must prove disas-
trous to the mechanics and working-
men of the United States. Wages are
unjustly reduced when an industriousman is not able by his earnings to live
ln comfort, educate his children, and
save a sufficient amount for the neces-
sities of age. The reduction of wages,
Inevitably consequent upon throwing
our home market open to the world,
would deprive the workingman of the
United States of the power to do this.It would prove a great calamity to
our country. Itwould produce a con.
fllct between the poor and the rich,
and in the sorrowful degradation of
labor would plant the seeds of public
danger."

"The Republican party has steadily
aimed to maintain Just relations be-
tween labor and capital, guarding with
care the rights of each. A conflict be-
tween the two has always led in the
past and willalways lead in the future
to the injury of both. (Applause.) Labor
is indispensable to the creation andprofitable use of capital and capital
Increases the efficiency and value of
labor. (Applause.) That policy Is wisest
and best which harmonizes the two,
on the basis of absolute justice. The
Republican party has protected the
free labor of America so that Its com-
pensation is larger than ls realized in
any other country. (Qreat applause
and cries of "Hurrah for McKinley!")

'
"But, my countrymen, as if the busi-

'
ness conditions were not bad enough
and hard enough to bear, we have j
thrust upon us at this critical time in!
the business affairs of the nation, a
proposition to debase the currency of j
the country and undermine the public |
credit. We know what partial free :
trade has done for the labor of the !
United States, It has diminished its !
employment and earftin-f^. We do not j
propose now to inaugurate a Currency i
system that willcheat labor in its pay. I
Laboring men of this country, when- j
ever they give one day's work to their j
employer, they want to be paid in full:
dollars, good everywhere in the world, j
(Great cheering and cries of "McKinleyI
ls all right.") We want in this country ;

good work, good wages and good :
money. (Applause.) We want to con- j
tinue our good government with its
generous privileges and matchless op- j
portunities, and want it to be a gov-
ernment where law is supreme over j
all. (Cheers.) And for the equal benefit
of all. (Renewed cheering.)

"My fellow citizens, it is gratifying
to me to be assurred by your spokes-
man, it will be inspiring to the whole
country, that the voice of labor here
today declares that no party which de-
grades the honor of the nation, no
party which stands opposed to law
and order, or which seeks to array the
masses against the classes, shall re-
ceive its vote and support. (Great
cheering and cries of "That's right"
and "Hurrah for McKinley!") Golden
words are these which will strike a
chord of sympathy ln every American
home, where virtue dwells and truth
abides. (Applause.) We have this year
resting upon us as citizens, a grave
responsibility. The country has never
failed or faltered in the past to meet
every crisis. It will not falter or fall
now to uphold the dignity and inde-
pendence of labor and the honor and
stability of the government, that it
may still further exalt the American
name." (Applause.)

CHANCE FOR M'CLEARY.

May Be the Next Speaker of tho
Honse.

Washington. Sept. 17.— Among the re-
publican congressmen here there is
some speculation as to whether or not
Speaker Reed will be a candidate for
re-election as presiding officer of the
Fifty-fifth congress.

Reed can undoubtedly be re-elected,
although there are several of the older
•western members who thing that sec-
tion of the country is entitled to the
speaker's gavel. In connection with
Reed's intentions, there ls a rumor cur-
rent that he has already been tendered
a position in the McKinley cabinet,

in the event of the Canton candidate's
election.
Itis said that Chairman Hanna and

McKinley have concluded that Reed
is by far the biggest republican ln the
party, and that he should be given

the portfolio of state. As secretary,
Mr. Reed would have a great oppor-
tunity to make a brilliant record in
diplomatic affairs, and it is believed
that he will accept the position.
If the speaker is thus eliminated

from the speakership contest, Gen.
Henderson, of lowa, and Uncle Joe
Cannon, of Illinois, will, it is believed,
become active candidates. But it is
further stated that neither one will
develop strength enough to secure the
prize. Cannon has many enemies, for
he has objected and prevented more
local legislation going through con-
gress than any other republican mem-
ber. He has done so ln the interest
of economy, and to make the right
sort of record for the republican party,
but that does not make him strong
friends. Henderson also lost many
friends during the last session by his
arbitrary position on several ques-
tions. He was the leading spirit of
the committee on rules, and often
brought ln reports that were consid-
ered very arbitrary.

