'As staled * 'Before,
however, Corbett is not a hard hitter,
and depends on wearying his man out
with his left hand jabs and finishing
him with good right hand knocks when
he has him groggy.

Two Other** Fatally Injured tn a
C. H. & D. Wreck.

INDIANAPOLIS, Sept. 18.

Fourmen were killed and a number of
others badly injured this morning in a
wreck on the Cincinnati, Hamilton &
Dayton near Connersville, Ind., about
forty miles east of here. The dead are:

Christ Sweetman, engineer, Day-
ton; Kinsby, fireman, Cincinnati;
George House, conductor, Indianapolis;
Hughes, fireman, Hamilton. Injured:
Paymaster John Jansing, badly hurt;
Charles Seallon. assistant paymaster;
M? Brown, conductor pay car, badly
hurt; Fisback, porter of pay car, bad-
lyhurt; E. Wysong, foreman of bridges
and buildings, badly hurt; J. M.
Rourke, roadmaster, slightly injured:
M. P. Concannon, engineman, Hamil-
ton, supposed to be fatally hurt.

A pay car and its engine met a light
engine on a reverse curve. The light
engine, which was a very heavy
freighter, remained on the track. The
pay car and its engine were thrown on
their sides in the ditch. The freight
had stopped at Londwood. and put
part of the train onto a siding, taking
the rest to Salter's switch. The crew
took the engine of the freight and
started back to Longwood. When one
and a half miles east of Longwood, the
wild engine met the pay car. Itwas
down grade and impossible to stop.
The two engines came together with a
terrible crash and the pay car was
thrown onto its side, into the ditch.
Paymaster Jansing is so badly hurt
that he cannot possibly live.

The latest idea in projectiles ls the screw,

to what would be obtained by the twisting
of a riband of metal upon its own axis,
thereby producting a body without any cylin-

Idrical center, and somewhat ln the form of
: a portion of a twisted auger or twist drill.

The projectile may be formed as a solid
shot, or with a central, longitudinal cavity
for the explosive, to enable it to be used as
a shell. The periphery or edges of the
threads or blades may be made smooth to
enable the projectile to be thrown from a
smooth-bore gun; or the projectile may be
provided with soft metal studs or projec-
tions on the edges of the threads or blades
to fit Into the grooves of a rifled gun. The
threads are curved, off at the fore end of
the projectile to facilitate the action of the
latter both ln passing through the air and
in penetration.
