THROWN TWENTY FEET.

James Grace, Aged 65, Struck by an
Interurban Car.

A man, apparently about zixty-five
yeéars of age, who gives his name as
James Grace, but refuses to give his
place of residence, was knocked down
by an interurban car at Eighth and
Minnesota streets last night about 9
o'clock and quite seriously injured,
although it is believed he will recover.
As far as can be learned by the spec-
tators, Grace was standing on the
northeast corner of the styeets named,
as the car, No. 612, on the interurban
line, came up Eighth street on ts way
round the loop. He attempted to
cross in front of the car and was
struck in such a manner that he was
thkrown nearly twenty feet and to one
side of the tracks. He was picked up
in an insensible condition and the by-
standers supposing him to be dead
sent for the coroner, but later he re-
vived somewhat and was taken to the
city hospital in the Central patrol wa-
gon. At the hospital it was found
that, although he was cut and bruised
in several places about the head and
face, his injuries were not necessarily
of a fatal character. His principal
wounds are a cut on the back of the
head, another over the left eye and one
on the left breast.

The attendants at the hospital state
that Grace had apparently been drink-
ing heavily and the accident is attrib-
uted to this cause. When questioned
he refused to talk about himself fur-
ther than to say that his name was
James Grace and he was not married.
His dress and appearance would in-
dicate that he is a laborer.