Among the possible candidates men-
tioned for speaker, is a man whose
name is now more frequently heard
around republican committee rooms
than that of any other Western mem-
ber. Itis Hon. James T. McCleary, of
Minnesota. Ifit ls to be an open lield,
it is believed here that the member
from the Second district will, provided
he enters the contest, secure more sup-
port from the East and South, than
any other member. McCleary's
speeches on the financial question have
been In greater demand than any
other campaign document. And he
has been importuned to make speeches
in almost every state in the Union. The
high regard in which he is held by the
republican campaign managers is evi-
denced by his being selected at Can-
ton yesterday, at the great meeting
held at the home of Major McKinley,
to make an address.

Should Tom Reed be called to the
cabinet, it Is not at all Improbable that
Minnesota will be honored with thespeakership.

ALGER "PARTY.

Two Days to Be Devoted to Minne-
sota.

DETRIOT, Sept. 17.—The routa of
Gen. Alger's party, composed of ex-
officers of the union army, who are to
make speeches in various Western
states for the purpose of influencing
the votes of veterans In the interest of
the gold standard has been agreed
upon. They will travel In his private
car and the guests will be Gen. O. O.
Howard, Daniel E. Sickles, Gen. Franz
Slgel, Adjt. Gen. Thomas J. Stewart
and Corporal Tanner. The flrst stop
will be made at Chicago, where a
meeting will be held in the Auditorium
the night of Sept. 21. The 22d and
the 23rd will be devoted to Wisconsin,
the 24th and 25th to Minnesota, the
26th and 28th to lowa, the 29th and 30th
to Nebraska, Oct. 1 to 3 to Kansas, the
6th, 7th, Bth and 9th to Illinois; 10th
12th and 13th to Indiana; 14th, Louis-
ville, Ky; 15th, 16th and 17th to Ohio;
w»ek begining October 19th to Michi-
gan. Itis possible that the party will
stop at St. Louis Oct. 5.

ECHO OF HOLMES.

Bones of Possible Victim**,Found at
Chicago.

CHICAGO, Sept. 17.—1n the dense woods
between North Evanston and Wilmette, a
grave has been found full of human bones.
The discovery was made by A.H. Parker, of
Evanston, who, with his wife, has been mak-
ing frequent excursions Into, the wood* dur-
ing the last two months. Mrs. Parker some
wieeks ago declared the place was a grave,
and urged her husband to investigate It. He
at first refused, but finally consented, Just to
show -bis wife that she knew nothing about
graves. He dug long enough to turn up a
few ribs and a thigh bone, and then called
on the police for help. This afternoon sev-
eral bones and a skull, supposed from its
size to be that of a woman, were found. The
investigation was stopped by darkness, but
willbe resumed tomorrow. The spot is only
a few rods from the houee in which H. H.
Holmes lived at Wilmet'te, and it is thought
by the police that the bones may be those of
some of his victims. The bones had evidently
been Interred for more than two years, and
were apparently placed in the grave without
a coffin, and no clothing of any sort was
found. From the size of the bone* it is
thought they must be from several people.

OIG CUBAN EXPEDITION.

The
cutter Foraker ls lyingin the lower bay and
the inference is that she has been instructed
to keep an eye on the proposed expedition.

PHILANTHHOPIST DEAD.

Enoch Pratt Passed Away Last
Night at Baltimore.

BALTIMORE,Md., Sept. 17.—Enoch Pratt,
the millionaire banker and philanthropist, died
at 9 o'clock tonight. Enoch Pratt was born
ln North Mlddleborough, Mass., Sept. 10,
1808. In1831 he came to Baltimore and estab-
lished himself as a commission merchant. A
little later on he founded the wholesale iron
house of Pratt & Keith, which afterward be- I
came that of E. Pratt & Bro. At the time j
of his death Mr.Pratt was president and di-
rector of the National Farmers' and Plant-
ers' banks, the duties of which positions have
devolved upon him for the past 45 years;
vice president and director of the P., W. & B.
railroad for 27 years; also president and di-
rector in numerous institutions and prom-
inently identified for many years past with
railroad building and shipping interests.

TO VISIT GROVER.

Lord Russell MillCall on Him Be-
fore Leaving.

I WASHINGTON, Sept. 17.-Baron Russell,
lord chief justice of England, arrived here
today. Accompanying ths chief justice are
Mrs. Russell, their daughter, Miss Russell,
and Mr. Fox, an English barrister. During
the hours of the afternoon Attorney General
Harmon escorted the party about the city
and \u25a0 suburbs. Tonight the party remained
at the hotel and received a number of call-
ers, includingJustice Harlan, of the supreme
court, and Gen. Greeley, of the army.
